Born in Dalas County on Septem-
ber 9, 1870, Mrs. Alley was almost
72 years of age and was a native
Texan, Her maiden name was Effie !

She was married on January 12,
1886, to John Fenwick Cooke, and of
this marriage ohe daughter was born,
Mrs. Ethel Cooke Robinson of this
city, with whom Mrs. Alley resided.

In 1897 Mrs Cooke and her Nttle!
daughter removed to Lubbock, where
they continued to reside until 1899,
when Mrs. Cooke married Jack Alley
and they moved to Lynn County
She was a resident of Lynn County
continuously from that date unti
the time of her death, a period of
sbout forty-three years

This county had nog been organ-
ized and Tahoka had not been lald
out at the time of her remowval to
this county.

Judge Reed has served this district faithfully and well for six
years, It will be remembered that he was appointed by the Governor,
confirmed by.the Senate. upon the death of our beloved Judge Mc-

AUSTIN, July 16 — State Auditor
C. H. Cavness reported today, after
his cwrent examination of the re-
cords, that in his opinion all taxes
collected for the Old Age Assistance
Fund have been properly handled by
the State Comptroller and State
Treasurer and that every individual
old age assistance applicant who has
been duly certified by the State De-
partment of Public Welfare has been
paid in full the entire amount to
which he is legally entitled to date.

The State Auditor pointed out that
under the presgnt Federal law, with
which the State must conform, all
monthly payments to each individual
are fixed by the Department of Pub-
lic Welfare after investigation of
each case to determine actual indi-
vidual need. He said that the amount
of the cash balance that may be on
hand cannot legally be useq to in-

crease the size of the checks — that |

Mr. Alley was a ranchman and
had been in this section since 1879,
when he came to Crosby County
with Will and John Slaughter: At
the time of their marriage Mr. Alley
was manager of Col, C. C. Slaughter’s
Tahoka Lake Ranch, which then
covered aboug half of Lynn County.

Mrs. Alley’s ranch home at Tahoka
Lake was for years a favorite meet-
ing place of cowboys and ranchmen
from all over the Plains and even
then she was famous for her cooking.

In those days, Mrs. Alley enjoyed
riding, and she spent much of her
time on the range anl even partici-
pated in cattle drives to Stanton.

Mr. Alley also at times was man-
ager of the Long-S8S Ranch and of
the Runningwater Ranch, also own-
ed by Col. Slaughter, and when the
vast Slaughter empire was broken |
up, Mr. and Mrs. Alley acquired a
part of the Tahoka Lake Ranch.
