Loeb of Chicago did was to show that 
this parthenogenetic tendency could 
be stimulated in sea urchins by a nor 
mal salt solution. In certain lnfusoria 
the process of fecundation consists 
essentially in a subtle osmosis be 
tween the sexes. The experiments of 
Loeb did not create life, but simply 
stimulated bisexual generation at the 
expense of parthenogenesis. These 
experiments, therefore, demonstrate 
nothing as regards the cause of life.
