Driver
Safety
Urged

Faced with predictions that 1961 
may bring a new record for high­
way deaths throughout the na­
tion, Reese officials have placed 
heaviest emphasis on “Operation 
Homesafe’’ and are urging great­
est caution as base people start 
the Christmas holiday period.

Upward of 3,000 traffic deaths 
during the holidays has been fore­
cast, as highway officials of all 
slates have stepped-up activities 
aimed at curbing traffic accidents.

The forecast deaths total more 
than the population of Reese and 
all possible steps are being taken 
to guard against having base 
people involved in accidents of 
any sort. Death to 173 people in 
Texas accidents during the holi­
days is estimated by the Texas 
Department of Public Safety. Of 
these, 88 are expected to result 
from highway accidents, 45 from 
other types of accidents and 40 
from shootings.

At Reese, emphasis is on per­
sonal responsibility. Drivers who 
are going on leave are being 
counseled by group commanders 
to use every precaution and to 
drive defensively. Those driving 
are not permitted to start a day s 
travel from the base before 6 a.m. 
in order that everyone will have 
rest prior to departure.

Each driver also is being re­
quired to have his vehicle in-

spected to eliminate possibility 
that malfunctions will cause an 
accident. Inspection is neces­
sary before leave is granted.
Safety meetings in the base 

theater, attended by all military 
and civilian assignees, further 
emphasized constant attention 
toward elimination of holiday ac­
cidents. Talks by base officials 
and representatives of Texas and 
Lubbock safety units stressed 
caution on highways and alert­
ness at all times to avert death 
and injury.

State and city representatives 
attended the Dec. II luncheon 
at the Officers’ Club, when base 
activities in “Operation Home- 
safe” were outlined. Mutual co­
operation of all organizations 
was pledged.
In the operation billboards and 

other means have been used to 
stress safety, packages going from 
the BX and commissary have car­
ried safety messages, need for 
safety was stressed in Chapel 
messages, and other steps were 
taken to stress need for accident 
elimination.

“Every state is increasing its 
highway patrol for the holiday 
period,” said Joe Lopez, ground 
safety director.

It is up 
to all of us to make certain our 
names and those of our families 
and friends are not written into 
the accident records.

H eat Problem  In D yna-Soar Developm ent
Production of an aircraft which 

will withstand terrific heat has 
been a major objective in devel­
opment of the Dyna-Soar which 
may bring interplanetary flight. 
The ship will reach high speeds, 
then drop to a flying rate which 
will permit it to land at any air 
field.

Complete pilot control for land­
ing has brought much study. 
Dyna-Soar is at extremely high 
altitude; then it drops to low al- 
titdues.

Although the air density at 
these extreme altitudes is very 
low, the high velocity of the 
glider will cause its leading edges 
to reach white-hot friction heat 
conditions. This phenomenon has 
the impressive title of “aerother- 
modynamics” — a simple term, 
really, for the difficult problem of 
how air behaves when man trav­
els through it at such a high 
speed that the air gets very hot 
in the process.

A dramatic illustration of ap­
plied aerothermodynamics is 
observed when a “shooting 
star,” or a meteor, blaze across 
the sky.

What’s happened, is that some 
cf the air just couldn’t get out of 
the way of the falling meteor (or 
Dyna-Soar glider) and wound up 
by being stopped by the falling 
object. The air reacted to this 
drastic and sudden insertion of 
energy by heating up to temper­
atures beyond 20,000 degrees F. 
(At these conditions, this super­
heated air is called “plasma.”

A very complex pattern of flow 
and shock waves developed 
around the falling object as it de­
flects the heated air. Any fin or 
antenna or edge that sticks out 
of the meteor (or glider) will be 
subjected to rough treatment by 
the super-hot plasma. On the me­
teor, for example, protruding 
p<mts and some of the body sub­
stance simply boil and vaporize, 
leaving a trail of sparks in the 
sky.

The shape of the Dyna-Soar 
glider is deceptively simple. Al­
though it resembles a conven­
tional aircraft only remotely, it 
allows for flight at speeds from 
Mach 25 — where a meteor 
glows — down through the hy­
personic and supersonic regions to

a safe landing at speeds in the 
range of today’s jet transports.

There are other complicated 
problems which must he care­
fully experimented with and 
understood before* the* Dyna- 
Soar glider1 can fly safely.
For example: what about air 

conditioning inside a red and 
white-hot craft—auxiliary power- 
plants to develop electrical and 
hydraulic power for controls and 
equipment—radio systems which 
enable air-ground communica­
tion?

