Urge Employment
Of Local Men As
Cotton Pickers

Ex-Service Men Will‘ Be
Given Preference On
Highway Employment

Must _S_—i—gn Up

All Persons Must Fill Out
Applications Whio Desire
To Work On Road

Following the receipt of infor-
mation from Austin indicating
that the local re-employment office
would in all probability be author-
ized to handle the placement of
cotton pickers in Collingsworth
County this fall, the Chamber of
Commerce at a meeting this week
issued a statement asking that all
farmers of this county do not im-
port cotton mpickers this year.

J. M. Strong, in charge of the
re-employment office, also stated
that ex-service men with families
would be given preference in em-

’ployment on the highyway project,

in accordance with instructions re-
ceived from Washington, and that
all ex-service men who expected to
gain employment through this
source weuld have to fill out the
'proSZr blanks and register in his
office before they would be eligible
to work on the project.

In regard to the employment of
cotton pickers here the Chamber of
Commerce issued the following
statement: “In view of the fact
that the business men of Welling-
ton are doing everything possible
to hire local men and to keep down
destitute conditions here this fall
we feel that the farmers and the
county would also be benefited by
following this policy in the gather-
ing of their cotton,

“When pickers are imported the
result is an inicreased number of
unemployed persons as soon as the
cotton crop is gathered— and since
there are plenty of unemployed
persons here in this county at the
present time, it seems only plaus-
ible that every possible prevention
be taken to help the local unem-
ployed rather than increasing the
number.”

As Texas went wet by a large
margin -at the polls Saturday Col-
lingsworth County, like their
neighboring counties in this im-
mediate section, voted dry on alf
of the beer and liquor questions.

‘Collingsworth citizens voted dry
by a larger margin-on repeal than
any other liquor question, while
local option gained the second larg-
est dry vote and state-wide beer
held third place.

The relief bonds carried almost
tiwo-to-one, while the home rule
and homestead acts also passed by
a large margin.

The county went dry on loeal
option by a margin of 190 votes,
the actual count being 637 to 447.
On repeal, the county went dry
655 to 408 and on state-wide beer
the county went dry by a margin
of 576 to 472,

The relief bonds passed by a
margin of 703 to «52. Home rule,
583 to 264; home-stead, 838 to
205. The home-stead amendment,
which was simply a correction of
the amendment passed last year
also carried by the largest major-
ity in the state.

All neighboring counties also
woted dry on local option, although
Wheeler County was reported af
one time to be wet. A call to the
Shamrock Texan Wednesday
morning established the fact that
Wheeler county is also dry. Hall,
Childress and Donley are also dry.
A tabulated list of the Collings-
worth County vote will be found
on page three of this issue.

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AN EMPLOYMENT FALLACY

Collingsworth County may have an ar-
my of unemployed—but they certainly do
not want to join the army. .

The county now has a National Re-Em-
ployment Office, located on the third floor
of the courthouse, and under the supervi-
sion of J. M. Strong. The principal object
of the office is to list the unemployed giv-
ing detailed information as to the ability and
reliability of persons seeking jobs, as well
as fitting the proper person into the right
position. :

The office is sponsored by the County|

Board of Welfare and Employment and will,
among other things, handle all applications
for persons seeking jobs afforded through
the building of the highway north toward
Shamrock. At the present time 250 per-
sons have signed up for work.

Already, the office is faced by a severe
criticism on the part of the unemployed.
Persons seeking jobs declare that they have
to answer entirely too many questions and
a frequent protest is, “I don’t aim to answer
all them questions, because they ain’t gonna
get me in the army.”

Mr. Strong states that he is faced by
the answer daily and that many men are
actually afraid to sign up for work because
they are afraid that they will be drafted
into the army. He further states that the
applications in no way place the applicant
in a position to be secured for army service
more than any other American Citizen and
says that he fe°rs many persons may de-
prive themselves of an opportunity to secure
work because of such a belief.

The office has been merely created to
serve as a clearing house between the em-
ployer and the unemployed; a clearing house
which will give an employer a qualified man
to fill the place which is vacant—the man in
the community who is best trained for that
post and who needs the work. (

Other employers than the contractors
are urged to take advantage of this em-
ployment office and it is felt that the far-
mers and business houses of Wellington can
profit through an extensive use of the office.

EAT AND REDUCE .. :

It isn’t necessary to starve one’s self

in order to reduce weight, declares Dr. Ken-

yon, a leading woman speciaiist of New

~York, who prescribes. a liberal diet for her

too heavy patients. This is her recommen-
dation for the day’s meals:

For breakfast, a serving of fruit, one

egg plus the white of another egg, coffee or
tea without sugar. For lunch a large serv-
ing of lean meat, fish or fowl may be taken,
or a small helping of either with a' glass of
buttermilk or skimmed milk, also any vege-
table that grows above the ground. Fpr din-
ner a liberal portion of lean meat again may
be taken with vegetables and fruit, but no
bread, using a bread substitute if desjrgzd.
Before retiring a half cup-of orange juice
is permissable.

