A survey of ahopper* at a Tex­
as lupeniiarhet handling turkey 
parts shoaad that they are steady 
users of tiie product Mure thaa 
half the ahopper* interviewed 
served turkey parts three to five 
luaee a month, said Dr. Branaoa. 
The turkey ia sold in many form* 
•urh a* , parts, steak*, cut-up and 
in patties.

Retail food stores and process 
nra are increasing their interest 
in yearround merchandising o f 
turkey in these several form*.
