However, in the application 
of these materials, where 
they are sawed and dust is 
produced, a filter mask 
should be used to reduce 
dust intake.

He also stated that the 
problems that have been 
involved in asbestos products 
are related to long term 
exposure of asbestos fibers 
and dust, primarily in the 
manufacturing process.
Composition roofing does 

not generally contain 
asbestos. The newer shingles 
contain faberglass. but not in 
a situation which would pose 
a hazard.

This cooperation 
provides the necessary data 
which is, in turn, returned to 
farmers and ranchers and 
others in the form of accurate 
estimates, which are so 
essential in making the 
wisest production and 
marketing decisions.

eSDA PROPOSES 
REDUCTION IN 

PENALTIES FOR OVER­
MARKETING OF PEANUTS
Peanut growers who 

unintentionally marketed 
more 1978 and 19^9 crop 
peanuts than their poundage 
quotas would have their 
penalty for excess marketing 
greatly reduced if an amend­
ment proposed by the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture is 
put into effect.

According to officials of the

department’s Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conserva­
tion Service (ASCS), uninten­
tional excess marketing 
occasionally occurs during 
harvest season when ware­
houses and other marketing 
points are crowded with 
farmers waiting to dry and 
market their peanuts. Must 
excess marketings are the 
result of mistaken bcHvkkeep- 
ing or other paperwork 
errors, according to the offi­
cials.

The reduced penalty for 
unintentional peanut market­
ing IS authorized by resent 
legislation. ASCS county 
committees will determine if 
the excess marketings were 
unintentional.
The proposed amendment 

would reduce the current

25.2 cents per pound penalty 
for peanuts unintentionally 
overmarketed to 2.1 cents 
per pound for the 1978 crop 
and 4.2 cents per pound fur 
the 1979 crop.

Producers who intentionally 
try to circumvent peanut 
marketing quotas would still 
be subject to the 25.2 cents 
per pound penalty.
The department is propos­

ing also a change in the 
method of establishing pea­
nut quotas for farmers who 
marketed less than the 
poundage quota for their 
farms. Currently, if farmers 
market less than their yearly 
quota, they are given 
"credits”  which allow them 
to market their quota plus 
the undermarK^ting in a 
future year. Under present

regulations, these under 
marketing credits can be 
accumulated and carried 
over several years. Today’s 
proposed change would not 
permit undcrniarkeiing 
credit to accumulate past the 
first year. Thus, the credit 
would have to be used the 
first year following the 
undermarkeling.

Of ail the enjoyable thinns 
in this world I must say that 
I place pecan picking high on 
the list Not pecan picking 
for money, although I have 
the highest respect for those 
sturdy folk who tackle the 
trees with poles. And I 
realize, that to feed people in 
the cities, there must even 
be mechanical shakers and 
all the volley of equipment 
used on the commercial or­
chards of the uplands But 
when 1 think of pecan pick­
ing. I think of picking for 
fun. alone in a secluded 
grove beside the river, rim­
med by oaks and wild china 
This IS a private Eden - 
nunus the serpent - shut 
away from any hint of agita­
tion or disliarmony

It IS easiest to pick stan­
ding up, while the nuts are 
still hanging in the half 
cracked hulls. Never nund 
that they are going to stain 
your fingers as indelible 
g reen , and that your 
movements under the trees 
will bring out some curious, 
bright-eyed squirrels. You 
are slipping ahead of them 
and the seven other kinds of 
creatures who base their 
life-style on the nuts. You 
realize that you actually 
don’t want to take all the 
nuts away from  these 
animals and birds - that the 
groves and hills are their 
home, and you are only a 
visitor.

But it is nice to linger with 
the visit, to fell the warm sun 
on your back and peer 
through pecan clusters 
toward an incredibly blue 
sky. People of this world will 
do almost anything to find 
happiness. They will fly on 
planes to faraway places, 
sail the ocean, nurry a wife, 
or even rob a bank. But all 
during this time happiness

has been waiting nearby, shy 
and illusive, hiding in the 
unexpected golden moments 
of life. It IS these moments 
we should take time to savor, 
for we lose anything we do 
not appreciate.

I am far from a Pantheist, 
who believes that God ac­
tually lives in things of 
nature But nature, if rightly 
understood, bears many 
marks of its Creator. There 
IS a wonderful economy in Us 
design, where cverytliing 
has a purpose and nothing is 
wasted And what is more 
beautiful in all this world 
than a graceful, symetrical 
pecan tree’’ No man can 
create tlie life in this tree, or 
even explain how it turns the 
elements of the earth into the 
protein and mineral-packed 
m arvel of a pecan.
