Gun Don't BreaAl( Laws

Throughout the nation there has
recently been a marked increase
in editorial demands for more
stringent firearms control legisla-
tion on all government levels, fed-
eral, state and local.

The superintendent of police in
Pittsburgh recently asked for au-
thority to screen shipménts of
mail - order firearms in order to
prevent guns falling into the hands

of minors, juveniles, criminals
and to prevent shooting incidents
This case is like so many

where law - enforcement agencies
seek to reduce crimes by making
firearms unavailable to those
who commit shooting crimes; seek
to solve crimes by tracing a wea-
pon used in a crime to its owner:
or seek to keep guns out of the
hands of minors, criminals, ad-
dicts and drunkards.

The classic replies to such at-
tempts by law-enforcement agen-
cies are still valid in spite of the
