Mr. Day has donated numerous fossils, rocks and skulls to the
Motley County Museum. To view this new display, stop by the Museum Monday, Wednesday or Friday

afternoon.

Ricky Day, an amateur archeolo-
gist known to many landowners in
Motley County, has scoured many
of the area’s breaks and canyons for

evidence of ancient, prehistoric life.
In the rock layers of time, he has of-
ten found bits and pieces of reptiles,
amphibians, fish, and mammals

which lived millions of years ago.
Many of these unusual bones, as well
asrocks, Indian artifacts, and a bison
skull, he has placed on display at the
Motley County Museum.

A few years ago, Day, a middle
school science teacher at Andrews,
was instructing a friend, Richard
Galle of Plainview, on how to find ar-
tifacts. Galle proved to be an unusu-
ally good student by quickly spotting

the horn of a bison sticking out of an
eroded ravine. Instead of a leisurely

hike which he had anticipated, Day
said that they spent the rest of the day
digging in the dirt to free the skull,
which they and the landowner later
donated to the museum.

Galle was also with Day when they
found the bone trail of a Phytosaurus
while fossil hunting in Briscoe
County. They excavated the broken
bits of bone, and then Day spent a
year piecing together the skull.
Though parts of it were missing, he
has filled in those parts to make it
look complete.

According to Day, the phytosaurus
was a late Triassic age reptile that
lived in the swamps and river areas
that were common to this area about
two million years ago.

The Floydada High School gradu-
ate grew up in Floydada, but spent a

great deal of time in Motley County
at his grandparents’ home at Horner
Lake. Summers were often spent
with his family, Bill and Sally Day;,
former residents of Roaring Springs,
camping out and looking for artifacts,
fossils, and rocks. This interest led
him into the fields of science and ge-
ology. He graduated from Stephen F
Austin College in 1985 with degrees
in both. Ricky and his wife, Susan, the
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Jim Cloyd,
are both teachers in Andrews Middle
School and are the parents of one
young son.
Day has been seriously looking
for Triassic period fossils since 1996.
He has often said that he would like
to be the first in Motley County to find
an entire skeleton of a dinosaur or
some ancient rare species, like a
leptosuchus or maybe a phytosaurus.
And now he knows what to look for.

A second wave of German immi-
gration, this time to the southern
reaches of the Ukraine, began in the
19th Century.

A third wave of immigration to the
east introduced German colonists to
the area of Poland and the Ukraine
known as Volhynia.

The German colonists flourished
in the rich steppe land of Russia, but
mounting nationalism and social un-
rest in Russia forced the German
colonists to seek vistas in the West,
andin the late 1800’s and 1900’s many
came to America.

Neighborhood News

One of my greatest loves is the read-
ing of pioneer stories, so I want you to
have this one from page 81 of the later His-
tory of Dickens and Its People published
in 1986.

Here is a story by Luke Davis:

Uncle George and Aunt Emma Davis
were early settlers of West Texas. They:
came by covered wagon about the year
1898. They were residing in Eastland
County, Texas. They homesteaded 160
acres from the State on the outskirts of
the Matador Ranch. The land was grazed
and farmed for some 25 years. The first
cows that calved from the Matador wild
herd were driven into the corral and broke
to milk. Being range cattle, they gave very
little milk. We milked ten cows for our own
table use.

The taxes on the land for property tax,
school tax, and improvements was $1.75
for one year.

Mr. Davis built a half dugout on ar-
rival. They had 9 children: Ray, Lina,
Darcis, Hettie, “B”, Henry, Minnie, Luke
and Emmett. No doctor was ever in atten-
dance (at the births of these children) only
a midwife, Aunt May Holly, a neighbor,

The old Liberty School was a one-
room structure. It was a one mile walk to
school across the Matador land for us.
First through tenth grade was taught in
the one-room school. The teachers’ pay
was very low. The teachers included J.W.
Hilton, Steve Cobb, Mr. Walker, Mr. Reese,
Blaine Speer, Lydia McCormick, Lena
Davis, Loyd Hopkins and Ella Worswick.

Midway school was built a few years
later. It was 4 miles to walk. It had higher
grades as well as lower grades. The
neighborhood produced a baseball team.

It was almost unbeatable. The team was

known as the “Shinnery Twigs”. The ros-
ter was as follows: Catcher - Emmett
Gladdish, Pitcher - Ben Clark, First Base
- Tony Holly, Second Base - Watt Holly,
Third Base - Duck Dobbs, Short Stop - Ira
Dobbs, Right Field - Claude Clark, Cen-
ter Field - Ide Clark, Left Field - Steve
Austin, Alternates - Hallett Holly and Lee
Peters, and Managers - Man Clark and A.
Gladdish.

George Davis passed away in the
year 1919 and was buried at Afton Cem-
etery. Emma Davis passed away in the
year 1945. She was buried in Westminster,
California. Of the family, only Minnie Day
and Luke Davis are living. They reside at
379 Hamilton, Costa Mesa, California.

We enjoyed 4th of July celebrations
at Dickens. There were spelling bees and
community plays. Seeing a wagon com-
ing across the prairie, you knew you were
going to have company.

