Town hail meeting set Tuesday 
for waterline project information

Tahoka Mayor John Baker invites 

Tahoka citizens to a Town Hall meet­
ing at 7 p.m. next Tiiesday, June 26 at 
the Center for Housing and Commu­
nity Development (1400 Ave. K) to 
hear information presented about the 
$2 million water system improvement 
project for the City of TahtAa. Funded 
by a grant through the Texas Water 
Development Board’s Economically 
Distressed Areas Program, the project 
is currently in the planning and design 
stages. Mayor Baker invites local citi­
zens to the informal meeting to hear 
how the project will be implemented 
for the city wide replacement of water 
lines underneath city streets.

“Abby Scioli, a representative from 
Wasteline Engineering, Inc., will be at 
the meeting to explain the timeline for 
the project, and we invite all citizens to 
attend,” the Mayor told The News.

The planning and design stage, 
funded by a $239,000 grant portion 
of the TWDB grant, is well underway 
and is progressing in a timely nuuiner, 
according to city officials. The town 
hall meeting is part of an environmen* 
tal assessment required by the TWDB 
grant process, and the mayor is invit­
ing citizens to address city/engineering 
officials with any questions or issues 
regarding the project.

When the planning phase is com­
pleted, the city can apply far the con­
struction p o r ^  of t ^  grant fonds, 
estimated at one time to be approxi­

mately $1.9 million. More information 
about the construction phase and time­
lines will be addressed at the meeting.

Tahoka city officials and citizens 
have long known that the city’s water­
line system is antiquated and sorely 
in need of replacement. A story in 
the July 28, 1911 Lynn County News 
reported that waterlines were beii^ 
placed in Main Street, and in fact much 
of the city’s waterlines are about 100 
years old, except for the many patches/ 
replacements in certain areas. When 
it was originally constructed, the wa­
terlines underneath city streets were 
all connected, with no shutoff valves 
to allow for cutting water off in any 
areas for maintenance. Today, thhf an­
tiquated system is still in use, causing 
numerous city wide water cutoffs when 
breakage occurs, which has happened 
more and more frequently in recent 
years.

“The City serves an estimated 965 
water connections. The water distribu­
tion system is undersized and dilapi­
dated, causing low water pressure and 
leaving the City at risk of potential 
coDtamination,” stated a press release 
from TWDB to Ihhoka city officials 
last August, when cky officiala were

R w  Tips for Safe 
Sum m er Sun

Summer has arrived. As the 
weather heats up, it’s critical for 
beachgoers and outdoor fun- 
seekers to be sun-sefe.

This begins with choosing 
the right sunscreen to protect 
yourself from harmful UV rays. 
Equally important are these five 
simple tips from the Skin Cancer 
Foundation, which also will help 
you mitigate sun damage and re­
duce the risk of skin cancer.

F irst, seek the shade. Sim­
ply minimizing exposure to 
UVA and UVB rays can go a 
long way toward protecting your 
skin. Taking a break from direct 
sun is especially important be­
tween the hours of 10 a.m. and 
4 p.m., when rays are strongest. 
And remember, clouds don’t 
block UV rays.

Infants utxler 6 months 
should always be kept out of the 
sun — protected with clothing, 
an umbrella or a stroller hood. 
Children and adults should wear 
protective clothing, including 
wide-brimmed hats and UV- 
blocking sunglasses.

Second, use a broad spec­
trum  (UVA/UVB) sunscreen 
with SPF 15 or higher. Regard­
less of the season, this kind of 
sun protection should be used 
on a daily basis. Most people 
understand the importance of 
sun safety during the summer 
months, but many underestimate 
the need for year-round protec­
tion. The temperature may drop, 
but UV rays remains strong. And 
the cooler temperatures may ac­
tually prevent people from real­
izing the extent of the damage 
the sun is doing to their skin.

