Rebecea Beaty.

Another very interesting pa-
per in the box was tlie Ranche
Racket, published at Williams
Ranch. It was dated June 24,
1880, owned by W. S. Marshall
and edited by M. (. Smith. It

3 cloumns wide by 12 in-
hes deep and had 8 papes, all
home print and filled with ad-
vertising, local items and eom-
munications from Brownwood,
Comanche, IHamilton, Lampas-
San Saba, Gatesville and
elsewhere. The town of Williamg
Ranch was in Brown county
but is now Mills county.

There 18 in the box a silver
inches square bearing
the inscription:  ““Ella Gold-
thwaite School Building, cor-
nepr stone laid Aug. 22, 1890,
Goldthwaite Lodge  No. 330,
J. A. White, N. (i.; J. A. Viek-
ers, V. (i.; W. B. Neel, R. See-
retary; W. R. Hester, P. Sec-
retary; Jas.
