But Would It Save Money?
*

Reports that petition* were being circulated in Ka- 
stland County to ask for an election on the proposition 
of alioliahing the county s u |h>i intendent s office prompt­
ed this nows|ia|>er to seek information as to the possible 
savings.

The county superintendent’s office has a total of 
eight jiersons on its staff with a large payroll. Besides 
the sii|ierintendent, there are 3 supervisors who work 
witli several schools of the county, a county librarian, 
and others. None of the money that goes into the salaries 
of these people is paid by Kastland County. It come< 
from the Texas Education Agency.

If the county sujierintendent’s office were abolished 
by vote, the duties and salaries of the office would con­
tinue. The County School Hoard could pay the county 
judge a salary of $2.6<H) plus an expense allowance of 
$1,050. In addition, the lioard could allow the judge the 
sum of $2,000 for an a-«stant. Any difference between 
the above allowances and the superintendent's salary 
would not lie turned over to the schools but retained by 
the State. The state would continue to pay the super 
visors and others.

It is quite possible that a savings in this type of 
educational services could be effected under a reorgam 
zatinn program at the state level Counties that na.e 
sufficient school population (and Kastland County has 
some 3,000) probably would do well to continue undei 
the present set up until something is done on a state­
wide Istsis. Certainly, the people will know that the du­
ties of the office will be carried out by exjierienced sch­
ool teachers and administrators.

Investigation convinces us that counties with as 
many students as ours would do well to continue under 
the present plan until the state legislature gets around 
to working out something better. It g*»vs wit.unit saying 
that our schools as a whole have !>een making good pro­
gress. and the county program has contributed to this 
situation.

Before there  wea a vagrancy 
law, th e re  w ere m any m en
m en of the road. T ram ps by 
name, fam iliarly  know n as ho­
bos, these  m en m ade th e ir 
way from  tow n to tow n, g lean ­
ing th e ir  living from  knock­
ing o r  doors a rd  asking for * 
b ite  to eat. Many t in e s  th e ir 
requests brought forth  tales of 
m isery, hard  luck and  wo*. If 
refused  a bite to  eat occasion­
ally a tram p  becam e very nas- 
ty and  poured out th rea ts and 
profane language.

If a home chanced to b* lo- 
rated  near a railroad, great 
was the outpouring of free 
loaders, for tr im p s  followed
