Losses from fertile eggs are cost-
ing the farmers of Lamb County
thousands of dollars annually and
depriving our country of some in-
crease in food, according to V. F.
Jones, County Agricultural Agent of
the Extension BService of Texas A.
& M. College.

Most of this loss ecan be removed
by taking the male birds from the
flock for the production of infer-
tile eggs and then take better care
of the eggs. During this hot weath-
er eggs should be gathered at least
twice a day and marketed twice a
week, It is patriotic and also good
business to eliminate egg waste.

GITY-WIDE CLEAN-UP NOW IN
PROGRESS IN BIG

Citizens Urged To
Cooperate To Stop
Spread Of Disease

Inspector To Call At
Homes, Business Houses,
Advise Sanitary Hazards

The City-wide clean-up campaign
is getting underway in a big way;
and according to Mayor Homer Hall,
splendid cooperation is being extend-
ed by the citizenship of Littlefield.

This clean-up campaign is being
gponsored by the City Commission
in an effort to prevent the spread
of Infantile Paralysis, cases of which
have been reported at nearby cities
to Littlefield.

In order to advise citizens
what the City was depending, and
urging on them to do, a circular
was distributed Monday to all resi-
dences. Three men, employed by
the City, distributed theze circulars,
at the same time explaining in de-
tail to the residemt how to carry
out the instructions.

The City is urging on the citizens
to do the following:

1. Kill all flies and eliminate all

just

breeding places of flies and mos-
(uitoes,
2. Keep the yards and all out

houges clean and sanitary.

3. Place all garbage in securely
covered garbage cans, first wrapping
wet garbage in paper.

4. Do not eat out of doors or in
a place not adequately protected
from flies. -

5. No hog pens should be main-
tained near your premises or those
of your neighbors.

6. Do not perm‘s ;tildrt'n to play
in the hot sun,

7. See your physician at the first
signs of fever, headache, stiffness
in back or neck or other illmess.

Medieal authorities have announc-
ed that infantile paralysis—also
known as poliomyelitis—is a com-
municable disease, and that this di-
sease is earried by the house fly,
and other unsanitary means,

For this reason, the City is urg-
ing that readents eliminate all
breeding places for flies; cut all
weeds, both on their property, and
on alleys; clean alleys; and rake all
weeds, ete., to the rear of the lot,
s0 that the City may pick it up.
Herman West is employed by the
City as full time man to haul dry
garbage, weeds, etc.
