
Preliminary steps toward ad-
mittance were taken last spring. 
In May Dr. W. R. Goodson, State 
Accreditation Director was con-
tacted and through his office in-
formation was gathered relative 
ti the requirements of member-
ship and necessary steps which 
were prerequisiteis. All of title 
data collected by the staff during 
months of selfevaluation was used 
in improving the school program 
this fall. Last August Ross Wilson 
and Jerry Hamrick attended the 
Fort Worth District Meeting of 
the Association held in Ft. Worth 
in order to get detailed instruc-
tions for proceeding with the prep 
arations. 

On October 19th of this year an 
evaluation committee visited the 
high school for the purpose of 
inspecting the material gathered, 
evaluating the plant, and a gene-
ral first hand look at the school 
program In its entirety. W. A. 
Meacham, Asst. Supt., Ft. Worth 
Schools; L. B. Wilson, Supt. Wea-
therford Schools, J. C. Helm, Sup 
erintendent Stephenville Schools; 
E. E. Guinn, Supt. Cleburne; H. 
L. Brice, Supt. Hubbard; and C. 
A. Thompson, Principal, Polytech 
nic High School.in Fort Worth. 

Only 357 White and 30 Negro 
schools in the state of Texas have 
gained admittance to the associa-
tion. There are approximately 
two thousand schools in the state. 
Meeting the rigid standards of 
this association guarantees to the 
students of any institution an ade 
quate program is being offered 
them. Every aspect of the educa-
tional structure has been judged 
including finance personnel, in-
struction, plant, board organiza-
tion, extra-curricular services, 
community resources, and other 
related fields. 

Graduates of Gorman High are 
assured of full acceptance of cre-
dits earned anywhere they may 
wish to transfer them. School pa-
trons may feel assured that the 
high school is adequately meet-
ing the needs of its aspirants. An 
annual report will be required 
as long as the school maintains 
membership and standards must 
be kept on the required level. A 
school may bee warned, placed 
on probation, or dropped entirely 
if its level of performance is not 
maintained.

She was led to the speakers' platform, After mak-
ing a talk she stepped down to work among New 
York's lowest derelicts, From that experience came 
the inspiration for one of our greatest hymns. 

Riding home, Fanny Crosby was oblivious to 
the clattering traffic. Before retiring she put on 
paper the words she had written in her mind. 
The next morning she sent the verses to Composer 
William Howard Doane in Cincinnati. Doane was 
a business man who had taken up music as a hobby 
. . . and the hobby had evolved into a profession. 
He earned the degree of doctor of music and set 
scores to many of Fanny Crosby's nearly 9,000 
hymns. 

Here are the words the blind poetess wrote in 
her mind on that memorable hack ride through the 
streets of New York in 1869 . 

Plead with them earnestly, 
Plead with them gently; 
He will forgive if they only believe. 

Rescue the perishing, 
Duty demands it; 
Strength for thy labor the Lord will provide; 
Bock to the narrow way 
Patiently win them, 
Tell the poor wanderer a Saviour has died. 

THE BLIND POETESS, Frances Jane Crosby, 
spent the first half of her 95 years teaching the 
blind and writing popular ballads that, for the 
most part, were soon forgotten. But after five years 
of hymn writing her fame circled the globe. 

Settled in her new career, "Aunt Fanny" made 
a practice of visiting revivals and missions to study 
the effect of her hymns . . . and to gather mate-
rial for new ones. And, having contracted to do 
three hymns a week for one publisher alone, she 
needed ideas. 

It was a hot night in the Summer of 1869 that 
the little blind woman called a hack and rode 
from her home In Brooklyn to a mission in the 
Bowery. Word got around that the author of "Pass 
Me Not, 0 Gentle Saviour" was in the audience. 

Rescue the perishing, 
Core for the dying, 
Snatch them in pity from sin and the grove 
Weep O'er the erring one; 
Lift up the fallen, 
Tell them of Jesus the Mighty to save.

The Farmers Home Administra 
Lion emergency loan program has 
been extended in Texas for the 
1956 crop year, ad:ording to Wal-
ter T. McKay, the agency's State 
Director. 

McKay stated that authoriza-
tion for the extension was given 
by Secretary of Agriculture Ben-
son in keeping with the Depart-
ment of Agriculture's policy of 
coontinuing emergency assistance 
measures where necessary. 

Under the extension of the 
program, loans will be made thro 
ugh December 31, 1956. Loans 
may be made in all counties in 
the State except in the. 57 West 
Texas counties designated on Sep 
tember 15, 1955, for the Great 
Plains Special Credit Program. 

During the fiscal year which 
ended June 30, 1955, emergency 
loans totaling more than $33,000,-
000,000.00 (million) were made to 
Texas farmers and ranchers. Con 
sidering the prolonged drought 
conditions, collections on these 
loans are good, McKay stated. 

Emergency loans are made in 
areas where the Secretary of Ag-
riculture finds that there is a 
need for credit that is not avail-
able from other sources. The need 
may be due to the damage done 
by a natural disaster, such as 
drought, flood or hurricane, or 
to economic reasons. 

To be eligible for an emergen-
cy loan, a farmer or rancher must 
be unable to obtain the credit 
he needs from any source. In ad-
dition he must be engaged pri-
marily in farming, have suitable 
farming experience and reason-
able prospects for success in the 
farming operations he plans to 
carry on with the loan.

There were just 20 secionds left 
on the scoreboard clock and Ran-
ger was 20 yards away from a 
touchdown that would win the 
game.
