LONDON (AP) — The U. S. dollar showed unex-

pected strength wday as Europee’s foreign exchanges

opened:fteraweeklmgﬂmtdownbrmmby— 3

President Nixon's naw monetary policies.

While the dollar eased in such European markets
as London, Zurich and Brussels, the declines were
relatively minor. Dealers were cautious and turnover
was relatively light, as some of the experts had
predicted. Uncertainty was the reason.

In midafternoon, rates in the leading markets
were: |

LONDON — $2.4375 for a pound. That amounted to
a devaluation of the dollar of about .75 per_cent.

FRANKFURT — 3.425 deutschemarks of .a dollar.
The rate showed unexpected strength for the dollar,

comparing to3.4225 deutschemarks on the last day of

trading before Nixon's announcement.

PARIS — 5.5275 francs for a dollar in the official
market for commercial transactions and 5.47 francs
in the floating market for capital movement and
tourists. The free market thus resulted In a
devaluation of roughly .75 of one péer cent.

BRUSSELS — 43875 Belgian francs, a devaluation
of about 1% per cent for the dollar.

ZURICH — The official Swiss exchange remained
closed. But banks handled normatl operations at 3.995
francs o the dollar, a devaluation of about 1.75 per
cent

For the first time in 27 years, the exchanges were
operating without an internationally agreed set of
rules. This was because the dollar had been cut loose
from gold, and the American currency had been the
basis of the international agreement

It was still 100 early to say what might lie ahead.
Heavy selling of dollars could bring the value of the
currency down. This would achieve the US. ad-
ministration’'s objective of making American exports
cheaper abroad

If the volume of dollar sales remains Jow, then tha

U S campaign to restore a favorable balance of. trade
would face the threat of fallure. Many American
exports would remain noncompetitive in world
markets ' . B

Dealers said trading was guiet and hesistant. ““No
one is ot all certain just where things will go.” one
dealer saxd.

Uncertainty about the European markets inhibited
trading on the Tokyo exchange, where the market
closed before the European markets opened because
of the time difference. Trading was calm, and the
Bank of Japan bought only about 510 million, com-
pared o hundreds of millions absorbed on most days
after President Nixon's bombshell announcement. .

Buying Land

In Canada

OTTAWA (AP) — Americans
already control much of Ca-
nada's industry, and The Cana-
dian Press says Amenrcans are
buying wilderness and recrea-
tional areas ““in amourits that
are alarming more and more
(ana¢ans

After a cross-couglry survey,
the national news cooperative
concluded: ““As the United
States becomes more crowded
and its own. wilderness
dwindles, many Americans
yvearn for the lakes, the cottage
lots and the islands to be found
north of the border. So they
buy here. And mmany Canadians

wonder what's geing to be
left for them and their chil-
dren.”’

The survey indicates that
such sales are not frequent in
Quebec and the Prairie prov-
inces. The accent I1s more on
Ontario, which is adjacent to
the populous belt running from
New York to Michigan, and on
coastal areas.

Canada’s federal government
keeps no record of property
sales to Americans, and did not
touch on that factor in this
year s census.

Prince Edward Island, an
east coast province with f{ine
beaches, is said to regard
American ownership—just over
2 per cent of total acerage—as
a serious concern. Nova Scotia,
seeking details on ownership,
finds many nonresident owners
are Canadians from other prov-
inces rather than Americang.
