PRISON SHAPED LIKE EAR

Tyrant of Syracuse Constructed Cave
So That He Could Hear Conver-
sations of Suspects.

The Ear of Dlonysius was the name
given to a celebrated cavern near
Syracuse In Slcily, sald to have been
constructed by Dilonysius the Elder,
tyrant of Syracuse, and used by him
ns n prison for suspected persons, 'This
cave was 250 feet long and 80 feet
high. It was fashioned In the shape
of n human ear, and was 8o construct-
ed that the falntest sounds were con-
veyed from all parts to a central cham-
ber, corresponding to the tympanum
or drum of the ear. There this tyrant
secreted -himself, sometimes, it Is sald,
for days, and llstened to the conver-
sations of the unfortunates Imprisoned
within,

The workmen who bullt the dungeon
were put to death tu prevent them
from divulging the use to which It was
put. A whisper at one end could be
distinctly heard at the other, by put-
ting one's ear close to the rock, while
the tearing of paper sounded llke a
serles of explosions.—Detroit News.

methods of consuming tobacco some
interesting experiments were conduct-
ed recently by some sclentists abround.

Long glass tubes,

In one end

serted, the other end being connected
with an exhaust puinp, are used In the
test. The nlcotine Is absorbed In filter
paper. These tests showed conclusive-
Iy that e¢lgarette smoke contalned the

Virginia cigarettes, contalning 1.40 per
cent nleotine, gave a smoke contaln-
ing only 0,12 per cent nicotine, Turk-
ish clgarettes, containing 1.38 per cent
nicotine, gave 1 smoke with only 0.51
per cent nicotine

Egyptian cigarettes, «with only 1.74
per cent of the alkalold, ylelded a
smoke with Just 0.21 per cent of nlco-
tine. A Havana cigar, contalning only
064 per cent nicotine, vielded a smoke
with 0.20 per cent of the alkalold, To-
baceo, #moked In the pipe, contalning
285 per cent of nlcotine, yields a
smoke contalning 2,20 per cent of nlco-
tine.
