The administration’s echolce of two
evils, the renominated Senator Olin D.
Johnston, vied with Thurmond in attacking
Presdient Truman and civil rights, But,
like the Alabama senators who whipped
that state's Dixiecrats, the senator plead-
ed that the fight should be made within
the party,

James F. Byrnes' election as governor
had been discoumted and no fear exisis
that he will menace the party nationally.
It is belleved that a former Secretary of
State will be reluctant to join in inter-
necine warfare with the world In its pres-
ent crisis. Even more reliance is placed
upon his nature and old babits of opera-
tion.

In the many years the prospective gov-
ernor, who s now 71, was buliding a great
career In House, Senate, Supreme Court
and the executive branch, he never
grabbed the flag and ran up San Juan
hill with {t, The Byrnes talents were for
compromise and political arrangements
which gave everybody something of what
they were after. A gay and [riendly man,
Byrnes served the successful admirably;
he did not Inltiate affairs of grest mo-
ment.

He became Secrelary of State In an
era when It was hoped profoundly that

his precise gifts would serve the central
problem of U. S5-Soviet relations Byrnes

recorded his frustrations whea they did

pot; his health mfered and he soon there-
after resigned.

The administration has always been
able to do business with Senator Johnstom
and expects to again, With cynical ex- )
pediency the national commities Wwas
belping him even while he poured out
veénom against the President. It also
kept the small, select company of Tru-
man Democrats in South Caroline from
putting a third man in the race for fear
such action would help Governor Thur-
mond. For their reward, this group will
probably disappear from the scene.

A favoring circumstance to administra-
tion-Johnston relations ls that his strength
lies with the Industrial workers who gain
from the Falr Deal. He is bound to go
along with much of that program.

Senator Russell of Georgia, perhaps fore-
seeing the Thurmond defeat, recently sug-
gested that the South look to a conserva-
tive party of rebellious Democrats and
conservaliyes, This does not at all horrify
midwest Republicans as the history of
civil-rights legislation shows; In fact, it
was suggested before by Benator Bricker
of Ohlo,

With the Johnstom victory the Bouth's
1850 Senate story is told and it shows the
President down (wo—Senators Pepper of
Florida and Graham of North Carolina,
Only the North Carolinlan wictor, Willis
Smith, will join the diehards, bowever;
the administration will be able to do some
~perhaps considerable—business, with
Senator Pepper's ambitious  successor,
Representative Emathers. .

Prisoner Treatment Answer

WASHINGTON, A—-THE NORTH KO-
reans, according to thelr radlo, are now
going o treat American prisoners hum-
anely,

They reasched this viewpoint after three
weeks of fighting In which from present
evidence they bound and shotl lo death 18
captured Americans,

General Douglas MacArthur, both before
and after those killings, has warned the
North Koreans Lo give prisoners good care

If they didn't, he told them, he would
bold the Communists responsible for
“barbarity and murder.”

The problem of how to treat caplured
soldlers has a long history, It was a
problem back In the Greek-Roman days,
when prisoners were slaughtered or en-
slaved. It has remained a problem.

The first meeling of big nations Lo dis-
cuss it was held In 1864 al Geneva, Swit-
zerland, That meeling agreed on decent
treatment for sick and wounded prisoners.

THIS 1864 AGREEMENT WAS PRETTY
sketchy so a bigger meeting was held at
The Hague, in Holland, In 1907 There
in this agreement, as World War 1 showed.
S0 a third meeting on the subject was
held st Geneva In 1928, Forty-seven na-
tions took part In that

This one went inlo more delall on the
treatment of prisoners and ooe of the
agreements reached there said:

“Prisoners of war must at all
times be humanely treated and protected,
particularly agalnst acts of violence, in-
sults and public curiosity. Measures of
reprisals against them are prohibited.™

Then World War II arrived. What hap-
pened lo prisoners in that war made it
clear that the treatment of prisoners
sbould be spelled out even more clearly,

A fourth big meelng was held In Ge-
neva In 1M9 Sixty-one pations, Including
Soviel Russla, signed that agreement.
But—

THE NORTH KOREAN GOVERNMENT-
bada’t sat in at Geneva and hadn't signed

the agreement

In fact, the North Korean governmemt
hasn''t been recognized as a legitimate
government by the United Natlons. So
the North Koreans, in defense of thalr

assassination of American prisoners,
might argue :
Since they hadn’t signed any agree-

ment on the treatment of prisoners, they
couldn’t be held responsible for what they
did to prisoners,

Against that argumen!, how could Me-
Arthur and the United States tell the
North Koreans flatly they would be held
responsible?” Government speclalists on
the subject give the answer this way:

The majority of mnations have agreed
that prisoners must be treated humanely
and protecled against barm. T re,
Bumane treatment has the effect er-
national law, or custom, of comn. ac-
cepted practice,

AND—SINCE THE NORTH KOREANS
are part of the world and most of the
world bas agreed on how prisoners musi
be treated, the North Koreans must! live
up lo the wishes of the rest of the world
in handling prisoners.

The whole thing can be put more blunt-
ly: Might makes right in the philosophy
of nations. If we win In Korea, we can
hold the Koreans responsible for mistreat-
lng prisoners, iry them, and punish them.

If we lose, and the Communists win,
then the North Koreans can £o unpun-
fshed.
