The re: for this may easily be
seen. It is not because Texas catile-
men don’t consider cattle good proper-
ty, but as a matter of fact many of
them are operating on borrowed
money which must be repaid at early
dates. 'The means by which this is
accomplished will be by putting their
cattle on the market. In Southwest
Texas a drouth has been-experienced,
Cattle from that section are being
shipped out by thousands this month
to the Indian Territory, which practi-
cally means to market. When the bulk
of the cattle above alluded to now be-
fng held are shoved on the market, in-
cluding grassers from thris and the
more No-thern stajes, along about
July, thgre may probably be a tem-
porary break in the market, but, as
remarked at the outset, it can not last
for any length of time; and, until then,
present prices will most likely be
maintained.

Another factor in figuring out the
situation and future prospects is the
losses which unfortunately have been
gustained the past winter in Montana
and the Dakotas. Information up to
date is somewhat contradictory, but
enough is known to warrant the agser-
tion that they are very heavy. Ship-
ments from these states to market will
this year be less than ever before, and
this decrcase will have its effeet. The
importation of Mexican cattle will
most likely soon be numbered among
the events of the past. Let the effect
be what it may upon American indus-
tries, it is reasonably certain that if
the tartff-hill becomes effective that
Mexican cattle will not be forgottien.
They are as good as excluded now, and
this, too, will tend to reduce supply
and consequently advance prices,

Here I8 an ex-
ample given by a Kansas farmer, lh-
keeps horses, swine, cattle and sheep
but the flock of only less than a hnn-
dred pays better than any other part
of the farm, crops or stock together,
The income last year from the sheep
was $235.17, all other income was $695.
Thig is about one hundred per cent
profit on the money invested, and this
is in gpite of low prices of wool,
which brought only 8§80 We may
reasonably look for a substantial ad-
vance on wool when the present sur-
pins stock is out, and then the gheep
will truly be the best investment for
the farmer,

American farmers should take an ex-
ample from their Engligh brothers who
make the sheep the money making pa:t
of the stock. The flock is well cared
for, and crops are grown expressly for
their feeding. Roots of eome kind,
with rape and pasture of the best kind,
are provided, The best rams are pro-
cured, for the Enlich shepherds know
the value of good blood. Now this Is
not the way we do here, The sheep are
Jeft too much to take care of them-
selves, and some persons—undertaking
to advise the sghepherds—will insist
that weeds are good enough, and the
flock i# to be most commended as de-
strovery: of weeds, Tt Is & natural coin-
eldence that feed and produet run to-
gethey, Good feeding makes profit, and
the reverse is just as true. Then the
farmer who feeds his fiork on weeds
has, we may be sure, a flock of weeds,
and, if there is anything on a farm that
is unprofitable altogether, it Is a weed,

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ORCHARD AND GARDEN.

A fresh egg has a limelike surface
fo its shell.

Poultry can stand a great amount of
cold it eébeltered from the severe blasts.

Examine the droopy hen. It is prob-
ably lice and immediate attention is
necessary.

Scatter lime broadcast over your
yard. It is a splendid thing for both
young and old fowls.

Too much soft cooked feod Iis not
good for fowls. They need some em-
ployment for the gizzard.

Keeping poultry with success s’ not
a difficut feat to perform; the chief
requisinte is-common sense,

Don't try to keep all the different
varieties of poultry. "T'wo or three va-
rieties of the best are plenty.

Overfeeding is expensive, It not
only costs more for the feed, but the
hens get too fat and lay no eggs,

One good thorougbred fowl can often
_be sold for as good a price as a dozen
‘goor ones and cost no more to raise.

Olean up and disinfect all feed and
watering troughs. This is especially
necessary if wooden troughs are used.

The gizzard of the fowls masticates
the food, but this can only be done by
the aid of sharp, gritty material. Be
sure this is supplied.

Don't fail to whitewash the house
outside as well as ingide. It adds to
the appearance, and really is as much
benefit as the inside work.

