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Cotton Harvest

Gains Momentum

The South Plains cotton har-
vest continued to gain momen-
tum during the past weck as
stripping operations increas e d,
according to W, K. Palmer, in
charge of the U, £ D, A, Cot.
ton Classing Office in Lubhock.
This was reflected in the in-
crease of cotton samples recei-
ved at the U, 8, D, A.'s Lubbock
Brownfield, Lamesa, and Level
land offices, -

The four classing offices clas-

sed 20,70 samples during the
week ending Friday, November

. 14th, This brought the total cla.

ssed this season to 38,000, Thr-
ough November 14th last year
304,000 samples of the 1968 crop
had been classed,

Strict Low Middling Light Sp-
otted was the predominant gra-
de at Lubbock last week with 22
per cent of all cotton classe d.
Low Middling Light Spotted ma-.
de up 10 per cent, Stirct Low
Middling Spotted 10 per cent,
Low Middling Spotted 10 per
cent, and all Tinged grades 16
per cent, Fifteen per cent was
reduced in grade because of
bark,

Staple length averaged betwe-
en 31-32 and l-inch. Forty-four
per cent stapled l-inch and lon-
ger.

Eighty-eight per cent of all
cotton classed at the Lubbock
office last week had micronaire
readings in the premium range
of 3.5 to 4.9.

Seventy per cent of the cotton
classed at Lubbock last week
had Pressley readings of 80,000
pounds and higher. Pressley is
an indication of fiber strength
and the most desirable Pressley
reading is 80,000 pounds-and a-
bove.

Trading increased on the Lub-
bock market and prices were
higher,
