to his friend, M. Leroy of the
French Academy of Sciences,
1789.

Every-
thing aprears to promise that it
will last, but in this world nothing
is certain but death and taxes.”

Kit Carson’'s Service

On June 7, 1847, Kit Carson de-
Yivered to President Polk a letter
which, with important military des-
patches, he had carried to Wash-
ington from California. In recogni-
tion of this service, the President
appointed Carson, then a private
eitizen, as an army licutenant. The
next year, while again en route to
Washington with despatches, Car-
son learned that the senate had
denied confirmation of his appoint-
ment. Urged by friends to refuse to
proceed farther, Carson writes that
he decided: *“As I had been chosen
as the most competent person to
take the despatches through safely,
3 would fulfill that duty: if the

service I was performing was bene-
ficial to the public, it did not matter
whether I was enjoying the rank of
fieutenant.”
