Austin, Dr. John W. Brown, State
Health Officer, in speaking of pend-
ing legislation in this session of Con-
gress, stated that the new Food and
Drug Bill submitted by Senator Cop-
lang last June will be brought before
the Senate. From /a public health
standpoint its enactment is highly
desirable.

Nearly twenty seven years enfor-
cement of the present food and drug
act hag revealed many deficiencies
in its provisions through which many
abuses have been practiced. The
pending bill is designed to correct
these abuses by strengthening the
present law. All false and misleading
advertising of foods, drugs, and cos-
metics, through any medium whatso
ever, is prchibited. Labels must be
completely informative. An important
feature of the new law has to do with
the prohibition of added poisons in
foods and the establishment of safe
tolerances.

Not only are cosmetics as a class
rought under the regulartory control
of the government, but also, all sub-
stances and preparations other than
food and all devices intended to af-
fect body structure.
