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RADBURN

Something new in town building
bas been accomplished in New Jersey,
twenty miles out from New York
City. The town of Radburn has been
planned and built with an eye first to
safety in the streets. It has been laid
out so that all streets in the residen-
tial districts are “dead-end” thorough-
fares.
