Betty Ford'i overdependency on doctor-pre­
scribed drugs and alcohol is a plight shared by 
many other women across the country, says the 
author of a new study on drug abuse.

"Throughout the nation without regard to 
state or geography, women are in dreadful trou­
ble because of  overprescribed and overused 
combinations of prescription drugs and alco­
hol," Muriel Nellis said Sunday.

"These problems are not coincidental with 
the increase in reported problems of child

T errorists 
Release 
Demands

ROME (AP) — A new ultimatum pur- 'i- 
porting to cotite from the Red Brig^es 
today demanded the immediate release 
of 13 jailed terrorists in exchange for kid- 
napp^ former Premier Aldo Moro.

"Only an irmnediate and positive re­
sponse given without equivocation and 
concretely carried out will allow the re­
lease of Aldo Moro,” said the typewritten 
message, received by newspapers in 
Rome. Genoa and Milan.

It threatened the execution of the 61- 
year-old president of the Christian Demo­
cratic Party unless the terrorists were 
freed.

If authentic, the message is the first 
word from the kidnappers since an ulti­
matum for the ruling Christian Demo­
crats to agree to negotiations to save Mo- 
ro's life expired Saturday at 3 p m. That 
message also had threatened the killing 
of the political leader if "communist pris- 
onen" were not released.

Christian Democrat leaders iiiunediate- 
ly went into an emergency meeting to 
discuss the b test development, but Pre­
mier Giulio Andreotti's government had 
no immediate comment.

Among the prisoners whose release 
was demanded was Reiuto Curcio, foun­
der of the Red Brigades, and three other 
members of .the terrorist organization on 
trial with him in Turin, and Cristoforo 
Ptancone, who was critically wounded 
April 11 In a shoot-out with a Turin pris­
on guard who later died.

Three other prisonen named arc serv­
ing terms for Udnapping. Their rdeese 
was sought by the terrorists la 1974 when 
they k id n a p ^  a Genoa praaecutor. He 
was releoacd when a court agreed to the 
exchange, but a higher court later 
blocked the deal

The message gave no instructions on 
where and how the 13 should be freed.

The Christian DeriMcrats over the 
weekend appeared to be retreating from 
their refusal to bargain for Moro's re­
lease. but they were reported still op­
posed to ransoming him by releasing 
jailed terrorists.

The secretary-general of the patty, Be- 
nigno Zaccagnini, said after a meeting of 
party leaders Sunday that they want to 
find out through intermediaries “a reply 
to questions on the fate of Aldo Moro and 
to ascertain ... possible ways to achieve 
his liberation."

Zaccagnini did not repeat the party’s 
previous refusal to bargain with the ter­
rorists. Observers said this could mean 
that the Christian Democrats, uitder 
pressure from Moro's family and some 
Roman Catholic bishops, might be will­
ing to enter into taks U the kiditappers 
made concrete proposab.

pain from arthritis and a pinched nerve in her 
neck, and this was compoiinded by alcohol. She 
is being treated at the Long Beach, Calif., Naval 
Hospital.

Mrs. Nellis said she hopes the former first la­
dy's "courageous action will trigger some offi­
cial act. But. more importantly, 1 hope it may 
ease the fears of those women out there who 
may have suspected that they have grown de- 
peiident on these things."

Mrs. Nellis said the drug problem affects 
women more than men, partly because women

are "much more inclined to take prescribed 
medications and not question them so much."

'The study said tit) percent of psychotropic or 
mind-altering drugs, 71 percent of antidepres­
sants and BO percent of amphetamines are pre­
scribed for women. It also said half of the IIV 
million presumed Americans who are akohoi- 
ics are women.

The combination of tranqnilixen and alcohol 
— both forms of depressants — "often lead to 
other kinds of problems,” she said. Doctors of­
ten prescribe "mood elevators" to combat

those problems. A third group of abused druBi 
are analgesics or paiaUBers, sIk  said.

Mrs. Nellis said the report compiled fnm  
state and regioaal studias, was soM M ed in 
March lo the HeaHk. Educatlou and Weifaic 
Department's National Institute on Drug 
Abuse.

Jet Passengers 
Back At Home

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) -  Most of 
the passengers and crew members of a 
Korean Air Lines jet shot down over the 
Soviet Arctic completed their trip to Ja­
pan and Korea today as the United States 
pressed the Russians (or information 
about the pilot and navigator they de­
tained.

The downed airtiner’s co-pilot said the 
crew received no warning from the Sovi­
et interceptor that fired into it early
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Thursday morning, killing two passen- 
gen. wounding 10 and putting a grape­
fruit-size hole in the plane's fuselage. But 
President Park Chung-hee thanked the 
Soviet government for releasing the pas­
sengers and 11 crew members and a^ed  
it to free the other two crewmen as a hu­
manitarian gesture.

A Pan American plane took the 9& sur­
viving passengers II of the 13 crew 
members from Murmansk to Helsinki, 
Finbnd. on Sunday. Three of the passen­
gers chose to remain in Europe, and a 
KAL plane brought the test — most of 
them Japanese or Korean — via Anchor­
age to jubilant and tearful welcomes in 
Tokyo and Seoul today.

Also aboard were the bodies of the two 
dead passengers, one a Korean and the 
other a Japanese. Among those waiting 
at the Tokyo airport was Ritsuko Sugano, 
the S5-year-old mother of the dead Japa­
nese. who said to reporters:

"How could they shoot our innocent 
and unguarded son? I cannot sleep when 
I think about his last moment in the 
plane."

Premier Choi Kyu-hah led the wekom- 
e n  at the Seoul airport.

Capt. Kim Chang-kyu and navigator 
Lee Kun-shik were prevented from leav­
ing Murmansk despite efforts by U.S. and 
Japanese representatives to get them re­
leased. Diplomats in Moscow said the 
U.S. Embassy asked the Soviet Foreign 
Minbtry for information about them to­
day, and the State Department made the 
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ARLINGTON, Ind. (AP) -  A twin-en­
gine plane carrying seven staff members 
of the United States Auto Chib and two 
other persons crashed and burned in a 
muddy field, killing all aboard, authori­
ties said.

The racing officuls were returning 
home to Indianapolis. 2S miles northwest 
of here, late Sunday following a race in 
New Jersey, USAC officials said. Also on 
board were the pilot and a member of the 
USAC medical staff.

USAC identified the victims as Frank 
DelRoy, longtime chairman of the USAC 
technical committee; Ray Marquette, 
USAC vice president in charge of public 
affairs; Shim Malone, head of U ^ C ’s 
midget car division and chief starter at 
many races throughout the country; Stan 
Worley, USAC registrar; Don Peabody, 
head of the USAC sprint car division; Ju­
dy Phillips, artist and typist who helped 
direct the publication of USAC's n e w ^ -  
ter, Ross Teegarden. assistant USAC 
technical chairman; Dr. Bruce White, a 
member of USAC's medical staff; and 
Don Mullendore, the pilot.

The aircraft went down in a 38-acre 
cornfield after passing near the farm­
house of Gene Gardner, about one-half 
mile east of the crash site.

"I knew the plane was in trouble.” said 
Gardner,' "'The engines were wide open 
like It was in a power dWe. It was really 
screaming. There was a large thud and 
then a boom. When we looked out, there 
was a fireball"

Gardner said he telephoned the Rush 
County SherifTs Departme n t then he 
and hto 19year-old son, J.B., went to the 
scene, where the plane’s impact left a 
crater S feet deep and at least 10 feet in 
diameter.

“ I've nOver seen a mess as bad,” Gard­
ner said. "Everything is just in pieces. 
When we saw th m  was no chance of an­
yone surviving, we got out of there.”

Willis Ziese, a Federal Aviation Admin­
istration official at Indianapolte, said 
FAA investigators were at the scene and 
a national Transportation Safety Board 
representative from Chicago was en 
route.

A USAC spokesman at headquarters in 
Indianapolis confirmed early today that a 
personal credit card found in (he wreck­
age had led to the tentative identification 
of the passengers as USAC officials.

The identification numbers on the 
plane were destroyed in the fire. State of­
ficials said it would be impossible to 
make positive identification until later 
today.

Slate Police Sgt. Claude Trent said the 
Rush County Sheriff’s Department had

cordoned off the field until Federal Avia­
tion Administration investigaton ar­
rived.

"We’ll be attempting to find a log book 
or some identifying marks,” Trent said.

Although severe thundentorm and tor­
nado warnings were posted for several 
parts of the state, it was cahn around Ar­
lington when the plane crashed, officiali 
said.

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WASHINGTON (AP) -  The Supreme 
Court refused today to review Patricta 
Hearst’s 1978 bank robbery conviction. 
The young newspaper hehiess, (tee the 
past two years on $1 million bond, soon 
may have to go to prison.

The justices rejerted Miss Hearst’s ap­
peal with no explanation.

Only Justice William J . Brennan Jr. 
voted to review her caae, and he said he 
would have tlaittcd the court’s stndy to 
the admissibility into trial evidence of re­
cordings of M in Hcarst’s jaUhonae con­
versations.

Now, lawycn for M in Hearst have 8  
days in whM  to ato the hifh court tore- 
consider.

One of the lawyen, J. AEiert Johnson 
of Boston, said today be was considering . 
s  moveto sdi the justices to reconsider 
today’s action. However, the court al­
most never grants reconsideration.

"Abo under consideration are motions 
to the dbtrict court In San Francisco," 
Johnson added.

He said he might adi that court to “re- 
yise and revoke” Miss Hearst’s sentence 
— allowing her time already served to 
saUsfy her Imposed prison term.

"I would b ^  the judge would be re­
ceptive to that motion,” Johnson said.

Miss Hearst conceivably could be or­
dered to prison in the interim.

Her immediate fate appears to rest 
with US. District Judge William H. Or- 
riefc Jr. in San Francisco. He could allow 
Miss Hearst to remain free until her law­
yers exhaust all legal manuevers

Those could include a request that Or- 
rick reduce Miss Hearst’s seven-year pris­
on term lo a period of probation, as was 
done last year for state charges of assault 
and robbery against her.

Under Supreme Court procedure, Or- 
rick officially will learn of the court’s ac­
tion when receiving notice of it by mail 
within a few days.

There was no immediate comment to 
the Supreme Court's action by Orrick. 
federal prosecuton or the Hearst family.

If impriioned. Miss Hearst would have 
to serve 14 months before becoming eligi­
ble for parole. She served 14 months be­
fore, during and after her eight-week 
trial.

She was convicted of partidpatiiig in 
the 1974 armed robbery of a Hibernia 
Bank branch in San Francbco — two 
months after her Udnapping by a group 
calUng itself the Symbionae Liberation 
Army.

MIAMI (AP) — Ted Sloan surveyed the 
spray-painted swastikas and smashed 
windows of his synagogue. “History has 
an ungodly way of repeating itself. This 
shows the Holocaust was not just a fairy 
tale.”

Sloan, president of Temple OrOlom, 
said the $10,000 worth of vandalism done 
to the structure over the weekend would 
not be repaired immediately.

Coming during the Jewish holiday of 
Passover and on the heels of a TV series 
about the Nazis' slaughter of the Jews 
during World War II, Sloan sees the dese­
cration as a symbol for his congregation.

Youngsters attending Hebrew school 
were to view the wreckage today and ten­
tative plans were made to hold a special 
service to allow all congregants to see the 
damage.

"1 want them to realize that this sort of 
thing is not over,” Sloan said. “ I want 
them to remember that they are Jews 
and to be damn proud of it. I for one am 
not going to be M  away. I'm damned an- 
giy”

The damage was discovered late Satur­
day night, only houra after the Sloan fam­
ily finished their second Passover Seder, 
a dinner marking the Jews' flight from 
Egypt in biblical times.

“Most of the stained-glass windows 
were broken.” said Glenn Gordon, a 
Dade County policeman investigating the 
incident in the middle-class suburb 
southwest of Miami. “ It's pretty bad.” 

Sloan said Sunday that police told him 
the work was probably that of an adult, 
not children, and that an arrest was not 
likely. Police had no comment.

Sloan, a high school teacher in a Miami 

suburb, said the vandalism probably was 
sparked by last week's showing of “ Holo­
caust” a four-part television series de­
picting the Nazi persecutijon and geno­
cide of Jews in Europe.

“ People have just got to be made 
aware that this shouldn't happen, that 
they've just got to learn to live together,” 
Sloan said.

“And if they can 't I have to fight back. 
Tliere was something that stuck in my 
mind at the end of (“ Holocaust” ), where 
one of the survivors said, ‘Teach your 
children never to be afraid ' And I'm not 
afraid at this point. I'm just livid with an­
ger."

“What bothers me a lot is that a lot 
of the revenue goes into burenucracy, 
overhead and whatnot"

In a confidential statement the Writers 
Guild of America, E ast says (be work­
shop's reluctance to share In profits from 
suhakliary rights is bdokrablie. The writ-

era now get $1,750 for an hour script, or 
an average of about $40,000 a year Com­
mercial television wnters can make 
twice that

The workshop's highest-paid executive, 
products chief Bill Whall^, made $158.- 
000 in 1977, including a bonus — voted 
him alone — for $5 million he brought in 
by selling "Sesame Street'' radios and 
other such products.

