Curityba, Brazil,
March 17th, 1933.
Dear Friends in the home land:

So many interesting things have
happened since writing my last let-
ter that I do not know where to
begin and what to leave out.

In our field we have two worlds,
the one far apart from the other.
One is the world of civilization
where we find railroads, street
cars, fine houses, automobiles, liv-
eried servants and radios, which
sweep the heavens for laughter and
song which come across the world
from New York, London and Paris
and from all the earth, which catch-
es the notes of gladness and trage-
dy which comes from the throbbing
heart of the world.

The other world is in gloom, the

ﬁlonm of the dead centuries where
the light has never beamed and
/where God has never walked. Their
“hearts are deaf, dumb and blind to
_the music of heaven and the glad-
“nes of life. They live in the eter-
nal twilight of their little darken-
ed huts, eat their food with their
hands around the little fire kin-
dled on the dirt floor of their grass
covered kitchens amid dogs, pigs,
cats and fleas. No music comes
across the sky to gladden them.
God is vague and Jesus is a mere
name some of them have heard; a
name that serves as a fetich to
their super{titious minds.
not our loving Savior who walk#
nd-talks-with-ue in. His Word and

heals our broken hearts and guides
us on to Heaven. Oh God, how
I would like to have our brethren
at Home see the picture that is
stamped on /my own mind and
heart! Poverty does not kill. It is
the poverty of the mind and soul
that makes the immortal man walk
in blindness and grope in darkness,
dead to the gladness of song and
light ad God, without one ray of
hope for all the eternal years. This
is killing the souls of millions here.
Oh how rich you are in the dear
Old Home Land. God has given
you all and these poor people noth-
ing. Divided with them! It is
pitiable to see what we see and
stand helpless before the great
task with no money to send the
men who want to go out and work.

As I write I can see the pale
face of a soldier lad as he looked
up into my face with a deadly
wound in his right lung made by
a steel pointed bullet. He said “I
‘have longed to know God but no
one ever told me how to reach Him.
Will you guide me to Him I need
to kmow and right now.” Listen
“THERE WAS NO ONE TO TELL
ME.” Let this young voice sound
in your ears dear friends till all
our great land may hear it. I told
him about Jesus and His love and
on my knees we talked with God,
He found peace.

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LONE FIGHT AGAINST BEER

An Associated Press dispatch ¥rom Washington dated April
1, carried a story of the lone fight in congress against the beer
bill made by Congressman Thomas L. Blanton. We quote as fol-
lows from the Press dispatch:

“A member of the committee in charge of the legislation woul
bring up one phase of the subject for ideration. I diately
Tom Blanton of Texas would be on his feet.

“Blanton, a skillful parliamentarian, seemed to be using every
trick he had in his parliamentary bag fighting beer. He would de-
mand roll calls, make points of no quorum, force division of votes
—everything that would cause delay.

“On the day the house took final action, when it was apparent
that he was fighting a hopeless battle, he appeared as determined
as ever.

“I have done everything within the power of one mortal man,”
he shouted, “to stop the passage of the beer bill. . . Mr, Speaker,
this bill will be signed in the White House and shortly thereafter we
will have beer sold in this capitol.

“‘But it will not be by my vote!”

“Blanton’s dogged persistence in opposing beer made a good
show in the house. A forceful speaker, he never failed to hold his
colleagues’ attention. They didn’t agree with him—most of them—
but they listened just the same.”

It is refreshing to know that there is one man in Congress who
has the courage, in the face of a seeming overwhelming sentiment
for the return of liquor, to force the issue and fight to the bitter
end for his convictions.

During the last election, when the wet crowd was doing their
best to defeat the pro candidates all over the nation, Judge Blanton
made a hard fight to retain his seat, in congress, and not a prokibi-
tionist made a speech for him in the district, and not a prohibitionist
contributed a thin dime to his campaign. Yes, the prohibitionists
went to sleep on the job while Oll Man Barley Corn showed the
tares,

Indifference is the curse of the age. The most contemptible
crowd around the Cross of Christ was the indifferent onlookers.
“And sitting down they watched Him there.” Jesus showed his con-
tempt for this crowd by saying: “Because ye are neither hot nor
cold I will spew thee out of my mouth.”

It will be noted that the size of the West Texas Baptist was re-
duced the last issue. This was made necessary in order to meet
expenses. These are trying times for the religious newspapers, due
to two things. First, the financial depression. Money is scarce
and people hesitate to spend their money for religious’ papers,

Secondly, the spiritual depression. This causes many laymen to
go without any sort of religious reading matter. There may be
plenty of modern magagines and newspapers in the home to help
cast the characters of our youths into the modern social and relig-
ious mold, but theré is no room for the religious newspaper. It is
this same spiritual depression that causes the pastors to fail to lend
their support to the religious paper by not sending in news
items and not presenting the paper to their people.

A new member of one of our
churches in the interior asked the
church in one of the business meet-
ings of the church for permission
to whip his wife. He said she had
been rather free with another man
and she needed the rod. I thought
so too but told him that it would
be better to handle the matter by
patience and love, which he did and
won out.

Pastor Jose Pereira carried three
days in a stretcher to the nearest
doctor.

He fell dangerously sick on one
of his long trips into the mountains
and his brethren carried him on
their hacks on a rude stretcher to
Iguape, to the first doctor obtain-
able. He is still at work but he
says his days are numbered. - He
wants to spend every moment, of
the few years that remain to him,
telling those people about God. He
receives the sum of $7.50 a month
for his services! Half of that sum
is divided between him and his son-
in-law, who gives all of his time
to the work. This young man has
no mule so he walks for days on
foot to the different mission sta-
tions. If Some one could buy him
a mule he would be a happy man.
It would cost at this time about
$25.00. Pastor Jose baptized near-
ly one hundred people in these
mountains last year. This year
he will organize a new church,
probably two. He has two schools
where not one person, in all these
regions, could read before we start-
ed that work.
