LONDON, Eng., Oct. 30.—The
Conservatives have swept the
country and will have a majority
of approximately 85 seats in the
Parliament,

the Conservative landslide, but it will
constitute the Conservative's official
opponent in the next Parliament.
The swing which carried the Con-
servatives in nearly crushed the Lib-
eral party out of existence. The Lib-
erals lost more than 100 seats,

The Tories had won 375 seats at b
o'clock, with the prospect of holding
well over 400 of the 615 seats when
the returns are all tabulated.

Probably the most .
the lot, and one of the oldest, is a Lat-
in Bible printed in 1611. The pages
vellow with the age of years, this
book was printed in Frankfort, Ger-
many, and is the property of R. C.
Crane of Sweetwater. A Philadelphia

and Daily Advertiser, is also in the
Crane collection. This paper was
printed July 9, 1785, and gives a full
account of the big celebration staged
in Philadelphia over the adoption of
the constitution by 10 out of the 13
colonies.  Fourteen checks drawn on
the Bank of North America are also
in the Crane collection. This bank
was organized in the nick of time dur-
ing the Revolutionary War, according
to histories, and through its finances,
probably saved the revolution. It was
the only organized bank at that per-
iod, and the cthecks simply were “to
the eashier of the bank,” it not being
necessary to name the bank as there
were no others.

The R. C. Ledford collection of In-
dian curios drew much attention from
people at the Fair Thursday. Articles
in this collection were received by
Mr. Ledford direct from the Indians,
and included beaded work, head gear
of feathers and other articles, includ-
ing a wide Mexican sombre which
was worn by a Mexican bull fighter
and received by Mr. Ledford in Mex-
ico City.

A collection entered by A. N, Prince
of Sweetwater showed war relics of
many kinds, helmets, knives, guns,
and the Prince collection of canes.
A New York Herald giving an ac-
count of the shooting of President
Linecoln was exhibited by Mrs. Daugh
erty, Mrs. R. H. Howe exhiibted a
massive pine burr found in the moun-
tains,

A woven hand-made “cover Hd" for
a bed spread was shown by Mrs, John
Zigler., The cover was a beautiful
peace of work in many colors, and
was woven by John Smith in 1840.
John Smith's name was woven into
the affair, as was also the name of
John Zigler, whom he gave the spread
to. Mrs. G, 8. Holloway was the
owner of another bedspread exhibit-
ed. The spread was hand-made
throughout and is 80 years old.
