DALLAS (AP) — Your dollar
goes farther in Austin than In
any other metropolitan area of
the United States.

Dallas and Houston are two
of the least expensive places to
live anywhere in the nation,
outdone only by Atlanta.

These are figures made pub-
lic iIn a budget study by the
Bureau of Labor Statistics and
published in the March issue of
the business review of the Fed-
‘eral Reserve Bank of Dallas.

[.ow-level budget costs in Aus-
tin are shown to be about 12
per cent below the national av-
erage, while they are 8.2 per
cent less in Houston and 5.4 per
cent less in Dallas. People with
intermediaté or high~ level in-
comes fare even better. Their
costs are calulated to be rough-
ly 16 per cent lower in Ausln,
12 per cent lower in Houston,
and nine per cent lower In

Texas cities are. substantially
below the national average
Housing and social security
costs and personal taxes are

But there is a darker side
the picture

Medical costs in Dallas, for
exampie, are among the na-
ton's highest—about 16 per cent
above the average. They're
tree per cent above average
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in Houston. -

And the study shows living
costs in all three Texas cities
are rising at the rate of about six
per cent a year, just as in the
other metropolitan areas.
