WASHINGTON (AP) -
President Reagan is asking
Congress to return for a
lame-duck session after the
November elections to finish
work on spending bills needed
to keep the government runn-
ing.

Democratic leaders were
cool to the idea of a post-
election session. But they
agreed with Senate
Republican Leader Howard
Baker's contention that

Reagan's stange probably
now makes one inevitable.

“I don't see how you can
avoid it," said House Speaker

Thomas P. O'Neill Jr.,
D-Mass.
The lame-duck session,

which would be only the fifth
held in the last 30 years, will
likely begin right after
Thanksgiving, leaders said.
In a letter to House and
Senate leaders, Reagan on
Thursday signaled his opposi-

bear-ly human

CONROE, Texas (AP) — Lawmen were embarrassed,
but relieved, after learning they had found bear paws, not
human hands and feet, floating in Lake Conroe.

““It was a big relief,"" said Montgomery County Sheriff’s
Deputy Steve Graeter. ‘‘We'd rather be & little embar-
rassed than out looking for a loose killer.”

Telephone workers spotted two body parts floating
under a bridge Wednesday and divers probing the depths
of the lake found others. By the end of the day, deputies
thought they had four human hands and five feet and
prepared to mount a full-scale investigation.

One officer said the body pieces were surgically severed
and speculated professional killers were involved.

But Roger Manning, a taxidermist in nearby Willis,
became worried when he heard about the discoveries.

Manning called a game warden and said he had dropped
bear parts into the area where the search was being con-
ducted. The warden called the sheriff's office and the
recovered parts were sent to the Harris County medica

examiner’s office.

Early Thursday, medical examiners told deputies that
the parts were all bear, both front and back paws.

‘It was a mistake that could happen to anybody,"” sigh
ed sheriff's spokesman Ed deForest. ''Unfortunately il

happened to us.”

But a Houston expert who asked his name not be usec
said the error was not unusual. ‘‘Stripped down, there's &
real anatomical similarity,”” he said.

The error is so common, in fact, that some forensics
magazines have carried articles to help lawmen tell the
difference between bear and human, he said.

Manning said he got the bear parts from a customer
They came from three black bears that had been killed in

Canada.

The taxidermist said he prepared bear rugs for his
customer and removed the paws. On Monday, he said he
took the paws to the lake and dumped them into water ‘‘to

feed the catfish.”

“I do it all the time, deer heads and stuff like that. This
was the first bear. But catfish will eat anything.

“If I had any idea this would happen I wouldn't have
done it. And I won't do it no more — I'll bury 'em next

time,” he said.

The stopgap measure —
called a ‘‘continuing resolu-
tion” — would take care of
these agencies until their
regular appropriations could
be enacted.

Previously, the outgoing
97th Congress planned to quit
for the year on Oct. 8, leaving
the job of finishing the ap-
propriations process to the
new 98th Congress which will
be seated in January.

But Reagan balked.

He told congressional
leaders that he appreciated
that *‘with the November
elections ahead, the Congress
is anxious to recess in early
October.” But running the
government with stopgap
legislation ‘‘amounts te both
bad economics and bad
management,”” he said.

Baker, R-Tenn., read por-
tions of Reagan's letter on the
Senate floor and told col-
leagues: “‘1 believe we will
have to come back under
these circumstances,” most
likely on Nov. 29.

The SEC committee in-
cludes two members of the
chamber’s Past Presidents’
committee, along with two

representatives from each

governmental unit - city,
county and school.
At the last directors’

meeting, the board had asked
the Governmental Affairs
committee and the Health
and Safety committee to con-
sider an educational program
or survey of members on the
question of using Deaf Smith
County for nuclear waste
sites.

The committee suggested
the possibility of a survey be-
ing printed in the chamber
bulletin, but the board decid-
ed that citizens needed more
information. Johnson pointed
out that the chamber has
been presenting programs on
the matter, “while attemp-
ting to remain neutral on the
question.”

Vanderbilt gets

stay of execution

TYLER, Texas (AP) — A
former policeman who was
scheduled to die Tuesday for
the kidnapping and murder of
an Amarillo teen-ager has
won another stay of execu-
tion.

U.S. District Judge William
Wayne Justice agreed Thurs-
day to delay the execution of
Jimmy Paul Vanderbilt, pen-
ding consideration of a writ of
habeas corpus. Justice gave
the state 60 days to show why
Vanderbilt's writ application.
should not be granted.

Vanderbilt's attorney
argued a court-appointed
psychiatrist failed to tell his
client that the examination
could be used by the state in
seeking the death-penalty.

