Select the right buttons
for a garment to achieve a
professional look. A swatch
of the fashion fabric and
pattern envelope are impor-
tant when selecting buttons.
If possible, cut a slit in the
fabric to get an idea of what
the button will look like on
the garment.

Pattern envelopes list the
number and size of buttons
needed. Usually smaller
sizes are for children's
clothes, shirts and blouses,
while larger sizes are for
coats and jackets. Also,
study the type, color, size,
weight and placement of
buttons used on similar
ready-to-wear designs. For
example, adding buttons to
the sleeve of a blazer is a
finishing touch that some
patterns may not suggest.

With today's rising pro-
duction costs, time spent
away from the field or barn,
treating or recovering from
injury, can be costly. Using
proper personal protective
equipment can help you stay
on the job without un-
necessary delays or expen-
sive medical treatment.

For example, hardhats, or
lighter weight “bump caps,”
will protect the head from
the sun as well -as the
common bumps and bruises
of everyday jobs.
