Man who 
pulled gun 
on trooper 
enters plea

A Big Spring man was 
sentenced to 25 years in 
prison Thursday for aggra­
vated assault against a Big 
Spring police officer.

Johnny Mack Dow, 22, 
was sentenced by 118th 
District Court Judge Robert 
Moore III after pleading 
guilty Wednesday morning. 
The full charge against Dow 
was aggravated assault 
against a public servant 
using a deadly weapon.

In February of 2001, Big 
Spring Police Officer Kneel 
Stallings stopped a vehicle 
in which Dow was riding as 
a passenger. The traffic stop 
was made because Dow was 
not wearing his safety belt, 
said Assistant District 
Attorney Robin Orr.

“He got him out and he 
was questioning him,” Orr 
said. “(Dow) pulled a pistol, 
tried to put a round in the 
chamber and pointed it at 
Kneel Stallings. (Dow) was 
shot three times. Actually, 
(Stallings) fired four shots 
and hit him three times.”

Dow was hospitalized for 
serious injuries after the 
incident, Orr said.

“He was hospitalized for 
some time,” he said. “One 
of the wounds was through 
the neck. As I understand 
it, if it had been about an 
inch the other direction, 
he’d have been dead, 
because it would either 
have gone through his jugu­
lar or torn up his spine.”

No one other than Dow, 
including Officer Stallings, 
was injured in the incident, 
Orr said.

A new resident in Big 
Spring, recently moved to 
the area from New Mexico, 
Dow had been refused a 
Texas driver’s license earli-

The pellets 
contained n icard ip in e , a 
type of medicine called a 
calcium  channel b locker 
often used to tre a t  h igh 
blood pressure.

In every case, a r te r ie s  
next to the pellets devel­
oped no vasospasms.

However, six p a tien ts  
developed a m ild form of 
vasospasms in arteries far­
ther away from where the 
pellets were inserted. One 
patient had mild contrac­
tions, ano ther had 
vasospasms severe enough 
to cause disability.

Still, the frequency and 
severity of the vasospasms 
were far milder than with­
out trea tm en t, said  lead 
au tho r Dr. H idetoshi 
Kasuya of the Tokyo 
Women’s M edical
University. No side effects 
were observed, he added.

The findings were report­
ed in Thursday’s issue of 
the A m erican H eart 
Association journal Stroke.

Dr. Gregory Del Zoppo, 
associate professor at the 
Scripps Research Institute 
in La Joya, Calif., said oral 
calcium channel blockers 
are the conventional treat­
ment for vasospasms, but 
they do not work well in all 
cases. Doctors are interest­
ed in alternatives, he said.

Increasing losses are expect­
ed despite the 3-cent postage 
rate hike planned for this 
summer.

The pro{>o8al calls for a 
new law converting the post 
office to a commercial gov­
ernment agency after 2006. 
In the meantime there 
would be changes to cut 
costs and improve efficien­
cy.

Legislation is being 
sought to allow changes in 
"service levels and delivery 
ftiequency.”

“We know that i>eople 
enjoy that six-day delivery, 
we know there is a business 
value to it,” Potter said. 
With more pricing flexibili­
ty and adjustments to opera­
tions, he said, “we believe 
that we can protect six-day 
delivery well into the 
future.”

Among other changes 
would be working with the 
Postal Rate Commission to 
streamline the rate process 
to provide more regular and 
pr^ictable price changes, 
including phased-in rates.

Potter said that might 
mean small annual increas­
es for commercial mailers 
while the public would get 
an increase every other year 
or every third year. The 
public wants rates in effect

multiple years, commercial 
mailers prefer predictable 
increases, he said.

The agency also would lift 
its self-imposed moratorium 
on closing post offices and 
seek to streamline the 
process.

"I want to make it abun­
dantly clear that I’m not 
calling for wholesale closing 
of post offices,” Potter said. 
“Offices are part of a very 
valuable network ... we will

continue to provide access 
to every American.”

But he also noted that, 
unlike years ago, stamps are 
now available in grocery 
stores and via mail-order, 
telephone and Internet.

The post office, has not 
received any taxpayer sub­
sidy for operations for 
years, although Congress 
recently voted $500 million 
to assist in coping with the 
anthrax contamination and 
to seek ways to prevent it 
from happening again.

