ment of the honest publisher and-the
statement of the dishomest publisher,

“And yet, this is the situation ‘n
the publication fleld today, and this
situation, humiliating as it is to the
honest publisher, and distressing and
troublesome to the advertiser, is dune
largely, ya», whelly, to the newspa-
pers ‘theryselves. The circulation liar
is not quite as old as (.utenlmrg typea,
but he is not much younger. He is
not, 1 am glad to say, as numerous as
he was years ago, but he is just as

perniciously active as ever, and his
influence is more devastating than at
any 4ime past. Hig performances,
however, are not condoned as gener-
ally as they were in the days gono
by. Yow know, and I know, that for
years a circulation statement was
generally regarded as entitleq to the
place of honor in any joke book. There
were men, the soul @F honor in the
beditorial conduct of their papers, who
would not hesitate to make a sport of
veracity whcn it cama to circglati

“As time’rolled on, advertisers
gan to insist on -Knowing what they
were boying If they paid for ‘all
wool' they did -not want shoddy. As
a result various s(lwuu-s and meth-
ods were devised for finding out if
the editor, the man who*ig supposed

to act as leader of public thought,
guardian of public mor | wer of
crookedness, and. proph m,

was telMng the fruth. ']‘thlg of the
irony of this situation. And when 1
think of it, I do not blame the adver
tiser for accepting with a grain of
salt any publisher's statement, and 1
also have a certain amount of sympa-
thy for the advertiser who resents
editorial criticism of the veracity of
his statements when he kunows that
the profession rapping him over the
kuckles-contains in its_xafiks some
of the finest long dnd short distante
falsifiers on earth.

CHECKED ON NORTH OIDE

> Before the work of the fire depart-
ment cquld be fairly started the White
bullding was a seething furnace of
flame and the department began its
work to save the buildings on the
north. The fire spread steadily
through the upper story of the Hodges
building, occupied by the Linton
rooms and the Bond Grdcery, but was
practically checked before it reached
the Fooshee bullding, which is occu-
pled by the Manhattan Bar,

At 4:30 this afternoon the fire had
started afrésh'in both the Union Bar
and In the celling .of the Bond Gro-
cery, but the prospects were that it
wbuld be checked before doing ex-
tensive damage in these buildings.

FIREMEN MAKE HARD FIGHT.

The firemen, assisted by many citi-
zens, kept vallantly at work, volun-
teers coming forward to relieve the
exhausted ones as needed.

The Right Rev. Joseph B Lynch,
Bishop of Dallas, paid his first visit
to Wichita Falls yesterdny, made his
canonical fnspection, confirmed a class

Bishop Lynch Is one of the youngest
members of the Catholic episcopate in

‘the country and was consecrated less

than two years ago. Formerly an at-
torney, he gave up the law for the
priesthood and rose steadlly in the
ranks after taking his first vows. When
a vacancy occurred in the bishoprie
at Dalla® he was chosen by the pope
to the position, being consecrated
early in 1912 ‘
Procession to Church

tThe exercises Sunday began with
the procession of the various Catholic
socleties from the Avceademy of Mary
Immaculate to the Church. This was
a brilllant scene, the banners, badges

~jand cofors of ‘the marchers making an

impressive pageant. First came the
children of the Holy Angel soclety,
with their colors of red and white,
then the Aspirates to the Sodality - of
the Blessed Virgin, then the Sodality
itself. - Then came the boys, with their
banners and badges of purple and
gold, and following these came .the
members of the Altar Society.

At the rectory, the Knights of Co-
lumbus and the members of Bt
Joseph's” Soclety formed a guard of
honor for‘the bishop as he went 10 the

Confirmation Exercises

The services in the church opaned
with the canonical visitation by the
bishop, being In the naturé of an - in-
spection. Then came the celebration
of the holy sacrifice of the mass, after
which Bishop Lynch delivered the
morning’s sermon, an eloquent and
forceful address. The bishop was at.
tired In the vestments of his office, a
purple barette and purple robe being
worn.

The confirmation exercises began

with a prayer over the class, the?l
bishop  asking that the spipit of the
Holy Ghost descend wupo he mem-

bers. Each member of the class then
advanced to the altar steps where the
confirmation ceremony was complet-
ed. Special’ music was provided for
the occasion by the choir, which sang
Rosewig's ‘Mass in F. The choir's
processional hymn, which was sung
during while the bishop walked from
the rectory to the thurch, was a par
ticularly impressive feature.

