The Bearcats succeeded in making 
a first down on the next series, but 
were soon forced back by a swarm-
ing Munday defense and the Moguls 
took over at their 27. Tim Collier, 
Ronny Lowrance and Todd Thomp-
son alternated on the ground down 
to the Hawley 31. and Collier sped 
through a hole for paydirt on 
second down.

Munday voters gave their ova-
sitielming approval to a S700,000 
school bond issue Tuesday by a 
margin of 393 to 39. 

The election drew a good turnout, 
despite a small number of absentee 
votes. At the close of absentee 
voting on Fnday, only nine absentee 
ballots had been cast, but voters 
made up the difference on Tuesday. 

The bond package calls for reno-
vation of the elementary school 
building and the addition of two 
classrooms and a band hall at the 
high school. The creation of a two. 
campus district will move all students 
north of Highway 222 and will 
result in better utilization of teach-
ing and maintenance personnel. 

The bonds will be repaid over a 
15-year period, and school trustees 
said taxes would not be raised at the 
present time, due to increased state 
funding from which the school has 
bencfitted this year. The board will 
begin working with the architect as 
soon as possible, aiming for a con-
struction date early in 1985, and the 
work is scheduled to be completed 
by the beginning of the 1985 school 
year. 

Passage of the bond election will 
be of great benefit to students in the 
district, as the junior high building 
has suffered structural damage 
throughout the years and the Texas 
Education Agency recommended it 
be vacated or renovated in the near 
future. Trustees pointed out that ac-
creditation by the TEA is vital to 
schools, and Munday had to take 
peps to keep its accreditation. 

The board concluded that it 
would be more economically feasible 
to renovate the elementary school, 
which is also in need of several im-
provements, and to add classrooms

cally animated fire prevention 
demonstration. 

The demonstration is scheduled 
to be presented at 7 p.m., Monday, 
October 8, at the Munday Com-
munity Center. according to Mickey 
Jackson, president of the Munday 
Volunteer Fire Department.

Vernon Regional Junior College 
announces to veterans the following 
information regarding the Hazel-
wood Act: 

Men and women who were legal 
residents of Texas at the time of en-
try into the Armed Forces, who 
have been legal residents of Texas 
for a period of not less than 12

WHO'S TAKING VITAMINS? 
Vitamin and mineral supplements 

are a popular - even if not always 
necessary - part of the American 
diet, says a Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension Service nu-
tritionist. A recent Gallup Poll 
shows that about 40 percent of the 
adult population uses vitamin or 
mineral supplements, says Dr. Alice 
Hunt. Multivitamins lead the 
product sales, followed by vitamin 
C, B vitamins and Vitamin E. 

One recent study of national 
health and nutrition suggests that 
this vitamin and mineral use is not 
related to actual need, except for 
iron sunolementation in women of 
childbearing age, sae says. But vita-
min use is influenced by advertising 
and promotions as well as individual 
health beliefs. 

"The vast majority of people can 
get all the vitamins and minerals 
they need by eating a well-balanced 
diet," Hunt maintains. "If you are 
concerned about your nutrient in-
take, a physician or registered die-
tician can tell you whether you need 
a dietary supplement or not."

The proposed constitutional 
amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: The constitu-
tional amendment to permit use 
of public funds and credit for 
payment of premiums on certain 
insurance contracts of mutual 
insurance companies authorized 
to do business in Texas." 

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT 

Rouse Joint Resolution 4 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment 
to change the membership of the 
State Commission on Judicial Con-
duct to include one Judge of a Mu-
nicipal Court and one Judge of a 
County Court at Law, who shall be 
selected at large and appointed by 
the Supreme Court with the advice 
and consent of the Senate. 

