Water Facilities
Loans Available

Wyman J. Welch, rehabilitation
supervisor, - and Myriene Cannon,
home management supervisor, for
the Farm Security Admistration in
Lynn county, have returned from
Lubbock, where they attended a
District Meeting to discuss the
FSA's Water Pacllities program_

Mr. Welch said that he received
additional authority to recommend
for approval Water Facllities appli-
cations from farm familles in all
parts of the county,

“Funds in the form of loans to
farm families are avallable”, Mr.
Welch saild, “For the installation of
facilities for farmstead and live-
stock water developments.”™

“Facilities which may be install-
ed, repalred or developed.,” he con-
tinued, “are cisterns, wells, pools,
ponds, tanks springs or seeps.

“Appurtenances for the use of
water, such as windmills, stock
troughs, storage tanks, bathroom
fixtures (including minor house re-
pairs), sinks, pipe, towers, neces-
sary labor, garden fences, windbreak
tree plantings, milk troughs and so
forth are included”, he sald.

It was emphasized, however, that
no irrigation systems, other than
the one acre maximum per farm
unit, are authorized, except in the
Rita Blanca Drainage, Coldwater
Palo Duro Watershed, and Mustang-
Monument-Seminole Area.

Mr., Weich said he expects scores
of farm families in Lynn County
will improve thelr facllities as a
result of this program.

Evidently a more northern tribe of
migratory habits took up perman-
ent abode when the Canadian river
area was reached The culture,
insofar as is now known, is confined
to the Panhandle-Plains portion of
the Canadian river wvalley.

Finds have included excellent
skeletons, bone and stone awls, ar-
rows, hide fleshers, corn knives,
stone pipes, weaving tools, pottery,
jewelry, and remarkably preserved
evidences of how the aboriginals
lived. One of the prizes of the pro-
ject is the skeleton of an 18-year-old
girl who was wearing a string ofl
shell beads six feet long and a conch
shell pendant.

A replica of one of the ruins,
done to scale and faithful in every
detail, is ong of the best museum
exhibits.
