Armyworms affect
war on weevils
in Muleshoe area

As had already happened in the Littlefield
and Springlake areas, the region’s infestation of
beet armyworms has changed the tactics of the
Texas Boll Weevil Eradication Foundation in
the Muleshoe area.

After discussion with Program Director
Charles Allen, zone manager Terry Futch of
Muleshoe announced that the new treatment
trigger would be set at three trapped weevils per
40-acre field.

The increase will reduce the number of acres
being treated with pesticides in order to pre-
serve beneficial insects that prey on the beet
armyworm.

The program will continue to make new ad-
justments as needed, Allen said.

A primary concern of the
youth corps staff is safety. The
students receive safety equip-
ment such as safety goggles,
hard hats or gloves, depending
on the project, and are super-
vised by the project leader.

This may be a good year for hummingbirds

Judging from my limited ex-
perience of the past week, I'd
say this may be the area’s best
year for hummingbirds inquite
a while.

[ haven’t talked to any of the
hard-core hummingbird watch-
ers, and I haven’t spent much
time checking it out myself,
but from events in my own
yard I can say that the little
guys are pretty plentiful.

Every time I go to move a
hose or do anything else in the
yard, atleastone hummingbird
lets me know that the mimosa
trees are “their” territory —
and they are not interested in
sharing, even if I am bigger
than them.

The one that has staked out
the front yard as his domain is
particularly vocal, and will
squeak and scold until it sounds
as if his little chest could ex-
plode. More than once he’s had
me laughing out loud because
he’s so tiny and yet so “tough.”

You know, if you don’t want

. to mess with filling feeders but
would like to do something for
hummingbirds (as well as en-
joy theirantics),it’s very simple
to plant for them — evenif you
don’t have a yard as such.

The mimosa tree that is so
COmMmMON across our region is a
hummingbird favorite, asis the
althea or rose of sharon bush
(onlythe single-floweredtypes,

not the fluffy double-flowered
ones). So is the trumpet vine,
butbe prepared to hoe off suck-
ers if you plant that.

Just about anything that pro-
duces a trumpet- or cup-shaped
flower with some color in it
will do the trick.

Modern hybrids generally
don’thave much nectar,soeven
if the flowers attracthumming-
birds to your yard, there won’t
be enough food supply to keep
the birds around.

This is one case where spe-
cies or old-fashioned kinds of
plants are definitely better than
most new ones.

If you garden mainly on a
porch or balcony or other lim-
ited space, containers may be
your only option. That’s OK
— some of the best container
plants are also some of the best
hummingbird magnets.

One of the most dramatic is
the coral honeysuckle.
Granted, it needs a fairly big
potinordertomake abig show-
ing, butitisdramatically beau-
tiful and loaded with nectar.
It’s also tough as nails and

won’t turn up its toes the first
time you neglect it.

Cardinal climber is the little
red-flowered relative of morn-
ing glories, much grown by
our grandmothers but not so
common anymore. It’s another
species thatis loaded with nec-
tar; it’s an annual, but it re-
seeds well enough that you
should have new plants in the
spring.

Cardinal flower, on the other
hand, is the Lobelia cardinalis
thatI often recommend forbog
gardens. As a container plant,
it’s easier to manage in our
climate if you use a container
withnodrainhole. Don’t worry
when it rains, either — this
lobelia can grow with its roots
submerged in an inch or so of
water all the time.

Almost any salvia is an ex-
cellent plant to have, regard-
less of whether or not you aim
to attracthummingbirds. Some
of the best for this purpose are
the ones known as Texas sage,
autumn sage, pineapple sage
(beautiful, butnot winter-hardy
for us, so plantitinapot that’s
easily moved indoors for the
winter) and several others in
thered-to-hot-pink colorrange.
Also there are some blue-flow-
ered species that work just
about as well, notably the one
that’s becoming known as an-
ise-scented sage. I have always
knownitas Salvia guaranitica,
but some of you find that to be

a tongue-twister.

Another of the birds’ favor-
ites is monarda or bee balm, in
any color but white. This is a
plant that some people find
difficult because of the dry-
ness of our climate, so grow-
ing it in containers with either
nodrain hole or a drain well up
on the side of the pot might be
the answer for them. (Having
the hole up on the side helps
preserve a reservoir of mois-
ture at the bottom.)

The Augustissue of Birder's
World magazine (available at
newsstands) has a good article
on hummingbirds and their fa-
vorite plants.

Among its recommendations
as container plants are regular
old impatiens and petunias,
which can both work very well
— if you keep in mind what |
saidearlier whenselecting your
petunia varieties. That means
picking single-flowered ones,
rather than the beautiful
doubles, and trying to find old-
fashioned kinds (which is
nearly impossible).

I have cheated with petunias
and hung containers of the
bright red hybrids to help at-
tract hummers with their color,
then put a nectar feeder nearby
to keep the birds around.

No doubt some of the Isra-
elites wondered. For three
hundred years they had been
living in Egypt--first, as guests
and, later, as slaves--and there
was no word from God. Oh,
they remembered the words of
Joseph before he died: "God
will visit you and bring you up
out of this land...."

Nice words. Hopeful
words. But the words were not
nearly as tangible as the sting
of the Egyptian whips and the
marks they left on the backs of
the Israelite slaves.

God had promised his pres-
ence. Where was he?

Where was he when the
Egyptians decided to make his
people slaves? Where was he
when Egyptian oppression
threatened to crush them?
Where was he when Egyptian
soldiers were flinging Israel’s
baby boys into the jaws of the
Nile River? Was he gone?
Was he powerless? Didn’t he
care?

The questions are timeless
and persistent. Sometimes they
seem to fade away, but then a

time of death or suffering or
pain thrusts them back into
sharp focus. Pain focuses our
attention on one central ques-
tion like a spotlight: Where is
God?

The children of Israel asked
that question centuries ago.
Millions today join them.

It’s that question many
people ask as they file by an
open casket or walk down the
hall of a nursing home or turn
away from the children’s sec-
tion of a cancer hospital. No
easy answers will suffice here.
Pain is the solvent that strips
all the easy answers away.

Where is God? The answer
is almost shouted from the
pages of Scripture: God is
nearby! And the times we feel
least like believing it are the
very time we must believe that
he is and that, as Peter assures

s, "He cares for you."

Where is God? It may help
us to realize that just when the
Israelites were asking that
question most bitterly and
feeling most rejected by God,
an Israelite mother was placing
a little baby boy in a basket
and fléating him down the
Nile. His name was Moses.

God hadn’t forgotten the
Israelites. He hasn't forgotten
us.