To cite a particularly knotty 
problem, materials that are closely 
related to firebrick, or to the 
graphite used in electrical arc- 
light electrodes, must be used for 
the hottest parts of the glider - 
and they nfust be good enough so 
that they do not crack under 
heat stresses. Thè relatively cooler 
parts — only red-hot — can be 
made of very high temperature 
super-alloys.

From the metalurgists are 
coming the new, exotic alloys, 
and the aircraft industry daily 
is learning how to make rivets, 
screws, holts and thin sheets 
from these new materials.
If the end of the Dyna-Soar 

story were merely the evolving 
of booster hardware and the 
glider, the task would not be 
worthwhile, for that result in it­
self is not worth all the effort.

Even before the Dyna-Soar 
glider flies new designs for to­
morrow’s space systems will be 
on our drawing boards. These 
new systems, whether for mili­
tary, scientific or industrial pur­
poses, will draw upon the heri­
tage now being established by the 
Dyna-Soar program.

of Air Force personnel to obtain 
a college education.

Distributed in long term inter­
est-free loans, the central wel­
fare funds are earned through 
the operation of base exchanges 
and motion picture theaters. A 
second means of helping college- 
minded youngsters is a program 
of merit scholarships for which 
high school students compete 
throughout the country.

This year 30 Air Force depen­
dents won merit scholarships and 
are enrolled in college. The aver­
age value of the scholarships is 
$903.

During 1961, a total of 142 
dependent children went to col­
lege through the help afforded 
by educational assistance loans. 
Most of those who applied for 
loans were freshmen, but upper 
class students may also apply for 
help.

The objective of the program is 
to encourage further education 
of dependent children of active 
duty Air Force personnel by pro­
viding financial assistance to at­
tend college.

A new regulation (AFR 34-29) 
governing the program, will be 
in the field by January. It will 
point out that the dependent of 
an Air Force military member 
means the dependent of an air­
man or officer who is on active 
duty at the time the Air Force

Training Of Officers 
A TC  Responsibility

The Officer Candidate School 
for future officers and the Offi­
cer Training School for officers 
commissioned directly from civ­
ilian life are operated by ATC.

•Mobile training detachments 
which take the classrooms to stu­
dents at bases throughout the 
world are another ATC respon­
sibility. These detachments pro­
vide on-site technical training for 
maintenance and aircrew opera­
tor personnel of aircraft and mis­
sile weapon systems. Training is 
provided for supervisors and 
operators of command on-the-job 
training programs.

ATC also provides training pub­
lications in nearly all Air Force 
specialties.

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‘Y es, Virginia, T h ere Is A  Santa Claus’
Back in 1897, an eight-year-old 

girl, Virginia O’Hanlon, heard 
“there isn’t any Santa Claus.” She 
didn’t believe it. On advice of 
her father, she wrote the editor 
of the New York Sun, Charles A. 
Dana.

Her letter didn’t get to Dana. 
But Francis A. Church, a young 
writer on the paper, was assigned 
to write an answer. What he 
wrote has become a literary clas­
sic as Virginia, now Doctor Laura 
V. Douglas, 70, firmly believes 
along with others.

Virginia wrote:
“I am 8 years old.
‘Some of my little friends cay 

there is no Santa Claus.

‘Papa says, ‘If you see it in the 
Sun, it’s so.’

“Please tell me the truth, is 
there a Santa Claus?”

Hard to answer the little girl? 
Church tried.

“Virginia,” he wrote, “your lit­
tle friends are wrong. They have 
been affected by the skepticism 
of a skeptical age. They do not 
believe except what they see. 
They think nothing can be which 
is not comprehensible by their lit­
tle minds. All minds, Virginia, 
whether they be men’s or chil­
dren’s are little.

“In this great universe of 
ours man is a mere insect, an 
ant in his intellect, as compared 
with the boundless world about

him, as measured by the intel­
ligence! capable of grasping the 
whole truth and knowledge,
“Yes, Virginia, there is a Santa 

Claus. He exists as certainly as 
love and generosity and devotion 
exist, and you know that they 
abound and give to your life its 
highest beauty and joy. Alas! how 
dreary would be the world if 
there were no Santa Claus? It 
would be as dreary as if there 
were no Virginias. There would 
be no childlike faith then, no 
poetry, no romance to make tol­
erable this existence. We should 
have no enjoyment, except in 
sense and sight. The eternal light 
with which childhood fills the 
world would be extinguished.