On such a diet Dr. Kenyon asserts that
13 of her women patients reducéd about 30
pounds in 13 weeks, while one lost 72 and
another lost 74 pounds in about nine months.

CIRCLING THE GLOBE

No one has ever really circled the globe,
because to literally do that would mean going
around the world at its circumference,
whether by following the equator or other-
wise. But going around the world is gener-
ally understood to mean any passage around
the earth between the two poles.

How the time required for this feat has
been reduced is strikingly illustrated by the
‘fact that Magellen’s ship Victory, the first
to circumnavigate the globe in the accepted
sense, took three years, lacking 12 days,
for this voyage, 1519 to 1522..

Drake made it in 1,052 days, something
over a half century later. Cavendish in 1856
sailed from Plymouth, England, and return-
ed in 781 days.

Then challenged by Jules Verne’s book,
“Around the World in 80 Days,” Nellie Bly,
a newspaper woman, went around the world
by boat and train in 72 days in 1889. The
next year George Francis Train did the
stunt in 67 days. Other records ranging
around 40 days were made in the succeeding
years before the advent of the airplane.

In 1927 Linton and Wells, employing
train, boat and airplane, completed the cir-
cuit in 28 days. In 1928 Mears and Collyer
reduced the time to 24 days; the Graf Zep-
pelin in 1929 cut the record to 21 days.

Then came the real record-breakers.
Wiley Post and Harold Gatty in 1931 made
the trip by airplane in 8 days, 15 hours and
51 minutes . A few days ago the speediest
world flight of all time was made by Wiley
Post, one-eyed aviator, flying alone, in 7
days, 18 hours and 49 minutes. And that’s
something for other globe trotters to shoot
at.

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Vacant Land May Be Used 1 o Increase Yield On Local Farms

Extension Head
Discusses Uses
Of Vacant Land

Live At Home Policy Ad-
vocated In Line With
Plow-Up Program

COLLEGE STATION.—A great'
boost for the continuation of liy-|
ing at home practices in Texas is
seen in the cotton acreage reduc-
tion already accomplished and the
wheat acreage icontrol now up for
gonsideration, in the opinion of O.
B. Martin, director of the Texas
A and M College Extension Ser-
wice.

“Acres retired from cotton and
wheat production can be planted
only to soil enrichment or soil
erosion prevention crops, or to
food for home use or to feed to
be fed to livestock to be consum-
ed at home,” he explains. “Far-
mers who have signed cotton cot-
ton contracts or who may sign
wheat contracts are not to be al-
lowed to plant crops to be sold
on the market either directly or
through livestock. This simply
means that retired acres are in for
cover crops to protect the land
from (washing, for legumes - or
green crops to be turned under for
building the land, or for live at
home crops.

“The Extension Service live at
thome demonstration known as
“Filling the Farm -Storehouse’ re-
quires on the average 25 acres of
1and for producing food for a fam-
ily of five and feed for the nec-
essary animals,” he says. “Both
owners and tenants who have had
a hard time to find that much land
to devote to living at home should
mow have plenty for this purpose.

“The homely diet of living at
home brought the majority of Tex-
as farmers safely through the
ailments of the depression,” Mr.
Martin points out. “With the cot-
ton and wheat fever abated
through acreage reduction, this
same living at home system ought
to make for added prosperity in
the better years ahead.

“Detailed yet stmple plans for
producing on the farm most of the
food resuired by a farm family,
and for storigg and preserving it
for year ’round use are outlined
in demonstration plans now is used
by, thousands of Texas farm fam-
ilies. County farm and home dem-
onstration agents are prepared to
help others begin this demonstra-
tion,” Mr. Martin states.

Battle Of Adobe
Walls Recalled

It was only a little more than
59 years ago—June 27, 1974—
that marauding tribes of Indians
made their last attempt to wrest
the rich buffalo hunting grounds
of the Texas plains from the
hands of white men—and lost.

The battle of Adobe Wells,
fought in the beautiful Canadian
Valley in Hutchinson county, al-
though not the last Indian battle
in the Panhandle, brought on the
government campaign which led
to the subjugation of the unruly
tribes and-. their confinement to
reservations within the Indian
Territory. ;

Skermishes which follawed the
Adobe Wells fight were defensive
gestures—fight with supply trains
or scouting parties—as United
States troops sought to drive the
outlaw bands from the territory.