Frightful experience: we walked into
the cellar where a snake was hanging
from the ceiling. My mother got a long nail
and hammer and spiked it to a post. After
a 30 minute wait, it came down to the bot-
tom and we got out.

In the early days, anyone passing was
welcome to spend the night. One night a
voice said “hello” at the water tank. My
mother answered. He asked for lodging,
and Mother said, “My husband is gone
and only the children and I are here.” He

said, “I am not afraid of you and the chil-
dren.” So he spent the night.

I graduated 8th grade at Dickens
School. Joe Speer was my last teacher in
Texas. In the early 20’s I enrolled in high
school in California. I lettered in sports.

I built my home in Costa Mesa, a city
of 30,000. My hobby is coaching youth
baseball. T have coached 35 consecutive
teams. I was honored by the City of Costa
Mesa. They named a stadium in my honor
- Luke Davis Field.
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Pioneers remember those days of
Real America. You can remember —

When riots were unthinkable

When you left your doors open

When the flag was a sacred symbol

When criminals actually went to jail

When you weren't afraid to go out at
night

When taxes were only a necessary
nuisance

When a boy was a boy and dressed
like one

When a girl was a girl and dressed
like one

Wken the poor were too proud to ac-
cept charity

When the Clergy actually talked
about rejigion

When clerks and repairman tried to
please you

When songs had a tune and the won;ls !

made sense

When people knew what the 4th of
July stood for

When you never dreamed your Coun-

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CRP Grazing Extended

Motley County has received au-
thorization to extend emergency
grazing of CRP through September
30, 2000. However, it may be termi-
nated earlier if conditions no longer
warrant the grazing of CRP. Any pro-
ducer that continues to graze the
same acreage after June 30 will be
assessed an additional 15 percent of
the annual rental payment per acre.

There will be a charge of 25 percent
of the annual rental payment per
acre for any new acerage grazed on

this subsequent period or any new
application filed during the extended

period. An interested producer must
obtain a modified grazing plan from
NRCS befaore the acreage can be
grazed.

TDA offers Farm Worker
Pesticide Safety Training

The Texas Department of Agri-
culture is providing a free seminar
for farm workers and pesticide han-
dlers at 9:00 a.m, Friday, July 7, at the
District Court Room, Motley County
Courthouse, Matador.

All EPA Handler and Worker
cards needed to work in treated fields
or to treat areas with pesticides is-
sued during 1995 will expire this year.

This training provides farm
workers and pesticide handlers the
information they need to work safely
around pesticides and treated areas.
Topics covered in the sessions in-
clude the federal Worker Protection
Standard and the Texas Agricultural
Hazard Communication Act, more
commonly known as the Right-to-
Know law.

Agricultural employers who use
pesticides are encouraged to attend
and see that their employees who
were trained in 1995 also attend this
session.

After completing the course, par-
ticipants receive U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency cards verifying
that the trainee has received both
WPS and Right-to-Know training.
These cards can be presented to
their employers as verification of the
required training. Licensed applica-
tors will receive one hour of Laws
and Regulations as CEU.

Most of Texas Could Be Cattle
TB-Free When New Federal
Regulations Go Into Effect

The majority of Texas -- 252 of its
254 counties - could be declared free
of cattle tuberculosis (TB) infection,
when new federal TB regulations go
into effect in late 2000 or early 2001.
Texas and other states have been
working to eradicate this bacterial
infection in cattle since 1917, when
about five percent of the nation’s
herds were known to have the
chronic disease that causes internal
lesions, and before pasteurization of

milk, posed a public health threat.
~ Texas, New Mexico and Michigan
are the only states not already car-
rying the “accredited TB free” des-
ignation from the U.S. Department of
Agriculture. Under the new TB regu-
lations, New Mexico also would gain
the “free” classification. “The USDA
is poised to institute new cattle TB
regulations, and states -- or areas of
states - that cannot be declared free
of the disease will have more require-
ments when moving cattle out of
state,” said Dr. Terry Beals, Texas
state veterinarian and executive di-
rector for the Texas Animal Health
Commission. “Cattle herds in 252 of
254 Texas counties have been free of
TB infection for more than five years,
and we will be asking the USDA to
grant Texas ‘split-state’ status, so the
majority of the state’s 153,000 herd
owners can continue to move cattle
interstate without restrictions.” On
the other hand, it could be tougher

to transport cattle out of El Paso -

County and a small portion of
Hudspeth County, two counties that
will not make the “cut for TB-free
status.” State and federal animal
health officials will meet with the
area’s producers to discuss the im-
pending regulations at 1 p.m. Tues-
day, July 18. The meeting will be held

at the Texas A&M University, Agri-
cultural Research & Extension Cen-
der on the southeast edge of El Paso,
near the intersection of Interstate 10
and Americas Avenue. “In the El
Paso Milk Shed, all but one of the 10
dairies have had recurring bouts of
low-level TB,infection during the past
15 years. A beefherd in the area also
was found to-be infected in the mid-
1990s and was depopulated. The two
cattle herds now quarantined in the
U.S. are in this milk shed, which runs
along the U.S.-Mexican border in El
Paso County and a small area of
Hudspeth County,” said Dr. Terry
Beals. He emphasized that these
dairies do not pose a public health
threat, as pasteurized dairy products