Next year, new regulations 
from the Food and Drug Admin­
istration will help consumers 
know they're getting the right 
protection by prohibiting manu­
factures from labeling their sun­
screens as “broad spectrum” or

making claims about protecting 
against skin caitcer and aging 
unless they’re SPF 15 or higher. 
And sunscreens with lower SPF 
values will have to sport a warn­
ing that the product may not of­
fer protection against the harm­
ful effects of exposure to the

sun.
Third, apply 1 ounce of 

sunscreen to the entire body 
30 minutes before going out­
side. According to the Skin 
Cancer Foundation, for full SPF 
protection, sunscreen must be 
applied half an hour before sun 
exposure. If you are average 
size, you’ll need a full ounce 
— or about two tablespoons — 
to adequately cover your skin. 
Studies show that most people 
apply less than half that amount, 
losing the full benefit of the SPF 
protection.

Reapplication is just as im­
portant as putting sunscreen on 
in the first place, as sunscreens 
tend to break down with expo­
sure and can be rubbed off or 
washed off by sweat or water. 
So sunscreen should be applied 
every two hours, and immedi­
ately after swimming or a set of 
tennis. During a full day at the 
beach, one person should expect 
to use at least a quarter of an 8 
oz. bottle of sunscreen.

Fourth, do not let your­
self bum . Sunburn is the most 
immediate and obvious sign of 
UV damage. When immune 
cells race to the injured skin 
site to start healing the damage, 
they produce the reddening and 
swelling.

Tanning is the skin’s re­
sponse to this damage and may 
permanently affect skin cells. 
While many believe a “base tan” 
will prevent damaging burns, 
that’s not the case. There is no 
such thing as a healthy or base 
tan.

Finally, check your skin 
regularly and ask your doctor 
for a skin cancer exam annu­
ally. One in five Americans will 
develop skin cancer. Tans and

The Lodge also supported 
the Masonic Home and School 
for orphans in Fort Worth for 
many years, and for years gave 
each child a $1 gold coin from 
the Tahoka Lodge. In 1996 the 
Tahoka Lodge donated football 
lockers to the Ft.

Built 
of frame on a rock 
foundatioa, the 
structure was cov­
ered with pressed 
steel, the first (rf its 

kind in the area.
More information from 

Grassroots Upside Down, adds:
“The l^odge Hall was up­

stairs with Jack Alley’s store on 
the ground floor. A fire in 1910 
destroyed early records, but the 
Lodge is thought to have been 
the first on the Lower South 
Plains between Lubbock and 
Big Spring.

first Worshipful Master.
“TalK>ka Order of Eastern 

Star, Chapter No. 73 (wives’ 
organization), was chartered in 
1923. Mrs. Robbie Thomas was 
the first Worthy Matron.

“In the summer of 1925, 
C.A. and W.O. Thomas let a 
contract for a new two story 
brick building at the northwest 
comer of the square to be oc­
cupied by a grocery store and 
caf6, the upstairs for the Mason­
ic Lodge and the basement fw 
a barber shop. The next year an 
addition was built to the rear fix’ 
Tahoka Post Office, occupied 
until the present post office was 
erected.

“The cornerstone of the 
present building, on the north­
west comer o f  the City block, 
was laid in 1964. Howard 
Draper was Worshipful Master 
at that time. Buel Draper, who 
became a SO-year member on 
Nov. 9, 1982, was then Deputy

Grand Master of Grand Lodge 
of Texas. Rush Dudgeon was 
secretary of Eastern Star.”

The Tahoka Ixanch of the 
Eastern Star no longer meets, 
but the Eastern Star (Hganiza- 
ticMi continues today through a 
chapter at Big Spring.

Throughout their 100-year 
history, members of the Tahoka 
Masonic Lodge have practiced 
the Masonic principles and sup­
ported their community in many 
ways, most of which the general 
public have most likely not been 
aware. It is a significant accom­
plishment that the organization 
has survived a century of time, 
and their 100-year anniversary 
celebration is well deserved.

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Storms bring rain
but damages crops

Storms on June 14, IS and 
16 brought some much needed 
rain to parts of the county. But 
with the rain also came dam­
aging wind, sand and hail. The 
majority of the rain fell on the 
northwestern portion of the 
county. Areas around New 
Home were most affected by 
the storms. Rainfall amounts 
over 3” were received in some 
locationi^he rainfall extended 
through the central part of the 
county but tapered off closer to 
Tahoka.

It is too early to say but 
a significant number of acres 
were affected by these storms. 
Some fields were a complete 
loss while others were partially 
damaged from either blowing 
sand, hard rain, (»- hail. Grow­
ers are running sandfighters in 
fields where it is not too wet so 
they can try and stop any further 
damage from sand and break up 
the hard crust from the rain.