Broken bones are often more highly
r¢lished than when ground. A hen
will sometimes refuse bone meal and
yet will readily eat broken bones.

Feather pulling is the most perni-
cious of all vices. The habit usually
comas from idleness and can generally
be prevented by keeping fowls busy.

If the ground around the poultry
ho door gets muddy in soft weath-
er, w coal ashes for a few yards
from #, 60 the hens will have dry feet
all of ¢he time.

Good all-purpoge fowls are: the Wy-
andotte, the Plymouth Rock and the
Java. There are five varieties of the
Wyandotte, four varleties of the Ply-
mouth Rocks, and three varieties of
Javas,

Don't put more than twenty chicks
with ome hen, generally twenty is
enough for the early chieks. It gen-
prally pays to put two broods with one
hen, if the weather is not too cold and
they are properly shelfered at night.

In buying eggs, it is a good plan to
buy one or more settings at a time;
they can be bought cheaper; the ex-
press is little more than on one setting.
If all are set at the same time, the
chicks can be given to a less number
of hens than it took to hateh them, and
in this way some of the hens can be
kept to serve their second term; and
best of all, if you are successful, in the

fall you will have a nice little flock, |

and all of the same age and strain.

Farmers look upon eggs as small po-
tatoes, but eggs are nearly always
wopth one cent apiece and often two.
One hundred and twenty-five hens on
the farm should produce 100 eggs, or
$1 per day; for 8 months in tue year
$240, and the sale of ¢®ckens will pay
for all expense and trouble, with the
table supplied as wanted. without
charge. The farm, field and orchard
furnishes most of the feed that would
otherwise be wasted, but they will not
clothe themselves and lay eggs

clean poultry house, kept free from
vermin and given egg producing food
in addition to the grain and bugs they
pick up. They want milk, meat scraps
or ground bone and a variety of food.
Theré is no trouble to get the improved
breeds to lay if you read your poultry
papers and learn from the experience
of others,—Southern Farmer.

Roup is well known to most every
practical poulterer and in its incipiency
can be successfully treated. It is the
result of a cold attacking the head and
in 1ts first stage is similar to nasal ca-
tarrh. It arises usually from exposure
to uneven and unwholesome temper-

atures, especially as maintained in the
fowl houses. A cold comes directly
from a chill and a chill from a sudden
draught of cold air striking on the
pores of the skin and causing them to
close and perform their functions im-
perfectly or not at all. It makes little
difference to the fowl whether the cur-
rents of air come from a broken light
of glass, a door ajar, badly constructed
ventilators, or through chinks by the
roosting places, it is all the same in its
effects,
HINTS TO BEGINNERS.

After a careful consideration, decide
what breed you will keep.” One breed
is enough for a beginner the first sea-
son and it may .take four or five years
to fully understand that one. If vou
can afford it, buy a trio or breeding
pen of first-class fowls; if not, buy
eggs. The advantages in buying fowls
are, you get your eggs fresh from stock
which you know to be good, and from
them you will probably hatch a larger
percentage of chicks than from eggs
that have been transported by rail.
You have a pattern constantly before
you, and you will soon learn how a
good fowl of that breed looks. If you
start with eggs, it may be two or three
years before you know just how first-
class fowls should look. The only way
to learn is to see some fine fowls and
study their good points. After you
have raised chicks from your fowls
they may be sold for nearly or quite
as much as they cost you. Whether
you buy fowls or eggs get them of a
reliable breeder. Pay a good price and
you will get good stock. It is not the
cheap stock that is the cheapest in the
end. It will make a number of dollars
difference to you, whether you raise a
brood of chickens from good eggs, and
half of them are first-class birds, and
of a strain that has a good reputation,
or whether you raise a brood with not
one really good bird among them.

A standing endorsment of the value
of an orchard is the fact that when-
ever a place s offered for sale which
contains an orchard, the fact is prom-
inently mentioned in the advertise-
ment,

HARLEQUIN CABBAGE BUGQ.