Workshop President Joan Ganx Cooney 
says she synqMthaes with the writers' 
desire (or higher pay. But she denies the 
organization is extravagantly run and jus­
tifies Whalley's salary by saying his divi­
sion enables the workshop to survive.

“We just wouldn't be able to do this if 
we weren't in business.” she maintains. 
"To say it's been done off their backs ta 
errant nonsense.”

Although some insiders on the creative 
side say higher-ups travel too much and 
too luxuriously, Mrs. Cooney says it is 
necessary to drum up the business 
essential to survh’al.

Mrs. Cooney's predictions of a “very 
black” future in the (ace of inflation and 
a drop in federal support contrast to the 
workshop's plush offices' and last year's 
$11,000 raise that made her salary $89,- 
000

In her defense, a workshop source said 
Mrs. Cooney and the others could triple 
their salarira in commercial television. 
“ If you want to fault the workshop,” the 
source remarked, “you have to fault 
them lot the creative side.”

Both "Sesame Street” and “Electric 
Company." which is no longer in produc­
tion. have been widely praised, but the

workshop has had limited success in new 
shows. “Feelui' Good," (or example, 
flopped

“The 60 employees who once turned out 
the prize-winning "Sesame Street” have 
swollen to nearly (our times that, work­
ing on “Sesame Street” and only one oth­
er project — a science show for pre-teens 
to air in two years.

Another source said the workshop had 
to absorb unwanted and sometunes un­
qualified minority-group employees to 
keep grants and contracts from the U.S. 
Office of Education, whose contribution 
has fallen from roughly half the budget to 
$5 million of a total budget of $18 million 
last year.

In reply to criticisms of too much “ fa t" 
in the budget. Mrs Cooney says the 
workshop would be considered bankrupt

“ in the real world ” But she said she in­
tends to stave off collapse by developing 
profitable playground theme parks and 
an educational publishing firm

As long as her non-profit corporation 
reaps both Mrs. Cooney says she seeks 
funds from profit-making subsidiaries. 
Mrs. Cooney says she understands, but 
does not agree with, the questions raised.

“Were on a tightrope.” she said. 
“We re in two worlds, and it will forever

A match can lake (ive days, and a batsman can b t at bat (or a couple of days, 
including time out for the mandatory tea break at 4 o'clock, but believe you me 
It's the coming sport in America.

Now that soccer has caught on and N.OOO frenzied fans can be heard shouting 
"Pcie. Pele ' across the wastes of the Jersey meadows. M's only a matter of 
time before you'll be rending headlines like:

• STEINBRENNER INKS GOOGLY BOWLER REGINALD CUTTLEFISH 
TOR THREE M ia iO N ''

"YANKS TRADE FARTHINGDALE AT SILLY MID4JFF FOR SMYTHE

Before being turned off by its rather arcane vocabulary or going googly over 
the semiformal attire favored by the players — schoolboy cape, white flannel 
trousers and knitted sweaters called pulloven — one must realiae that ciiekcL 
sometimes called "the p m e  of the British EImpire'' is much older and, even 
now. more far flung than baseball.

Cricket has been played in Elngland (or 7M years, or maybe it only seems that 
long The English Championship, its equivalmt of the World Series, now con­
tested by 17 countries, including South Africa. Pakistan and the West Indies, be­
gan in IM4, when Abner Doubleday was still chasing cannon balls.

Cricket has been regarded as a royal sport ever Hnca Frederick, Prince of 
Wales. George Il's oldest son. got conked by a "Ayer,'* a fly baO. while eroaaiiig 
the wicket at Cleveden and. because of his iitjivics. d i ^ 't  Uve to became 
George III. Anyhow, Prince Philip, the royal consort is a keen ebeketer and so 
is Pnnee Charles, the heir apparent.

Like baseball, cncket is played on a field of nnspectficd size, but moat of the 
action is concentrated around the wicket a 22-yard long strip in the center of 
the field, with three wooden sticks, called "stumps,” surmounted by little 
wooden sausages, called "bails.*' at each end.

The pitcher or "bowler,'' delivering the ball with a stiff armed motion, en­
deavors to hit the stumps and d isk x ^  the sausages. The better or batsman, 
waving what appears to be a paza paddle, attempts to frustrate this effort by 
hitting the ball and scoring runs — one for each time he and his partner at the 
opposite end of a pitch make a complete run from wicket to wicket. Four runs 
are scored if he tub the ball beyond the "boundary,”  a length of white rope run­
ning around the field, and six runs If be belts it into the Ueschers or pavilion 
without a bounce, which is cricket's equivalent of the home run and usually 
eUcits ecsUtic cries of "lovely, lovely.''

A fast bowler, who begim his delivery by running in from the outfield and lets 
the hard leather ball go with an overhand motion reminiscent of an IRA petrol 
bomber hurling a flaming milk bottle over the barricades of Ballymurphy at a 
passing British Unk. can achieve speeds of over 90 miles an hour. Thb Is why 
the batsman, rather than the outfielder, wean gloves, although in cricket a chap 
hit by a pitched ball no matter how severely toijuretL Is usually out and never 
given an extra wicket or whatever.

Prince Charles once told the American Correspondents Club in London he 
wore a specul protecUve supporter when facing a fast bowler during a match 
down in Australia in order, as he delicately phrased IL "to protect the Mount- 
batlen-Windsor dynasty." The p m e  can be dangerous. Fans have been known 
to dislocate their jaws yawning.

The Marylebone CriAet Club in London, urhich is to the sport what S t An­
drew's "Royal and Ancient” is to golf, once put out this s i m ^  explanation of 
the p m e  (or foreign visiton:

"You have two sides, one out in the field and one ia
"Each man that's in (be side that's in goes out and when he's out be comes in 

and the next man goes in until he's ou t When they arc all oiM, the side that's out 
comes in and the side that's been la goes out and tries to gH those coming in 
out.

Bo It should come as no surprise that 
they plan concerted drives to solicit and 
nurture public approval of Carter's ambi- 
tious and coiMroversy-laden proposals to 
overhaul the income tax system and re­
organize the federal civU service.

Although Carter, bis Cabinet and senior 
assistants spent much of their aeduded 
weekend In the Maryland mountains tak­
ing about what's wrong with the adminis- 
tration, the prolonged battle for Senate 
ratification of the canal treaties was cited 
as a bright spot.

And as a model for future efforts. 
Before turning to the validity of thb 

sanguine asaesamenL here b  how press 
secretary Jody PoweU, reporting on the 
Camp David sessions, relayed adminis­
tration thinking on the s u b j^ :

"One of the things we (ound out on the 
Panama Caiul treaty, there b  a tremen­
dous reservoir of people in thb  country, 
some of them who were active in the 
campaign, some of them who were noL 
who are eager to make the goab of thb 
adminutration their own goab and to de­
vote time and effort to travel, to speak, to 
do all those things that communicate 
with the rest of the public... ^

“In Just $ few months, primarily be­
cause of that effort ... in its broadest 
sense, the opinion of the American public 
changed on those treaties rather dramati- 
cally."

PoweU went on to say, "There b, in the 
prcaidcnt'i opinion, the same sort of will­
ingness to s p ^  out in support of the ad- 
minbtration on civil service reform ...

Soviet Arms Man Sentenced
Discussed 
At Meeting

By STEVE HINDY
PRINCETON. N J .  (AP) -  The private 

Bilderberg Meetings of Western political 
and business leaden were dominated by 
discttssion of the increasing build-up of 
Soviet conventional arms and the n e ^  to 
get Western economies moving again, the 
chairman says.

Former British Prime Minister Lord 
Home spoke to reporten here Sunday 
about the substance of the three days of 
meetings, held at the Henry Chauncey 
Conference Center on the grounds of the 
Educational Testing Service.

He offered few specifics about the 
mectinp. dunng which 104 conferees 
ate. slept and met in a group of Cape 
Co^styie buildings at the center of what 
was once a farmer's field.

"I don't think you'll get much consen­
sus at the Bilderberg.” said Lord Home.
"It doesn't aim at that We'm just here to 
hear these people who know what they'ie 
talking about."

Among (he officials rubbing *oulders 
during the weekend meetings were Zbig­
niew Brxezinski. President Carter's na­
tional security adviser; former Scerriary 
of State Henry Kissinger; IBM Board 
Chairman Frank T. Cary, and Swedish 
Prime Minister Thorbjorn FalkUn. A few 
journalists also attemM  the closed meet­
ings as participants.

"1 think it was a little more optimistic” 
about the prospects for peace, than the 
last conleretice. said Lord Home, adding 
that he felt there was an awakening to 
the need for the West and NATO to de­
velop "an adequate response” to Soviet 
military might.

"1 don't think that anyone wotdd be 
content with saying the strength of NA­
TO is where we'd want it,” Lord Home 
said.

He said "clever" Russian use of Cuban 
troops in Africa was causing some "anxi­
ety" amoi^ the Western leaden.

"The Russians have apparently decided 
there t  profH to be gained by becoming 
active on the continent of Africa.” said 
Lord Home "They've obviously moved a 
great deal of troops into Somsiia and 
Ethiopia and it loaks like now they're 
moving into Mocambique."

The chairtiun u id  Brzezinski's analysis 
of world sffain during the Saturday ses­
sion was “ very useful (or the Europeans” 
but he wouldn't say what questions the 
conferees had asked of Braeunski.

He u id  that there was a general feeling 
among conferees that "too much Import­
ance" had been attached to Carter's deci­
sion to suspend production of a neutron 
bomb. "It's  just like any other weapon in 
the nudear arsenal," he said.

F in t held at the Bilderberg Hotel In 
Oosterbeek, Holland, in 1954, the confer­
ence since has been held at many loca­
tions around the world. Officiab said 
next year'i meetings would be In Austria.

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Firms Guard Against Mergers

Read any good proxy statements late­

ly? A lot of shareholders apparently ar­
en't paying much attention to those 
scene-setters to annual meetings and. as 
a result, they've been giving away virtual­
ly the only thing that's nude s t o ^  move 
up In the rrurfcet during the last couple of 
yean — the power to sell out or merge.

As the takeover wave ha.̂  gathered 
.Ueam — one scorekeeper says the num­
ber of big mergers was up 89 percent in 
the first quarter of this year — corporate 
managements have become more and 
more feaful that they'll wake up some 
morning and find their company being 
bought out from under them. So they've 
been asking — and getting — changes in 
by-laws that don't do much except pro­
tect their own jobs Sometimes it’s a fat 
long-term contract, but more often it's a 
requirement that any merger or sale by 
approved by a "super-majority" of stock- 
holden — anywhere from 60 perent to as 
much as 9S percent of the shareholders 
voting.

Since management proposals generally 
don't have much trouble gaining approv­
al at annual meetings — because share­
holders don’t bother to read the fine 
print or they can't decipher the legalese

when they do try — control of the compa­
ny's fortunes often is placed in relatively 
few hands. If a company adopts an 85 
percent rule to approve a takeover — as 
food manufacturer J.S. Smucker.Co. did 
last year — it means that any person or 
group holing more than IS percent of the 
stock has a veto power over any merger. 
In Smucker's rase, the Smucker family 
owns nearly 20 percent of the stock, so a 
takeover attempt — it any should come 
up — woud have to be on terms accepta­
ble to the family.

Hundreds of companies have made 
similar moves over the last five years or 
so, including such well-known names as 
Walt Disney, Bally Manufacturing and 
Pennroil. This year. Control Data is one 
of the bigger companies asking stock­
holders to make it tough, on would-be 
raiders. Just last week. Mohawk Rubber 
changed its rules to require a two-thirds 
vote for a merger or takeover.^

The question that's being a sk ^  now is 
whether all this rule-changing does any 
good for the stockholden who, theoreti­
cally at least, own these companies. Rob­
ert S. Salomon Jr., who runs the stock re­
search department at Salomon Brothers, 
wrote a report recently with a warning 
that when shareholden approve the 
changes, they "give up something of 
potential future value for which they

return." We 
shareholders

have received nothing in 
asked Salomon what the 
could be given and he said, "the implica­
tion of that sutement is that they 
shouldn't give it away."

“Is it reasonable for shareholden to al­
low management to protect itself?" Salo­
mon asked "In the current crummy mar­
ket, one of the few attractions sharehold­
ers have is that somebody might come 
along and tender for their stock at a price 
way above the market."

(Salomon's comments are particularly 
interesting because Salomon Brothers 
was the leader in arranging the 
"midnight raid” that gave Sun. Co. a 34 
percent interest in Becton Dickinson 
Corp. Business law in New Jersey, where 
Becton is incorporated, requires a two- 
thirds vote to approve a takeover — un­
less the company votes a different mini­

mum. which Becton never has. Although 
Sun hasn’t given any indication of what It 
plans for B ^ o n , It has at least the power 
to stop any other possible merger or 
sale.)