Earlier this month, the
Texas Court of Criminal Ap-
peals denied a writ of habeas
corpus that had been issued
in state court. T

““We were then free to go to
the federal court system,
after having exhausted our
remedies in state court,” said
B. Warren Goodson of Beau-
mont, Vanderbilt's attorney.
“But we had less than two
weeks to line this up in
federal court.”

Vanderbilt, who is being
held in the Texas Department
of Corrections’ Ellis Unit,
was convicted and sentenced
to death by injection in the
kidnapping and murder of
Katina Moyer, 16.

He was originally schedul-
ed to die on June 21 before
Justice granted a 90-day stay
pending the criminal appeals
court’s decision on the state
writ. o LY.

The 29-year-old rookie of-
ficer was first tried and con-
victed in 1976 before State
District Judge George
Dowlen of Amarillo, but the
decision was overturned by
the criminal appeals court on
grounds that a written confes-
sion had been withheld from
jurors.

Vanderbilt was then rein-
dicted and retried in August
1979 in Beaumont.

Miss Moyer, the daughter
of former state Rep. Hudson
Moyer, was abducted at gun-
point on April 2, 1975 from an
Amarillo high school, taken
outside the city limits and
shot in the head, court
records show. i

Miss Moyer was found on a

rural road about 11 hours
after she failed to pick up her
mother from Palo Duro High
School. Vanderbilt was ar-
rested about 10 hours after
Miss Moyer was found.

House passes jobs bill

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
Democratic proposal to pro-
vide 200,000 public service
jobs is_headed for possible
trouble in the Senate after be-
ing approved by the House,
where Republicans branded
it *‘a billion-dollar ballot box
bailout bill."

Amid some of the sharpest
partisan exchanges heard
this year on the House floor,
the $1 billion Democratic plan
was adopted Thursday on a
223-169 vote and sent to the

. GOP-controlled Senate,

where it is expected to
receive a chilly reception.
Senate Majority Leader
Howard H. Baker Jr.,
R-Tenn., has said he does not
plan to bring up the bill in the
Senate. But he acknowledges

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Federal Judge says
offshore annexation
unconstitutional

BEAUMONT, Texas (AP) — The
mayor of Port Arthur says he might
appeal a federal judge's ruling that
the city's 1979 annexation of offshore
territory was unconstitutional and
motivated by ‘‘a lust for tax
revenues."

Port Arthur had reaped nearly $2
million in city taxes since the annexa-
tion.

U.S District Judge Robert Parker
on Thursday called the annexation
“nothing more than a land grab,
motivated solely by a lust for tax
revenues."

‘Superior Oil Co. had filed suit
against the city in 1980.

Port Arthur officials maintained the
annexation, which totaled 78.2 square
miles in the Gulf of Mexico, was done
to protect the city’s environment and
offset the effect of industry.

Bomb explodes in
Israeli diplomatic car

PARIS (AP) — A bomb exploded in
a car bearing Israeli diplomatic
license plates today near the Arch of
Triumph, injuring the car's two oc-
cupants and 13 other people, accor-
ding to authorized French govern-
ment sources.
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The explosion took place at the cor-
ner of the Boulevard Malesherbes and
Rue Cardinet in the 17th district, not
far from a commerical annex of the
Israeli Embassy.

Besides the car's occupants, the in-
jured were said to be mainly students
from the nearby Lycee Carnot, the
sources said.

No other details were available im-
mediately.

The explosion was the latest in a
wave of summer bombings and ter-
rorist attacks in the French capital.

In the most serious incident, six
people were killed and 21 wounded
Aug. 9 when terrorists machine-
gunned a crowd at the city’s best-
known Jewish restaurant, as well as
passers-by in a Jewish neighborhood.

An Israeli Embassy employee was
assassinated in Paris in April and an
aide in the Palestine Liberation
Organization office was killed in July.

Three killed in
mid-air crash

PARIS, Texas (AP) — Air safety in-
vestigators continued probing the
wreckage today of a single-engine
plane that crashed in a pasture, kill-
ing all three aboard it, after a mid-air
collision with another aircraft.

Killed in the crash of the Piper Com-
anche late Thursday were Chester.Ar-
thur Hamby, 38, and Oscar Wendell
Jacks, 41, both of Irving; and Howard
Allen Willis, 42, of Waxahachie, said a
Department of Public Safety
spokeswoman in Sulphur Springs.

Witnesses said the plane collided
with another plane piloted by a Paris
optometrist about five miles
southwest of this North Texas city’s
airport. But Cecil Huneycutt was able

to nurse his disabled Grumman Tiger
back to Cox Field, where he made an
emergency landing.

Huneycutt, who said his left main
landing gear was damaged in the col-
lision, was unhurt, said Bill Boothe,
owner of Paris Flight Center.