Thfe proposed long-term 
changes would move to a 
more private-business type 
of bargaining with unions, 
including a mediation 
process similar to that in 
the Railway Labor Act. 
Unlike the current system 
that often ends in compulso 
ry arbitration, the pro{K)sed 
plan would include the pos­
sibility of strikes and lock 
outs.

William Burrus, president 
of the American Postal 
Workers Union, called that 
idea a “nonstarter” because 
the process can be manipu­
lated by the White House to 
impose a settlement.

Case ends as seeond defendant pleads guilty to murder of professors
HAVERHILL, N.H. (AP) -  

Weeping in the courtroom, 
one of two teens involved in 
the brutal slaying of two 
Dartmouth (College profes­
sors apologized for his 
actions as he was sentenced 
to 25 years to life in prison.

“I’m sorry,” 17-year-old 
James •» Parker said 
’Thursday, crying and hav­
ing trouble getting up to 
s{)eak. “There’s not much 
more 1 can say than that. 
I’m just really sorry.”

Earlier ’Thursday, the teen 
who prosecutors said insti­
gated the killing of husband- 
and-wife professors Half and 
Susanne Zantop dropped his 
insanity defense and plead­
ed guilty to murder. Grafton 
(^un ty  Su[>erior Court 
Judge Peter Smith gave 
Robert Tulloch, 18, the 
mandatory < sentence for 
fkst-degree piurder — life/

in prison without parole.
Tulloch, unlike his flriend 

Parker, offered no explana­
tion or apology for his 
actions.

Parker had struck a plea 
bargain in December, 
admitting that he was an 
accomplice in one of the 
stabbing deaths. He agreed 
to testily against Tulloch.

At Tulloch’s hearing, pros­
ecutor Kelly Ayotte said 
’Tulloch dom inate the rela­
tionship of the once-insepa- 
rable ihiends.

Until ’Tiilloch suddenly 
grabbed a knife and began 
stabbing Half Zantop in his 
Hanover home on Jan. 27, 
2001, Ayotte said Parker 
believed he was on just 
another dry run of the i>air’s 
scheme to steal A’TM cards 
to collect cash and move to 
Australia. ' ‘

Shi'acknowledged, h<ywev- ■ ’■-'r ■'

er, that Parker, at Tulloch’s 
direction, cut the throat of 
55-year-old Susanne Zantop 
when her husband’s 
screams brought her run­
ning flrom her kitchen.

Tulloch was calm and 
matter-of-fact during his 
hearing. But friend DeRoss 
Kellogg, who visited 'Tulloch 
frequently in jail, said

Tulloch is sorry.
“Robert wants it to be 

known that it is untrue that 
he had no remorse,” Kellogg 
said.

Ayotte said the slaughter 
had its genesis two years 
earlier when the two bored 
Chelsea, Vt., teen-agers 
began thinking up ways to 
raise $10,000 to move to

Australia. She said they 
slowly graduated from steal­
ing mail to murder, with 
Tulloch upping the ante as 
successive schemes failed or 
proved tedious.

Ayotte said they ordered 
stun guns on the Internet, 
but ’Tulloch’s mother inter­
cepted them. ’Tulloch then 
suggested talking their way

into homes and demanding 
ATM cards and PIN num­
bers at knifepoint before 
killing the victims, she said.

’Their first attempt was in 
Vershire, Vt., near Chelsea, 
six months before the mur­
ders, Ayotte said. 'They fled 
when the homeowner 
answered the door holding a 
gun.

Judge OKs independent 
monitor in Enron inquiry

NEW YORK (AP) -  A fed- 
ersd judge has approved a 
revised employment con­
tract for Enron Corp.’s act­
ing chief executive and ten­
tatively agreed to let an 
independent examiner 
investigate the company’s 
collapse.
' The revised contract 
approved Thursday by 
Judge Arthur J. Gonzalez 
aets acting CEO Stephen 
Coo{>er’s comi>ensation at 
$1.32 million a year while 
he helps the energy conq;>a- 
ny emerge ftx)m bankrupt­
cy. The contract propos^ 
by Enron in January was 
revised to satisfy concerns 
raised by the Securities and 
Exchange Commission and 
various creditors.