" Visited by Laymen
* Yesterday afternoon, Bishop Lynch
recelved a committee of laymen who
chlled to pay their respects and to talk
over church matters, remaining about
an-hour, during this time the local
church situation was thoroughly can-
vassed. Yesterday evening Bishop
dined at the Academy, after which a
reception was held in tho Academy
parlors.
A large number.of local Catholies
called to greet the bishop and he was
given the opportunity of seeing prac-
tically every member of the chhltl
Falls parish.

This morning-Bishop Lynch celebrat-
el mass in the Academy chapel, after
which he resumed his canonical inspec-
tion, going ‘over the books, regalia
and other church equipment. Tonight
he will preside at the commencement
exercises of the Academy of Mary Im-
maculate.

“For this reason,” says the New
Orleans States, “his testimony ought
to be gratifying to many thousands of
men and women who could not bring
themselves to believe similar declara-
tion by medical sclentists and others
who have studied life and death to-
gether with al} their phenomena. The
case of Mr. Sanders, however, is proof
that nature prepares both the mind
and body for the final event in "hu-
man existence, so that the dying pass
away without fear of the change.
There are exceptions, of course, as
there are to every:rule, but it is now
demonstriteéd By hetnal experience and
by sclentific 'nvEgtigation that death
is not the terripld thing, physically
and mentally, that it is generally
thought to be.”

The senate finance committee yield-
ed to the inevitable when it decided
to strike out of the Underwood tariff
bill the foolish provision allowing a 5
per cent. discount on all duties imposed
on goods coming to this country in
American built and American owned
vesséls, The Tribune pointed out
when the Underwood bill was being
considered in the house of represemta-
tives that legislation of this sort would
be a direct violation of our treaties
with the chief maritime nations of the
world and would inevitably lead to
trade repiisals.

Since from 65 to 75 per cent. of the
imports into the United States under
the new law will probably be untaxed,
the slight benefit to American vessels
from the proposed discount would not
compensate for the diplomatic embar-
rassmefits and money, losses sure to

BONDS EXPLAINED

STATE SUPERINTENDENT BRAL-

v AMENDMENT

Austin, Texas, June W—Prof, F. M
Bralley, State Superintendent of Pub-
lie Instruction, has Issued the follow-
ing explanation of the proposed
amendment to the Constitution author-

. izing the Issuance of bonds for “the
higher institutions of learning, peni-
ten(iaries and cther publiec improve
ments:

Senate joint resolution No. 18 sub-

" mits to a vote of the people of Texas

an lmendmmﬂ to Sections 49 and 52
of Art. 111 of the State Constitution,
election to be held July 19, 1913,

Sec, 49 of Art. 111 of the State &‘mh
stitution, as it stands at present, pro-
hibits the creation of a debt against
the State, except to supply casual de
ficiencies of revenue, to put down in-
surrections within the State, to repel
jnvasioh, to carry on war and to pay
debts already contracted. This section
gpecifically limits the amount, of State
debt that may exist at one time for
the purpose of supplying casual defic-
fencies of revenue to $200,000. It con-
tains no other providions than those
named above,

The .proposed amendment, if adopt
ed, will Increase the amount of State
debt that may be incurred and exist
at any one time for. the purpoge of
supplying casual deficiiencies to $5600,
000 and will thereby enable the State
government to meet successfully
emergencies, such as those which arise
when fire destroys one. or more of the
bulldings of the State imstitutions
This indebtedness fs not in the nature
of bonds, and the proposed amendment
will in no wise authorize the Issuance
of bonds for this purpose. With this
one exception the proposed amend-
ment contains the same provisions as
the section at present contains, and
adds thereto the following authority
to the Legisl-ture of Texas:

1. To anthorize the issuance of uni-
versity bonds on the eredit ‘of the per-
manent university endowment. .

2. To Issue bonds for the erection of
buildings for State |nstitutions:

8. To authorize the issuance of péni-
tentiary bonds for the purnose of con-
structing bulldings and of nmaking per-
manent improvements,

The University Bonds.