The amendment also provides 
additional grounds for removal from 
office of judges or justices of Texas 
courts, and provides additional dis-
ciplinary actions that could be taken 
in lieu of removal or censure. The 
amendment would extend the Com-
mission's disciplinary authority to 
masters, magistrates, and retired 
or former judges who hear cases 
by designation. The amendment 
creates a tribunal to review recom-
mendations of the State Commission 
on Judicial Conduct for removal or 
retirement of a judge or justice. The 
review tribunal would be composed 
of seven (7) Justices or Judges of 
the Courts of Appeals selected by lot 
by the Chief Justice of the Supreme 
Court. The amendment also provides 
for appeal of the review tribunal's 
decision to the Supreme Court of 
Texas and grants an accused judge 
the right to discovery of evidence. 

The proposition will appear on 
the ballot as follows: The con- 
stitutional amendment relating to 
the membership of the State 
Commission on Judicial Conduct 
and the authority and procedure 
to discipline active judges, cer- 
tain retired and former judges, 
and certain masters and magis- 
trates of the courts."

ing program. The amount of this 
appropriation could be adjusted 
every five years by a % vote of 
the Legislature, but could not be 
adjusted in such a way as to affect 
outstanding bonding indebtedness. 
Each institution of higher educa-
tion that is eligible to participate 
(i.e., those institutions of higher 
education outside The University of 
Texas and Texas A&M University 
Systems) would be authorized to 
expend directly its share (such 
share to be determined pursuant to 
an equitable formula) of the $100 
million appropriation for the pur-
poses of acquiring land, construct-
ing and equipping buildings or oth-
er permanent improvements, major 
repair and rehabilitation of other 
permanent buildings or improve-
ments, and acquisition of major 
capital equipment (e.g., computers 
and laboratory equipment) and 
library books and materials. Addi-
tionally, each institution would be 
authorized to issue bonds backed by 
a pledge of up to 50% of its share 
of the $100 million annual appro-
priation for the purpose of land 
acquisition, new construction, and 
major repair and rehabilitation 
projects. 

Except in the case of fire or 
natural disaster and in other extra-
ordinary cases, verified by a two-
thirds vote of each house of the 
legislature, all institutions of high-
er education would be precluded 
from receiving appropriations of 
general revenue funds for the pur-
poses of land acquisition, new con-
struction, and major repair and 
rehabilitation projects. 

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 

t
The constitutional amendment 
o create from general revenue a 

special higher education assis-
tance fund for construction and 
related activities, to restructure 
the Permanent University Fund, 
and to increase the number of 
institutions eligible to benefit 
from the Permanent University 
Fund." 

PROPOSITION NO. 8 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 22 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment 
which increases the per diem of 
members of the Legislature. The 
amount of per diem allowed during 
a calendar year would be equal to 
the maximum amount set in federal 
income tax statutes as of January 
1 of that same year as a deduction 
for ordinary and necessary business 
expenses incurred by a state legisla-
tor. Current per diem is $30; the 
maximum deduction is now $75. 

The proposed 
amendment will  appear 

constitutional  on   th  
the 

ballot as follows: "The constitu-
tional amendment to provide a 
per diem for members of the leg-
islature equal to the maximum 
daily amount allowed by federal 
law as a deduction for ordinary 
and necessary business expenses 
incurred by a state leglilator."

PROPOSITION NO. 4 
ON THE BALLOT 

Senate Joint Resolution 20 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment 
which abolishes the office of county 
treasurer in Bexar and Collin coun-
ties if a majority of the voters in 
each of those counties vote in favor 
of abolishing the office of county 
treasurer in a local election to be 
held on the issue. All the powers, 
duties, and functions of the office 
of county treasurer in each of these 
counties would be transferred to 
the county clerk. 

The 	proposed 	constitutional 
amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitu-
tional amendment to abolish the 
office of county treasurer in 
Bexar and Collin counties." 