“Not believe in Santa Claus! 
You might as well not believe in 
fairies! You might get your 
papa to hire men to watch all 
the chimneys on Christmas Eve 
to catch Santa Claus, but even 
if they did not see Santa Claus 
coming down, what would that 
prove?
“Nobody sees Santa Claus, but 

that is no sign there is no Santa 
Claus. The most real things in 
the world are those that neither 
children nor man can see. Did 
you ever see dancing fairies on 
the lawn? Of course not, but that 
is no proof that they are not 
there. Nobody can conceive or 
imagine all the wonders that are 
unseen and unseeable in the 
world.

“You tear apart baby’s rattle 
and see what makes the noise in­
side. But there is a veil covering 
the unseen world which not the 
strongest man, nor even the unit­
ed strength of all the strongest 
men that ever lived, could tear 
apart.

‘Only faith, fancy, poetry, love, 
romance, can push aside that cur­
tain and view and picture the 
supernatural beauty and glory 
beyond. It is all real?

“Ah, Virginia, in all this world 
there’s nothing else real and bind­
ing.

“No Santa Claus? Thank God 
he lives and lives forever. A thou­
sand years from now, Virginia, 
nay ten times ten thousand years 
fiom now he will continue to 
make glad the heart of child­
hood.”

More Air Guard 

Units In Europe
(AFNS) — Flying elements of 

three F-104 Tactical Fighter 
Squadrons recalled from the Air 
National Guard have deployed to 
bases in Europe. The move, in­
volving 1200 personnel and 60 
Lockheed Starfighter jets, was 
completed late in November.

All three of the F-104 squad­
rons, the only ones in the Air 
National Guard, were assigned to 
the Tactical Air Command with 
their recall to active federal ser­
vice on Nov. 1.

Transfer of the F-104’s to 
Europe within weeks after recall 
is a credit to the high degree of 
readiness achieved by the units, 
according to USAF officials. The 
Starfighters were flown to Europe 
in Military Air Transport Ser­
vice’s C-124 Douglas Globemas 
ters.

Units involved in the F-104 
rr.ove to Europe are part of the 
161st Fighter Group from Ari­
zona; 169th Fighter Group from 
South Carolina; 134th Fighter 
Group from Tennessee.

Most experts agree that the outcome of hostilities in an all-out

Air Training Command, now in its 19th year, has continually sought 
to provide trained people.

Today, under the leadership of 
Lt. Gen. James E. Briggs, ATC 
conducts training at more than 20 
bases scattered throughout the 
United States.

ATC's population was about
179.000 during the first half of 
1961, averaging nearly 65,000 per­
manent party military personnel,
11.000 attached officers and air­
men and 16,000 persons assigned 
to tenant organizations, both on 
and off ATC bases.

The amount and type of train­
ing ATC conducts is determined 
by USAF headquarters. This 
headquarters establishes overall 
policies and provides for training 
to be accomplished and the total 
resources to be allocated for this 
training.

ATC is responsible for pro­
curement of USAF personnel, 
pilot training, navigator train­
ing, specialized flying training, 
technical training, and basic 
and advanced military.

Flight training includes pri­
mary and basic undergraduate pi­
lot training, and advanced train­
ing for rated officers. Other stu­
dents attend navigator training— 
basic and advanced.

fare.

Recognition came as the year 
opened when handling of person­
nel records and operation of civ­
ilian personnel matters were 
given in a report received from 
USAF personnel headquarters.

A week later the wing comp­
troller’s office was given a su­
perior rating for its handling of 
military pay records.

Daedalian trophy and the ATC 
maintenance trophy. On April 
17, Gen. White flew to San An­
tonio to present a rotating Dae­
dalian Trophy which is remaining 
at Reese until a 1961 winner is 
selected. Presentation was at the 
annual meeting of the Order of 
Daedalians.

A few days later teams from 
ATC and the Aerial Photographic 
Service came to Reese to gather 
film and written material for pre­
sentation of the aircraft mainte­
nance program in magazines and 
the Air Force News Review. Pub­
lication came within a few weeks. 