Adobe Wells is the San Jacinto
of the Panhandle. Twenty-eight
white men, under the leadership
of the famous Indian fighter and
Scout, Billy Dixon, routed several
hundred Indians—no one knows
how many—who were led by such
chiefs as Quanah Parker, Lone
Wolf and Little Robe. There was
color in the setting and heroism
in the fight. And most of those
who survived the fight believed
an act of [Providence prevented
their being massacred in their
sleep.

1t was the cracking of a cotton-
wood ridge pole in Hanrahan’s sa-
loon, one of the adobe buildings
in the little trading post, which
saved the men’s lives. Awakened
by the noise, those sleeping in
the saloon aroused their compan-
ions to help brace the ridgepole
for fear that the earthen roof
might be dumped into their faces
if repairs were delayed. Some of
the men were still awake when at
daybreak—the Indians’ favorite
time to attack—the horde of red

warriors swept down the Ca-
nadian Valley like a ‘“gigantic
wave.”

Wheat Plan Terms
Listed By Agent

Péyments And Other
Phases Similar To Cot-
ton Retirement Plan

COLLEGE STATION.—Just
how the individual Texas farmer
may figure for himself on what

terms he may cooperate with the
Government in the domestic allot-
ment plan for wheat is described
in material just received by the
Extension Service from the Agri-
cultural Adjustment Administra-
tion in Washington.

Suppose you live in a county
where the county five-year aver-
age of wheat production just equ-
als the county three-year average'
production, that you raised 1000}
bushels from 60 acres in 1930, 1500
bushels from 65 acres in 1931, and
800 bushels from 55 acres in 1932.
Your average production for these
years was 1100 bushels and your
average acres 60. Your domestic
allotment would be 54 per cent of
the 1100 bushels or 594 bushels,
and this would be your allotment
for this year and 1934 and 1935
without change. On this 594 bush-
els you /would be paid by the Gov-
ernment in the form of an extra
premium not less than 28 cents per
bushel nor more than 30 cents per
bushel, less the expense of local
administration, You would rece-
ive from $166.32 to $178.20, less
local administration cost, $118:80
soon after September 15th and the
balance about June 1, 1934. The
cost of local administration by
county wheat production control
association is estimated at 2 cents
per bushel or $11.98.

You would be free to sell your
wheat crop when, where and to
whom you pleased. If you have
already sold your 1933 crop that
would not matter. Your 1933 crop,
however, must have totalled at
least your allotment or 594 bushels
or the amount seeded in the fall
of 1932 must have been enough at
average yields to have produced at
least this amount.

In return for these payments
and similar ones which may be
authorized by the Secretary of Ag-
riculture for 1934 and 1935 you
would sign a three-year contract
by iwhich you would agree to re-
duce acreage as directed by the
Secretary not to exceed 20 per
cent. Your three-year average
acreage was 60 acres, therefore
you would be asked to reduce your
acres this fall by not more than
12, leaving you 48 acres. You
would not be -compelled to sow as
much as 48 acres but you would
have to sow enough to produce
your allotment of 594 bushels, as-

three-year average yield was 18.3
bushels per acre, and at this rate
you would have to sow at least

32.4 acres to comply with your
contract.

To fulfill your contract you
would have to sox and farm your
wheat acreage in a workmanlike
manner, and replace the retired
wheat crops with no crops other
than those for soil enrichment,
prevention of soil erosion, food for
home use, or feed for livestock to
be used at home.

If you perform your part of the
contract the Government will pay
you the extra benefits described
whether you make a crop or mnot.
The payments this fall and next
spring will be made regardless of
whether your 1933 crop failed or
made. In this respect the plan
furnishes crop insurance.

To cooperate in the plan you
must sign a contract in the com-
ing campaign and cannot join, as
late as next year. You must abide

\ by the contract the full three-year

period (1933-34-35), and failure to
live up to the contract will cause
the Government to collect back any
advances paid.

The contract attaches to the
farm and not the farmer. If you
move to another farm the tenant
ivho follows you must abide by
the contract. If you move to a
farm where a contract is in force
you must abide by it. Landlords
and tenants share in benefits in
exact proportion to their rental
agreements.

In the example given above it
was assumed that you live in a
county where the three-year aver-
age wheat production was the same
as the average county five-year
production. If you happen to live
in a county where wheat acreage
has been increasing and the three-
year average for 1930-31-32 is
higher than the county five-year
average, your allotment would be
reduced in proportion. On the oth-
er hand if wheat; acreage has been
decreasing in your county and the
three-year average is lower than
the five year average your allot-
ment jwould be increased in pro-
portion.

More detailed explanation of the
workings of the plan, especially on
how county wheat production con-
trol associations are to be organ-
ized and how they will adjust in-
dividual farm allotments, may be
obtained from local county agents.