Now growers arc faced with 
the difficult decision of decid­
ing what to replant where cot­
ton was destroyed. Some may 
choose to go back with cotton. 
Other options will include grain 
sorghum, sunflowers or forages 
for hay.

While the storms brought 
rain, the southern half of the 
county missed out on most of 
the rain. The exception was 
a storm that built around the 
O’Donnell area on June 16. It 
produced an inch of rain but 
was not very widespread in cov­
erage. Some areas of the county, 
especially in the western parts, 
have still not received enough 
significant rain to get the crop 
growing. Early planted cotton in 
these areas sprouted but much 
of it died at emergence due to 
lack of moisture.

Once again, 2012 looks to 
provide many challenges for our 
cotton growers.

N ew  Law : 
Drivers must
move over, slow 
down for tow trucks

AUSTIN -  This week the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety (DPS) will place spe­
cial enforcement emphasis on 
the addition of tow trucks to 
the Move Over/Slow Down law, 
which requires motorists to 
move over or slow down when 

' certain vehicles arc stopped on 
the side of the road with emer­
gency lights activated. To re­
mind the public of this impor­
tant safety measure, the Texas 
Department of Transportation 
(TxDOT) will activate electron­
ic signs this week, which will 
read: “If Tow Truck Stopped 
Ahead, Move Over or Slow 
Down, It’s The Law.”

“This law is about provid­
ing extra protection for those 
individuals on the side of the 
road doing their jobs, as well 
as the people on the roadside 
with them,” said DPS Director 
Steven McCraw. “Thanks to 
this new provision, tow truck 
drivers, who are usually helping 
motorists in distress, now have 
additional protection under the 
law so they can do their jobs in 
a safer environment.”

During the 2011 Legislative 
session, tow trucks were added 
to the existing law, which al­
ready applied to police, fire, and 
EMS vehicles stopped on the 
side of the road with emergency 
lights activated. Motorists are 
required to vacate the lane clos­
est to the stopped vehicle (if 
there is more than one available 
lane in the same direction of 
travel) or slow to 20 miles below 
the speed limit.

“Last year, the Texas Legis­
lature amended the Move Over/ 
Slow Down law to now require

FSA County Committee 
nominations start June 15

Lynn County USDA Farm 
Service Agency (FSA) Execu­
tive D irec ts Rodney Schoppa, 
announced that county commit­
tee election nominations begin 
June IS, 2012. Fanners, ranch­
ers and landowners arc encour­
aged to nominate farmer and 
rancher candidates to serve on 
their local FSA county commit­
tee by the August 1,2012 dead­
line.

Elected county commit­
tee members serve a three-year 
term and are responsible for 
making decisions on FSA disas­
ter, conservation, commodity, 
and price support programs, as 
well as other important federal 
farm program issues.

“County Committees are 
unique to FSA and are a valu­
able resource that gives locally 
elected farmers and ranchers 
who participate in FSA pro­
grams the opportunity to im­
pact farm programs at the local 
level,” said Schoppa. “I hope to 
sec a high level of participation 
during the nomination and elec­
tion process,” he said.

Producers may nominate 
themselves or others as candi­
dates. Organizations that rep­
resent minority and women 
farmers and ranchers may also 
nominate candidates. Nomi­
nees must participate in a pro­
gram administered by FSA, be 
eligible to vote in a county com­
mittee election and reside in the

motorists to slow down or move 
over when passing a tow truck 
displaying emergency lights,” 
said Carol Rawson, T\DOT 
Traffic Operations director. “At 
TxDOT, we believe this is an 
important step toward improv­
ing safety for all emergency 
personnel, including tow truck 
operators, who routinely work 
in dangerous conditions along 
Texas highways.”

DPS issued more than 
17,000 warning and citations 
last year for violation of the 
Move Over/Slow Down law and 
another 6,000 through the first 
five months of this year. Viola­
tion (rf' this law could result in 
fines up to $2(X). The punish­
ment is more severe if there is 
property damage, and jail time 
is possible if someone is injured.

Nomination forms must be 
postmarked or received in the 
local USDA Service Center by 
close of business on August 1, 
2012.