H. E. Weed, entomologist of the
Mississippl Experiment station, says:
“Last year one-third of the inquiries
relating to insects received by the wri-
ter were in regard to_a remedy for
the Harlequin cabbage bug. The in-
quiries were received throughout the
summer, while the best, and, in fact,
about the only good remedy should
have have been applied in April. To
those who may not be familiar with
the appearance of this insect,
I would say that it s the
black and yellowish red oval insect
that sucks the juice of the eabbage. It
is found all through the South and in
many localities north of the Ohio
river. It is becoming more and more
an injurious insect, as it seems to be
increasing in numbers and distribu-
tion.

Remedy.—Destroy the bugs which
live over winter when they first appear
in April by gathering them in a bucket
containing kerosene. They will be
found upon mustard, cabbage, turnip,
radish .and related plants. If a little
care is taken to gather and destroy all
the bugs that can be found early in
the season no damage will be done by

Keep the best of cows.

Don’t be too officious when the cow
is calving. Nature usually does her
business in proper shape.

The dairymian .can find profitable
work the year round if he manages
rightly.

Skill and brain work—the things
that win—can find a better sphere in
dairying than in any other farm in-
dustry.

You always know at any season of
the year what you can get for good
butter. You do not know that in re-
gard to any ether farm product.

In dairying you know just about
what you must do the year around. In
general farming you are seriously
crowded at certain times of the year.

There are many valuable common
cows. If you have one, get a good
bull and breed up.

It is not best to milk a cow too close
to the period of calving. She should
be allowed to go dry for six weeks at
least, as she should not be taxed to
produce milk during the last few
weeks. It must be thesduty of the far-
mers to feed such cows very carefully,
as milk fever may result if they are
|made very fat.

SELECTING A DAIRY BULL.

1. One of the most difficult things
to "do is to select a good dairy bull
by the looks alone. We therefore have
to look at the performance of his fe-
male ancestors for some generations
back, and also to the abllity-of his
male ancestors to get good producers.
If these are all of the best, the bull
will be almost sure to be a good one,
if he i brought up right. Still a good
dairy bull will usually show some in-
dications of it by his looks. He should
have a bright, full eye and a broad
forehead, strong, muscular jaw, lean
back and loins, deep body, lean thighs,
goft, mellow skin, and large rudi-
mentaries placed well apart. In short,
he should be just the opposite in looks
to a good beef animal. He should be
raised on food that will promote
growth and rapid development, but
not on fattening foods, After two
weeks old, he should be fed skim milk
with a little oil meal. Oats, bran and
clover hay should be fed as soon as
But he gshould not be
fed corn meal and timothy hay or oth-
er fattening foods. The beef tendency
must be guarded against all the time,
for if he acquires it the chances are
that he will transmit it to his off-
spring in some measure.—Hoard’s
Dairyman.

COTTON SEED FOR FEED.

There has been quite a spirited con-
troversy lately in the columns of the
Jersey Bulletin on the question of feed-
ing cottonseed and its products to milk
cows, and its good or evil effect, the
pros and cons in the case being abund-
ant. = Mr.M. Lothrop of Marshall, Tex-
as, who has been a successful breeder
of Jersey cattle for years in a recent
letiter on the subject states:

“I.have been feeding cottonseed to
my milk cows and young stock for
vears, and if there have been any bad
results, [ have so far failed to discover
them. Have also fed cottonseed meal
to the same cows at the same time., I
have had but few cases of abortion in
my ten or twelve years of breeding
registered Jereeys, and I think but two
cases in the past three or four years,
We feed the seed boiled, so as to in-
crease its palatability. r»or the past
few months we have fed boiled cotton-
geed and corn silage almost exclusively,
to our young stock over six months old,
and they were never in better condi-
tion. a

With all due respect to your veterin-
ary editor, I must say that his statee
ment a few weeks since (that cotton-
geed is unfit for fead) was certalnly a
revelation to the thousands of Southern
breeders who have fed it, and I hardly
think they are prepared to accept as
true a statement so at varffince with a
life-long experience. 1 do not think
there is the slightest danger whatever
in feeding cottonseed, mixed with
other feed, to milk cows or to young
gstock, with the possible exception of
young calves that lack paunch develop-.
menf. The director of our experiment
station writes me: “All things consid-
ered, cottonseed is the cheapest and
best feed in this state, for ordinary
dairy ‘purposes, and this is followed
olosely for second place by cottonseed
meal,” and he certainly ought to be
good authority.”