There is a way to get around the super- 
majority requirement but many compa­
nies are protecting themselves from t h ^  
too again, with shareholder approval.

Directors are elected by simple majori­
ty and. If a raider can get $1 percent of 
the stock. It can put Its own people on the 
board. T te  board can then arrange to is­
sue more stock, diluting the strength of 
any concentrated holdings.

To counter that poesibllity, many com­
panies are beginning to stagger the terms 
of their directon — electing, say. only 
three or four a year — so that It would 
take several years for an outsider to gain 
a majority.

‘Tropical’
Alaska
Revealed

MENLO PARK. Calif (UPI) -  Alaska 
wasn't always frown wastelands and wui- 
try dimes, some 45 million yean ago it 
grew mangroves, palm trees and other 
tropical vegetation, according to a U5. 
Geological Survey Report.

The conclusion, b a ^  on detailed stud­
ies of fossil plants, suggests not only cli­
matic differences in the two periods, but 
a difference in bow the earth rotated on 
its axis, u id  Dr. Jack A. Wolfe, author of 
the report

"The earth's axis of rotation must have 
been straighter and less inclined toward 
the sun if these plants were to get eiwogh 
sunlight." said WoUe, a plant geologist at 
the Geological Survey's research center.

Burmese lacquer trees, mangroves, 
feather and fan palms, and groups that 
now produce nutmeg and Macassar oil 
once bloasomed in the regions of Alaska, 
the report by the Interior Department 
agency clainu.

The findiags were based on a detailed 
study of the remains of fossil plants 
found in rocks exposed near the Malaspi- 
na, Bering, and Martin River glacien 
near the Gulf of Alaska in south-centeral 
Alaska.

"The fossil plants that I have studied 
could not possibily have grown in Alaska 
under the present light conditMns," 
Wolfe said. "Even if current tempera­
tures were suitable, the plants would be 
unable to produce sufficient food under 
the present winter-light conditions.”

"These broad-leafed evergreen plants 
would literally consume themsehes dur- 
ing the winter using up more food than 
th ^  could produce iy  photosynthesu 
with available sunlight." be said.

"The only solution is that this part of 
Alaska must have received more sunlight 
than it presently does.”

Wolfe said there were two possible ex­
planations either Alaska was located 
much farther south 45 m illm  years ago 
or more sunlight was reaching the north.

"Recently uncovered geologic evidence 
does indicate that at least parts of Alaska 
origiiuted near the equator and later mi­
grated north." Wolfe said.

But he added: "This northward migra­
tion apparently ended, however, about 20 
million years before the time of the 
plants. When the fossil plants were grow­
ing. therefore. Alaska was at least as far 
north then as it is now

"In fart, the plants may have been even 
farther north than their present latitude, 
because during the last 45 million years, 
the Alaskan land mass has apparently ro­
tated southward.” Wolfe said

"The only other conclusion left to ex­
plain the apparent sunnier ronditimis is 
that the axis of rotation of the earth was 
less incluied towards the sun than it is to­
day..."

gram envisioned by an Episcopal priest 
from New Jersey is taking theological ed­
ucation and training into Alaska's bush 
villages.

The Episcopal Diocese of Alaska's Net­
work program is the brainchild of the 
Rev David Keller, who was introduced 
to Alaska bush-style religion as a semi­
nary student in 19K.

The program is dedicated to supporting 
ministry of both clergy and laity, as well 
as providing on-the-job experience in the 
ministry

Correspondence courses provided 
through the program range from church 
administration to Christian education 
and Bible study. There also are work­
shops and seminars.

’"This program is designed especially 
for people whose jobs and family respon­
sibilities make it impossible for them to 
go away to seminary or Bible school.” 
Keller said. "We try to reach wherever 
people desire, theological education.

'Ber-ause Network's students are 
learning at home, they are able to use 
what they are learning right away 
through practical experience in home, 
congregation and community"

With a budget of about $58.5(X) j  year — 
including $5,000 contributed by the con­
gregations and people it serves — the 
program is reaching into 12 villages along 
the arctic roast and the Yukon River, as 
well as Fairbanks .More than 300 persons 
are actively involved.

"We would like very much to expand 
our operations, but there are staff lunita- 
tions at the present time,” said Keller, a

fOirear-old native of New Yoik City wiw 
was reared In the MorristowivOover area 
of New Jersey.

Among the instructional aids being 
used in the program is a M-lesaon course 
which Keller is developing as part of his 
work toward a doctoral degree from New 
Yoik University.

Keller said be has tried to develop the 
course so the people of Alaska's differing 
cultures — including Indian. Aleut and 
Eskimo — can study at home and apply 
their learning in their own cultural situa­
tions.

Keller first came to Alaska in I9St to 
head the Episcopal mission at the Atha­
bascan Indian village of Minto. 50 miles 
west of Fauhanks, for the summer. He 
had just completed his first year at Gen­
eral Theological Seminary in New York 
City. He had never before been west of

i

the Mlsalssippi River.
He returned to AlaAa — to Shagahdt <r 

the following summer and remaintd to 
SL Lake’s Missioa a t tke priest in ebrnge 
until 1MB

It was while he « w  at Shagtoak toto hn 
cenceivad the idea of Network. He to-

MIAMI, Fla. <AP> — “Two robms 
don't make a spring.” says Eastern Air­
lines President Frank Borman, warning 
that the company's financial health 
hasn't returned d ^ i t e  two successful 
earnings yean.

“We are living with an extremely hesvy 
debt load due to our failure to make mon­
ey over the past 20 yean.” Borman said 
in a letter sent this week to Eastern's 90,- 
000 employees.

The reference was to the fact that al­
though Eastern earned $719 miUion in 
profits in 1976 and 1977, It has lost $19.2 
million since 1958 on total operating reve­
nues of $17.2 bUlion

Borman said the airline, one of the na­
tion's laigeM, still faces a period of aus­
terity before it can have financial health.

To help improve that health, the form­
er astronaut has been cutting costs and 
has been keeping labor expenaes Iron 
making sharp incrcaset.

But as he sees i t  "Who needs a whole 
resuscitation every time you order it?"

And. as “ a woid to the wise is defi­
cient." he just says keep those brews 
coming becau.se "my clavKhord is so 
dry

Crosby, a short merry refugee from 
Boston, readily pleads guilty to commit­
ting rampant malaprop. which is a pro­
fuse confusion of words that are similar 
in sound.

He does it for fun and profit on the 
"Tonight" and other TV shows, in Las 
Vegas, and soon will be doing it on his 
new syndicated comedy senes, "Norm 
Crosby's Comedy Shop "

Norm, who served on a Navy subchaser 
in the Atlantic in World War Two. set out 
after the war to be a traditional comedi­
an How'd he come to install the mala­
prop as an untraddional prop?

' I found It accidentally, but I was look­
ing for It when it happened." he grinned, 
cxplainuig the happening this way:

In 1963. after he put in yean of labor at 
various New England saloons and smok­
ers. the owner of New York's famed Lat­
in Quarter caught his M  and offered him 
a week's work.

Fanng the big time. Crosby realized 
he'd need a different kind of comedy rou­
tine to make a lasting impression in Fun 
City

He found it at a Hub he was working in 
Springfield. Mass., 90 miles from Boston. 
The show had girl dancers Some stayed 
nights in Springfield, some commuted 
back home to Boston each evening.

But it strikes a number of analysts as 
an interesting coincidence that the up­
surge began shortly after Carter's ad­
dress to newspaper executives on infb- 
tion Apnl It.

bank concluded.

“ Previously, the top priority was to 
stimulate economic growth while pevent- 
ing inflation from rising. Now the empha­
sis is on checking the inflation rate while 
preserving progress made in lowering the 
unemployment rate.”

William M. LeFevre of the brokerage 
firm of Granger Co. said he believed 
investors were particularly pleased with 
two points in the speech — Carter's 
promise to veto any spending bill that 
would widen the expected federal budget 
deficit, and his naming of White House 
trade representative Robert Strauss to 
head up anti-inflation efforts.

On the budget deficit. LeFevre said, "it 
was the fint recognition that government 
spending has something to do with infla­
tion. And whether or not you agree with 
his political views. Strauss is well thought 
of by most businessmen 

“Fear of an increased rate of inflation 
has been the biggest single factor weigh­
ing down the market. You don't have to 
resoh’e the problem in one shot. If you 
ran demonstrate to the market that

you're doing something about it, that s 
enough”

Citibank's commentary added: "The 
rnUcal step in the (ami-inflationi cam­
paign will come when the administration 
and the Federal Reserve Board deter­
mine that the time is ripe to slow money 
growth and push more vigorously for a 
balanced budget

“ Recent trends in money growth at 
least raise the possibility that this has al­
ready begun to happen But the Presi­
dent s speech didn t indicate that a cons 
cious decision has been made to attack 
the root causes rather than merely the 
symptoms ”

ISSUE: WATER SUPPLY DEVELOP­
MENT

The necessity to add to our present mu­
nicipal water supply should be foremost 
in every Lubbock citixen's mind. Our city 
staff and their consultants roust be given 
all the support possible to seek and find a 
reliable source of water, in sufficient 
quantity and of a quality, that can be 
treated to meet federal govenunent 
sUndards for use in our city. This treat­
ment is a costly process and every ritixen 
should be aware of i t

We must also strengthen our efforts to 
reclaim water that has been used. Water 
is not destroyed, it can be reclaimed and 
used for industrial purposes. We must 
make use of this technology. Saving wa­
ter is as vital as finding I t  The more we 
reclaim for industrial uses, the less de­
mand we place on our potable water sup­
ply

The water plan that has been proposed 
and ta being considered to conjunction 
With Lubbock Christian CoUege Is a wor­
thy project and should be tocorponted 
into our long-range municipal water picn.

ISSUE: BUS SERVICE 
The City of Lubbock must provide a publ­
ic tranri>ortaUon system for Ihooe riti- 
lens who arc handicapped, elderly or de­
prived of personal transportation means, 
and for those able to wori( but who do not 
have ready access to their jobs and are 
able to pay a modest transportation fee. 
If these people are not of sufficient 
quantity to support an investor-owned 
transportation system, then it becontes 
an obligation of the general public to sub- 
sidiM an adequate system, similar to 
what we now hrire, but perhaps not quite 
as elaborate.

ISSUE: • ANNEXATION AND CITY 
EXPANSION

Lubbock cannot afford to expand to in­
finity. We must make better use of our 
land resources within our tounediate en­
virons. City services such as sewer, wa­

ter, electricity, gas, garbage collection, 
police serv ic^  thoroughfares, etcetera, 
cannot be expanded iiideftoiteiy, They 
must be held adjacent to the present 
areas.

However, the worst thing Lubbock 
could do would be to resort to a collec­
tion of high-rise shims, just to get the 
maximum use of our present l«id md 
service resources. BusincMes that are en­
gaged in providing housing, manufsetur- 
tog. and office facilities, for people com­
ing to our city to establish new businesses 
and provide emptoyment for these of us 
who wish to w oit and contribute to the 
personal and public welfaie, must be giv­
en some encouragement to Invest their 
money to furnish these facilities. We can­
not throw every obstacle in their path 
and expect a reasonable growth of our ci­
ty.

Federal Police Survey 
Says Workload Shifts 
Can Aid Effectiveness
WASHINGTON (UPIl -  A govern­

ment-financed survey of 321 law enforce­
ment agencies showed today that many 
of them could sharply improve the effec- 
th'eness of police patrols without extra 
cost by malting shnple shifts in work­
loads

About one-half of the agencies current­
ly assign equal numbers of officers to 
each patrol shift even though 45 percent 
of the calls for police action come during 
the 4 p m to midnight shift, the report 
said ■ , ' .

The surrey, conducted by the Universi­
ty Scicneu Center m Washington with a
192.000 grant from the Law Enforcement 
Assistance Admirustration, was reported 
in two handbooks designed to help police 
departments improve their operaboos 

"This Is a nuts arid bohs r o j ^  that 
will be useful to large and siru^depart- 
ments," Acting LEAA Adm|ilistrator 
James M H. Gregg said.

"Patrol is IbebackborNi^ poUcing and 
is the singte most importWit police activi­
ty," Crogg said. "Oificun' salaries ac­
count for most of a depafiment's budget, 
so it te ingxsrtant to use them effective- 
ly.”

William Cay. o ^  of the report's au­
thors. said a major objective is putting 
patrelineiturben crime occurs.

“The Carlsbi>d site is within 2S miles 
of the Texas border and is closer to the 
Texas cities of Cl Paso. Midland. Odessa 
and Lubbock than to any other urban 
areas either within New Mexico or else­
where." Hill said in a letter to Energy 
Secretary James Schlesinger 

“Therefore. I suggest that public hear­
ings be hekfin each of these n ties"

Hill's letter said that Texas railroads 
and highways would he used to trans­
port the nuclear waste to the project.