The Piper's occupants were ap-
parently thrown from the wreckage of
their aircraft when it crashed in a
pasture near Farm-lo-Market Road
1497 about 5:30 p.m., Lamar County
sheriff’s officers said.

DPS trooper Weldon Parsons said it
could not be immediately determined
who was piloting the Piper.

By law, the unclaimed pro-
perty — mostly in the form of
ignored bank accounts —
goes to the state after seven
years. Then, govétnment in-
vestigators track down the
rightful owners through a
blizzard of telephone calls,
Social Security nubers, old ci-
ty directories, passbooks,
frayed maps, newspapers
and library research.

The chase often leads to
transients -and ~people on
welfare or well-known
Hollywood celehrities and
powerful politicians.

*“The banks are required to
send us a list of the accounts
that haven't been closed,”
said Lea Garcia, assistant
chief of the unclaimed pro-
perty division. a

About one-fourth of the
forgotten cash and valuables
eventually is returned to the
legal owners by Miss
Garcia's office, following in-
vestigations that crisscross
the state and often take mon-
ths or years.

The rest, most of it con-
verted to cash after being
sold at state auction, remains
indefinitely in the state's
General Fund, drawing 5 per-
cent interest while it awaits
rightful claimants.

paintings, precious jewels
and false teeth.

Down the hall, the three-
member ‘‘locator unit’ tries
to match the valuables and
accounts with their rightful
owners.

Using microfilmed index
cards carrying thousands of
names — last ygar alone they
received 18,000 inquiries from
hopeful claimants — “the
locators search out the
owners of property, using
Social Security numbers as a

starting point.
“If you're going to get
lost,’" said controller

spokesman John Jervis,
“make sure. you leave you
leave your Social Security
number somewhere."

The state used to advertise
regularly in each of Califor-
nia’s 58 counties, issuing
long, closely typed lists of the
names of sought-after
owners.

Bilt the $400,000 advertising
budget was eliminated this

* year by a Legislature looking

for ways to balance the
state’s $25.2 billion, 1982-83
budget, the tightest since
World War II.

Jervis said the advertising
accounted for about 40 per-
cent of the_property
recoveries.

Most of the thousands of
lost accounts represent only a
few dollars, but for larger ac-
counts — especially those
over §1,000, state in-
vestigators make a determin-
ed effort to track down the
owners.

Yet President Nyerere,
surveying the wreckage of his

country’'s economy, Ssays,
‘““We are poorer than
before..."”

The pitifully poor African
nation of Zaire absorbed $500
million from the United
States over a period of 10
years and remains pitifully
poor-though it's President,
Mobuto, owns luxury homes
in each of nine other nations.
Personally he is worth some
$3 billion.

That's part of the problem.

Foreign aid tends to in-
crease the money, patronage

and power of recipient rulers,
Little goes to the people.

Marshall Aid helped
rebuild Europe after World
War II. It was so successful it
could be discounted in four
years. That success misled
the West to imagine that
backward nations would res-
pond similarly. They have
not.

Aid to Tanzania has not
been altogether altruistic. We
wanted that country as a buf-
fer to retard Communist in-
roads in black Africa. Europe
wanted Tanzania as a market
for manufactured goods.

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POVERTY OF PETTINESS
by Bob Wear

WE MAY BE diligent about

what we consider the ‘“big”

things, but let a disposition

. toward ‘‘pettiness’’ (small-

mindedness) spoil what
might otherwise be an effec-
tive life. We may be prosper-
ing in most areas of living,
but let the ‘‘poverty of pet-
tiness’’ make us poor beyond
measure.

PETTY THOUGHT and ac-
tion will cause the disruption
of pleasant associations. All
of us dislike manifestations of
pettiness in the behavior of
others, but we may not even
recognize it in our behavior.
For this reason, we must
maintian a constant alert-
ness; we must be on guard
against every feeling and ex-
pression of this ugly trait.

THE POVERTY of pet-
tiness is in the loss of en-
thusiasm, of peace of mind, of
joy, and of happy associa-
tions. More than this, and on
a broader scale, pettiness will
be found in some people who
make decisions which affect
multitudes. *‘Little’’ people in
big places spoil everything
for everybody, and ‘'lit-
tleness”, whever found is
harmful to all persons involv-
ed. It certanly contributes its
share of human difficulties.