While an official ruling on 
the independent examiner 
is not expected im til next 
week, Gonzalez [agreed in 
principle with requests 
made by the SEC and 
lawirers representing pen­
sion fluids that lost billions 
of dollars in Enron stock, a 
lawyer ftuniliar with the sit- 
uatitm said. In addition to 
probing the Enron melt­
down, the examiner would 
protect shareholders’ inter­
ests throu(i^out the bank­
ruptcy process.

The examiner’s investiga­
tion will fbcus on Enron’s 
questionable {wrtnershlps, 
its accounting and any com­
panies Involved In those

■ . V-) -'vfif’

transactions, said Andrew 
Entwistle of Entwistle & 
Cappucci LLP, the law firm 
representing the Florida 
State Board of Administra­
tion, which is seeking $334 
million from Enron relating 
to investment losses.

“We’re very pleased and 
so is the SEC,” he said.

EntwisUe and others had 
complained that members 
of the official creditors’ 
committee had conflicts of 
interest that prevented 
them fh>m serving the best 
interests of shareholders, 
who typically are the last 
ones to receive payments in 
bankruptcy cases.

Entwistle suggested some 
large banks^might be reluc­
tant to probe the company’s 
collapse for fear of bringing 
attention to their Own roles 
in financial dealings with 
Enron.

J.P. Morgan Chase, 
Citigroup and Credit Suisse 
First Boston — all repre­
sented on the creditors’ 
committee — are among up 
to e i ^ t  bgnks that will be 
named as defendants in a 
securities flraud class-action 
lawsuit filed by investors, 
according to i>eople ftuniliar 
with the situatltm.

We can afford it; we 
can’t afford not to have it. 
What matters is how the 
money is spent. The Cold 
War is over, but Congress 
and some individuals in 
the Pentagon have yet to 
realize it. Politics as usual 
are about to be over, and 
aU of them realize that.

Today’s armed forces 
need brainpower more than 
brawn-power, technology 
more than brute force. It is 
our high-tech weaponry 
and trained men and 
women who have catapult­
ed the U.S. Armed Forces 
above aU others in the 
world. Gone are the days 
when a massive Russism 
Army could totioiidate 
Western Europe. Now, it’s 
not the num bm , but the 
quality that counts.

Yet tols cannot be dis­
cerned by looking at the 
Defense budget. 'True,

another bone was tossed to 
personnel raises, but the 
pay continues to lag far 
behind comparable civilian 
pay. And this was not sup- 
p o ^  to happen after the 
draff was replaced by the 
all-volimteer Army.

All branches are having 
difficulty meeting their 
quotas and even more diffi­
culty with retention. This 
is particularly true with 
hi^-skUled Jobs such as 
pilots and computer spe­
cialists.

This is the age of smart 
bombs and smart people, 
and both of them cost 
money. The congressional 
spenders of Defense dollars 
need to create a Defense 
pyramid. Call it the 
Defense Dollars Pyramid. 
The large base would con­
sist of smart people, 
research and de^^opment, 
and smart weapons. The 
next rung would consist of 
Defense platforms such as 
ships, tanks, and airplanes. 
AU elM would come next. 
In this way, priorities

could be understood, and 
defense dollars coul(l be 
aUocated accordingly.

America and its senators 
and representatives in 
Congress have proven that 
they have the wiU to spend 
the dollars, but America is 
being iU-served by those 
same senators and repre­
sentatives who waste the 
money on pork barrel pro­
jects. Equidly culpable is 
the Bush White House that 
propiMed, lobbied and 
signed the hiU.

It is time for congression­
al patriots to stand up and * 
say no to pork and special 
interests, something the 
recently enacted campaign 
finanoe reform legislation 
wiU help them do. The 
trouble is. It doesn’t  kick in 
untU after this fUl’s elec­
tion. Indeed, representa­
tives and senators are . 
scrambling for their last go 
at the trough, and that is 
what is really behind this 
grossly misaUocated 
Ddisnse budget. Next year 
must be better.