(a) The proposed amendment pro-
vides that the bonds must be approved
by the Governor. -

(b) The procéeds of the sale of the

the erectjon of necessary buildings.at
the University of Texas, Including a
medical department, an Agricultural
and Mechanical College and all de-
partments and-activities of a univer-

(¢) The revenues derived from the
permanent university endowment shall
be avallable, first, for paying the in.
terest on the bonds, and, second, for
the creation of a sinking fund to pay
the bonds at maturity, if the proposed
amendment is- adopted. "

Since S>e¢. 14 of Art. V1I of the Con-
stitution prohibits th~ levy of a tax or
the appropriation ef - ‘"ney out of the
general revenue for the erection of
buildings for the university, the reve-
nues derived from the permanent en-
dowhent alone can be usged for the
purchase of grounds and the erection
of buildings under the present provis-
fens of the Constitution. The avail-
able revenues are - wholly inadequate
and pressing needs of the university
for bulldings to provide for the con.
stantly, increasing attendance. These
revenres, consisting of interest on
bonds and notes belonging to the uni-
versity and Income from the rental of
university land, when applied as re-
quired by the amendment, will author-
f2e bonds in amount sufficient to meet
the needs of the university for addi
tional grounds and buildings. It should
be remembered that {he issunance of
the university bonds under this amend-

3 _‘{nem will not involve State taxes nor

mpo urdens of any kind on the peo
ple of this State,
The Medical College.

The medical college is a_bfanch of
the university, and no tax can be le-
vied, nor can appropriations from the
general revenue be made for the piar
chase of grounds or the erection of
buildings for the collége under  the
present provisions of the Constitution.
The adoption of th® proposed amend
ment will insure the erection of need
ed,.bufldings at the medical college
Agricultural and Mechanical College.

Sec. 13 of Art. VII of the Constitu-
tion makes the Agricultural and Me-
chanical College a branch of the Uni-
versity of Fexas. The same section
authorized the Legislature at its-next
session to appropriate” not exceéding
$40,000.-for the erection of builldings
and for making improvemenis at the
Agricultiural and Mechanical College.
The provisions of the Constitution as
it stands at present, in the opinion of
some people, prohibit the levy of taxes
or the appropriation of a gerferal rev-
enue for the erection of buildings at
the Agricultural and Mechanical (ol-
lege. , The proposed amendment, if
adopted, will remedy this condition
and ‘will authorize the erection of
butldings to meét (He. urgent neéds of
the Agricultural and - Mechanigal. Col-

. ilege, either under the university pro- |

vision or “under the provision author-
izing the Legislature to -issue bonds’
for buildingg for State institutions. It
khould be remiembered that, except far
these advantages in providing perman.
nent improvements, the proposed
smendment does not alter the consti-
tutiowal status ef either the university
. or the Agricultural and Mechanical
Cbllege in any particular whatever.
Bonds for State Instftutions.

The proposed amendment authorizes
the Legislature to provide for the issu-
ance of bonds for
bulldingsofor State institytions, which,
of course, indicate the Caollege of In-
dustrial Arts and four other State-nor-

the -erection of |-

mal schools. Appropriations are being
made biennially under the present re-
gime for making permanent improve
| ments at each of the State Institutions
with the exception of the University
of Texas. These appropriations;though
large in the aggregate, are inadequate
to relieve the crowded and deplorable
conditions at several of thesé institu-
tions. The proposed amendment will
provide for a distribution of the pay:
ment for making improvements, which
must be made within the next few
years, over a series of years, thereby
rendering it smaller during any given
year. Moreover, the people of future
years who will enjoy the blessings de-
rived from these Improvements will
ussist in paying for them. Since large
appropriations are being made and
must be made within the next several
years for erecting buildings at these
various igstitutions, it should bé re.
membered that the adoption of the
amendment will ddminish rather than
increase State taxation.
Penitentiary Bonds.

The amendment, if adopted, will give
the Legislature power to authorize
the issuance.of bonds by the peniten.
tiary system, to be secured by the real
estate belonging to.the penitentiary.
The abandonment of the lease system
has rendered it necessary-that large
investments in lands, buildings and
machinery be made before the peni-
tentinry can again be placed upon a
self-Bustaining basis. That these per-
manent improvements are needed, and
that . they must he made within the
next few years, no competent person
whor is informed on the sibject ques-
tions. The adoption of the amend-
tnent will result in an equitable distrl-
bution of the cost of improvements;
the failure to adopt it would place all
of the cost of making the Improve-
ments on the tax payers of today, since
ir “the latter case the expenditures
~must be made by legislative appropria-
tions from the general revenue within
the next few years,

Amendment on Sec. 52,

Sec. 52 of Art. 111, of the State Con-
gtitution, as it stands at present, after
inhibiting the Legislature to authorize
any county, city, town or other politi-
cal corporation or subdlvision of the
State to lend its credit, authhorizes
the Legislature to provide for the for-
mation of thé following classes of dis-
tricts with power to issue bonds:

1. Irrigation districts,

2. Levee districts

3. Drainage districts,

4. “Navigation districts.