PROPOSITION NO. 5 
ON THE BALLOT 

Senate Joint Resolution 22 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment 
which provides a new method of 
filling a vacancy in the office of 
Lieutenant Governor. The amend-
ment requires the President pro 
tempore of the Senate to call to-
gether the committee of the whole 
Senate within 30 days after a 
vacancy occurs in the office of Lieu-
tenant Governor. The committee 
would be required to elect one of 
its members to perform the duties 
of the Lieutenant Governor until 
the next general election. This in-
dividual would continue his duties as 
Senator at the same time that he 
performs the Lieutenant Governor's 
duties. If the Senator who is elected 
ceases to be a Senator before the 
next general election, another Sena-
tor must be elected according to the 
above procedure to perform the Lieu-
tenant Governor's duties. The Presi-
dent pro tempore would be re-
quired to perform the Lieutenant 
Governor's duties pending the elec-
tion of one of its members by the 
committee of the whole Senate. 

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
"The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the state senate to 
fill a vacancy in the office of 
lieutenant governor." 

PROPOSITION NO. 6 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 73 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment 
that permits the use of public funds 
and credit for payment of premi-
ums on non-assessable life, health, 
or accident insurance policies and 
annuity contracts issued by a mu-
tual insurance company authorized 
to do business in this state. The con-
stitutional prohibition against a 
grant of public money to an individ-
ual, association, or corporation or 
against becoming a stockholder in a 
corporation, association, or com-
pany has limited life and health 
group policies of political subdivi-
sions to non-mutual insurance com-
panies. The amendment would per-
mit mutual insurance companies to 
bid for those policies. 

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 65 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment 
which authorizes the legislature to 
provide for the payment of assis-
tance to the surviving dependent 
parents, brothers, and sisters of of-
ficers, employees and agents of the 
state or its political subdivisions, 
including members of organized 
volunteer fire departments and 
members of organized police reserve 
or auxiliary units authorized to 
make arrests, who die in the course 
of performing hazardous official 
duties. Payments to surviving 
spouses and dependent children of 

PROPOSITION NO, 1 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 29 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment 
that provides to state-chartered 
banks the dame rights and privi-
leges that are or may be granted 
to national banks of the United 
States domiciled in this state. For 
example, if national banks become 
authorized to maintain branch of-
fices, this amendment would extend 
the same privilege to state banks. 

The 	proposed 	constitutional 
amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitu-
tional amendment to provide 
state banks the same rights and 
privileges as national banks." 

PROPOSITION NO..2 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 19 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment 
that restructures the Permanent 
University Fund to provide: (1) 
for the expansion of the institutions 
eligible to participate in the bond-
ing capacity of the fund to irclude 
the components of The University 
of Texas and Texas A&M Univer-
sity systems that have been added 
to those twi ,  systems of higher 
education since the Permanent Uni-
versity Fund was last restructured 
by constitutional amendment; (2) 
for the expansion of the purposes. 
for which bond proceeds can be ex-
pended from new construction to 
include major repair and rehabili-
tation projects and the acquisition

House Joint Resolution 19 also an-
nually appropriates $100 million in  
each fiscal year, beginning Septem-
ber 1, 1985 (from the first money 
coming into the state treasury that is 
not otherwise appropriated by the

soil around the pipeline. This can be 
accomplished by several methods. 
Back sloping the pipe trench and 
hand tamping the pipe with the use 
of water to moisten the backfill is 
one method. Installing the under-
ground outlets one or two years 
prior to terrace construction to 
allow thorough settlement of the fill 
around the pipe is another method 
of installation. 

Soil conservation service person-
nel are available to help plan and in-
stall pipe outlet terrace systems.

Use Increasing 
fiberglass may be used for the riser 
and pipeline.

Eaton Attends 
Texas Municipal 
Court Workshop 

Ernie Eaton, City Manager of 
Benjamin, attended-  tne first worx--
shop held by the Texas Municipal 
Courts Association on September 
12-15 at the Sheraton Hotel in Ama-
rillo. 

Experts covered such topics as 
Constitutional law, contempt, court 
administration, court costs, evi-
dence, family law and juveniles, 
legal authority and jurisdiction of 
municipal courts, magistrate duties, 
pre-trial and trial procedures, recent 
court decisions and Attorney 
General's opinions, recent legisla-
tion affecting municipal courts, and 
search warrants. In addition, judges 
were given brochures from agencies 
that work in all facets of community 
life - everything from crime preven-
tion to protecting the elderly. 