New honors came in Novem­
ber when USAF stated that 
Reese was 1 of 22 bases with 
excellent civilian personnel pro­
grams and 1 of 7 of the 22 
which was given special recog­
nition for especially outstand­
ing programs.
Tom Ireland, civilian personnel 

officer, was 1 of 6 named as out­
standing in his position in the 
Air Force. He was the only di­
rector of the 6 to receive recogni­
tion for the fourth consecutive 
year.

Other outstanding events at 
Reese during the year included a 
visit of Pakistan Air Force offi­
cers to the base in January and 
awarding of commendation med­
als to Lt. Col. Delmar Atchison, 
Maj. John L. Johnson, Capt. Rob­
ert Dinwiddie and Maj. Kenneth 
McGuire in February.

March brought the first of 
Family Services orientations for 
wives and start of the new under­
graduate pilot training program, 
along with announcement that 
the base reenlistment record was 
nine per cent higher than the Air 
Force average. T-37 aircraft 
came into use as trainers.

April brought Commendation 
Medals to Capt. Heaver Holley 
III, and 1st Lt. Joseph Herr for 
their part in rescuing a civilian 
the previous summer from near 
the top of a tall burning ele­
vator at Brownfild. Capt. Jo­
seph Raiti also received a sim­
ilar medal.
ATC inspectors also gave Reese 

a high overall rating.
During May, SSgt. Roger Mane- 

mann shot his way to a spot on 
the Air Training Command pistol 
team with high scores in ATC 
competition. The Thunderbirds, 
Air Force aerial demonstration 
team, gavp a performance here; 
thousands witnessed the Armed 
Forces Day displays and demon­
strations; Flight 3 passed 10,000 
hours of accident-free flying; 2nd 
Lt. Wolfang Pohl of Germany and 
2nd Lt. Gerald Johnston became 
the first T-37 soloists at Reese; 
2nd Lt. Dave Sweigart toppled 
1,805 pins in leading the ATC 
bowling tournament; Reese won 
the golf tournament for UPT 
bases; and Reese people taking 
part in the Brownfield rescue re­
ceived honors at a banquet in that 
city.

June found SMSgt. Leonard 
L. Stephens selected as the 
Reese representative for out­
standing airman in ATC and 
Aviation Cadet Amjad H. Faizi 
of Pakistan became the 7,500th 
graduate of the Reese pilot 
training program.
July brought the AFROTC 

summer training camp which won 
the highest possible rating from 
inspectors. Reese riflemen won 
14 first places and 12 second 
places in regional competition at 
Clovis, N. Mex.; a lease was 
signed for a recreational area for 
base people at Buffalo Lakes; 36 
volunteers of the Family Service 
Center were honored; and civil­
ians received praise for passing 
the 1,400,000 hours of working 
without a reportable accident.

During August, Majors Russell 
Hainline and Joseph Burdick 
were awarded Air Force Com­
mendation Medals for assisting in 
winning the Daedalian Mainte­
nance Trophy; and Chaplain 
James D. Taylor was selected to 
become a lieutenant colonel.

pilot training here, George Light- 
ner, was graduated and USAF 
students all were officers; the 
base rallied to send a variety of 
aid to victims of Hurricane Carla 
in South Texas.

During October the base went 
“over the top” in the United 
Fund Drive, having 96 per cent 
participation and hitting 137 
per cent of its goal while serv­
ing as a pilot group for the 
Lubbock United Fund organiza­
tion. Senior ATC officers vis­
ited the base to learn of under­
graduate pilot training.
In November safety and re­

ligious leaders assembled at Reese 
to map a program for stressing

moral responsibility to drivers; a 
Commendation Medal was award­
ed Maj. Thomas Manjak; Ecuador 
Air Force leaders visited the base; 
announcement was made that an 
Instrument Landing System was 
to be established at Reese; and 
federal service of more than 800 
years was recognized as 14 civil­
ian employees received 20-year 
service pins and 53 were given 
10-year pins. Reese also won the 
ATC soccer title.

New Federal Laws Effect Military Life
(AFPS) — Many bills affecting 

the military were passed during 
the first session of the 87th Con­
gress. Probably the most import­
ant was the granting of authority 
to the President to call to active 
duty up to 250,000 Ready Reser­
vists and to extend some terms 
of service up to 12 months.

Other legislative proposals 
President Kennedy signed into 
law are:

Public Law 87-385—Amends the 
Uniform Code of Military Justice 
by specifying the authority for 
prosecuting members of the Arm­
ed Forces who pass bad checks. 
The amendment removes some of 
the problems involved in pleading 
or proving bad check cases.