The Journal opines that Mr. Mar-
shall’s views will be endorsed by the

anything else but cottonseed in the
winter time to their milk stock.

“Temperature will be below normal in
the northern and above in the southern
states.” There was more rain in the
central valleys east of the Mississippl
than the calculations indicated.

Many Inquiries are received about ar-
tificial springs. ‘The best time to make
them is in the dry part of the year
after crops are eared for and before
that time I will give full particulars in
these bulletins. The artificial vein
well made on the poor farm .of this
county continues to be a grand success.
It has been in operation nearly a year.
H. W. Somerford, a farmer near Nav-
asota, Texas, writes: “I watched your
weather chart for March closely and
find that I have been benefited there-
by. Country farmers have not been
benefited much by the United States
weather service, but farmers through
this section place much reliance in your
forecasts.”

At a recent meeting of the German
Meteorological Association in Berlin
Dr. Hellmann said: “It can not now
be determined with absolute certainty
who made the first attempt to measure
the temperature, but it is probable that
it was Galileo, who, stimulated by the
Grek author, Heron, made a thermo-
scope at the end of the sixteenth or be-
ginning of the seventeenth century.
“Possibly the physican, Santorio, in
Padua, had, independently of Galileo,
made the thermoscopes that he applied
first to practical medicine, as in the
measurement of fever; also to scientific |
purposes, as in the measurement of
heat radiated from the moon.

“Santorio also was influenced by He-
ron’s writings, so that in the invention
of the thermometer we have presented
to us the extremely rare case of the
first beginnings of physical measure- |
ments being stimulated and expedited
by the science of classical times.
“The first description and drawing of
the new instrument was given by Bian-
cani, who also first used the word
“thermoscope” 4in 1620, whereas the
word ‘“‘thérmometer” is found for the
first time in a small book by the Jesuit
Jean Leurichon, in the year 1624.
“There is little that is reliable that
can be said as to the next following
period in the history of the develop-
ment of the thermometer. We only
know that already, in 1632, the French
physician, Jean Ray, instead of Gali-
leo’s air thermoscope, used water ther-
mometers whose tubes were not, in-
deed, closed at the top, and that prob-

“Improvements in the instrument
were made by the Academy del Cimen-
to (that is to say the Academy of Ex-
perimentation which was founded in
16567 in Florence by Leopold, the broth-
er of the .aeigning Grand Duke,
which, after 10 years' existence, was
dissolved in consequence of the eleva-
tion of the Prince to the College of
Cardinals).”
+-—Meteorotogy-should-be-taught -{in—all
achools, at least enough to direct the
attention of pupils to the subject and
on this point the national weather bu-
reau official organ says: “When the
pcholars in any class are encouraged
40 keep personal diaries and notes of
atmospheric phenomena their percept-
ive faculties are mrapidly developed;
when these diaries are compared and
the ideas that are suggested by the pu-
pils are discussed under the leadership
of a wise teacher, the analytical facul-
ties of the mind are developed, the
study of nature is encouraged, errone-
ous ideas ape supplanted by careful
generalizations, and experience comes
to be esteemed more highly than in-
herited myths and legends.

“The highest development of this
method of studying meteorology will
undoubtedly be found in those high
schools and colleges that pursue the
course of study laid out in Davis’ Ele-
mentary Meteorology; but for the low-
er grades of public schools a teacher
who has at hand the text-books by
Waldo, Davis, Russell, or any other of
the numerous recent authors, will pre-
fer to mark out a course of observa-
tion. and study that requires no text-
book in the hands of the scholar, ex-
cept his own daily record and the daily
map of the Weather Bureau.