In addition, he said, the site is only 40 
miles from an aquifer in Loving County 
whK'h is the future source of water fur 
the city of Midland

“ It is vital that Texans be allowed to 
determine the potential impact such a 
site will have on the health, safety and 
welfare of Texas citixens.” he said.

“We recognise that there is a pressing 
national need to property dispose of nu­
clear waste materials and that it is criti- 
cally important to the future devetoment 
of nuclear power that a safe method of 
disposal be found.

“But that does not mean that the safe­
ty and health of Texans living near the 
site must not be considered before such 
a project is implemented." Hill said.

French Deny 
Bomb Test

PARIS (AP) — France today denied it 
has exploded an experimental neutron 
bomb and a statement issued by Presi­
dent V a ^  Giscard d’Estaing's spokes­
man said no such experiments are 
planned.

The newspaper France4oir said last 
week a recent underground blast at Mu- 
ruroa atoll in the South Pacific, the 
French nuclear testing ground, was a 
“ full scale laboratory experiment" of a 
neutron bomb. The report quoted a “ sen­
ior military officer" as saying F ranee was 
still three or four years away from de­
ploying neutron weajxins 

President Carter said last month he 
was delaying U S. production of neutron 
bombs in a bid for arms restraints from 
the Kremlin.

UB. neutron weapons are small war- 
hnds that would be placed on Lance 
missiles and artillery shells. They pro­
duce twice the deadly radiation of a con­
ventional nuclear bomb but less than a 
tenth as much explosive power, heaf and 
falloot This means the bomb can kill 
people while causing little damage to 
buildings.

NATO stategists see them as a counter­
foil to Caamunist numerical military su­
periority In the event of an attack on 
Western Ewope.

A statement isMsed by Elysee Palace 
spokesman Andre Amaud u id . “Stories 
that appeared in certain press organs 
conceriiing experiments by France on a 
neutron bomb are not serious. No experi­
ment of this kind has been held and none 
ispboned."

Ensio Silaasvuo arrived in Beirut from 
Jerusalem today and met with Lebanese 
Defense Minister Fuad Butros.

U N. sources said their discussions cen­
tered on the deployment of peace-keep­
ing troops and Israel's phased withdraw­
al from the south.

They noted that the Israelis have 
voiced their intention to withdraw to a 
six-mile "security belt" north of their 
border by the end of the month.

However, details of the third phase 
withdrawal from the security belt re­
mained to be worked out between Silaas­
vuo and Israeli military leaders.

Meanwhile. Lebanese political leaders 
today were expected to unveil details of a 
milestone compromise platform, al­
though a key rightist militia chief has al­
ready dismissed the accord as meaning­
less.

The platform, the first such accord 
since independence from France 32 years 
ago. was sealed Sunday by parliamentary 
leaders of the mam Lebanese political 
groups

The accord was to be presented to par­
liament today and political sources said it 
would then be revealed to the country.

“ It IS not worth the paper it's written 
on." said Beshir Gemayel, head of the 
militia of the largest Christian political 
grouping, the right-wing Phalangist Par­
ly

Gemayel's father. Phalanagist Party 
leader Pierre Gemayel, was among the 
parliamentary leaders who fashioned the 
aceord. and hailed it as a “supreme victo­
ry."

Official Beirut Radio said the political 
accord was the first step toward the “na­
tional entente" that has eluded the coun­
try since Christian rightist and Moslem 
leftist militiamen fought in a 19-month 
civil war that ended in late 1976.

Meanwhile, in Tel Aviv, Israeli officials 
said Prime Minister Menachem Begin 
will meet Carter at the White House May 
1 following a round of advance talks be­
tween Foreign Minister Moshe Dayan 
and Secretary of State Cyrus Vance in 
Washington next Wednesday.

In Elgypt, President Anwar Sadat con­
ferred with visiting U.S. mediator Alfred 
Atherton for nearly three hours Sunday 
and offered to send his Foreign Mmister 
Mohammed Kamel to Washington if the 
United States thought it would help 
break the deadlock in peace negotiations 

But according jo  KameL Sadat abo told 
Atherton that Israel must modify its ne- 
gotuting position, giving in on the key is­
sue of a Palestinian state, before serious 
progress can be made.

Begin s session with Carter is tentative­
ly scheduled to take place as part of a 
White House event to mark the 30th anni­
versary of Israel's independence, which 
(alls on May 12.

McNelis acknowMeged that Hanna 
had “ an affinity (or and deep interest in 
Korean affairs," and had worked “open­
ly. actively and agressively for closer ties 
between this country and that emerging 
democracy. For that he apologizes to no 
man," be said.

“But he does admit that the activities 
he had with Tongsun Park were a clear 
conflict of interest and a clear violation 
of law." but since deciding not to run (or 
re-election in 1974, Hanna has “ attempt­
ed to extricate him self ever since.

As outlined by the prosecution. Hanna 
helped Park become the seller's agent (or 
California rice exports to South Korea, 
thereby enabling Park to earn substantial 
commissions.

Hanna also bolstered Park's standing 
with the Korean government by introduc­
ing him to members of Congress and 
“ otherwise aggrandizing Park's status in 
this country," includmg the implementa­
tion of “ many of his pro44orean posi­
tions" rebted to congressional matters, 
the government said.

In the original indictment, returned 
last Oct. 14. Hanna was charged with con­

spiracy, bribery, accepting an illegal gra­
tuity, mail fraud and vioUting the law 
that requires foreign agents to register. 
The government dropprt 39 counts in re­
turn for his guilty plea to the conspiracy 
charge and his promise to “ testify truth­
fully" if called as a witness in reUted cas­
es.

The only other congressional member 
to be charged so far is former Rep Otto 
Passman. D-La. A seven-count indict­
ment returned bst month accused hun of 
taking $243,000 from Park (or helping 
him with rice sales.

Government sources have indicated 
that at least two or three other members 
of Congress may be charged in the near 
future. Park has been indicted, but the 
Justice Department has promised him 
immunity in exchange for his testimony 
before congressional panels and the 
courts.

“I never treated him as if he 
was sick." said Peter Diaz, the 
boy's father. “ Most people give 
up. don't give kids enough of a 
chance. We just wouldn't give up.

“ I worked with him from 6 to S 
a m before going to srork." Diaz 
said. “Carmen (Mn. Diaz) worked 
with him two hours In the after­
noon. Then I worked with him 
(our hours in the evening."

Shortly after his birth, docton 
diagnosed an infection in Peter 
John's bloodstream from which 
the boy never recovered fully.

"You could look at the child and 
tell something was wrong with 
him." said his pedbtrician. Dr. 
Robert Norton. "He was a floppy 
child, be had very little muscular 
reaction."

The first milestone came when 
Peter John rolled over by himself 
at 12 months of age. Six months 
later he sras sitting up and at age

County Judge Rod 
Shaw said there are 13 alternatives (or 
bringing the highway through the city, 
and six of them are in the A-through-H 
corridor

Commissioner Alton Brazell said most 
Lubbock traffic is generated by Texas 
Tech University and downtown Lubbock 
and that the corridor suggested by the 
resolution would serve both sources.

The resolution was offered by Shaw 
and Brazell. who Shaw said have attend­
ed a number of meetings on the issue in 
recent years

The discussion followed a question by 
Commissioner Coy Biggs of Slaton on the 
reasoning behind the resolution.

A 7-mile, $lI.5-million phase of the 
highway is under construction north of 
Lubbock as part of a planned 140-mile 
link between Lubbock and Interstate 40 
at Amanllo

State Department of Highways and 
Public Transportation engineers said in 
February 1977 that it would be at least 
five years before acquisition of right-of- 
way through Lubbock could begin 

In other morning business, the commis­
sioners approved the $4,061 purc^se of a 
closed circuit television camera and mon­
itor and two types of recorders (or the 
county jail

Motorola Communications was the on­
ly firm submitting bids, and the commis­
sioners derided for the purchase after a

Transfers

Knday is the deadline for applica­
tions to be submitted by parents who do 
not live in the l,ubb<Kk Independent 
School District but want their children 
to atteml school here next year 

And those "out-of-district transfers" 
may take on a new importance with the 
magnet programs planned for lies Ele­
mentary and Dunbar High School for the 
iy78-79 year.

Ac( ording to a directive from the Tex­
as Education Agency, all requests for 
.students to tramfer from the school dis­
trict in which they reside to another dis­
trict must be accepted by May 1, Bill 
Parker, director of pupil personnel for 
the Lubbock sihool system, said.

Such transfers have been particularly 
important in the Lubbock area, he said. 
The Lubbock school system, because of 
Its size, often is able to offer many pro­
grams — in the way of special education 
and vocational training, for example — 
unavailable in surrounding small dis­
tricts.

Also, with implementation of its pro­
posed integration plan, the Lubbock In­
dependent School Dustricl will offer ad­
ditional unique programs next year. lies 
Elementary, for instance, will have an 
extended school day, with supervised ac­
tivities from 7 30 a m.̂ U) 5’30 p. m.

And Dunbar will be offenng several 
additional counes. including iximputer 
si lence, jazz-rock and class piano, and 
commercial art

Applications for transfers into the 
Luhboi'k Independent School District 
will be taken at Parker's office in the 
school system's administration building, 
lb28 19th St The office is open 6 a m. to 
5 p m Monday through Friday.

Parker said students who transfer into 
Lubbix'k from another school distnet in 
which thew reside Initially will be as­
signed to a school designated by the 
school board This year, for example, all 
out-of-dislnct transfer students were as­
signed to Dupre Elementary, Thompson 
Junior High or Lubbock High 

Once they have been accepted, howev­
er. they may request assignment to an­
other school for special purposes, Par­
ker said In this way, a student frem a 
surrounding town could apply lor enroll­
ment at lies or Dunbar, he said.

Tuition for out-of-district transfer stu­
dents IS equal to the local per-pupil cost 
in the Lubbock distnet. Parker .said. 
This year, the tuition was about $3 a 
day

Parker said the Lubbex'k system usual­
ly gets 30 to 35 out-of-distnct transfers a 
year In some years, the number has 
been as high as 80. he said.

The deadline for acceptance of trans­
fer requests before May 1 also applies to 
school districts other than Lubbock. Par­
ker said. Applications must be submit­
ted to district in which the student 
wants to enroll.

Parker said the applications and dead­
lines should not be confused with re­
quests for transfer of students from one 
school to another within the Lubbexk In­
dependent School District.

AUSTIN (AP) — Media speculation 
and rumors circulating at Washington so­
cial bashes in 1963 that President John 
Kennedy was going to dump Vice Presi­
dent Lyndon Johnson were unfounded, 
according to Jackie Onassis.

"The only thing I know about that is 
the fact it would be brought up every 
now and then and was rather annoying.” 
said the former First Lady. "I don't think 
h“ (President Kennedy) had any inten­
tion of dropping Vice President John­
son"

However. Mrs Onassis revealed to a 
I'niversity of Texas history professor that 
she didn't vote for Johnson for president 
in 1964 Kennedy had not yet been dead a 
year. He was assassinated in Dallas in 
November 1963.

In fact, she told Prof Joe Frantz she 
didn't vote in the presidential race at all 
that year Portions of the taped interview 
were carried Sunday by the Austin Amer- 
ican-Statesman

"You see. I'd never voted until I was 
mamed to Jack," she said during the 
1974 interview "I guess my fint vote was 
probably for him for senator, wasn't i f "  

Speaking in somewhat halting tones, 
Mrs. Onassis added. "Then, this vote in 
1964. would have been — he would have 
been alive for that vole. And 1 thought. 
'I'm  not going to vote for any other per­
son because this vote would have been 
his."’

She said Kennedy made a special point 
to include Johnson at all official White 
House functions Such was apparently 
not the case with Kennedy's predecessor.

•'One thing Prime Minister Harold 
Macmillan of England had said to Jack 
about President Eisenhower and Vice 
President Nixon, that Eisenhower never 
let Nixon on the place, impressed Jack a 
lot." she said.

■'Every time there was a slate dinner, 
he (Kennedy) wanted the vice president 
in the Oval Room and then to walk down 
with the color guard, so that we would re­
ceive the state guests as a foursome, the 
president and the vice president (and 
their wives!"

Mob Attacks 
Two Gunmen

DALLAS (AP) — Two men, ages 19 and 
20. probably are grateful for their jail 
cells here today after police rescued 
them from an angry mob.

Officers said a rifle blast that lulled a 
22-year-old Mexican-American and shat­
te r ^  the solitude at a local park Sunday 
night triggered a mob-like reaction from 
an estunated 100 people, who turned on 
the alleged gunmen and tried to “ kill 
them."

The mob surrounded the car the two 
men were attemptmg to leave in seconds 
after the shooting, pounding it with li­
quor and beer bo(tl«, and dragged the 
two frightened occupants out.

Authorities identified the dead man as 
Francisco Ortiz of Dallas. He was dead at 
the scene from a gunshot wound in the 
face.

Dallas police jailed the two men for in­
vestigation of murder, no doubt much to 
their relief.