IN THIS MATTER, We are

not able to control other peo-
ple but we can control

ourselves. It is a correctable-

kind of instability which we
can overcome. If we admit
the damage ‘‘pettiness’
causes in our lives, we should
have all of the motivation
needed for overcoming it. It
distorts our judgment, cor-
rupts our honesty, narrows
our perspective, and, in
general, makes us ineffective

persons.
IT IS BETTER that we be
magnanimous (great of

mind). This does not mean
that we will be naive, but,
controlled by krowledge and
good judgment; we will keep
our thoughts and actions
above that which is low, and
mean and little. Everything
will be better for us. We will
feel better about ourselves,
and be more effective in our
total life experience.

MANY OF what seems to
be defects in the behavior of
other folk will disappear, as
we begin o feel better about
ourselves and develop a more
generous attitude toward
others. From the viewpoint of
others, we will become more
desirable persons.

EVERYTHING will im-
prove, as we work to over-
come ‘‘petty thought and pet-
ty behavior"'.

“I really believe in my
family being first and I want
to spend quality time with my
children,” says Susie Mer-
rick, a young Hereford
homemaker and mother of
two.

Susie was raised in Fort
Collins, Colo., and has been in
Hereford since she and Garth
were married five years ago.

Before moving to Texas,
Susie attended Colorado State
University, where she ma-

_phasis in voice. ‘“Music was a

very big part of my life in col-
lege and I studied very
seriously,” she says.

NCAA

asks

court ruling

By The Associated Press

The NCAA will ask a
federal judge in New Mexico
to put off enforcement of his
ruling invalidating its foot-
ball television contracts until
the organization can appeal
the case to the 10th Circuit
Court of Appeals in Denver.

The NCAA said Thursday it
was prepared to ask U.S.
District Judge Juan Burciaga
to stay his ruling which in-
validated the NCAA’s con-
tracts with CBS, ABC and the
Turner Broadcasting Co. The
judge's decision, filed in
Oklahoma City Wednesday,
had ruled that the NCAA’s
contracts with the networks
were in violation of federal
antitrust laws. It held that on-
ly individual schools had the
right to sell their games to
television.

It is questionable whether
the judge will stay his own
ruling.

Burciaga, who is in Albu-
querque, N.M., had said in his
decision that ‘it would be
unseemly for the court, hav-
ing found an overt violation of
he antitrust laws, to allow
the violations to continue for
even a single day, let alone
the rest of the season.”

The three television net-
works have said- this
weekend's schedule of games

would be observed. Beyond
that, there was little agree-
ment on the ultimate conse-
quenses of the ruling. The
original suit was filed by the
football powers at the Univer-
sity of Oklahoma and the
University of Georgia.

While the NCAA battled to
have the ruling invalidated,
college and conference ad-
ministrators blasted the
judge’s decision.

“It a dark day for college
football,” said George King,
Purdue's athletic director
and the president of the
NCAA's Athletic Director’s
Association. ‘““The decision of
the court to eliminate TV con-
trol and eliminate the net-
work contracts creates a
choatic state.”

Miles Hallock, the chair-
man of the NCAA'’s television
committee, said the decision
was a victory for a few of the
NCAA'’s superpowers.

“‘A very small minority of
the latter have now succeed-
ed in their efforts to override
the wishes and needs of the
vast majority."

90 percent of players prepared to strike

Players may strike after Monday night

NEW YORK (AP) — Nine-
ty percent of the National
Football League’s players,
while hoping that the first
regular-season strike in
league history could be
averted when talks resumed,
were prepared to walk out,
according to union officials.

“The way it stands right
now ... Monday night’s game
(the Green Bay Packers play-
ing the New York Giants) will
be the last,”” Pittsburgh
Steelers player represen-
tative Cliff Stoudt said Thurs-

.day on the eve of today's

negotiations. “Everyone has
his fingers crossed that
something can be worked out.
But the way things are going,
I doubt it."”

“I just think our main
bargaining tool is the threat
of a strike,” said Kansas City
Chiefs quarterback Steve
Fuller, ‘““Management has
taken a stance to force our
hand. It seems like they are
almost provoking a strike.”

Negotiations for a contract
to replace the agreement
which expired July 15 resum-
ed today for the first time
since Sept. 8, when the NFL
Management Council, the

club owners’' negotiators,
made its latest offer.

The union promptly re-
jected that offer and union
chief Ed Garvey said the
possibility the NFL. Players
Association will call its
members out on strike Tues-
day is not an idle threat.

“If they (the owners) are
serious this weekend, it's
quite possible the decision
will be to give them another
week. If not, the players are
prepared to go out on Tues-
day,”” said Garvey, the
NFLPA executive director,
who contédéd that the union's
exécutive committee has in-
formally set that deadline.

The executive committee
will meet Monday in New
York to formalize its strike
deadline.

am a child abuser. Or, I
should say, was.

I fell to
my knees and prayed to God
to help me stop. I promised I