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U.S. Protestants face sek abuse scandals, 
too, but there are differences with the Catholics

The flood of sex abuse 
allegations against priests 
this year has fo cu s^  
attention on the Roman 
Catholic Church, but 
Protestant denominations 
have also faced sex scan­
dals Involving clergy over 
the years.

In fact, while data are 
sketchy, at leaist one expert 
believes the incidence of 
clergy molesting young 
children may be about as 
frequent — or infrequent
— in Protestantism as it is 
in Catholicism.

Others have found 
Protestant scandals have a 
tendency to surface in 
cases where male minis­
ters are counseling women 
or teen-age girls, while the 
allegations against priests 
have frequently involved 
underage males.

Penn State historian 
Philip Jenkins argued in 
his 19% book, “Pedophiles 
and Priests,” that both sec­
ular and Catholic media 
exaggerate the extent of 
Catholic cases invblving 
minors, while downplaying 
Protestant abuse.

For instance, the Rev. 
Robert Eckert of Grand 
Rapids, Mich., a minister 
in the African Methodist 
Episcopal Church, was 
sent to prison in 2000 for 
sexual involvement with a 
15-year-old girl who 
worked as his baby sitter
— but the case received 
relatively little attention.

Jenkins, an
Episcopalian, thinks a 1992 
survey from the Chicago 
Archdiocese is more repre­
sentative of the true pic­
ture in Catholicism.

Among 2,252 priests serv­
ing over four decades, 39 
priests (1.7 percent) appar­
ently abused minors. Only 
one abuser could be 
termed a pedophile under

the strict, clinical defini­
tion of the word — mean­
ing the victim was prepu- 
bescent.

“I am prepared to be con­
vinced the Catholics have 
a bigger problem” than 
Protestants, Jenkins said, 
but nobody has good data, 
partly because Protestant 
groups are too numerous. 
“I certainly haven’t seeh 
anything, and I’m looking 
hard.”

Minneapolis psychologist 
Gary Schoener agreed.

“There are no real scien­
tific data” on Protestants, 
he said. Since 1974, his 
Walk-In Counseling Center 
has been consulted on 
more than 2,000 cases of 
clergy sexual misconduct 
of all types, two-thirds of 
them with Protestants.

He finds that sex with 
adult women or teen-age 
girls is the most frequent 
Protestant problem.

In a typical Protestant 
case, a jury awarded $10 
million in February to rel­
atives of the late Deborah 
Yardley of Columbus,
Ohio.

The suit charged that the 
Rev. Steven Colliflower, a 
United Methodist, had an 
affair with Yardley when 
she sought his help with 
alcohol and emotional 
problems. He left the min­
istry shortly after she 
made the allegation. She 
later died of liver disease.

The conservative World 
magazine says 
Protestantism faces a 
“severe problem” of clergy 
involvement with people 
the ministers are counsel­
ing, calling this “an egre­
gious abuse of power.”

Schoener said that cletgy 
having sex with prepubes- 
cent victims is “very rare” 
in all denominations.

A study of the 
Presbyterian Church 
(U.S.A.), covering eight
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states over six years, 
found 17 cases hied against 
clergy with 31 victims, all 
female, with one case 
involving a minor.

There are also differ­
ences between Catholicism 
and the many Protestant 
faiths in the way sex abuse 
allegations are investigat- 
0d

-rhe U.S. Catholic bish­
ops adopted a set of princi­
ples in 1992 calling for 
rapid response to allega­
tions, openness with 
parishioners, care for vic­
tims and compliance with 
secular laws on reporting 
criminal conduct. But 
some Catholic bishops 
have admitted they didn’t 
always foUow those guide­
lines.

The Catholic principles 
also say a priest should be 
“promptly” suspended and , 
re fe rr^  for medical evalu­
ation upon “sufTicient evi­
dence” of misconduct. 'The 
matter of reassignment is 
left open for a decision 
later.

In the Evangelical 
Luthjl^ran Church in 
Am^ica, at least, events 
occur more rapidly.

Bishop Donadd McCoid of 
Pittsburgh, chair of the 
Conference of Bishops for 
the 5.1-mlUlon-member 
denomination, said when 
colleagues receive allega­
tions against clergy “any­
thing else on our agenda is 
dropped.” If a pastor 
admits the charge, he said, 
the bishop defrocks him 
within a day and refers 
charges involving minors 
to civil authorities.