6. Road distriets.

{'nder the present provisions of the
Coustitution these districts are author-
ized to Issud bonds by two-thirds ma-
jority vote of the property taxpaying
voters in amount not exceeding one-
fourth of the real-estate taxable values
of the district and to levy taxes neces-
sary to pay the interest on the bonds
and to create a sinking fung for their
redemption at maturity.

'he proposed amendment will make
the following changes only:

1. Under the proposed amendment
the bond 1 for each of the districts
is one-fou of the assessed valuation
of the property within the district or
territory, except that in districts

and rivers and streams, in buliding of
levees to prevent overflows, the bonds
may be in amount not exceeding one-
half of the assesded values.,ofi lands
within the distriet to be reclalmed.

AMERICAN COMMISION NOW AT
WORK IN FRANCE AND
ITALY

Florence, Italy, June ~ ~—At the be-
ginning of its Investigation-el co-op-
erative banking socleties, the Ameri-
can Commission on Agricultural Co-
operition, assembled by the Southern
Commerclal. Congress, has had the
advantageous experfehce of first
visiting a part .of Europe where co-
operative banks haye not made much
headway s

Agricultural co-operation I8 practic-
ed in only one form in the country
about Florence, co-operative societies
for; the purchase of agricultural ma-
chinery, fertllizer, seeds, etc. This
is chiefly due to the fact that in the
early days the merchunts of Florence
were the landowners and their es-
tates were farmed on a share basis
by the peasants, the landlords fur-
nishing the house, cattle, machinery,
fertilizers and seed, and the farmers
furnishing the work. The merchants
were able to secure all the credit
they needed to finunce their farms
through their banks in ¥lorence and
the farmers themselves had no need
of credit. If crops were bad the
-landlord . furnished food for the pea-
sant farmer until the mext harvest.
This system of land tenure still pre
valls and study of the systems near
Florence has shown the commission
that cqoperative credit institutions
are only. possible v‘_lu-r.e the need. is
great. ¢

«

Italian ‘Methods.
Comparing Italian conditions with
Amerlun,' one of “the Florentine ex-

Thus a farmer
whd considers that he needs a credit
of $10,000 to operate his farm gives
a mortgage for that amount to the
bank. But he does not draw out the
entire $10000 at one time, As he
needs money he draws_on the bank.
If be wants $500 he draws only that
amount. He pays interest only on
the amount which he borrowed [rom
the bank. In thig way a farmer can
secure a credit for any amotint of
moneéy, always readily available, and
only has to pay interest on the
amount which he actually uses.

For the long time loans of the
farmers, the savings banks are allow-
ed to Imvest up to thirty per cent of
their deposits. in farm mortgages
' These mortgages are of two classes—

ythose for periods up to ten years,
and those for periods of from: ten to
hirty years. The shorter termamort-
gage loans are repaid by the_borrow-
ers in one lump sam, as in the Unfit:
& States, but the longer term loans
“are repaid by amortization—that ‘is,
small Annual payments made upon
the principal .of the loan. The banks
are_only permitted to charge borrow-
ers one-ball per cent more than thev
are required to pay depositors. A
the present time the prevalent rate is
five per cent, though generally it is
four per _cent.

The
property is badly scattered, parts of
it ng in several different countles,
and the question of centralization, of
the entire_system wil)--be considered
by the.commlneo In making their re
port, S5 ;

“The number of prisoners I8 con-
stantly changing, due to new arrivals
and discharges, but the number a few
days ago in the entire system was
4048, of the number 3950 are men about
sixty-eight of whom are Mexicans and
negroey~ and the remaining ninety-
eight are women, eighty-eight of whom
are ncgroes, nine whites and one Mex-
lean: Of this total number about 500
are classed as physical defectives leav-
Ing about thirty-five. hundred able
bndied laborers. Now it seems that
the tsystem with this'* number of pris
orers and so much property ought to
be self-sustaining, but as matter of
fact there Is already a deficit of two
million dollars covering the operations
of 19111912, The vutlook at present
is there will be .considerable deficit
fromn operations of 1913. This deficit
will have to be met out of the public
treasury, and it is only natural that
the -tax payer should feel a keen in-
terest in it. The commitiee report
when it I8 made public, will discuss
the reason for this deficit and will sug-
gest means by which in the future the
deficit may be wiped out.

Not Worked Too Hard

“Perhaps no one desires to make
money out of thé convicts and certain-

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The Part The Doctors Have
" Taken In The Construction
Of The Panama Canal

By Colonel W. C. Gorgas, U. 8. A.