The workshop fulfilled the hours 
of training required by state law for 
the continuing education of Munici-
pal Court judges. 

The Texas Municipal Courts 
Training Center just received its 
grant and is now planning on two 
other workshops this year in El Paso 
on October 17-20 and Austin on No-
vember 6-9. 

TMCTC is dedicated to the im-
provement of the Municipal Court 
System and the administration of 
justice in the state of Texas. 
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pipe Outlet Terrace 
Three years ago Lawrence Hrn-

cirik, who farms in Wilbarger 
County, constructed a system of 
pipe outlet terraces. Since then num-
erous systems have been constructed 
in Wilbarger, Wichita, Baylor and 
Childress Counties. 

The idea of using pipelines for 
terrace outlets has been around for a 
long time. Pipe outlets have been 
used for several years in other parts 
of the country where fields are typi-
cally smaller and steeper than the 
Rolling Plains of North Texas. 

Pipe outlets have several advan-
tages. Waterways can be reduced in 
size or eliminated. Fields with pipe 
outlet terrace systems lose almost no 
soil to water erosion. Gullies can be 
stabilized without constructing ex-
pensive grade statilization structures 
in many instances. County roads 
can be protected, thus reducing 
maintenance costs. 

The disadvantages must be con-
sidered also. High initial cost is the 
main disadvantage. Pipe outlets 
placed in level terraces will add 
$200.00 to $400.00 to the cost of 
each terrace. Pipe outlets require an 
additional cost of $250.00 to 
$500.00  for each graded terrace. 
Outlet risers must be farmed around, 
and weeds are also a problem 
around the riser. Terrace heights 
must be carefully maintained.

Desiccating Cotton 
May Pay 

The drought has contributed to 
premature opening of cotton bolls. 
This coupled with the recent hot dry 
windy weather means that some cot-
ton will be ready for harvest long 
before our normal freeze date. 
Producers may wish to preserve 
both cotton quality and yield by des-
icatting the crop to allow early strip-
per harvesting. 

"Once unharvested cotton is 
mature, the longer it stays in the 
field, the lower the yield and grade," 
points out Al Alexander, Extension 
agronomist. In a drought year such 
as 1984, many of the varieties lose 
much of their stormproof character-
istics. On some fields, bolls are 
already beginning to exhibit a loss 
of storm-proofness. 

Extension and research studies at 
Lubbock conducted in recent years 
indicate that once cotton is open, 
with exposure to the weather, a 9% 
loss in lint weight is experienced af-
ter four weeks, and a one grade 
quality reduction occurs after five 
weeks, even without severe adverse 
weather conditions. 

The decision of whether or not to 
desiccate must be based on econo-
mics. Will it pay? To answer this, 
costs of desiccation must be weighed 
against probable yield and grade 
differences. The most commonly 
used desiccants in the Rolling Plains 
are Arsenic Acid, Paraquat and 
Gramoxone® . At the recommended 
rates of application of each of these, 
total costs of application should be 
from $7.50-$9.00 per acre. At 
present cotton prices, a savings of 
approximately 15 pounds of lint per 
cu. re would be required to pay for 
the operation. 

Desiccants such as Arsenic Acid, 
Paraquat and Gramoxone kill tissue 
and stop all growth and develop-
ment of the plant. This means that 
desiccation should be delayed until 
bolls are mature. Arsenic Acid may 
be applied when 75-80% of the 
bons are open. Paraquat and 
Grp-noxone are labeled for use after 
850io of the bolls are open. Desiccat-
ed plants can usually be stripped 
and moduled or ginned within seven 
to ten days following application. 