Public Law 87-188 — Permits 
an advanced payment of the ser­
viceman's basic pay to dependents 
who are ordered to evacuate any 
oversea area in an emergency.

PL 87-207 — This is the “for­
giveness bill” which applies to 
those who, in good faith, received 
a family separation allowance be­
tween February and September, 
1958, when the allowance was 
withdrawn. Those who accepted 
will not be required to repay the 
government, and those who have 
paid back part of the allowance 
may ask for a refund

PL 87-103 — Makes reenlist­
ment bonuses more uniform by 
changing the Career Compensa­
tion Act of 1949 to read “three 
months” instead of “90 days.” 
Some men missed out on re-up 
bonuses when they signed up on 
the 91st or 92nd day following re­
lease. The law is retroactive.

JL 87-391 — Amends some pro­
visions of the Universal Military 
Training and Service Act to boost 
the reemployment protection of 
those who are extended or called 
up from the Reserves under pres­
ent conditions.

PL 87-374 — This “trailer bill” 
authorizes payments up to 36 
cents a mile for mobile home 
moves. The old limit was 20 cents 
a mile.

PL 87-164 — Makes uniform for 
all Reserve personnel, either on 
active duty or inactive, with or 
without pay, the allowances for 
transportation specified under the 
Career Compensation Act.

PL 87-381 — Overhauls the 
Uniform Services Contingency 
Option Act (now the Retired Ser­
viceman’s Family Protection Act) 
to broaden coverage. The old 18- 
year cut-off rule is modified to 
permit an option election to be 
made three years prior to retire­
ment; a new provision is set up 
for those who make an election 
with less than 18 years service; 
the waiting time for changes or 
revocations is reduced from five 
to three years; and withdrawal is 
provided for in cases of severe 
financial hardship.

PL 87-140 — Authorizes a re­
tired member to have his house-

hold effects shipped to a loca­
tion other than that originally 
selected, provided he pays any 
excess charges above the orig­
inal cost.
PL 87-132 — Cuts the duty-free 

allowance from $500 to $100 for 
servicemen and their families re­
turned from overseas tours.

PL 82-102 — Makes the end of 
military duty effective from mid­
night on the day of discharge.

PL 87-194 — Provides a tem­
porary program through June 30, 
1963, for promotion of all active 
duty Air Force officers below the 
grade of colonel.

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‘Pay T h e T roop s’ O n T im e Requires Constant A ctivity In Finance Office
By A3C DAN EHRLICH

“Pay the Troops'”
This slogan, which hangs in the 

office of Maj. Francis E. Flem­

ing, base accounting and finance 
officer, symbolizes the mission 
and is the driving force of Reese’s 
finance section. Briefly, these

three words mean suppress all de­
lay and paperwork in order to get 
payments out on time.

The personnel of finance are 
continually reaching this goal, 
with an average of $690,000 in 
military pay passing from the of­
fice each month. In addition, the 
civilian payroll per month is 
about $270,000.

To say that this section’s only 
task is that of paying wages to 
personnel would be selling it 
short. Finance has the responsi­
bility also of disbursing the 
money that buys all base supplies 
and pays for expenditures of the 
base. This amounts to more than 
$360,000 per month.

Overall, finance disburses 
about $15,840,000 per year in 
pay and expenditures for the 
base.
Teamwork and efficiency is the 

only way this task could be ac­
complished. From Lt. Col. Wayne 
Wills, base comptroller, who is in 
charge of the overall operation of 
accounting and finance, to the 
lowest ranking airman in the 
section, these two ingredients, 
teamwork and efficiency, must 
be maintained.

To accomplish this job, finance 
is comprised of four divisions: 
military pay, civilian pay, paying 
and collecting and travel pay. The 
immediate officer in charge of 
these sections is 2nd Lt. Peter 
Curran, deputy to Maj. Fleming, 
with SSgt. Robert Thompson 
presently acting NCOIC.

Every pay day when a person 
receives his check, two weeks 
have gone into its preparation. 
This preparation begins in the 
military pay section. In this sec­
tion pay records of all military 
personnel are kept. Personnel 
here record all changes such as 
promotions, demotions, allotments 
and bonds. All of these involve 
pay changes. Every two weeks 
they begin making up a payroll 
for all enlisted personnel and of­
ficers. All personnel have their 
own payrolls which are in turn 
passed on to the paying and col­
lecting section.