“In this case the scholar looks to the
teacher entirely for his stimulus, the
teaching is done entirely by personal
observations and verbal discussions;
the teacher, a8 it were, pries ifto the
scholar’'s thoughts, finds out the errors
that he i llable to make, and helps
him to discover the truth for himself.

While in our opinion such
a clause would be unconstitutional,
there is a possibility of its causing
trouble, and as Uncle Sam is a tough
customer to “bueck against,” the safest
policy will be to let Mexicans severely
alone. Indeéd It is claimed that there
is no money in handling them, and

some of the whilom heaviest operators |

have quit the business in disgust.

An old Englieh adage “take care of
the pence and the pounds will take care
of themselves,” might be appropriately
applied to conditions here, by substi
tuting “cents” and *“dollars” for pence
and pounds. One trouble with
folks” down South is that we don't
take care of the little sums. Up North
it is 80 comon to purchase a cent’s
worth _of apples, matches, shoestrings
and countless other little luxuries or
necessaries as to excite no comment.
Here, it is the exception when less
than a nickle's worth of anything is
purchased. If the despised copper cent
were in general circulation in Texas it
would be a boon to the thousands who
are not blessed with an over abun
dance of cash.

THE DINGLEY BILL.

It is not intended here to discuss the
new tariff Dbill further than so
far as it concerns the cattle interests
of our state. Of course, one of the
mainly important features in this con-
nection is the proposed tariff on Mex-
jcan ecattle, and this provision natural-
ly excites the special interest of cattle-
men. The present tariff on Mexican
cattle 18 20 per cent ad valorem and
the average value is $6.89 per head.
Thus the present tax averages about
$1.37 per head. Under the McKinley
law Mexican cattle were taxed $10 a
head for yearlings and over and $2 a
head for cattle less than one year old.
This tax was practically prohibitive
as will also be the tax effective if the
Dingley bill becomes law, it-providing
a duty of $6 a head on cattle one year
old or over valued at $20 or less per
head. On cattle less than one year old,
$2 per head, and on cattle worth over
$20 per head—30 per cent of their
value. It is not a certainty that the
Dingley bill will become a law, but
there is very little doubt but that, if it
does, the tariff on Mexican cattle will
be as proposed by the bill or some-
thing not much below the figures
therein.

Supposing the bill becomes law and
that a prohibitive tariff is placed on
Mexican cattle, how will it affect Texas

. cattle interests? There are some very
strong and plausible arguments being
used by those opposed to the tax which,
if correct, should make Texas cattle-
men think long and seriously before
advocating the exclusion of Mexican
cattle, or a tax that will operate to
their exclusion. We are told that Mex-
lco will retaliate by Imposing heavy
duties on many articles of American
production; that Americans own and
operate the principal cattle ranches in
Northern Mexico; that they and Mex-
fcan capitalists will invest largely in
ecanning plants whose products will
come directly in competition on the
BEuropean markets with similar ex-
ports from this country. These are
gome of the arguments being used. On
the other hand Texas cattlemen, out-
gide of the little coterie who are, or
have been, handling Mexican cattle,
are almost a unit in their advocacy of
a strong prohibitive tariff. Cattlemen

souri authorities, co-operating with

Texas tick is the natural means of
communicating the disease from one
[animal to another. Ticks hatched in

the laboratory when put on Missouri
Sherthorn cows in lots free from any
possible infection, produced fatal cases
[of Texas fever in every Instance within
{from thirteen to eighteen
'ﬁm young ticks were placed on
{animal.

’ The Texas station dipped a earload
of Texan cattle, all of which were cov-
ered with the Texas fever tick, and
{shipped the dipped cattle to the Mis-
{souri Experiment station. These cat-
tle were dipped in a West Virginia
mineral oil at a cost of not less than
(b cents per head. The Missourl sta-
{tion confined these dipped Texan cattle
in a emall lot with a number of Short-
horn cows from the 13th' of August
funtil the first of November, and made