Det. John Landen said the shooting ap­
parently stemmed from a quarrel be­
tween Ortiz and the two men about 7:30 
p m. over a parking space at the park. He 
quoted witnesses as saying the two men 
told Ortiz “ they would come back.” i

Ortiz was shot from a dbtance of about  ̂
20 feet as the slow, now badly battered 
Mustang cruised through the parking lot. 
Police said a bolt-action rifle was found 
lying on the parking lot near the Mus- 
Ung

At least two Lubbock men have 
joined thousands of other letter writen 
nationally to urge the Bureau of AlcoboL 
Tobacco and Firearms (BATF) to reject 
six proposed rule changes dealing anth 
firearms.

The BATF, an arm of the United States 
Treasury DepartmenL aonounced in the 
Federal Register March 21 Its plans to 
open a 6(hday “comment” period on the 
proposed changes. The period sriU con- 
c lu ^  May 22.

Two Lubbockites, Kenneth G. Paynter 
of 210$ 65th St. and Joe B. Trammel of 
3804 49th St., have seized that opportuni­
ty to register their xomplaints a ^ t  the 
half-dozen, proposed rale changes.

If implemented, the BATF changes 
would include the foUoaring:

(1) That each firearm manufactured or 
imported into the United States ^  
stamped with a “ unique,” 14-digiL serial 
number.

(2) That each federally licensed fire­
arms agent (dealer, manufacturer, retail­
er, etc.) file a report, within 24 hours of 
discovery, of any theft, loss or recovery 
of a firearm.

(3) That each licensed manufacturer 
submit a quarterly report on the number

'  firearms manufactured.
(4) That each licensed manufacturer, 

importer or dealer must submit a quart­
erly disposition report. Such a report, ac­
cording to Charles Nixon, Congressional 
liaison officer for the BATF, would tell 
the BATF that dealer X bought 1,500 
shotguns during the quarter, s<^ 800 of 
them, sent 50 to the factory for repair 
and had 650 on hand, for example.

(5) The fifth proposaL the BATF says, 
is designed to streamline the existing pro­
cedure used to show that posessors of 
novelty firearms (machine guns, sawed- 
off shotguns, explosive devices, etc.) 
have paid a mandatory $200 transfer tax. 
A new form. ATF form 8, would allow 
exhibiton, lor example, to ship their fire­
arms across state lines with a minimum 
of paperwork and interference from local 
authorities.

(8) A sixth proposal. Nixon says, would 
close an existing loophole that h ^  caused 
the ATF trouble in the past. Servicemen 
have been allowed to bring back two 
sporting rifles from overseas, but some of 
them actually have possessed handguns
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instead of the sporting guns they de­
clared. Later, Nixon says, should such 
weapons be stolen or lost the owners are 
reiuctant to report them missing since 
they possessed them illegally. Should the 
stolen or lost a'eapon be u s ^  in a crime 
later, BATF has no way of tracing the 
weapon, Nixon says.

Nixon says the BATF possesses the sta­
tutory r i ^ t  to make the proposed 
changes without Congress’ conaent. and . 
he cites Title IL section 92L of the Unit­
ed States Code.

The code reads:
"The Secretary (of the Treasury) may 

prescribe such rules and regulations as he 
deems reasonably necessary to carry out 
the provision of this chapter (on fire­
arms).”

The code notes that “The Secretary 
shall give reasonable public notice, and 
afford to interested parties opportunity 
for hearing, prior to prescribing such 
rules and regulations.”

Following the conclusion of the "com­
ment" p e ^  May 22, Nixon says the 
BATF will spend 60 additional days or 
“as long as it takes"- to study the com­
ments and proposals. Thereafter, the 
agency would reserve another 110-day pe­
riod in which to notify all those affected 
by whatever proposals are accepted.

Paynter, vice president of a local mort­
gage concern, recently wrote Rep.

Trammel urged those concerned to 
make their comments known by writing 
the BATF director and mark letters 
“Comment for the record.”

"Besides cost (sic) you the freedom to 
bear arms, it would cost the taxpayer 
about 100 million dollan a year to keep 
up with these records." Trwranel wrote.

Nixon says it doem’t seem Ukeiy, but 
the BATF has had occasions in which 
two guns — a domestic weapon and a for­
eign one — have had the same serial 
numbers and the proposed system would 
aim to eliminate Uut possibiltty.

The fourth proposal, which cafls for 
each Bcemed manufacturer or importer 
to file a quarterly dbpositioo report, 
would alert the BATF to posbble ilhett 
gun dealing.

If a gun dealer along the Mexican bor­
der were to report a large amount of 
weapon u les  and transactions, in an area 
with little population for instance, the

Russian Authorities Study Program

MOSCOW (UPl) -  For the first time, 
Soviet authorities are cautiously experi­
menting with a sex education program 
for teen-agers

It may be (be years before teachen 
and educators evaluate the current two- 
year experiment and approve its use na­
tionwide.

In a rare report published in I97S, a so­
ciology mngazine said one-sixth of the di­
vorces came within 90 days of the wed­
dings

Adultery is blamed for most divorces.

Bebkaya Galina Andreevna, a research 
worker at the Scientific Research Insti­
tute of General Problems of Education, 
teaches the expenmental program She 
said the western approach to sex educa­
tion b  too hung up on Freud and the im­
portance of sexual relations.

"They deal mainly with the technology 
of intmute life," she said in an imerview. 
"We understand the problem of sexual 
education a bit different. In our science, 

education b  the education of tme cul­
ture of the sexes."

She said boys and girls have fixed char­
acteristics peculiar to tlietr sex that are 
"everexb ti^  never changing."

"The main thing in women b  feminini­
ty, tenderness, kindness and what b  most 
important — benevolenre "

Mbs Bebkaya said "harmonious per­
sonalities" can't be developed "without 
harmony in the relations between the 
sexes."

"... no matter how the rrunnen of be­
havior change, we don't want our giris to 
be unduly free and easy. We srant to tee 
them as free and ingenious. We don't 
want our boys to be touts, we want them 
to be manly and gentlemanly ."

Mbs Bebkaya said Die sexual educa­
tion program b  seen as the "education of 
high^ moral characteristics, education of 
sex instinct, dbcipliiie of sex instincts — 
making it more n ^ le ."

"We are trying to educate children in 
such a way that they have no strivings to 
have intinute relations without hwe," 
she said. "We want sex instineb to come 
as Ute as possible."

She said the program ran into resbt-

ance initUlly from some teachers who 
feared it was designed strictly as an out­
let (or sex infonrution.

Parents abo were a bit uneasy, a fact 
she attributed to centuries of parental ti­
midity on the subject.

She said the students respond enthusi­
astically.

"I hiul very interesting talks with 
boys," she said “ I was touched by the se­
riousness of their attention"

Course topics include "Moral Culture 
of Intimate ReUtions." "Serious Danger 
— a Discussion of Venereal Disease" and 
"Falling in Love." For these subjects, 
classes are divided between giris and 
boys.

Other topics include handling a family 
budget, alcoholism, and fashions (or 
modern girb.

After the program ends, it will undergo 
five or six years of evaluation, inciuding a 
followup on marriages of students just 
completing the program

Mbs Bebkaya indicated it b  destined 
to show up nationwide as government 
ministen pressure for wrap-up of the ex­
perimental phase.

"We want our people to become har­
monious personalities" she said. "The 
sooner the better."

Metal Polishing Tips Given
By HERB ALEXANDER

Metal hardware -hinges, knobi catches 
-and omamcntal accenorics of metal are 
common around most hom ei They are 
attractive and durable.

But In tbne they do lose their luster. Al­
most any metal wfl] tambfa to some ex- 
tenL Some can be cleaned very easily. 
Otlien will pit and corrode if not cared 
for promptly and a few will lose their ex­
terior coating with improper cleaning.

Any hardware store enries an asaort- 
ment of good metal poibhes. Most of 
them consist of a solvent which dbsoNes 
the oxides on the metal surface, and with 
thb solvent there b  a mild abrasive for 
poibhing.

Though theie arc generally mild polbh- 
e i  they are adequate if used before met­
al surfaces become loo badly tarnbhed. 
But even the mildest polbh should be 
used sparingly and with care on plated 
metab. Frequent cleaning and polishing 
eventually will wear through the plating.

The p r^ lcm  of wear can be a ^ c d  by 
giving plated objerts a protective coating. 
With a coating of dear lacquer over the 
plating, the surface wiU last M e tU M j  
and can be cleaned easily.

Surfaces must be a b i^ te ly  dem  be­
fore coating with lacquer. IWng a mild 
polbh -one that b  sure not to scratch - 
clean oft all dirt and tambh. Rinse with 
denatured alcohol lo remove all traces of 
the pcIMi Wipe wMh a doth that will not 
leave loiL

Brush or spray on two coata of dear 
lacquer. The job can be made easier by 
removing the pieces -if possible -before 
lacquering.

Although solid copper, brorwe or brass 
do not present the same problem, they, 
too. can benefit tram a coat of lacquer. 
They tarnbh easily. After demtaig with a 
metal poUsh, wash thoroughly with soap 
and water.

Do not ase lacquer on any hwdware or 
object that comes in contad wMh a flame 
or which must withstand heat

Sometiroct copper, bmnac or brasa ob­
jects become badly pitted when not 
cleaned and polished for same time. Use 
a mild k itd M  cleanser to doan. Rinae

with hot water. Some stiins may remain 
behind. Use a sohitioo of vinegar and salt 
for cleaning thoe. RIm  with hot water, 
dry and polish.

Aluminnm docs not rasL but tt win pit 
and become duD. cspedaDy whm ex­
posed to Um weather. Geaning pads of 
fine steel wool and mild soap will make 
aluminum bright again w U h ^  harming 
tL Strong denning agmts, those with lye 
or similar strong in^edients, can d b e ^  
or alumnmm. Outttoors, give aluminam a 
l i |^  coat of wax once tt b  dean and 
shiny.

Stainiess steel wiO stain slightly if 
substances ate aHowed to d^r on Ha sur­
face. (neaning with soap a ^  enter b  
generally sef&.b e t  Sene add cantain- 
ing foods may cause dhcoloration or pH- 
ting. In such a caae, use a metal poibk to 
restore the surface to ib  origtaal condi­
tion.

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Utility Chief Predicts Electricity Shortages

NEW YORK <AP) -  Tttcre is little 
eluMicc that the United States will avoid 
.spot ihorta|cs ol eiectricity dorinf the 
-oe^ 10 yean even if “short-sighted” pol- 
li^inl and regulatory leaden mend tlwir 
'wiqn. the new leader of the nation's elec­
tric-utility industry says.
, William MeCoHaro Jr., former presi- 
.dctit of New Orleans Public Service Inc. 
aiM a one-time tteutenant colonel in the 
U-S. Army Corps of Engineen, last week 
took over as president of the influential 
Edbon Electric Institute (EEII.

, ^Virtually all of the 190 privately owned 
utilities in the United States belong to the 
iiMtitute. which as a budgrt of about flO 
million to formulate industry-wide policy 
and research projects. In addition, the 
ISO-member National Association of 
Electric Companies will be merged into 
the EEI within a year.

Sitting amid empty bookcases and bare 
.widls in his New York office. McCollam, 
Ss. agreed during an interview with state- 
jpents by other experts that there uras 
virtually no chance of avoiding spot shor­
tages of power in the 1900s. Like most ob­
servers. he blamed the situation largely 
6ii faulty predictions of electricity de­
mand and on uncertainty over which fuel 
the government wants utilities to use.

But he also cited the lack of adequate 
financing as a major factor.

“The major problem Is that utilities 
sUU aren't getting adequate rate relief to 
finance future construction," McCollam 
raid. "There are many areas vrhere we 
still have serious difficulties with local 
regulatory bodies in granting the rate re­
lief necessary for construction."

McCollam said many slate regulatory 
boards, such as public service commia- 
sions. continue to find it politicall) expe­
dient to refuse or limit rate hikes even 
when it is demonstrated that without the 
hikes, utilitias will not be able to build 
Ike power plants necessary to avoid 
blackouts in the future.

"It's extremely short-sighted; extreme­
ly political.”  McCollam said. "They are 
not willing to look at the realities ol the 
situation."

In the past several months, various in­
dustry and govenunent officials have 
been warning that by the mid-190Os, re­
serves of electricity in most areas will fall 
below the level generally considered 
safe.

At times of peak demand — for inst­
ance, during rush hours on very h ^  or 
cold days — utilities might have to black 
out certain areas on a rotating basis to
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ensure power for other customers, the of- 
lidabsaid.

With conventional power plants, thoie 
buming o il gas or coal needing about 
eight yean before regulatory actions and 
construction are completed and nuclear 
plants needing 12 yews, officials say it al­
ready is too late to avoid the probkero of 
fallitig power reserves.

In ^ i t io n ,  as part of its energy policy, 
the Carter administration wants utilitim 
to switch much of their oil-and gas-bum- 
ing plants to coal. The industry, however, 
generally prefers nuclear technology.