Another difference: 
Protestant lay officers — 
most of them mothers and 
fathers — exercise pivotal 
powers in supervising cler­
gy. Catholic power is held 
almost completely by 
ordained bishops or reli­
gious superiors.

Lutheran — as well as 
^^ethodist or Presbyterian 
clergy who claim inntv 

. c^nce — are put on leave 
but can defend themselves 
through church trials and 
appeals.

During debates over 
homosexual behavior, 
those three denominations 
have defined clergy stan­
dards that Ihnit sexual 
conduct to heterosexual 
marriage and require 
chastity for singles.

It’s difficult to assess the 
response to abuse accusa­
tions' in Baptist and other 
denominatiems, where each 
local congregation handles 
cases.

The most important 
example is the Southern 
Baptist Convention, the 
largest Protestant group in 
the United States with 
101,000 clergy, double the 
total of U.S. Catholic 
priests and brothers. In 
the past decade, its press 
service reported two 
charges of molesting 
minors, against a youth 
worker and a martial arts 
teacher.

But Dee Ann Miller of 
Council Bluffs, Iowa, says 
misconduct is more wide­
spread.

Since writing a 1993 book 
about her own abuse by a 
missionary in Africa, she 
has been told of allegations 
against 22 Southern 
Baptist clergy involved 
with minors, including six 
who molested prepubes- 
cent children.

Miller charges that the 
denomination has ignored 
the problem. Sounding just 
like a Catholic activist, she 
said abuse will “only stop 
when laity get upset 
enough to hold their lead­
ers responsible for incom­
petency.” i

Invasive turnip weed . 
threatens blueboni]^ts

WACO (AP) -  The state 
flower (tf Texas is prepar­
ing for battle. '

’The unsightly turnip 
weed is encroaching on the 
Texas’ beloved bluebonnet 
in much of Central Texas.

’The aggressive weed, 
which grows to about 3 feet 
tall and sprouts tiny yellow 
flowers, takes space, 
ground nutrients and sun­
light away from native 
wildflowers, said Mark 
Simmons, a restoration 
ecologist at the Lady Bird 
Johnson Wildflower Center 
in A ustin .,,

But, researchers at the 
center have fotmd a natur­
al weapon to combat the 
offensive weed.

The Indian blanket, 
another native wildflower, 
planted over early tiumlp 
weed growth will compete 
for underground nutrients 
— killing the turnip weed, 
research has found.

“Indian blanket is a very 
competitive-natured plant 
and an advantage to that is 
that it doesn’t out-compete 
the bluebonnet,” Siihmons 
said. “They’ve been grow­
ing together for thousands 
of years. It targets wild 
turnip without targeting 
the bluebonnet.”

Simmons said the turnip 
weed, from Europe, first 
arrived in Texas about 10 
years ago.

“It’s particularly promi­
nent in Central Texas,” 
Simmons said. “Large

amounts of the plant have 
been recorded on '  the 
Interstate 35 corridor down 
as far as San Antonio.’*

Jim  Shtpperd of - the 
Texas D epartm ent, of 
Transportation kaid the 
department qirays a herbi­
cide to cut back on sudden 
outbreaks of the turnip 
weed. , ,

“The weed will take over 
the non-concrete parts of 
our highways if we don’t 
control it,” Shepperd said. 
“If roads have enough of 
the weed growing on them 
that they begin to cause a 
sight hazard or begin to 
seriously threaten the 
native plants, we will then 
treat it.”

Sinunons said while the 
turnip weed makes life 
tough for bluebonnets and 
other wildflowers, many of 
them still will survive. 
‘“The bluebonnet has large, 
hard seeds,” he said. ‘“They 
can sit in the ground for 
years to germinate. It is 
safe to say that a few bad 

. years won’t endanger the 
bluebonnet.”

Turnip weed has been 
found in 16 other states, 
including California and 
New Mexico, Simmons 
said.

“We will never totally 
eradicate it,” Shepperd 
said. “It gets into nooks 
and crannies and it will 
always be here. We just 
have to keep it under con­
trol.”