(An address before the medical
class of the Unlversity of Texas in

Ahnost 'the whole Adk of modern
tropical sanitation bas been developed
within the 1ast 156 years. This, ns |t
applies more particularly to the West-
err{ hemisphere, depends upon our )
present contrgl of yellow fever and
mularia. Our ability to, control’ these
two diseases is due to the knowledge
that they are fransmitted by a certain
spevies of mosquito. The discoveries
leading to the establishment of thi¥|
fact were made by medical men in the |
20 years preceding the Spanish-Ameri-
can war. Dr. Leveran, a French naval
medical officer; about the vear mml
discovered the malarial parasite, Sir |
Patrick Manson, about the same time
| discovered that the human filaria was |
conveyed by the mosquito, About 18
years later, in 1895 Sir Ronald Ross,
# medical officer of the French army,
discovered that malaria was tramsmit.
ted by the mosquito, ahd In 1901 Dr,
Reed, a surgeon in the United States
army, working as president of the
Board of Army Medical Officers, dis.
covered that yellow fever was trans
mitted by another species of mosquito,
Upon these discoveries has been built
up ‘the measures that have enabled
us to do the extensilve work that has
been done in tropical sanitation in
the last 16 years, ]

To give some Idea of what this has
been, it would be well to briefly review
the condition of the tropical countries
ol the Western hemisphere as to sani-
tatlon about the period of the Spanish-
American war. The most important
disease affecting the Western hemlis-
phere of the troples was yéllow fever.
At former periods vellow fever had
extended south to Buenos Ayres and
nerth to Quebec. In Europe it had
severely scourged Spain and swept the
western coast of Africa. The wédtern
coast of America from the United
States to the southern coast of Chill
was also its hablitant

At the time to which I refer, 1808,
It would spread every few years from
the Antilles to the Gulf Coast of the
United States. and cause large losses
of life and still more extensive loss of
wealth, on account of the entire par-
alysis of all business entegprises.
Havana was the genter for the spread
of yellow fever in the Northern hemis-
phere; Rio Janeiro was another equal-
Iy important center for South America,
but the Isthmus of Panama had been
locked upon for 400 vears as-the great. !

This was not due to any pecullarity |
of the isthmus région, but to the fact |

there had been n steady and constant
supply of unacclimated persons. From
about 1520.to 1820 all the commerce
and passage from the great Inca Km-
pire in South Ameriea, from the West.
ern Astec Empird in Mexico and the
Phillippine Islands, had been across
the Isthmus of Panama to the home
country in Spain. During al this time
the travel had been very large; sol
diers, officials and merchants were al-
ways going to [ro.

I have seen lr&_(Pd that during
most of this timeAbe bullion crossing
by this route amofinted to in the neigh-
borhood - of $60,000,000 a year. This
will give some idea of the amount of
business that "was carried on in this
region during that time, particularly
when it is remembered that in the six-
teenth century the volume of business
of the world, as compared with the
present time, was very small.

It had been for severabyeaes, and the
very cleanest paris of the cits) were
most severely affected by vell fever
When the Reed board published their
striking "and rconvincing exneriments
in the spring of 1901, the sanitary de.
partment of Hivana at once proceedeq
to._work out. methods for applving this
knowledge of yellow fevér. We com-
menced i February, 1901,-and by No-’
vember the last case of yvellow fever
had disapveared from Havana. The.
results with regard to ‘malaria were
equally vositive, though not quite so
rigid. Bince that time the methods
evolved at Havana have been many
timfes applied In other ' parts of the
world and with equal success,

When we went to Panama we ap-

sults have been equally positive. Many
circumstances at Panama’ caused the
work to be véry much more diMeult
than was the work at Havana.

College, the College of Industrial Arts,
or.the four state normals. B
“If the amendment isVadopted, the
authorities of the University will con-
tinue to develop, the University will
continue 40 develop the course of
study as seems best for the needs of
its thirty-three hundred students. Four
hundred and sixty-ong of these stu-
dents, i the regular session alone,
wme direct frofm the Tarm, and more

to teach in the common schools. It Is
probable that the demands of these
students “will require more courses
than we now offer in agriculture, both
for those who plan to teach agricufl-}
ture in the public schools and for those
who expeet to back to the farm. If
the capacify of the University, the A.
& M. College, the College of Ind\utrlal
Arts, ‘the four state normal schools,
and the publie, schools were doubled,
all of them could not supply the heeds

and white farmers of Texas.

“The directors of the A. & M. Col-
lege in their last biennial report state
that nearly a million dollars are need-
ed at once for buildings.