Be sure to follow all label instruc-

MORE, SMALLER 
FARMS IN TEXAS 

Farming in Texas is continuing to 
expand, according to figures recent-
ly released from the 1982 Census of 
Agriculture. The U.S. Census Bureau 
defines a farm as any place from 
which SI.000 or more of agricul-
tural products were sold or normally 
would have been sold during the 
census year. The number of indivi-
dual or family farms in the state 
rose 5.7 percent from 1978 to 1912 
while the U.S. total fell 1 percent. 
At the same time, family farm 
acreage fell 5.4 percent in Texas and 
4.7 percent in the U.S., notes an 
economist with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service. Farms of 
one to nine acres increased 43.3 per-
cent in Texas during the four-year 
period while those with 10 to 49 
acres increased 47.3 percent.

"I'm just going a few blocks. 1 
don't think anything will happen." 

"I can brace myself in an acci-
dent." 

"But my baby looks so lonely sit-
ting in the back scat in that big car 
scat.

These are common excuses for 
not putting on a scat belt or not 
putting a child in a safety seat. 
These are also deadly excuses. 

Almost 4,300 people were killed 
on Texas highways and streets in 
1982 and thousands more were in-
jured. According to statistics, auto 
accidents are the leading killer and 
crippler of children under four years 
old. 

While nothing can he done to 
make car travel completely safe, 
there is something simple and inex-
pensive that can stop the steady in-
crease in car deaths and serious in-
juries - the use of seat belts and child 
safety seats. 

The Texas Automobile Dealers 
Association, the Texas Medical 
Association, The Texas Highway 
Users Federation and the Texas 
Safety Association are sponsoring 
free demonstrations of the effective-
ness of seat belts and child safety 
Kati. 

The demonstrations will include 
exhibits of a federally-approved 
child safety seat. Statistics show that 
thousands of children were saved 
from death or serious injury because 
they were properly strapped in a 
safety seat. Beginning October 31, 
Texas law will require that passen-
gers two years and younger be in a 
restraint seat and youngsters two to 
four years old be in a seat belt or in 
a safety seat.

shelf or kept unopened in the refrig-
erator for months. 

UHT milk is also handy to have in 
case you run out of milk, or for 
cooking and baking needs, but it's 
not designed to replace refrigerator 
milk entirely. 

Chocolate, strawberry or orange 
creme flavored lowfat UHT milks 
are available in half pint containers. 
These flavored milks could be good 
alternatives to other beverages for 
children since they offer essential 
vitamins, minerals and calcium. 
They sell for a little less than 50 -cents 
per half pint and in our area seem to 
be more popular than the larger 
quart containers of white milk. 

The availability of UHT milk may 
mean that more people will use milk 
for sack lunches, picnics, traveling 
and other situations where refrigera-
tion is a problem. 

It can be carried along just like 
other non-refrigerated beverages 
and quick-chilled or served over ice. 
Or it can be frozen the night before 
packing it into a lunch box. By noon 
it will have thawed, and the cold 
milk will be ready for drinking. 

New Unrefrigerated Milk 
I have had several inquiries re-

cently about the new ultra high tern. 
perature milk product that is now 
on the market. 

Ultra high temperature (UHT) 
milk is real, fresh, fluid Grade A 
milk that is heated to 280 degrees F, 
quickly cooled to room temperature 
and then packaged in a five-layer 
aseptic package. 

UHT milk can be found in the 
juice section or dry milk section of 
some grocery stores. Gordon Smith 
of M-System Supermarket in Mun-
day has carried the new product and 
will continue to carry it. It is, sold 
under the brand name "Real Fresh". 
The combination of ultra high tem-
perature processing and aseptic 
packaging gives the milk the unre-
frigerated shelf life of months. 

The UHT process does not in-
volve adding preservatives and the 
nutritional value of the milk is not 
changed. Some might notice a very 
slight change in flavor but chilling 
the milk well before consumption 
should solve this. 

What has changed is the conven-
ience. For example, the lowfat white 
milk could be ideal for one or two-
person households or for consumers 
who use small quantities of milk. 
Once opened, it will stay fresh twice 
as long as refrigerated milk. 

People with busy lifestyles and 
those who have little time to shop 
may also find UHT milk a conven-
ience, since it can be stored on a