After the individual payrolls 
are given to paying and collect­
ing, the actual process of making 
checks begins.

All checks at Reese are made 
mechanically, through printing
on a series of presses. Each 
month 6,000 checks are drawn 
on the Treasury of the United 
States from Reese.
In addition to his other duties, 

Lt. Curran is in direct supervision 
of paying and collecting, along 
with A3C Walter Crimmins, 
whose main job is to run the 
checks through the different 
printing machines.

Crimmins first runs the checks 
through the addressograph, in 
which individual plates contain­
ing the names and addresses of 
each person are used to stamp the 
checks. The next step is the 
amount machine, where amount 
is transferred onto the check 
from a special plate. The final

step is the automatic signer, 
where Maj. Fleming’s signature 
is placed on the checks by the 
same method. All checks are 
usually ready a day before pay 
day.

On pay day, it is the job of 
the cashiers, SSgt. Carlos DeSilva 
and A2C Donald Chapman, to 
make the distribution of the 
checks to the various squadrons 
and base agencies authorized such 
distribution. The cashier, who is 
part of paying and collecting, also

(AFNS) — A new motto, “Pro­
viding The Reins of Command,” 
has been approved for the Air 
Force Communication Systems 
Command.

In the command’s new insignia, 
a mailed fist is the central device 
with electronic flashes issuing. 
These are described as the “reins

has the responsibility of paying 
out travel pay and other cash 
payments.

The travel pay section simply 
computes the amount of pay to 
be given to personnel going on 
TDY or PCS moves. It authorizes 
advanced travel pay to be paid 
by the cashier.

This, then, is a brief look at 
the people who keep the troops 
happy, the men and women who 
have the pay ready on time, the 
finance section of Reese AFB.

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Parachutes Provide Pilot Safety In Sky
Pilots throughout the world are 

grateful for the many safety de­
vices provided them while in the 
skies.

Here at Reese, they are espe­
cially thankful for the safety con­
scious and hard-working crew at 
the base parachute shop.

Experience is one of the best 
tools of any trade. Experience at 
repacking parachutes here on 
base comes close to 90 years.

TSgt. Lee Patterson, with 18 
years experience, is shop NCOIC; 
TSgt. Richard Nicholas is his as­
sistant. Nicholas has 10 years^of 
parachute rigging and Thelma 
Williams, Maude Vangundy, Mat- 
tie Speck, all civilians, have an 
average of 11 years licensed ex­
perience. Paul Randolph, work 
leader, has 15 years of chute rig­
ging.

All parachute riggers have at 
one time or another attended a 
mandatory service school of 16 
or more weeks. Training does 
not necessarily end with com­
pletion of school. There are 
frequent tests on knowledge 
and ability in rigging para­
chutes.
At the origin of the parachute, 

the canopies usually were white. 
After several years of using this 
kind, fliers and rescuers found 
that after bail-out, the chutes 
were hard to locate. Thus came 
the idea of orange and white 
painting. Rescuers of downed 
airmen found this a convenient 
color to locate in the land, sea or 
snow. Also, as many airmen 
found out, many survival uses 
could come from the parachute. 
Some of these uses other than dis­
tress signals are: first aid, shel­
ter, clothing, hunting, fishing, 
travel packs, miscellaneous items 
and sewing tips.

A parachute once made will not 
be kept in service after use of 
seven years. It is inspected every 
60 days. Therefore, packs, harness, 
canopy, lines and automatic re­
leases have to be kept in perfect 
older. Normal repacking time 
for any chute is one hour. The 
average number of parachutes 
rigged per year at the shop is 
4.800.

Two types of parachutes on this 
base are the SA-19 (Seat Auto­
matic-Class 19) and the BA-15 
'Back Automatic-Class 15). The 
SA-19’s canopy is 30 feet in dia­
meter and has 24 shroud lines 
while the back type has a dia­
meter of 28 feet and 28 lines. 
Their rate of descent on a normal 
day is about 16 to 18 feet per sec­
ond. Several hundred pounds can 
be handled quite safely by these 
two types. Unlike their com­
patriots of years back, the modern 
ones are safer in that they are all 
automatic.

On this base not many people 
have had to use the parachute but 
the few that have, came out with 
minor mishaps. Mrs. Williams 
has had four men use chutes she 
has rigged while Sgt. Nicholas 
has had one.