McCollam said the recent coal strike,

which resuRad in power cutbacks in sec- 
tlow of the induMiiai Eaat and Midwaet, 
might help persuade the govemnent to 
rsdure Ms wnpkaito on doubling coni use
by i m .

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President's Inflation Speech Raises Questio]^tl!^

President Carter's approach to the 

probtem of containing a national rate of 
inflation that has now reached an annual 
rate of 7 percent has the virtue of being 
flexible and of stressing voluntary coop­
eration. But it offers neither carrot nor 
stick to business, labor and individuals, 
all of whom give self-interest a very high 
priority

It is all very well for the president to 
use example as a weapon by announcing 
a hold on federal executive salary in­
creases. And it is venturesome for him to 
ask federal employes to accept lower sal­
ary increases than their counterparts in 
the private sector and to attack soaring 
lumber prices by asking for more logging 
of federal lands.

But the president has raised a difficult 
question about price increases and labor 
contract settlements. Individual firms 
and labor unions may forego larger price 
or wage increases to avoid the risk that 
the President will change his mind about 
controls: or they might maximize in­
creases out of fear that they would be left

behind if controls are imposed.
The president has based hit program 

on persuasion and has tapped one of the 
best persuaden in Ms administration, 
trade negotiator Robert Strauss, to play a 
special and stin undefined role in the 
fight against inflation.

But there are some major risks.
For one. the president will have to de­

velop a fall-back position if persuasion 
fails or if other factors do not brake infla­
tion. He has renounced controls. He has 
ignored suggestions, at least in public, 
calling lor taxation of wage and price in­
creases in excess of some figure such as 5 
percent.

Curbing inflation without driving the 
country into another severe recession 
will not be easy. Carter must be prepared 
to do even more if he can't talk inflation 
down.

In his campaign for the presidency two 
years ago. Jimmy Carter said he would 
try to make th^. government as good as 
the people. I

In his anti-infuition speech last week, 
the president su^ested that the people

should now try to be as good as the gov­
ernment. And he gave an “ example” of 
his administration's willingness to sacrif­
ice while the rest of the populace goes its 
willful, money-grubbing way.

Carter said he was going to impose a 
one-year freest on the ularies of high ex­
ecutives of the government, including 
senior memben of the White House staff. 
And he thought it would be fitting if busi­
ness and labor unions also would freeze 
the pay of their executives.

What Carter did not say is that his top 
hands at the White House are hardly 
hurting for a raise. He gave them two last 
year — one of 2S percent, the other of 
7.05 percent — and many of them are 
now earning $56,000 or more.

No wonder 3.5 million other federal 
employes are up in arms over the pre- 
sidmt's proposal to hold them to a 5.5. 
percent increase this year, which even he 
must know Is below the inflation rate. 
And no wonder business and labor unions 
are reluctant to follow the adminiutra- 
tion's example of restraint. Raises total­
ing 32.05 percent are rather more than 
they had in mind for their executives.

Patience Helps D ieter

DEAR DR. LAMB -  Is it true that 

excess weight gained dunng child­
hood caases the fat cells to increase, 
thus making it difficult to lose weight 
as an adult? If so what ran I do? I'm 
40 and have been on a 1000 calorie di­
et which has not helped much.

DEAR READER -  It is true that 
victims of childhood obesity have 
more trouble as adults — but there 
are exceptions Whether this Is a car­
ry over of bad eating habits or some 
other factor is not clear. Lack of ex­
ercise as a child seems to be a very 
important factor in childhood and lat< 
er in adult obesity.

I'm not convinced that it makes a 
lot of difference whether the excess 
fat IS stored in 100 fat cells of 1000 fat 
cells A fat cell is capable of enor­
mous expansion, somewhat like a 
balloon, and what counts is the total 
amount of excess fat stored — in 
small balloons or large balloons. And 
the fat goes off just as readily out of 
a lot or a few fat celts.

I am sending you The Health Letter 
number 4-7, Weight Losing Diet, 
which includes my recommendations 
for a program to help pes>ple lose 
weight. Others who want this issue

If a person sticks with such a pro­
gram lie or she will lose weight. But 
it does require patience. The usual 
diet gimmicks that promise large 
weight reductions in short periods of 
time are often harmful and may in­
duce only temporary effects. You 
need a plan like this, .^a t also prov­
ides the basis for a welPtwIanced diet 
alter you have lost your excess fat. 
That IS how you avoid putting it back 
un

When people tell me they have 
been on a 1000 calorie diet and have 
not lost weight I know that in most 
ca.ses they have not counted their cal- 
ones correctly or they are very inac­
tive. A good physical activity pro­
gram doM wonders to improve any 
dieting program Get out and walk 
every minute you can to help main­
tain your muscles and bum off fat. If 
you are able, add additional exercise 
programs to your plan.

The other problem is lack of pati­
ence A person may spend a year put­
ting on weight and want if all off in a 
week. That is ridiculous and danger­
ous. People often lose weight in pla­
teaus. going weeks without any ap­
preciable loss of weight, then sudden­
ly losing four or five poinds. Then an­
other period of lime passes before

there is any more apparent weight
loss.

What causes this? The food you 
consume and the fat you use from 
your body for energy Is all broken 
down to carbon dioxide and water. 
The carbon dioxide b  eliminated at 
once from your lungs, but the water 
may stay in your system. You can 
pick up five extra pounds of water 
and hardly notice it. But you will not­
ice it when you start flushing it out 
all at once. The next day you may 
feel a little weak until your salt bal­
ance. which includes potassium, 
readjusts itself.

Even simple table sugar — which 
you should not be using on you diet 
— reacts with oxygen to release wa­
ter. You wouldn't think there was 
any water in sugar and there isn't — 
until it b  broken down by your edb  
to yield ib  energy. So dtm’t get dis­
couraged. but stirt with the program. 
A pound or even a half pound a week 
average loss b  line and if continued 
will eventually produce good results.

NEW YORK (AP) -  Greta Garbo, who 
was reclusive even at the height of her 
acting career, has circulated a brief affi­
davit denying any knowledge of a biogra­
phy claimed by its publishers to be in 
Mist Garbo's “own words.”

The affadivit and other signs that legal 
action might be in the offing prompted a 
Paris publisher, Seuil, to cancel a $110,- 
000 contract with Simon & Schuster for 
French rights to the not-yet-published 
book, The New York Timet reported re­
cently.

The manuscript by Antoni Gronowia 
was purchased by Simon & Schuster for a 
reported $150,000 advance and is to be 
published only after Miss Garbo's death.

“ 1 have known Miss Garbo since 1938. 
She thinks the book will damage her rep­
utation. I had many interviews with her.

She Is trying to destroy me," the Times 
quoted Gronowicz as saying of the ac­
tress who retired in 1941.

But the Times also carried what it said 
was an 87-word affidavit by the 71-year- 
old Miss Garbo, notarized by attorney 
Michael A. Schub.

"I have never at any time entertained 
any type of human relationship whether 
of friendship, acquaintance or otherwise 
with Antoni Gronowicz," the statement 
read.

Richard E. Snyder, president of Simon 
& Schuster, issued a statement saying 
that before acquitiig publishing rights, 
the company had “examined the cir­
cumstances surrounding the mahuscript 
and determined to go forward with the 
publishing agreement."

“It is currently our impression,” Sny­
der said, “ that there has been a conspira-
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cy of international proportions to censor 
and prevent publication of this work. If 
we remain satisFicd that the work is what 
it purports to be, we will prosecute to the 
limits of the law those figures involved in 
attempts to suppress this book."

According to (he Tiroes, people wiio 
have seen the manuscript which includes 
a description of the author’s alleged r e ^  
tionsbip with Miss Garbo and alleged de­
tails of her sexual encounters, described 
it as “ sensational stuff.”

Air Force Looks To Need For Future Pilots
By GERRY BURTON

Lead time is the important factor with the U.S. Air Force’s Air Training Command 

(ATC), says Gen. John W. Roberts, ATC commander. It defines the time ATC has to 
provide trained personnel and training programs to fill an Air Force need.

Wartime or peacetime, it takes a year to teach a man to fly the supersonic jet train­
er, and to become ready to qualify in nnore sophisticated aircraft.

By the time he can fly, others can be ready to nuintain his aircraft, to furnish sup­
plies, to keep the paper work straight, to guard his plane, to treat his ills, to guide his 
craft and aim its weaponry, to do anything needed in time of war — or near war.

ATC's undergraduate pilot training bases, like Reese AFB at Lubbock, ate geared to 
turn out about 1,500 graduates a year to furnish a steady supply of pilots fur the de­
fense of the nation.

With ATC, right now, there is a 10-year lead time in pilots.
In a decade, pilots training today will be proficient in any military aircraft. They will 

have been rotated from plane to desk to plane, and will be capable of filling many pos­
itions of leadership from a flying command to a desk-oriented administrative post.

“We are training now the pilots we'll need in 10 years when the current ranks are 
thinned considerably by retirement,’’ Gen. Roberts explained, in a recent discussion 
of ATC and Reese, their current status and near future.

A slump in pilot training, caused by an oversupply of pilots alter the end of a decade 
of military involvement in Southeast Asia, has eind^.

“The pUot training rate will be going up; there will be more people at Reese,” Rob­
erts noted, adding that he is “dehghted with the way Reese is going” and noting also 
that the new instrument flight simulator Reese pioneered for the Air Force is “ a real 
landmark in pilot training.”

Roberts will be on hand Thursday for ribbon-cutting ceremonies at 10 a.m. for the 
129 milUon instrument flight simulator.

Concerning the ever-present worry about base closure, Roberts emphasized that the 
closing of Webb AFB, Texas, and Craig AFB, Ala., pared training bas« to the number 
needed by ATC.

“There is no way we could eliminate another pilot training base,” he stressed.
Pilot training, like all military action, “hangs on and rotates around the dollar’’ 

which is why undergraduate pilot training slumped to new lows In the past few years.

“We should have been training all along, but those furnishing the dollar have looked 
more at the present number of pilots instead of what we will need in the future.

"It is hard to keep the force going unless we train constantly.... Defense of the coun­
try is a very acute thing We should look 10 years into the future.”

One of ATC's responsibilities is to anticipate any training need, and to have trained 
personnel and a training program set by the time new systems enter the Air Force in­
ventory.

Even though development of the cruise missile is now on presidential hold, ATC 
must continue to work with possible contractors in the event that it someday is devel­
oped.

Lead time is so critical with the cruise missile system, that ATC has crews working 
with the two companies vying for the contract so that it can be ready with mainte­
nance and maintenance training should the program be reinstated.

“ATC cannot wait until it is contracted. The lead time is too great. We have to be far 
out in advance of any program — working on it, developing training, while it still is on 
the drawing board.”

ATC crews also are working with the development stages of the F-16.
Crews were working to have flying and maintenanc'e personnel available for the B-1 

bomber when it went into production. They were recalled when the B-1 was turned 
down In favor of the cruise missile.

"I was disappointed in the decision on the B-1, but cannot spend time worrying over 
its loss,” Roberts .said. "As blue-suiters, we must concern ourselves with getting the 
cruise missile aboard and maintaining it."

Keeping all training programs going in 14 ATC bases and dozens of non-ATC loca­
tions, as well as anticipating future training needs, allows no time for worry about 
what might have been.

Fresh from a Washington meeting with "the chief and other commanders,” Roberts* 
noted that “ the other commanders wore laudatory about the quality of people we are 
giving them.”

All training center commanders) he added, have in the past two years gone way be­
yond requirements.

There were no problems with women aboard the pilot training program. An auto­
graphed photograph of the Air Force’s first women pilots is a prize possession of Rob­
erts, who kept close watch on the initial training and allowed a great deal of latitude in 
press coverage of the historic happening.

“We are moving hard and fast in rpost effective training postures.”
This Includes recruiting, which Roberts said must be done with one-sixth the budget 

of other services. The recruiting budget is cut continually, he added, because Air 
Force recruiting is successful in a tt^ tin g  the quality personnel necessary for both of­
ficer and enlisted ranks.

Heading up ATC's massive school system, which begins with recruits and ends with 
retirement, is a man of easy dignity and controlled strength underwritten by a sense of 
humor taking him through the frustrations and accomplishments of command.

Without the uniform, he could be mistaken very easily for a university president, 
completely competent and capable of assistance or discipline with equal candor.

He moves through his command confident of his place in the Air Forte world and 
plea.sed with his impact on it, very proud of the response to his leadership in making it 
a better Air Force arm.

ATC's responsibility in recruiting and training personnel for the Air Force recently 
expanded to include the Air University, so that all Air Force training, outside the U.S. 
Air Academy itself, is under ATC. now the brgest command in the Air Force.

Combining ATC-Air University administrative costs — “doing more with less” — 
will furnish some relief to the tax duilar in the future, but spending for training, Rob-

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — The nation’s 
top firearms enforcement officer denied 
today that proposed Treasury Depart­
ment regulations represent a form of gun 
registratioa as claimed by some critics.

Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms Direc­
tor Rex D. Davis said the pending rules 
“ are designed to prevent the crimiiul 
misuse of firearms and are not in any 
way intended to interfere with the lawful 
possession or use of guns.”

His remarks were made in a speech 
prepared for delivery at the 6th annual 
convention of Narcotic Law Enforce­
ment Executives.

The regulations, effective next year at 
theearhest, would require that:

— All new firearms carry a special seri­
al number.

— Gun manufacturers, importers and 
dealers report the theft or loss of fire­
arms to A’TF within 24 hours. In addition, 
quarterly reports of all sales would be 
necessary, but the names and addresses 
of individual pun^iasen would not be re­
ported.

Rep. John Ashbrook, ROhio, and some 
gun groups have claimed that the rules 
represent an attempt by the administra­
tion to circumvent Congress on the issue 
of whether all guns should be centrally

registered.
“There has been a great deal of misun­

derstanding and misinformation” about 
the regulations. Davis said. “The Treas­
ury proposal specifically excludes the re­
porting of names and addresses of fire­
arms purchasers by licensees.

“’The only change is that we could trace 
crime guns faster and determine patterns

names of persons owning the guns or 
their addresses.

Nixon u id  the agency actually has had 
that capabiUty siitce the Gun Control Act 
of 19f>, but ordinarily has no need to 
know the names and addresses of private 
citizens who own fireanns.

Before arming himself to shoot George 
Wallace on May IS, 1972, Nixon said, Ar­
thur Bremer made sure he possessed no 
identification.

When Bremer's gun was recovered, 
Nixon said, the BATF called the gun 
manufacturer, then the wholesaler, then 
the dealer who sold the gun to Bremer.

“It took us 9 minutes and 12 seconds,” 
Nixon said.

But it was a different story in the case 
of the so-called “Zebra killings” in Cali­
fornia, Nixon said.

HOUSTON (UPI) — Spuce agency engi­
neers resumed radio contact with the 
Skylab space station late Sunday to pre­
pare for an attempt later this spring to 
maneuver it into a position a im ^  at in­
creasing its lifetime in orbit.

A radio command from the mission 
control center was relayed to the 250- 
nule high orbiting laboratory from a 
tracking station in Madrid at It 55 pm  
(ST. It ordered (our Skylab batteries to 
begin charging, drawing electricity from 
the ship's solar celts.

The control center also received a bo­
nus when Skylab began unexpectedly 
transmitting data.

“We’re happy with tonight's activi­
ties. ” said Flight Director Bill Peters. 
“We will look at the data again Monday 
morning.”

Skylab was last heard from on March 
13. It had been silent in space for four 
years until it was first contacted by radio 
March I. The National Aeronautics and 
Space Adminstration plans 17 more com­
munications sessions with the unmanned 
spacecraft this week

If all goes well. NASA plans in late May 
or early June to order the 84-ton space 
station to change its attitude in orbit to 
decrease its drag in the very thin upper 
fringes of earth's atmosphere This is ex­
pected to keep the craft in orbit until the 
summer of 1960. in time for space shuttle 
astronauts to reach i t  possibly to send it 
into a higher long-lasting orbit.

If nothing is done to Skylab, scientists 
expect it to re-enter the atmosphere as 
early as the summer of 1979 Much of the 
craft would bum up in the heat of re-en­
try, but some debns might survive and 
hit EUrth's surface.

Skylab was launched May 14, 1973, and 
was manned (or a total of 168 days on 
three different occasions. Its last three 
astronauts left it Feb. 8, 1974, after 
spending 84 days in orbit

“No gun registration proposal has been 
made."

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New Budget 
Talks Open 
In Senate

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  A blueprint of 
the nation's priorities for the next five 
years has been drawn by Congress to help 
the lawmaken thrash out a new federal 
budget.

As the Senate today began several days 
of debate over the government's spend­
ing plan for fiscal year 1979, it had before 
it a more detailed picture than ever be­
fore of what the budget and national 
priorities might be each year through 
1983.

The Senate Budget Committee has pro­
posed 1498.9 billion in federal spending in 
1979, $500 million less than President 
Carter proposed, with a deficit of $55.6 
billion.

Projecting decisions implicit in the 
1979 budget proposal, the committee es­
timated spending would increase to 
$681 5 billion in 1983. It said the budget 
could be balanced then if the economy is 
reasonably healthy.

The committee report spells out sug­
gested national priorities five years 
ahead in some areas. In others it presents 
only budget figures which are hard to in­
terpret.

Among specific five-year projections:
— Continued " r e a r  growth in defense 

spending to modernize strategic nuclear 
forces and bolster NATO.

— Funds to permit expansion of aid to 
the poorest areas of the world.

— Sales and grants of weapons to fewer 
countries.

— Money for the civilian space pro­
gram would be less than needed for infla­
tion. Therefore, to finance projects such

. as a fifth space shuttle orbiter, other 
space projects would have to be pared.

— Similarly, the committee recom­
mended less tfun lull adjustments lor in- 
Itation in the areas of science, federal law 
enforcement, some air and water trans­
portation activities, operation of the Elx- 
ecutive Office of President, the Treasury 
and the General Services Administration.

Not included in the projections were 
proposals which the cormnittee said are 
likely to be made in Congress and which 
could add as much as $466 billion to the 
five-year budget if all were adopted.

They range from national health insur­
ance to grants to make drinking water 
safe. The panel made no recommenda­
tions on t h ^ .

Sen. Henry Bellmon of Oklahoma, 
ranking Republican member, said that 
though the panel has made a start it "has 
not dealt as effectively as it should with 
the issue of national priorities.”

By continuing many programs at cur­
rent levels plus inflation. Bellmon said, 
the committee's proposed budget “ freez­
es priorities and grants to each program 
its same relative share of resources now 
and in yean to come.”

Montana Area 
Shaken By 
Earthquake

HELENA, Mont. (AP) — A "moder­
ate" earthquake that shook much of 
western Montana b  not likely to be fol­
lowed by a more intense shock, a geology 
professor says.

Residents in several cities felt Sunday 
afternoon's quake, measuring 4.5 on the 
Richter Scale, but no casualties or major 
damage were reported.

Dan Cainan said he was pumping gas at 
hb station when the quake occurred.

"I had one hand on a car and one hand 
on the gas pump, and all of a sudden the 
car started to move and so did the 
pump,” he said. " I t felt like a wave un­
der my feet.”

Anthony Qumar, director of the Uni­
versity of Montana's earthquake labora­
tory, said earthquakes in Montana are 
usually followed by several smaller ones, 
rather than leading to stronger ones.

The tremor's center was pinpointed in 
the Seeley Lake region about 30 miles 
northeast of MbsouU, said Waverly Per­
son. a geophysiebt at the National Earth­
quake Information Service in Golden, 
Coh).

An aftershock that followed 12 minutes 
later measured 3.7 on the Richter Scale, 
he said.

The Richter scale b  a measure of 
ground motion as recorded on seismo­
graphs Every increase of one number 
means a tenfold increase in magnitude. 
An earthquake of 4 on the Richter Scale 
can cause moderate damage in the local 
area, 5 considerable damage and 6 severe 
damage.

Satellite Re-Enters 
Earth Atmosphere

COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo (AP) -  
A non-nuclear Soviet satellite re ^ te re d  
the earth's atmosphere but apparently 
burned up before impad, a spokesman 
for the North American Air Defense 
Command said.

Capt. Tom Koch, information officer at 
NORAD, u id  radar indicated the Cos­
mos 849 satellite re-entered the earth's 
atmosphere about 7 p.m. CST Sunday. 
The re-entry apparently occurred some­
where in the ocean north of Australia, 
Koch u id , but a more accurate location 
wasn't tanmcdiately calculated.

Koch said "chances are very great” 
that the craft burned up upon re-entry.

The uteOite w u  launched in August 
1976 and Hs orbit recently deteriorated, 
officiab said. Interest w u  created in the 
re-entry becauu of the recent ^ i e t  nu­
clear-powered utellite which enshed in 
northern Canada.

Two W om en D iffer 
In  P rison  R eaction

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — More than 

two years after she was carried shrieking 
from the courtroom where she was sent­
enced to life, Lynette "Squeaky” 
Fromme b  considered a model inmate.

But Sara Jane Moore, who pleaded 
guilty here uying she wanted to make 
peace with her consrieiH-e, is a trouble­
maker. Her former attorney uys Mrs. 
Moore, sening time in a room one floor 
away from Squeaky's, b  "in and out of 
solitary all the tim e"

Both are in the maximum security unit 
of the Federal Correctional Institution at 
Alderson. W.Va., serving life terms for 
attempting to assassinate then-President 
Gerald Ford in September 1975.

Their attempts occurred 17 days and 90 
miles apart — Squeaky's outside the Cali­
fornia slate Capitol in Sacramento, 
where the gun she pulled was wrestled 
away: Sara Jane's outside a posh hotel in 
San Francisco, where the shot she fired 
went astray.

At one time, they lived down the hall 
from each other in pnson But warden 
Carson Markley said in a telephone inter­
view that as lar as he knew, they had no 
relationship at all, friendly or hostile.

Both women become eligible for parole 
in September 1965. Mbs Fromme. acting 
as her own attorney, lost an appeal of her 
conviction. Mrs. Moore, also represent­
ing herself, filed opening briefs in the 9th 
UB. Circuit Court of Appeab here la.v( 
month after winning approval to proceed 
as an indigent, without paying court fees.

The tiny, red-haired Mbs Fromme. 
now 29. spends her time much like the 
other 21 women in the unit. Markley said. 
Her job assignment is "general mainte­
nance," he said, which involves mopping 
Boon and other clean-up duties 

All the women have private rooms with 
a bed. dresser, mirror, chair, toilet, sink, 
wall locker and TV set. Markley said they 
decorate their rooms with plants and of­
ten paste pictures on their lockers.

"You can assume in Lynette's case she 
Would have some Charlie Manson pic­
tures up.” he said. But despite her dmo- 
tion to the convicted mass murderer, 
who b  serving a life term 3,000 miles 
away at San ()uentin. and an occasional 
outburst at her trial, she has been a mod­
el prisoner and given authorities no trou­
ble, Markley said.

Mrs Moore, now 48. b  another story. 
The warden would give no detaib of prb- 
on problems with her.

But she b  known to have lived for the 
past few months in a room apart from 
the other women, in a unit reserved as a 
"temporary jail" for inmates who cause 
trouble. She b  there because she refused 
to move back with the otlier women and 
refused |o  do her job assignment, it was 
learned.

“She's having all kinds of dbcipline 
problems. She's in and out of solitary all 
the time, lor everything.” said Peggy 
Garrity Edwards, a Torrance. Calif., at­
torney who represented Mn. Moore until 
she quit the case in March because of the 
distance between California and West

U.S. officiab with Vance hinted that 
the Russians eased their opposition to 
U.S. sharing of cruise missile technology 
with the other members of the North At­
lantic Treaty Organization. The missile b  
a small, pilotless, long-range drone that 
could be launched from bombers out of 
range of Soviet anti-aircraft defenses and 
would fly at very low altitudes beneath 
Soviet radar beams.

Defense Secretary Harold Brown has 
said no new arms pact would be signed 
without provbions for sharing the missile

Union Fights 
Destruction 
Of Records

WASHING'TON (UPI) -  The Federal 

Reserve Board today was urged to adopt 
an emergency rule to prevent the de­
struction of records that may be needed 
to prove hundreds of millions of dollars 
of overcharges on consumer loans.

The Consumers Union said in ib  peti­
tion the board should force banks, sav­
ings and loans and other lending institu­
tions to keep records longer than the pre­
sent two-year requirement. —

Consumers Union, pubibher of Con­
sumer Reporb magazine, noted that gov­
ernment agencies are considering forcing 
the lenders to make restitution to their 
customers for overcharges, but that may 
not be possible if loan records are not 
avaibble.

Two-year-old records are being de­
stroyed on a daily basis, the consumer 
group said.

"We believe an emergency rule b  justi­
fied because each day increases the num­
ber of transactions, and therefore records 
of violations, that will be destroyed." 
said Mark Silbergeld. head of CU's Wash­
ington office

The possible restitution to loan custom­
ers is being considered under prov bions 
of the Truth in Lending Act. The govern­
ment agencies responsible for enforce­
ment of the act have been considering 
restitution guidelines since last year.

CU bwyer Ellen Broadman said most 
of the viobtions involve such things as 
mbrepresentation of the amount of inter­
est on a loan — telling the consumer the 
annual percentage rate is 8W percent, for 
insbnee, when in reality it b  9 percent.

The comptroller of the currency has es­
timated that loan overcharges to the cus­
tomers of national banks alone may run 
$100 million, "and some people think it's 
as high as $300 million,” she said.

No firm figures are avaibble for other 
lending institutions, she said, but the 
amount b  believed to be considerable.

If the deebion b  made to force repay­
ment of any overcharges, the comptrollff 
of the currency would be responsible for 
enforcing the restitution among national 
banks A variety of other ageiKies would 
be responsible for other types of lending 
institutions.