Demonstrating, time and time 
again, her safety mindedness, 
Mrs. Williams was nominated 
for base “Safety Civilian of 
I960.” Other members of the 
shop have, also, contributed to 
safety, as, in all they have re­
ceived several hundred dollars 
for their suggestions and safety.
Not only is Mrs. Williams a 

safety minded person, she is a 
very good base ambassador to 
community relations. Groups 
touring the base say her explana­
tions and exhibiting of parachutes

is one of the most interesting 
talks heard on this base. She 
guides about 350 children and 
adults through the shop yearly. 
She goes through all phases of 
packing and frequently stresses 
how important each part is.

She ends her talk by dropping 
a chute down from the ceiling, to 
the delight of the kids. Sgt. 
Nicholas quite frequently helps 
out.

Sgt. Nicholas, often on week­
ends, demonstrates his confidence 
in his work and parachutes. He 
is safety officer for the “Lubbock 

★  ★  ★

Sport Parachutests.’’ He super­
vises the jumps of this amateur 
club and quite often jumps him­
self. He has 113 jumps, the lat­
est being two weeks ago Sunday, 
at the Brownfield Airport. His 
wife, Phyllis, also has made a 
jump.

To the workers in this section, 
safety with this vital piece of 
personal equipment is all in a 
day’s work.

The December “Airman’s Mag­
azine” has an excelent section on 
the early stages of parachutes.

(AFNS) — The Air Force has 
awarded its first pilot-astronaut 
wings to Capt. Virgil L. (Gus) 
Grissom for his successful Mer­
cury capsule flight into space 
earlier this year.

At a Pentagon ceremony, Gen. 
Curtis E. LeMay emphasized the 
history of the occasion by asking 
Maj. Gen. Benjamin D. Foulois 
(Ret.), the nation’s fourth mili­
tary aviator and former chief of 
the Air Corps, to pin a special set 
of white-gold wings on Capt. 
Grissom.

The wings with a shooting star 
device superimposed on the U. S. 
shield stood out more than photo­
graphs indicate.

Commenting, Gen. LeMay said 
“since space flight is essentially 
an extension of current flight in 
the atmosphere, we decided to re­
tain the same basic wings.

“However, we added a shooting 
star emblem to recognize those 
pilots who have operated powered 
space craft."

At the same ceremony, the 
Navy presented its pilot-astronaut 
wings to Comdr. Alan B. Shepard. 
The Navy wings followed the Air 
Force lead in using its traditional 
aviator’s badge as the starting 
point. It also adopted an emblem 
similar to the Air Force “shoot­
ing star” device superimposed on 
the U. S. shield.

While Captain Grissom is the 
Air Force’s only qualified astro­
naut at the moment, officials 
said “a number of officers are 
now undergoing pre 1 i m i n a r y 
training at the Edwards AFB, 
Calif., Space Pilot Research 
School in preparation for flight in 
advanced aerospace craft.” X-15 
pilots soaring up to 41 miles high 
also are nearing the required alti­
tude mark.

The requirements were set for 
pilot-astronaut wings: On flying 
status as a pilot, senior pilot, or 
command pilot; trained, qualified 
and certified to fly above 50 miles 
(264,000 feet); at least one flight, 
at the prescribed altitude.

Moreover, the actual rating can 
be made only by the chief of staff.

A $770 Christmas present came 
to Bert H. Oatman of Reese Air 
Force Base last week, all because 
he had a fine idea on manage­
ment improvement for the Armed 
Forces.

Three years ago Oatman sug­
gested elimination of plastic bags 
from shipments of clothing for 
Air Force personnel going on a 
permanent change of stations. The 
proposal was approved at Reese 
almost immediately and later 
wat adopted by Air Training 
Command. Then it moved to Air 
Force headquarters in Washing­
ton and to other units until re­
cently adopted by all of the 
Armed Forces in the Department 
of Defense.

The Department recently de­
cided a total cash award of $795 
was in order and a check came to 
Oatman just recently.

“This money certainly came at 
an opportune moment and it 
makes my family very, very 
happy,” he said. “Part of the 
money is going to make my wife 
and two little girls more happy 
at Christmas and some of the 
money is going for other things 
we just haven’t been able to do. 
We’re all surely happy.”