Student Protesters Quieter Than In 1968

Mark Rudd spoke at Columbia and the 

demonstration iollowcd. But the year is 
1978, not 1968, and today's student move­
ment — against South Africa — te a far 
chant from the days wrhen a fiery, young 
Rudd led radical youths across uie na­
tion's campuses, parks and politics.

The growing movement is more sophis­
ticated in its goals, more quiet, less vio­
lent and sometimes even polite.

An example: “We don't want to incon­
venience him any more than we have to,” 
said a Wesleyan University student, ex­
plaining why protesters sitting in at the 
president's office took off their shoes so 
as not to harm the carpet and spread pap­
ers to protect furniture.

This time the students do not seem so 
alone, either. Churches and civil rights 
groups are protesting South Africa's rac­
ism. Some banks are refusing to lend to 
the country. The Portland, Ore., City 
Council has passed a resolution con­
demning ads for South African gold 
coins.

The target of the protests is apartheid 
— government-mandated racial separa­
tion — and the complaint is that Ameri­
can corporations doing business in South 
Africa help perpetuate it as a way of life.

The students' chant is “Get out of 
South Africa.” but it is not as ambitious 
as “Get out of Vietnam." They are not 
trying to move an entire government, 
just their schools. They want colleges to 
pull out investments in companies doing 
business in South Africa.

It is estimated that $1.7 billion in Amer­
ican capital is invested in South Africa 
and that U.S. banks hold $2.2 billion in 
loans to the country. A Senate subcom­
mittee report lists 260 American busi­
nesses involved in South Africa. Among 
the largest are Mobil Oil. Exxon. Stand­
ard Oil of California, General Motors, 
Ford, Chrysler. IBM, Control Data Corp. 
and NCR Corp., the old National Cash 
Register.

In turn, colleges and universities have 
large investments in these companies

Brown University in Rhode Island has 
$23 million invested in 44 firms that oper­
ate in South Africa. Indiana University 
has 20 percent of its endowments in such 
companies. The University of California's 
$793 million in common stocks include 
$449 million in these companies.

The demonstrations have been mostly 
in areas where the 1960s student move­

ment started — the Northeast, Califor­
nia. parts of the Midwest. From Amherst 
in Massachusetts, to the University of 
Minnesota, to Stanford in California, ad­
ministrators have both agreed and 
balked.

Some 1,000 students demonstrated at 
vaiious University of California campus­
es last year, and some 300 students dis­
rupted a regents' meeting. In response, 
the regents will consider forming an advi­
sory council including students to recom- 
metid when a corporation “ appears to be 
in violation of fundamental social and 
moral considerations"

This would change the policy of basing 
investment on financial return alone.

At Vassar College in Poughkeepsie. 
N.Y., some 200 students picketed with 
signs that read: “ Don't Bank on Aparth­
eid.”

Two other New York schools also saw 
protests. Students blocked the exit last 
week when Cornell University's invest­
ment committee met. At Syracuse. 2.200 
students signed petitions asking the uni­
versity to get rid of $8 million in compa­
nies that do business in South Africa.

A committee of Syracuse's trustees ap­
proved a proposal to keep the stocks but 
call on the companies to follow a set of 
principles, adopted by a number of col­
leges, that urge equal pay for equal work, 
integrated work forces and other ways of 
improving racial relations.

Not all the protests have been as mild. 
At Stanford University, 200 students were 
arrested for refusing to end a sit-in. Some 
went limp and had to be carried out. but 
there was none of the fighting resistance 
of the '60s protests.

At the University of Wisconsin, 23 
protesters tried to crash a regents meet­
ing in February. Police shot Mace into 
the crowd and arrested three people for 
disorderly conduct.

The university's regents later voted to 
divest itself “ in as prudent but rapid a 
manner as possible" of investments in 
companies which by their actions con­
done discrimination. They have since 
dumped $5.74 million in such stocks and 
have about $5 million to go.

Such success has not resulted from ev­
ery demonstration. During protests 
against South African playing in the Dav­

is Cup tennis matches at Vanderbilt Uni­
versity in Tennessee, students raised the 
questions of the university's investment 
policies.

Vanderbilt refused to cancel the match­
es, and Treasurer Harold F. Miller said: 
“ If we make changes in our investments, 
it will be on an Investment basis only. We 
don't make investments by asking what 
firms do business in South Africa and 
which don't.”

At the Univenity of Chicago, trustees 
refused to get rid of $70 millkin to $75 
million in stocks, and Vice President 
D.J.R. Bruckner said: "The primary con­
cern in investments is to get a g o ^  re­
turn ... For the board to commit the uni­
versity on any social issue would endan­
ger the individual freedom of members 
of this community.”

He noted that Chicago never banned

military recruiters during the Vietnam 
War because of its commitment to an 
open university.

There have been picketing and demon­
strations at Chicago since January, but 
none of it has been violent. At Columbia, 
where Rudd spoke last week and where 
his now-solved problems with the law be­
gan with the riots of 1968, some 300 stu­
dents chanted "Stop the lies, cut all ties, 
divest now,” and then went home peace­
fully

Ruddl who walked with the demonstra­
tors but did not lead them, stopped for a 
moment when he saw a campus police­
man who had been there in the trun­
cheon-swinging '60s. They hugged and 
shook hands.

"How are you? Have you been promot­
ed?” asked the onetime radical, now 30 
and a construction worker in New Jersey.

Climbers C elebrate Conquest

ZION NA'HONAL PARK. Utah (AP) 
— Their hands bloody, their bodies ex­
hausted, mountain climbers George Wil- 
lig and Steve Matous celehrated their 
conquest of Angels Landing with meals 
to order.

Safely down from the almost vertical 
climb up the l.SdO-foot peak in southern 
Utah, Willif asked for two cheeseburgers 
and iced tea. Matous dined on chicken 
and a glass of mih.

Then they showered away two days of 
red sandstone grime.

"Man. I feel great absolutely great It 
was fun and exciting, but it's sure great 
to be back down.” said Willig, 28. who 
survived a 30-foot fall from a ledge only 
minutes before reaching the top.

It took Willig and Matous 23 hours to 
inch up the steep north face of Angels 
Landing, giving a weekend thnil to mil­
lions of Amcpcans watching on television 
and from the mountain's foot.

It was not the first time a Willig climb 
was witnessed by a crowd. Last May 26. 
he scampered up New York's llO-story 
World Trade Center and gained instant 
fame.

Willig fell when the rock ledge he was 
standuig on gave way at about 1,350 feet

up He fell straight down, turned head 
over heels, and was caught by an anc­
hored rope held by Matous.

It appeared Willig struck his head as he 
was jeiked against the cliff face by the 
sudden stop.

"Just knocked the wind out of me,” he 
said a second or two later “ I'm OK." He 
resumed climbing within mmules

About two hours earlier, Willig had 
slipped but caught himself during a free 
climb. "I almost bought it.” he said.

"Bought the ranch, eh'’” replied Ma­
tous.

"Man. I almost died," Willig said
Willig and longtime friend Matous. 23, 

a professional guide now living in Bould­
er, Colo., were paid by ABC-TV. whah 
sponsored the climb for its "Wide World 
of Sports.”

Portions of the climb were telecast live 
— including Willig's dramatic fall — on 
Saturday and Sun^y The network also 
extended its Sunday show to televise the 
two climbers reaching the top.

That raised questions about ABC's in­
volvement such as whether the network 
controlled the schedule so the climbers 
would reach the top during Ine coverage.

Matous's brother, Ron. noted that the 
climben risked a night climb — they

went about 200 fret between 7 p m  and I 
a m. Saturday night — because they 
“ thought they were behind schedule" 

The nighttime climb was possible be­
cause there was a full moon and the 
climbers wore helmet lamps

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Player Rally Nets Houston Title
HOUSTON (API -  One of Gary Play­

er's standard comments, almost a code 
with the South African globe-trotter, is;

"Golf is a very humbling, very strange 
game."

In the last three weeks he's turned it in­
to a truism.

His victories have been among the 
more unusual in American golf history 
and the game has, indeed, been a very 
humbling one — to his competitors.

In the final rounds of the last three 
events he's made up an incredible 17 
shots and won all three — the Masters. 
Tournament of Champions and now the 
Houston Open.

And there's no let-up in sight.
He'll try the New Orleans Open this 

week for a fourth consecutive title, which 
was last accomplished by Jack Buike in 
19&2. ,

"Oh, no. You don't dare let yourself

start thinking you can't be beaten. You 
never think that,” he said, and repeated, 
"Golf is a very humbling game.

"But," he continued, "I'll tell you this. 
It’s  much easier doing it this way, playing 
10 tournaments in a row and having your 
family with you, than commuting to 
South Africa, as I've done for the past 110 
years.”

Player came from 7 shots off the pace 
in the last rounds of the Masten and

Tournament of Champions. On Sunday 
he came from 3 strokes behind -> actual­
ly he was 5 behind at one time during the 
final 18 boles — with a solid, no4>ofey, 3- 
under-par 60 that left him a single stroke 
in front of big Andy Bean.

His winning total was 270, a distant M 
shots under par on the UW7-yard Wood­
lands Country Club course and the best 
72-hole total on the tour tgis year.

It made him only the lOth roan in PGA 
Tour history to win three consecutive ti­
tles; the flnt in two yean; and the first 
foreign player to sweep three in a row 
since Bobby Locke, also of South Africa, 
turned the trick 31 yean ago In 1947.

Player also won $40,000 from the total 
purse of $200,000. That pushed his earn­
ings for the last three weeks to $130,000 
— more than he’d collected in any full 
season in the 22 yean he's been piling 
the American tour. And he's Oie first 
nun to win three American titles this 
season.

Importantly, the 42-year-old physical 
fitness buff is the winningest player in 
the game this year and says he’s playing 
better now than at any time in bis 23-year 
pro career. ~<-

“It's a wonderful thing to be able to 
say, at age 42, you’re playing better than 
you were at 22 or 32,” he said. "I'm play­
ing the best of my life, better even than I 
did in '74, which was my best year ever.

“And, barring injury or illnra, and you 
have to be lucky to avoid those, if a per­
son takes care o l himself, there's no rea­
son you can't continue to play well, play 
winning golf, at least until your're SO."

The hulking Bean, 6-foot-4 and 210 
pounds, struggled to a 73 that left him a 
single shot back at 271 He had a chance 
to tie with a IS-foot birdie putt on the 
18th, but as Player watched with his 3- 
year-old daughter in his arms.

DALLAS COW BOY COACH Tom Landry, taking a breather from draft prepa­
rations last weekend, gave the Cowboys and the upcoming season a searching 
look and almost smiled Almost The Pokes are talented, young and deep at 
most positions, but the mentor found a few things to frown about.

•'We re isiming off a year that was super for us,’’ Landry noted, with no pun 
intendc-d "Going into 1977 we didn't really feel we were going to be as strong as 
we showed in the playoffs and in the Super Bowl, mainly because of the number 
of key personnel changes that had to be made last summer.

"The young players who stepped into the defense were especially important 
to our success. They have the ability to get better, and they must continue to do 
so if we are to stay strong and in contention,” Landry emphasized

The Cowboys have plenty of incentive this year, with the opportunity to be­
come the first team ever to win three Super Bowls Several other teams have 
had that same chance, though, and did not succeed.

"In returning to the level of performance that won it for us last year, one of 
the big problems will be that of complacency," Landry warned "It can occur as 
an unconscious, relaxation-type thing that seems to creep into a team after a big 
year.

"The yhedulc is going to be tougher, too. It will be tougher lor all the con­
tenders. because the good teams will be playing each other more

"Depth IS going to be very important this year because of the two extra 
games I don't believe teams now ran play through the full year without having 
some injury problems along the way. So. hopefully, we'll be able to back up our 
regulars with good, st/ong replacements. This will be one of our major goals in

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Auctions Offer 
Good Furniture

By JOHN F. SIMS
NEW YORK (UPI) -  If you’ve put off 

getting ncur furniture because of Its high 
cost or poor construction, auctions may 
have a IM to offer.

“Americans are getting smarter," says 
William J. Doyle, president of the New 
York auction g a l l ^  that bears his name. 
“ Most new furniture is garbage. Good 
new furniture is too expensive.

"So the place to buy solid, worthwhile 
furniture ii at auctions. A lot of young 
people are buying what they need at a 
mere 10,20 or 30 cents on the dollar."

Doyle's auction house is handling a lot 
of that kind of furniture as well as vast 
quantities of silverware, dinnerware and 
other houscfwld items of a quality that's 
difficult to find at a reasonable price if 
you're buying new.

“An awful lot of good stuff is coming 
on the market," Doyle said in an inter­
view. “Grandma used to live in an eight- 
room apartment stuffed with furniture. 
Now, bwause of taxation or inflation, she 
is moving to a smaller apartment or may­
be her heirs are getUitg rid of the old 
stuff.

"Europeans who fled to the United 
States in the 1930s are dying and the fur­
niture they brought with them is coming 
on the market,” he said.