Presentation of a certificate 
calling for the cash award was 
made by Col. L. C. Hess, Reese 
commander, who said he was 
extremely pleased that a base 
employee had seen fit to offer 
the suggestion and that the 
award was so large.
The base at the time it adopted 

the Oatman suggestion made a 
$25 cash award, while $770 was 
added by higher headquarters.

Oatman, a household goods in­
spector in the Reese traffic man­
agement section, came to Lub­
bock in 1941 and has been em­
ployed at the base five and a half 
years.

He has submitted eight man­
agement improvement sugges­
tions and six have been adopted 
to bring him a total of $1,020.

Adoption of the $795 proposal 
by all of the armed forces in the 
Department of Defense represents 
a minimum annual saving of

Marine Or Navy Astronaut Selected
A Marine who served with the 

Air Force in Korea or a veteran 
jet pilot will make the first or­
bital flight for the United States 
next month.

Lt. Col. John H. Glenn of the 
Marines has been selected for the 
flight and his backup is Navy Lt. 
Comdr. Malcolm S. Campbell.

Astronaut Glenn in 1957 made 
the first flight across country at 
supersonic speed. He is one of 
seven original astronaut trainees 
and has been undergoing intense 
training for orbital flight since 
entering the Project Mercury 
program. He’s 40 years of age and 
flew 59 fighter and bomber mis­
sions in the Far East in World 
War II and 90 missions in Korea. 
He has five Distinguished Flying 
Crosses and 18 Air Medals.

His Korean duty was with the 
Air Force as an exchange pilot. 
He downed three MiG’s in nine 
days and after the conflict was a 
test pilot, serving as project offi­
cer for several new aircraft. 
Since 1956 he has been assigned 
to fighter aircraft and the space 
work.

Comdr. Carpenter is the only 
one of the seven original astro­
nauts who did not volunteer for 
that duty. His wife volunteered 
him while he was at sea on the 
belief he would have done the 
same thing..

He entered flight training after 
college and during the Korean 
conflict engaged in anti-sub- 
marine patrol and shipping sur­
veillance activities in the Pacific. 
He’s a graduate of the Navy’s air 
intelligence school and until fairly 
recent time was air intelligence

Back in 1843, a London artist, 
John Calcott Horsley, designed 
the world’s first known Christmas 
card. Three years later 1,000 
copies of it were lithographed, 
hand-colored and put on sale.

Public reaction was lukewarm. 
“The custom of sending such 
cards will never win popular sup­
port,” sniffed one critic.

But 113 years later, the Greet­
ing Card association estimates 
that this year Americans will send 
a total of three billion Christmas 
cards, an average of nearly 17 
per person. Horsley’s idea was a 
bright one after all.

These three billion cards will 
cost us about $3 million. We’ll 
have about 50,000 designs to se­
lect from, many of them repro­
ductions of works by well-known 
artists. But even if the artists are 
modernists, their Yuletide card 
designs are usually traditional, 
taking their themes from the Na­
tivity.

“The price range has changed 
little,” says Steve Shannon, the 
association’s director. “Back in 
1901 you could buy cards costing 
anywhere from two for a nickel 
to a dollar each. You can still get

Tree Decorating 

Rite Pre-Historic
When Americans decorate up­

ward of 40 million Christmas 
trees this year, they will perform 
a rite that dates back to pre­
historic times when man cele­
brated the winter solistice.

The 1961 solistice occurs at 2:26 
p.m. (CST), Dec. 21—the time 
when' the sun stops its seemingly 
southward drift and begins to 
move back north. Ancient man, 
watching the sun move steadily 
away from him, was stricken with 
fear as the days grew shorter and 
colder, trees became bare and 
game grew scarce.

So, when the sun began moving 
toward him again, he celebrated 
by decorating his shelter with 
those plants that had withstood 
the cold—evergreen trees, mistle­
toe, holly and ivy.

The actual use of trees as 
Christmas inside houses did not 
become popular until compara­
tively recent times. Martin Luth­
er is said to have had a Yuletide 
tree for his children, but it was 
not until 1604, following Luther’s 
death by 58 years, that trees 
came into use generally.

the two for a nickel ones, but 
fewer people buy them.”

One old reliable, says Shannon, 
is still the card with the old-fash­
ioned sleigh on a snowy road. But 
he adds that there is an increas­
ing sale of cards carrying mes­
sages of peace, indicating a strong 
public trend toward greater rec­
ognition of the season’s holy 
meaning. (AFPS)
