City approves 
change in golf 
course budget

A request by the chairman of 
the golf course advisory board 
to change the city's budget 
allocation for trees at Hidden 
Hills Public Golf Course to 
construction of concrete cart 
paths was met with some com­
mission opposition, but finally 
resolved by compromise 
Tuesday night.

Chairman Doug Dubose asked 
the Pampa city commission to 
move the $6,000 budgeted for 
purchase of trees into cart path 
construction, already budgeted 
for $6,000.

He said the additional $6,000 
would allow concrete to be 
poured around tee boxes and 
greens and alleviate some mud 
problems on the course.

Howev'er, Commissioner 
Faustina Curry objected to zero­
ing out the tree allcKation.

"Tt) not plant any trees ... in a 
way, you're cutting your throat, 
you just continue the non vege­
tative look. ... It would seem to 
me, you ought to put some big 
trees and less concrete," Curry 
said.

The concrete is available at 
less than half price, Dubose 
noted.

Twenty-seven trees measuring 
four to five inches diameter were 
planted in 1995, said Bob Banner, 
golf course superintendent.

They cost about $250 each and 
three died, he said.

The course has 500 seedling 
trees, he continued.

City Manager Bob Eskridge 
noted department leaders may 
mov’e funds, but the move from 
"trees to concrete" is a project 
reallocation.

Curry suggested adjusting the

budget to allow $2,000 h>r trees 
and $4,000 for concrete.

"We can li\e with that," 
Dubose said.

Freedom Museum USA repre­
sentative Mike Porter asked the 
commission for permission to 
move an historic building onto 
citv K'ts leased by the group

"The reason I'm here toda\ is 
we're in a position to lose the 
last building that was on F'ort 
Elliott," Porter said.

The dilapidated structure, 
built in 1880 or 1881, will be 
restored by "four heart attacks 
and two cripples" to pristine 
condition using old methods of 
carpentry and authentic materi­
als, he said.

Museum volunteers plan to set 
it on a concrete foundation south 
of Carmichael-Whatlev f uneral 
Directors.

Without positive actii>n by the 
museum, he said, "The bulldt>z- 
er will fire up and the last of Fort 
Elliott will go."

The panel agreed to the move.
Following a two-hour execu­

tive session, a>mmissioners 
voted unanimously to settle a 
w'orkers' compensation lawsuit 
the city of Pampa filed against 
Brenda Mosely. Thev announced 
settling for $10,000 with no med­
ical expenses.

Commissioners tmik no acHon 
on an appointment to the Pampa 
Economic Development Corpora­
tion.

"We are searching for an 
acceptable appointment for fhat 
board," Mayor Bob Neslage 
said.

The commissioners also took 
no action on hiring a police chief 
and said they had completed 
Eskridge's performance evalua­
tion.

Supreme Court ruling limits power 
of Congress in Indian gaming case

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
Supreme Court ruled today that 
Congress cannot expose states to 
federal lawsuits when negotia­
tions break down o\ er gambling 
on Indian reservations, a $6 bil- 
lion-a-year industry in 23 states.

The 5-4 decision, a huge victo­
ry for states and a setback for the 
tribes, struck down a primary 
provision of a 1988 federal law, 
the Indian Gaming Regulatory 
Act.

The ruling is extraordinary. It 
ended for Congress alnuist 160 
years of virtual free rein in mak­
ing laws affecting American 
Indians.

It also breathed new life into 
the Constitution's 11th Amend­
ment, which protects states from 
being sued in federal courts 
against their will.

The amendment long has been 
a raliving point for those, on and 
off the federal bench, who advo­
cate states' rights.

In other action, the court:
— Ruled that state political 

parties must get federal 
approval before charging a fee to 
delegates at nominating conven­
tions. The 5-4 decision also let

three Virginia residents pursue 
their claim that a fee charged at 
the 1944 state Republican con­
vention amounted to a poll tax.

— Set aside tine of two life sen­
tences given a con\ icted Illinois 
cocaine trafficker, ruling he 
wrongly was punished twice for 
the same crime.

— Heard arguments that pro­
fessional fotitball players should 
be allowed to file antitrust law­
suits against the National 
Fotitball I eague when it imposes 
w'ork terms after a bargaining 
impasse.

Writing for the court in the 
Indian gaming case, Chief 
lustice William 11 Rehnquist 
said the Constitution does not 
give Congress the power to 
authorize federal lawsuits to be 
filed by Indian tribes against 
unwilling states and state offi­
cials.

Rehnquist said the 11th 
Aniendment restricts judicial 
power and that the constitution­
al powers given to Congress 
"cannot be used to circumvent 
the constitutional limitations 
placed upon federal jurisdic­
tion.”

The nation's highest court 
ruled in 1987 that states cannot 
ban gambling on Indian reserv a- 
tions within their borders if the 
same gambling is allowed else­
where in those states.

Congress responded the next 
year by enacting the law that 
recpiires tribes to negotiate w'ith 
the respective states before start­
ing some types of on-reservation 
gambling, including casinos.

The law requires states to 
negotiate in good faith, and says 
a tribe may sue a state in federal 
ccHirt if it fails to do so.

The Seminole tribe sued 
Florida after Ciov. Lawton Chiles 
refused to agree to the tribe's 
concept of what gambling to 
include on ivne of its five Florida 
reserv ations.

The controversv acted on 
todav also involved the Poarch 
Creek tribes and their efforts to 
establish a gambling haven in 
Alabama.

Lavvvers for the state had 
argued, successfullv before the 
11th L S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals, that the 1988 federal 
law violates the Constitutii'n's 
11th Amendment

kills three at Indiana steel mill
PORTAGE, Ind. (AP) -  An 

explosion ripped apart a section 
of a 5-year-old steel mill today, 
killing at least three people and 
injuring eight others.

"All of a sudden there was a 
huge explosion, like a time bomb. 
Everything went kaboom," said 
Lee Stika, a supervist)r who was 
at the mill.

The explosion happened in the 
southwest corner of the Beta 
Steel mill, said Bill Fritchley, 
director of planning and devel­
opment for the Indiana Port 
Commission.

The blast blew sheets of metal 
siding off the three-story build­
ing, leaving a gaping hole. It also 
partially collapsed part of the

roof of a Beta office complex 
about 50 feet away, Fritchley said 
from Indianapolis.

Stika said a tank in the base­
ment had exploded. The tank 
held water or hydraulic fluid 
under high pressure, he said.

Stika, 43, said about 15 other 
people were on the plant floor or 
in a IcKker nxim at the time of the 
7 a.m. blast.

"People were just running all 
over the place. They were scatter­
ing because they didn't know 
what was going to fall next," 
Stika said,

"It was dark and scary when 
the explosion happened. It was 
terrifying," said employee David 
Varney, who also was inside the

mill. He appeared uninjured.
Three people were killed and 

eight were injured, said city 
police Sgt. John Rogers. He said 
authorities believed everyone in 
the plant was accounted for.

State occupational safety 
inspectors and investigators from 
the federal Bureau of Alcohol, 
Tobacco and Firearms were on 
the scene, Rogers said.

"We're looking at several dif­
ferent things. We just don't know 
right now," Rogers said when 
asked about possible causes.

Porter Memorial had treated
four people and none appeared 
to have life-threatening injuries.
said spokeswoman 
Parker.

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Utility files notice to allow custom ers to choose energy provider
DALLAS (AP) -  The Public Utility 

Commission will consider a plan by 
Texas-New Mexico Power Co. that in 
five years would give some electricity 
customers a choice of power suppliers.

TNP, a wholly owned subsicliary of 
Fort Worth-based TNP Enterprises, filed 
a notice of intent on Tuesday with the 76 
Texas cities it serves. The company has 
more than 213,000 customers in Texas 
and New Mexico.

During the five-year window, TNP 
would be allowed to make higher profits 
before offering Texas consumers the 
results of industry competition.

Rates would remain the same, but 
TNP would be allowed to keep any cost

savings. Currently, utilities' profits are 
set and any amount above that must be 
returned to customers through lower 
rates. TNP is proposing that the money 
pay off past investments.

"As the electric utility industry moves 
toward a competitive environment. 
Community Choice will allow TNP to 
embrace, rather than deny, competi­
tion," said Kevern Joyce, chairman and 
chief executive officer of the company. 
"This program is a win-win for TNP's 
customers and for the company."

Consumer groups are not so certain 
that the deal TNP has proposed would 
be good for Texas customers.

"It is somewhat gentler than most, but

the end result is the same, they're trying 
to get consumers to pay for their exces­
sively costly power plant," said Peter 
Altman, director of Sustainable Energy 
and Economic Development. "We don't 
want to see restructuring take place in a 
way where we see ratepayers bailing out electricity, 
utilities for poor decisions." The proposal by

olies is expected to be hard-fought on all 
sides in the state Legislature and in 
Washington. Some are expected to push 
for letting big consumers pick their own 
power companies and to require the 
monopolies to transmit competitors'

The utility made bad investments in 
an expensive power plant that does not 
produce power that can be sold at a com­
petitive price, according to Public 
Citizen.

But Tom Smith of Public Citizen says 
the group likes the community choice 
feature of the plan.

The move to deregulate utility monop­

TNP, which has one 
of the weakest balance sheets of any util­
ity, could hurt the credibility of the 
state's larger utilities as they prepare to 
argue against competition in the Texas 
Legislature in 1997, some say.

"No one can be misled any longer 
about what the (big utilities) are capable 
of doing," Austin political consultant 
Bill Miller told The Dallas Morning News.

Miller is advising a group of large indus­
trial electricity users that favor competi­
tion.

The big utilities "are ready td do this, 
and can do this, but they want to drag 
their feet as long as possible," he told the 
paper.

^ m e  experts say the companies are 
concerned that in a competitive environ­
ment they won't be able to recover the 
billions of dollars spent to build huge 
power plants in the '70s and '80s.

Curtis Seidlits, the utilities' top lobby­
ist in Austin, said TNP's move won't 
hurt because it has only one plant and 
depends on other utilities to transmit 
much of its power.

Dole looking for break In campaign following new round 
of victories; hounded by Buchanan, Perot In the wings

Summit: Stricter education a must

Bob Dole is looking toward a 
spring break in his campaign for 
the White House, but politics 
never stops and Dole is being 
vexed by Democrats in the 
Senate, Ross Perot on the road, 
and Pat Buchanan in the wings.

As the 72-year-old Kansas sen­
ator scored a new round of victo­
ries, commentator Buchanan sent 
up mixed signals about his inten­
tions. And House Speaker Newt 
Gingrich renewed his plea that 
Buchanan stick with the GOP.

Perot's signals were less mixed 
-  he launched a nationwide 
speaking tour bent on bringing 
about the defeats of both Dole 
and President Clinton. He called 
the GOP primary process 
"beyond sick."

And Senate Democrats bedev­
iled Dole by insisting on a vote 
on Clinton's proposal to raise the 
minimum wage by 50 cents — an 
act the Democratic president says 
would show real fealty to "family 
values." Dole said the Democrats 
were showing fealty to the AFL- 
CIO.

"Our country has reached a 
defining moment," the candidate 
declared, now willing to 
acknowledge that his long goal of 
winning his party's presidential 
nomination had been achieved. 
Without waiting for results from 
Nevada, California and 
Washington state, he said it out 
loud: "I am the Republican nom­
inee."

Dole locked up a majoriW of 
Republican delegates with a four-

Sen. B ob Dole
state Midwestern sweep a week 
earlier, but he pretended other­
wise until Tuesday night to give 
the appearance that it was 
California that put him over the 
top.

Tuesday's were Dole's 23rd, 
24th and 25th consecutive victo­
ries over Buchanan, who conced­
ed that Dole had the presidential 
nomination locked up.

"There's no doubt about iC" 
Buchanan told a rally to the boos 
and jeers of some supporters.

In Washington this morning. 
Newt Gingrich today urged 
Buchanan to continue working 
within the party.

"I hope he'll decide to stay on 
the team and work to help elect a 
president who will appoint con- 
sevative judges, balance the bud­
get and lower taxes," Gingrich

told reporters. 'These are all val­
ues Buchanan believes in."

Nevada's voters, ballohng by 
mail cast Buchanan as a paper 
tiger. He finished third, behind 
Dole, but also trailed millionaire 
publisher Steve Forbes, who had 
folded his tents weeks before. In 
Nevada, Dole won 52 percent, 
Forbes 19 percent and Buchanan 
15 percent.

In California and Washington, 
Dole piled up margins of around 
two-thirds, with Buchanan a 
weak second in each.

Polling of Californians after 
they voted showed that Dole 
crushed Buchanan even among 
those who said Dole doesn't have 
new ideas or worry that he's too 
old or don't think he can beat 
Clinton.

California, home to one 
American in eight, offers the rich­
est number of electoral votes in 
November. George Bush conced­
ed the state to Clinton in 1992, 
but Dole has promised to fight 
there "to the bitter end."

Clinton already has made 23 
trips to the Golden State; his 
chances of re-election depend 
on winning California. Con­
sumer activist Ralph Nader is 
on the ballot as the Green Party 
candidate, potentially siphon­
ing off enough votes to worry 
Clinton.

Buchanan sent ambiguous sig­
nals about his intentions between 
now and August. He told sup­
porters, "We are going to San 
Diego," where the Republicans 
convene to confirm Dole's nomi­
nation. But he also headed home 
to reassess his campaign -  open­

Am arillo businessm an charged with indecency
AMARILLO (AP) -  A promi­

nent Amarillo businessman has 
been indicted on three felony 
counts alleging indecency with a 
child through sexual conduct.

Stanley Marsh 3 was released 
after posting $3,000 bond, said 
Debby Phillips, deputy correc­
tions officer at the Potter County 
Detention Center.

She said the flamboyant million­
aire "brought the cash with him."

Marsh, 58, is chairman of the 
board of Marsh Media Inc., owner 
of Amarillo television station 
KVIl. He is best known outside 
the Amarillo area as the eccentric 
creator of Cadillac Ranch, where 
10 vintage Cadillacs have been 
half-buri^ as pop art.

Marsh told a KVII reporter he 
was innocent and referred all 
other questions to his lawyer.

Marsh was accompanied to the 
jail by attorney David Weir, who 
said later the case was being han­
dled by State Sen. John Montford. 
There was no answer Tuesday 
night at Montford's Lubbock 
home or law office.

The indictments containing the 
charges remained sealed, Ms. 
Phillips said. Bond was set by 
State District Judge Pat Pirtle.

In December, Marsh posted 
$3,000 bond on felony counts 
alleging kidnapping and aggra­
vated assault.

Man surrenders after 5 1/2 hour standoff with police
TEXARKANA, Ark. (AP) -  A 

standoff between Texarkana 
police and a former prison guard 
accused of abducting and raping 
his former wife ended peacefully 
after 5 1/2 hours, when officers

persuaded the man to give up his 
pistol.

Police say Austin Smith, 30, of 
Azle, Texas, was charged 
Tuesday with aggravated kid­
napping and rape after his arrest
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ing the possibility of a halt to his 
blistering attacks on Dole.

Several top Buchanan support­
ers are urging him to run as an 
independent, and organizers of 
the conservative U.S. Taxpayers 
Party have said they would like 
Buchanan as their candidate.

Buchanan didn't foreclose such 
a move.

PALISADES, N.Y. (AP) -  
Hundreds of applicants 
respond to "Help Wanted" ads, 
yet business managers say they 
can't find workers. Poor-per­
forming schools are partly to 
blame, say business leaders 
who are calling for tougher aca­
demic standards at a national 
education summit.

"I don't think the education 
community can continue to 
ignore what business says. They 
are the ultimate customer," said 
Keith Poston, a spokesman for 
the National Alliance of 
Business.

Forty-nine business leaders 
from across America have joined 
41 governors to talk about rais­
ing academic standards for 
America's schoolchildren and 
infusing technology into the 
classroom.

President Clinton is keynote 
speaker at the two-day summit, 
which ends today. Governors 
are pledging to set higher acade­
mic standards in their states, 
and business leaders vow to 
lend their support to school 
reform.

USA Today reported that 
Clinton will urge all 50 states to 
develop achievement Jests that 
youngsters would have to pass 
to be promoted from elementary 
school to middle school, from 
middle school to high school 
and to graduate from high 
school. A number of states 
already have such requirements.

Raising standards in core sub­
jects, such as math, science, 
English and history, is a bottom 
line issue for some businesses.

One-third of corporate econo­

mists surveyed by the National 
Association of Business 
Economists in January said their 
companies were having trouble 
finding skilled labor, according 
to a discussion paper written for 
the summit by the business 
alliance.

A 1994 American Manage­
ment Association survey on 
basic skills testing and training 
revèals that the number of U.S. 
businesses that provided reme­
dial training jumped to 20 per­
cent in 1994, up from 4 percent 
in 1989.

Lockheed Martin Energy 
Systems, a 14,000-employee 
company that operates Oak- 
ridge National Laboratory in 
Oakridge, Tenn., spends $1 mil­
lion a year to train workers in 
basic skills.

"The vocational training we 
don't mind doing. 1 think today, 
to have to go back and training 
people on the remedial skills is 
an investment we wish we did­
n't have to make," said 
Lockheed president Gordon Fee.

Ameritech Corp. does not do 
remedial education, but it gives 
prospective employees a basic 
skills test in reading, writing, 
basic math and simple logic, 
said chairman Richard C. 
Notebaert. For every 10 people 
interviewed to work in its local 
telephone business in five I 
Midwestern states, Ameritech 
hires one.

"The ones we don't hire -  we 
don't hire because they can't 
pass the test," he said. 'T h e test 
is a basic skills test. It's not for 
being an electronic engineer or 
anything."

Budget buffoonery 
rampant in Congress

Yi)u might have thought, with a history of bufftxjnery behind 
them and an election ahead of them, that congressional
Republicans would have figured out a nice, quiet way to finesse

ild etthe related issues of a balanced budget and the federal debt limit, 
t he issues are important enough, but all the posturing and gov­
ernment shutdowns have left those who insisted on a balanced 
budget as the centerpiece of the Republican Revolution looking 
more than a bit ridiculous.

T he Republicans have come out of the budget imbroglio lcx>k- 
ing like the stubborn ideologues who want to throw innocent fed­
eral workers to the wolves in the bitter midwinter, when in fact it 
has bc*c*n President Clinton who has bcH.‘n stubborn, unyielding, 
and unwilling (mainly for ideological reasons, though some are 
related to special-interest trough feeders) to see one precious 
penny of sacred federal spending cut. That disjunction netween 
perception and reality is manifestly unfair, but whoever said pol­
itics was fair?

If you thought these congressional heavyweights would be able 
to finesse an issue that - rightly or wrongly - has come to Ixire the 
public, you would only be half right. They have tried to finesse it, 
to come to a quiet, face-saving msolution. But old habits of polit­
ical posturing and gamesmanship die hard.

Earlier this month. President Clinton signed legislation to 
extend the federal government's "temporary" debt limit - the 
amount the feds can borrow legally - until March 29. And there's 
a proposal to grant a longer debt-ceiling authorization, which 
would be ex|x*cted to handle the government's borrowing needs 
all the way to July 1997.

(This whole debt-ceiling nonsense is yet another one of 
Washington's charades. There's a "permanent" debt ceiling, 
much lower than what this government routinely borrows. But 
nobexiy wants to do the honest thing, which would be to authiv 
rize a nigher debt ceiling. Instead, they keep the permanent ceil­
ing low - as if that makes anybexJy believe that st»meday soon the 
entire government will develop an irresistible yen for fiscal 
responsibility - and go through these artificial crises every year or 
so, as authorization for the "temporary" debt ceiling increases 
expires.)

The simple thing would K* to authorize the July 1997 ceiling 
increase, perhaps with a simple amendment that says the federal 
budget will be balanced by 2(K)2. It wtmidn't have to have details, 
and they could put it behind them and everybt>dy could pretend 
they won.

But no-(vo-o-o. Instead, they want to add authorization for a 
presidential line-item veto, an increase in the amount ScKial 
Security recipients can earn without jeopardizing benefits, and a 
tiny tax credit for families with children.

These are relatively non-a>ntroversial items in the imperial cap-
ital, supposedly unlikely tt> attract a presidential veto. But the

eal rerimpulse to tinker and play make-a-deal remains, apparently irre­
pressible even when the interest of legislators would be better 
served by leaving well enough alone. Leaving well enough alone 
is apparently a foreign concept in the marble halls.

It's almost enough to make you wonder. Is letting the politi­
cians - of both parties - have much to do with it any way to run a 
country?

drug addicts."

A few days before the Clinton inaugural event, 
Reed spoke with The New York Times regarding, 
yep, those dreadful conservatives. He reiterated 
that Tipper Gore's campaign against graphic rock 
lyrics was misguided but added that "if (outgoing 
President) Bush had his way, there wouldn't be 
any records at all." Too bad Lee Greenwood was­
n't there to provide a rebuttal.

Reed continued, "Some people think that in 
schools, if students are being made aware of 
homosexuality, more people will catch i t ... These 
people are crazy!... At a time when AIDS is killing 
people, you have a church that doesn't want you 
to have sex education, that doesn't want to have 
condoms available in schools. It's just hilarious 
that this is what they're going on almut in 1993." 
No more hilarious, I think, than the notion that 
anyone still bothers to listen to this man in 19%.

Using familiar terminology, Reed recently criti­
cized cuts in federal arts funding: "There's incest 
going on in Congress. They don't believe that culture . 
is the lifeblood and soul of people." Bill Clinton's tri­
angulation strategy is working. He can denounce the 
moral corruption in the entertainment community 
while celebrities like Lou Reed bash ccxiservatives.

To judge 
from the tenor of the current debate, the VP 
choice is of utmost importance to the republic. 
And given the dynamics of this year's presiden­
tial campaign, it may very well be.

Conventional wisdom holds that a nominee 
must balance the ticket along ideological, geo­
graphic or religious grounds. But the primary 
battleground in the Clinton-Dole contest will not 
be any particular state or over any one issue. The 
fight will be waged in the hearts and minds of 
the people over two competing visions for 
America. Whether Republicans like it or not, 
Clinton will make the November election a ref­
erendum on the GOP agenda. So instead of bal­
ancing the ticket by looking at a map. Dole 
would be better off balancing it by looking at 
himself.

This balancing act would require giving the 
campaign megaphone to a vice presidential can­
didate who can communicate the message of the 
Republican revolution with passion, conviction
and a sense of urgency. There are only a handful 
of Republican leaders who fit this bill, and Rep.
John Kasich of Ohio, chairman of the Budget 
Committee, is high among them.

Talking with him in his office recently, I was
struck by his ability to articulate both the crisis 

thefacing the country and a positive vision for 
resolving it. "This is a crusade," he told me. "This 

am iis not about an inside-the-Beltway battle over 
budget numbers. This is about reclaiming neigh-

borhcxxls and turning lives around. In the middle 
of the most violent part of Bnxiklyn, there is a 
church doing just that. So, on one side of the 
street, you have little houses with flowers bloom­
ing, and on the other, it's all bombed out." In the 
Reagan tradition, Kasich never es|X>uses princi­
ple without illustrating it with stories drawn 
from life.

A mailman's son from McKees Rocks, Pa., 
Kasich sees the country in a race against time: 
"We're at risk of losing a generation," he said. 
"We can't afford to lose another one." It is this 
sense of urgency that gives him his trademark 
intensity, "mmetimes, that makes me too bull­
ish," he explains. "When Teddy Roosevelt went 
up San Juan Hill, he wasn't asking, 'Is everybody 
happy? Has everyone had lunch?' "

Kasich is a man with a calling, and his calling 
is not to get re-elected for the eighth consecutive 
term from the 12th district in Ohio, nor is it to 
consolidate his power base as chairman of the 
Budget Committee. It is, as he put it, "to take this 
broken-down, rotten, stinking system and trans­
form it." He has no illusions about the magni­
tude of the task. And he has no doubt about the 
nature of the solutions: "We are a society found­
ed on a Judeo-Christian ethic that says you are 
judged on the basis of what you do to the least of 
them ... But we have too much of a home-run 
mentality. It's as if we have to change things for 
thousands of people at once or it's not worth it. 

>t to be one person at a time."

The Kasich paradox is that he is a political leader 
steef)ed in file legislative battle who nevertheless 
understands that we'll never be able to change 
America unless "we communicate clearly what is at 
stake and energize American citizens to get 
involved."

"We need to give our people a clear vision of 
where we are going," he says, "and then they would 
walk over red-hot coals to get there."

This is what Kasich exudes, together
with a deep conviction that would ring like a 
clear bell through the clanging chaos of presiden­
tial politics.

Dragmaker warns against 
misuse of Ritalin 

NEWARK, N.J. (AP) — 
Responding to reports that 
schoolchildren are snorting and 
shooting up Ritalin to get high, 
the primary maker of the hyper­
activity drug has begun a cam­
paign to curb its abuse.

In e  company is sending pam­
phlets on the proper use of the 
drug to more than 110,000 doc­
tors and 100,000 pharmacists this 
week, hoping they will pass 
them on to parents and school 
nurses.

While Ritalin has been used for 
more than 40 years, abuse has 
grown in recent years as more 
children are diagnosed with 
attention deficit disorder, typi­
fied by inattentive, impulsive 
and sometimes uncontrollable 
behavior.

A report by the United Nations 
last month said the drug is now 
so commonplace that 3 percent 
to 5 percent of all U.S. school- 
children take it each day -  
between 1.5 million and 2.5 mil­
lion children.

When used in low doses, the 
drug interacts with chemicals in 
the brain to help children con­
centrate. In greater doses, the 
drug can increase heart rate and 
blood flow and produce a sense 
of euphoria.

Some youngsters buy or steal 
the drug from classmates, crush­
ing the tablets to snort the pow­
der like cocaine, authorities say. 
Others cook and inject it like 
heroin.

Report: 3/XX) hours of Nixon 
tapes to TO made public 

NEW YORK (AP) — The pub­
lic will get to hear more of 
President Richard Nixon's 
thoughts on Watergate when at 
least 3,000 hours of his secret 
tap« recordings are released. The 
New York Times reported today.

The first 200 hours of the 
recordings to be released focus 
on Watergate, misuse of the FBI, 
the CIA and Internal Revenue 
Service and other prolitical "dirty 
tricks," the Times said.

Only archivists have had access 
to the new tap>es, which were 
recorded between February 1971 
and July 1973, the Times said.

The  first of the reels will be 
made public as soon as legal 
details are resolved among the 
National Archives, the Justice 
Department, Nixon's legal 
executors ainl Stanley Kutler, a 
historian at the University of 
Wisconsin who sued in 1992 to 
force their release.

A settlement may be reached 
as early as next month, the news­
paper said, citing court records 
and people close to the case.

After 200 years, doctors answer question of safety 
of heart medicine, results provide reassuring news

ORLANDO, Fla. (AP) -  For 
two centuries, doctors have pre­
scribed digitalis for failing hearts 
with little but faith to assure 
them they are doing more good 
than harm.

Now, at last, they have an 
answer:.. Digitalis doesn't save 
lives, but it doesn't kill people, 
either.

Digitalis is so old that it 
escaped the kind of scrutiny a 
new medicine would receive to 
make sure it is safe and effective. 
In recent times, some have won­
dered whether it triggers cardiac 
arrest and should be shelved in 
favor of newer medicines.

Still, about half of the country's 
4.7 million victims of congestive 
heart failure receive digoxin, the 
modern derivative of digitalis. 
So the National Heart, Lung and 
Blood Institute sponsored a large 
study of this old medicine's pros 
and cons.

"We wanted to answer the 200- 
year-old question of whether 
digoxin has an effect on mortali­
ty," said Dr. Rekha Garg of the 
heart institute.

The results of the study, which 
began in 1991 and ended last 
December, were released 
Tuesday at the annual scientific 
meeting of the American College 
of Cardiology.

The study found that while

people on digitalis were some­
what less likely to die of heart 
failure, they were slightly more 
apt to die from cardiac arrest and 
heart attacks. Overall, though, 
their death rate was no higher 
than the comparison group's.

However, the study also 
showed that digitalis indeed 
helps: Patients ta^ng the drug 
are less likely to be hospitalized 
for treatment of heart failure.

Dr. Richard Gorlin of Mount 
Sinai Medical Center in New 
York, who presented the find­
ings, said he would not hesitate 
to prescribe digitalis to anyone 
with clear-cut heart failure.

"I hope this provides reassur­
ance to physicians that they can 
use the drug with a reasonable 
sense of its effectiveness and that 
given properly it is safe to use," 
said Gorlin.

In all, 7,788 men and women at 
301 hospitals in the United States 
and Canada were randomly 
assigned to take either digoxin or 
dummy placeboes. They contin­
ued to receive their other heart 
medicines, usually drugs called 
ACE inhibitors as well as diuretics.

A main difference was patients' 
admission to the hospital for 
treatment of their heart failure. 
During the study, 975 were 
admitted for the first time for this 
condition, compared with 1,250 
of people in the comparison 
group.

Part of the uncertainty about 
digitalis is reflected in the way its 
use varies from country to coun­
try. For instance, it is seldom 
given in Great Britain, while 
German doctors prescribe it for 
nearly all their heart failure 
patients.

Controversial cancer doc’s 
patients denounce F D A
WASHINGTON (AP) 

Without government action, 120 
patients of cancer doctor 
Stanislaw Burzynski will lose 
access to the experimental thera-

f)y they hope will save their 
ives, says a spokesman for the 

Houston physician.
And all patients might be cut 

off from their antineoplaston 
treatment unless the Food and 
Drug Administration intervenes 
quickly, Burzynski Research 
Institute official Dean Mouscher 
said Tuesday.

Mouscher said the clinic 
would be forced as of noon 
today to stop treating 120 
patients not enrolled in FDA 
clinical trials. The clinic current­
ly is treating 280 patients from 
ail over the country.

The cutoff is due to a federal 
judge's February ruling that 
Burzynski could only treat those 
in the clinical trials. 
Implementation of that ruling 
vvas stayed until today.

Frustrated by the latest 
twists in Burzynski's compli­
cated dealings with the federal 
government, a roomful of 
angry patients denounced the 
FDA and its chief, David 
Kessler, at a Capitol Hill news 
conference.

"Dr. Kessler is cutting me 
off of my only hope for long­
term  treatm ent," said 25- 
year-old Michael Spano of 
Westchester, N.Y., who three 
weeks ago began taking anti- 
neoplastons in hopes of halt­

ing the spread of his lung can­
cer.

"He's threatening to be one of 
the nails in my coffin, and I 
don't accept that," Spano said.

The FDA has emerged as a 
favorite target of congressional 
Republicans. They have used 
Burzynski's case as proof the 
FDA is too slow in approving 
new medicines and too rigid in 
dealing with unconventional 
therapies.

The news conference was 
timed to coincide with today's 
unveiling of a House GOP pro­
posal to streamline FDA's func­
tions.

Agency officials note they are 
charged by Congress with pro­
tecting citizens from drugs that 
are harmful or don't live up to 
their billing. But the patients 
contend that since the drug -  by 
the FDA's own admission -  is 
non-toxic, they should have the 
right to use it as they see fit.

"It is my constitutional right 
to be able to receive antineoplas- 
tons and I expect my govern­
ment to help me," said Rita 
Kraft of New Bremen, Ohio, 
pounding the podium with her 
fist.

Burzynski has battled the 
FDA, state and federal courts, 
and the Texas Board of Medical 
Examiners since opening his 
clinic in 1983. Last November, a 
federal grand jury indicted him 
on 75 counts of fraud and ille­
gally introducing the drug into 
interstate commerce.

Court rules on parent relocation
ALBANY, N.Y. (AP) -  New 

York's highest court has loos­
ened restrictions on when 
divorced parents with custody of 
their children can move from the 
area where their ex-spouses are 
living.

Family Court judges previous­
ly had been guided mainly by 
whether a move would deprive 
noncustodial parents of "regular 
and meaningful access" to their 
children. But a unanimous Court 
of Appeals determined Tuesday 
that judges should consider the 
best interests of the child, and 
give greater weight to individual 
circumstances when ruling on a 
relocation request.

"Like Humpty Dumpty, a fam­
ily, once broken by divorce, can­
not be put back together in pre­
cisely the same way," Judge Vito 
Utone wrote in the court's ruling.

It may be better for some 
divorced parents to see their kids 
who have moved away for 
extended periods over the sum­
mer or around the holidays than 
for a few hours every weekend, 
Titone wrote.

A member of the state Father's 
Rights Association, which advo­
cates the rights of men in divorce 
and custody proceedings, called 
the decision a "tragedy."

"Even 50 or 1()0 miles away 
makes it difficult to maintain 
contact for a father," said Paul 
McCauley of Niskayuna.

The ruling was prompted by 
two cases, one in which a woman 
wanted to take her two children 
from the Syracuse area to 
Schenectady and the other where 
a woman asked to move with her 
child from White Plains to 
Pittsfield, Mass.

A qualified candidate is 
out there somewhere, but where 
is that resume that was gathering 
dust in a drawer?

Multiply that resume by the 
thousands, and you get an idea of 
how a personnel manager at a 
laige company must feel.

But companies that once lost 
track of job seekers amid piles of 
paper now are scanning resumes 
into databases that allow them to 
search for suitable candidates at 
the click of a mouse.

"You don't want to sit there 
and say, 'Who was that guy, you 
know, the one with the brown 
hair?"' said Barbara Whitcher, 
director of recruiting and staffing 
for John Hancock Financial 
Services. "Instead of going 
through a drawer of paper with 
maybe 5(X) resumes ... you can

enter in keywords and come up 
with 30."

Hancock has a software ^stem  
that uses an electronic scatmer to 
put every resume it receives into 
its computers. It now has 7500  
resumes at its fingertips.

Whitcher said the system saves 
m on^ on paper, cuts back on 
classified ads and, most impor­
tantly, allows her to fit candidates 
to jobs -  no matter when they 
submitted their resumes.

Such systems are becoming 
more popular as shifts in the mar­
ketplace result in companies fill­
ing jobs more frequently and 
increasing their use of temfxirary 
or contract workers.

An average software company 
loses 14 percent of its employees 
a year -  and that "chum" rate is 
going up.

"Essentially, you're filling 
every job in the compiany every

five years.... Those who can find 
the best workers for the least 
money will survive," said Lars 
Perkins, president and chief 
executive officer of Restrac, a 
Dedham-based company that 
makes resume dataoase soft­
ware.

Starting at $110,(XX), Restrac's 
system is geared toward larger 
companies. Customers include 
American Express, Fidelity 
Investments and Dow Chemical.

It not only scans in resumes, 
but allows employers to search 
for a variety of skills, rank candi­
dates based on those skills and 
even create response letters.

Teresa Toller, manager of 
recruitment and staffing for the 
Good Guys!, a chain of West 
Coast electronics stores, used the 
system to sift through more than 
100 resumes the company 
received in response to a recent

newspaper ad for a supervisor's 
opening.

She typed in a query for some­
one who knew about hunruin 
resource information systems, 
had worked as a supervisor and 
had retail experience.

"In less than five minutes, I 
found five who had the qualities 
we were looking for," Toller said.

On Ibesday, Restrac 
announced an agreement with a 
popular Internet job postings ser­
vice, The Monster Board, that 
should make it easier and faster 
for job applicants to get their 
resumes seen by potential 
employers.

Ibe Monster Board, which is 
owned by New York-based TMP 
Worldwide, has 53,(XX) jobs listed 
in searchable form on the World 
Wide Web, 60 percent of them in 
high-tech fields. The service is 
free for job seekers.

The state's case will be aided 
by Harvard Law School professor 
Laurence Tribe, a noted constitu­
tional scholar. Morales said. Thbe 
will help in submitting the case to 
the Supreme Court and will han­
dle argunnents if the court agrees 
to hear foe case, he said.

"I believe that we will be suc­
cessful in helping the court conne 
up with a constitutionally per­
missible, allowable manner by 
which we can continue to pro- 
nwte the very worthy goals of 
diversity and inclusiveness in 
higher education and in our soci­
ety in general," said Morales, 
whose decision to appeal fol­
lowed demonstrations by hun­
dreds of university students in 
support of affirmative action.

"We need doctors, lawyers, 
engineers, business p>eople, edu­
cators, journalists, government 
officials coming from all socioeco­
nomic groups, coming from all 
races, representing all ethnicities 
-  particularly in a state like ours 
which is comprised of close to 40 
percent minorities," Morales said.

He added that Texas wants to 
help find a medunism for pro­
moting diversity that's not only 
constitutional but has broad pulv 
lie support.

"I am of the opinion that the 
vast majority of Texans are not 
racists. The vast majority of 
Americans are not racists. 1 think 
that as a rule, the majority of citi­
zens in our country support the 
goals of inclusiveness, tne goals 
of diversity," he said.

Morales had said Monday that 
some dvil r i^ ts  advocates didn't 
believe the UT case was one of 
the stronger ones that could be 
presented to the Supreme Court 
on affirmative action in higHer 
education.

But he said Ibesday, "We have 
found ourselves in a situation 
where 1 think the harmful conse­
quences of this ruling, if allowed 
to stand, upon opr state and 
upon higher eduration compel 
the action that we have decided 
upon.

"If I were ming to take a case up 
to the US. &pieme Court on this 
issue, would 1 put togetherthispar- 
ticular policy and this particular feet 
situation and individual dicum- 
stanoes and details?

Spacewalking astronauts venture outside orbiting outpost
SPACE CENTER, Houston (AP) -  Two 

NASA astronauts danded from a l^foot tun­
nel linking shuttle Atlantis and the Russian 
space station Mir today in an unprecedented 
spacewalk outside the orbiting outpost.

Astronauts Linda (Godwin and Michael 
"Rich" Clifford floated out of the shuttle as 
the massive Atlantis-Mir complex soared 
some 250 miles over the South Padfic. 

Wearing jet packs as a safety precaution.
they scaled opposite sides of Mir's oran ^  
docking tunnel to begin the risky spacewalk. 

Nearly six hours later, they dimbed back
inside the safety of Atlantis having accom­
plished all their objedives.

It was the first spacewalk by Americans 
outside Mir and foe first U.S. spacewalk at a 
space station since astronauts journeyed out­
side Skylab in 1974.

The spacewalkers' first task was to attach 
several clamps, or experiment holders, on the 
tunnel. Later, they secured four suitcase­
shaped experiment boxes there.

Teacher charged in bom b threat

The installation process was slow and 
looked awkward. As (Godwin installed one 
box near another. Mission Control warned her 
against banging them together and damaging 
the contamination-sensitive experiments 
inside.

"I am watching these two," she replied. "I 
know they look close."

The 55- to 60-pound boxes, to be 
retrieved by spacewalkers late next year, 
contain paint samples, fibers, metals and 
other materials that might be used for 
external surfaces on the planned interna­
tional space station.

There also were cosmic dust catchers so 
engineers can find out what kind of particles 
smash into orbiting spaceships.

Before attaching foe boxes, Godwin and 
Qifford cut an electrical cable and removed a 
television camera from the tunpel. Shuttle 
astronauts used the camera while installing 
foe docking port last November.

Throughout their excursion, the two also

tried out new tethers and a foot platform that 
can accommodate difference in foe space- 
suits worn by Americans and Russians.

The spacewalk was an example of the 
work astronauts will be e x p e c ts  to do 
while constructing and maintaining the 
international station in a few years.

As they labored outside the 522,847-pound 
complex, (Godwin and Qifford had auouences 
on both sides. Astronaut Shannon Ludd  
watched with two Russian cosmonauts from 
her new home aboard the Mir; three astro­
nauts peered out from Atlantis.

This ^>acewalk was considered especially 
risky because Atlantis, while dodeed to Mir, 
could not immediately chase down the astro­
nauts if their tethers were to break or come loose.

Both astronauts wore jet packs -  though the 
devices were not 'used -  so they could propel 
themsdves back to foe orbiting complex in that 
unlikely event. They test-fired the tiny nitrogen 
thrusters on foeir jet packs before leaving 
Atlantis to make sure everyfoing worked.

Charlie Michulka, a 
Richmond lawyer and longtime 
East Bernard resident, said con­
cession stand operators and 
others provided Tiger with 
food, water and medical care. 
The cat returned the favor by 
keeping the area rodent-free.

"She was the resident mouser 
and pet fur ball for the little kids 
hanging around there who wene 
loo little to play hall," Michulka 
said.

Three of the seven players 
who came forward told investi­
gators they put Tiger in a bag 
and beat her with baseball bats. 
A fourth said he ran over the cat 
with a pickup truck.

Hudgins said the carcass was 
first dumped in a dry creek bed, 
but other teammates, fearful the 
others would be found out, 
threw the crushed carcass into 
the San Bernard River.

NEW YORK (AP) -  Consumer 

confidence in the economy held 
nearly steady in Mardi aespite 
uneasiness about the job market, 
the (Conference Board reported 
Tuesday.

The board's index dipped to 
97.7 from 98 in February, when 
the measure suiged from 
January's plunge to 88.4. While 
little changed from February, the 
March reading was down 2.5 
points from the 1(K).2 of March 
1995.

The index is considered an 
important barometer of con­
sumers' willingness to borrow 
and spend, which accounts for 
the bulk of US. economic activi­
ty

The report from the business- 
financed research group said 23.5 
percent rated conditions "good," 
up from 22.3 percent in February. 
But the percentage of survey par­
ticipants who said jobs are diffi­
cult to get increased to 26.5 per­
cent from 23.4 percent last 
month.

The Labor Department recently 
reported a stuiming 705,000 jobs 
created in Fd>ruary, the most for 
any month since September 1983.

"The cot^sumer confidence sur­
vey found that the job creation 
"has not been translated into a 
less apprehensive outlook about 
jobs," said Edgar R. Fiedler, eco­
nomic counselor at the 
Conference Board.

"Although consumer attitudes, 
on balance, are pretty much in 
neutral territory, the uneasiness 
about the job market coupled

of 3.%  million homes, the 
National Association of Realtors 
said. It was the first gain since a 1 
percent advance last September.

'The increase result^  from a 
combination of a bounce back 
from weather-induced weakness 
in January, relatively low mort­
gage interest rates and fear that 
mortgage interest rates were 
going to increase," said Elliott 
Platt, an econontist with 
E)onaldson, Lufkin & Jenrette 
Securities Corp. in New York.

The East Coast blizzard and 
severe weather in other areas 
helped drive existing home sales 
down 3.9 percent in January, to a 
3.72 million rate, lowest since a 
3.62 million rate last May.

Before that, sales had been 
curbed by slow job and income 
growth and heavy consumer 
debt that offset the attractiveness 
of falling mortgage rates, ana­
lysts had said.

But after dropping to an aver­
age of 7.03 percent in January, 
rates edged up to 7.17 percent in 
February and reached 7.83 per­
cent earlier this month, according 
to surveys by the Federal Home 
Loan Mortgage Corp.

Still, the February average was 
well below the 8.77 percent aver­
age a year earlier and represent­
ed a considerable saving for 
home buyers.

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Former senator, secretary of state Edmund Muskie dies of heart failure

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Ed- 
mund Muskie operated at the 
highest reaches of American poli­
tics but he was remembered on 
the day he died for his intellect 
and honesty, not for the jobs he 
held. "His brand of tireless public 
service is vanishing," said a for­
mer Senate colleague.

Muskie will also be recalled as 
the man who may have lost a 
presidential nomination by chok- 
mg^up in public.

The former secretary of state 
died of heart failure early

Tuesday, two days shy of his 
82nd birthday. He underwent 
surgery last week in Georgetown 
University Hospital for a blocked 
artery in his leg, then suffered a 
heart attack a few days later.

His was a life of public office. 
Three-term state legislator in his 
native Maine, twice governor of 
the state, U.S. senator for 22 
years. Democratic nominee, for 
vice president in 1968, candidate 
for president in 1972.

He left his beloved Seijate, 
where he had championed clean 
air and clean water legislation, to 
become secretary of state in the 
Carter administration. As such.

he helped oversee the successful 
efforts to free 52 Americans held 
hostage by Iran.

"I have never known any 
American leader who was more 
highly qualified to be president 
of the United States," Carter said 
in tribute. "His coolness under

Pressure and his sound judgment 
elped him play a crucial role in 

bringing all the American 
hostages home from Iran to safe­
ty and freedom, and he was 
always careful to give credit to 
others for this achievement."

President Clinton called Muskie 
"a leader in the best sense."

"He spoke from his heart and

acted with conviction," Clinton 
said.

"Ed Muskie was a patriot," 
said Republican leader Etob Dole. 
'The state of Maine and America 
are better because of Ed Muskie's 
life and career."

To Sen. Fritz Hollings, D-S.C., 
Muskie was "perhaps, the most 
cogent persuader on the floor of 
the United States Senate. ... Time 
and again, he gave of himself. His 
brand of tireless public service is 
vanishing."

And Sen. Edward Kennedy, D- 
Mass., called him "a senator's 
senator. I liked to think of him as

Railroad Commission opposes proposed rail merger
AUSTIN (AP) -  A proposed merger 

b®hv^n Union Pacific Corp. and Southern 
Pacific Rail Corp. is not in the best interest of 
Texas and should not be allowed to go for­
ward, the Texas Railroad Commission said 
Tuesday.

In a unanimous move, the three-member 
commission voted to oppose the merger 
unless a number of changes were made.

"This merger, as it is proposed, is not bene­
ficial for the state of Texas," said Railroad 
Commissioner Carole Keeton Rylander.

Added Commissioner Barry Williamson, 
'T h e  proposed Union Pacific-Southern 
Pacific merger would be detrimental to the 
economic health of the state."

Texas and other states are presenting their 
positions on the proposed merger to the fed­
eral Surface Transportation Board, an arm of 
the U.S. Transportation Department, which 
will decide the issue later this year.

The changes asked for by the Texas com­
mission include:

— Divestiture of certain lines by Southern 
Pacific.

— An agreement that switching terminals 
in metropolitan areas be run as neutral termi­
nals. Switching terminals are junctions where 
trains move in and out of common areas, like 
rail yards. They are controlled by rail compa­
nies or by private industries.

—  An agreement that any lines abandoned 
by either rail company be linked from junc­
tion to junction or industry to junction, so 
that any competitor that wanted to acquire an 
abandoned line could access both ends of it.

Southern Pacific officials called the 
demands implausible.

"The Texas scheme would butcher the 
merger, depriving both railroads and the 
shipping public of the benefits and costing 
rail jobs," said San Francisco-based Southern 
Pacific vice chairman Robert Starzel.

Starzel accused the state board of trying to 
grab control of switching terminals by 
putting those "neutral" terminals in the 
hands of public entities.

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) -  A 
biotech compaiw has unveiled 
what it calls the first effective test 
for diagnosing Alzheimer's dis­
ease, saying it gives conclusive 
results in 60 percent of older 
patients with dementia.

The test involves drawing 
blood and performing a spinm 
tap. It examines the patient's 
blood for a genetic tendency 
toward Alzheimer's, and ana­
lyzes spinal fluid for plaque and 
tangles in the brain. High levels 
of plaque and tangles cause 
dementia. >

The Alzheimer's Association 
and other outside experts wel­
comed the armouncement but 
urged caution, saying neurolo­
gists have yet to determine the 
test's efiectiveness.

Doctors currently diagnose 
Alzheimer's by raving patients a 
battery of tests that oftrai have to 
be repeated over months or years 
to monitor changes. These iiKlude 
blood, spinal fluid and memory 
tests. Autopsies have been the 
only way doctors can diagiK>se 
the disease with certainty.
, Athena Neurosdences Inc. ofr 
South San Francisco was to intro- ] 
duce the test at today's meeting) 
of the American Academy ofj 
Neurology in San Francisco.

The test is part of an outpour­
ing of research that over the last 
three years has brought doctors 
much closer to understatKling i 
Alzheimer's disease.

The New England Journal of 
Medicine on M ^ h  21 published 
a study in which doctors used 
brain images, or PET scans, to 
capture signs of approaching: 
Alzheimer^ in people whose' 
thinking and memory were still 
virarous. j

The Athena test difiers because* 
it is a diagnostic tool, said  ̂
Alzheimer's Association spoke-' 
sman Niles Frantz. The PET 
scans, which look for areas of 
low metabolic activity in the 
brain, are used only for research, 
he said.

Alzheimer's is the fourth lead­
ing cause of death in the United 
States. An estimated 4 million 
Americans have Alzheimer's, 
and 100,(X)0 die of its effects 
every year.

UMass star confident against Kentucky

BOSTON (AP) — When Marcus Camby 
goes to bed Friday night before the biggest 
game of his life, he doesn't expect a night­
mare with hordes of blue-and-white 
Kentucky uniforms charging at him.

That probably will happen Saturday 
night, when Camby faces those Wildcats 
for real in the NCAA Final Four. No big 
deal, says the star of top-ranked 
Massachusetts.

_ "I'm going to go to sleep fine. I'm not 
going to worry about any other teams," he 
said. "I'm just going to go out there and be 
myself rand try to score and try to play 
aggressive defense."

There will be aggressive defense all over 
the court in the second game of the semifi­
nals, following the Syracuse-Mississippi 
State matchup.

UMass frustrates opponents with the. 
uick hands of Edgar Padilla, who holds 
le school career and single-season steab 

record, and with the long wingspan of

jCamby, the 6-foot-ll shot bltKker.
Second-ranked Kentucky doesn't have 

that intimidating inside presence. It sim­
ply intimidates from end to end with a suf­
focating press «nd by double-teaming the 
opposing center.

The Wildcats did that to Wake Forest's 
Tm  Duncan in the quarterfinals, holding 
him to no field goals in the first 28 min­
utes. ^

Camby doesn't sound concerned that 
Kentucky will do that to him.

"I'm not Tim Duncan," he said. "He's 
mainly a back-to-the-basket player. I'm 
mostly out on the floor and slashing and 
cutting to the basket and doing other 
things."

Camby is a good dribbler and passer 
with an excellent turnaround shot from the 
baseline. He averaged 3.4 blocks per game 
and is UMass' leading scorer and rebound­
er.

"He can dominate a game on either 
end," coach John Calipari said. "What 1 
don't want to do is have Marcus think he 
has to be anybody other than Marcus in

this game" and try to do tot» much.
"Just be Marcus Camby. if that's not 

good  enough, we're 35-2. That's not bad."
Kentucky is 32-2 with a defense that, if it 

plays the way it's been playing, has an 
excellent chance to be 34-2 and the nation­
al champions for the sixth time in school 
history.

The Wildcats' press is more effective 
because their exceptional depth gives 
them fresh legs. They have the quickness 
to double team big men like Camby and 
still recover to guard their own men.

"They do a fabulous job of picking up 
quickly to make it hard on you to catch" 
the ball, Calipari said. "They're great antic­
ipators.

"They really do a great job of cheating 
up the floor and trying to steal balls. They 
take a lot of chances," he added. "You have 
to make them pay for taking chances."

UMass needs to counter that aggressive­
ness by spacing the floor on offense and 
coming toward passes, two tactics it has 
used effectively all season.

Fake CD-ROMs w9rth $1.75 
million seized in Singapore

SINGAPORE (AP) — In a 
series of raids on stores and 
delive^ vans, police seized 6,477 
fake CD-ROM discs worth at 
least $1.75 million in what indus­
try groups today called the 
biggest crackdown on computer 
sof^are piracy in Singapore.

The raids followed several 
months of investigation by the 
U.S.-based Software Publishers 
Association and the Hong Kong- 
based AlliaiKe Against CD-ROM 
Theft.

Police said they raided two 
delivery vans Tuesday and 
seized 5,800 pirated CD-410M 
discs worth "well over" 
$715,000.

They then raided the van's 
owners -  two retail outlets in Sim 
Lim Square, a gigantic electronics 
and computers supermarket in 
central Singapore -  and another 
store suspected of receiving the 
contraband. Two people were 
arrested.

The raids netted the single 
largest seizure of suspected 
counterfeit CD-ROM discs ever 
in Singapore, the two industry 
groups said.

'Braveheart' leads tourists 
to historic Highlands i

STIRLING, Scotland (AP) — I 
On a clear day from the William 
Wallace monument, a panorama ; 
of mountain, castle and water' 
unfolds before the viewer -  but 
these days, it seems, you can see 
all the way to Hollywood.

Scottish tourism had one of its 
best years ever in 1995, thanks 
partly to international curiosity 
on the heels of Braveheart and Rob 
Roy, the 1994 epic starring Liam 
Neeson about the 18th-century 
Highlands clan leader Rob Roy 
MacGregor.

The Wallace Monunnent, a 220- 
foot tower atop a rock north of the 
ancient fortress town of Stirling, 
offers a breathtaking view.

Stirling Castle on another, big­
ger outcropping watches over 
the town opposite; the River 
Forth winds through marsh and 
banks of heather; seven historic 
battlefields stretch below the 
Ochil Hills and the Trossachs, the 
southern Highlands approach 
from where Rob Roy MacGregor 
assailed the English.

After Braveheart had its 
European premiere in Stirling 
last September, admissions to the 
monument tripled, and for the 
first tinne it's been kept open dur­
ing the winter. O
Defector North Korea sell­
ing opium for cash

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) — 
Desf)erate for hard currency. 
North Korea is encouraging its 
trade officials to sell opium in 
foreign countries, a defector said 
today.

(Thoe Se Ung, 34, who worked 
for the North Korean govern­
ment as a currency trader in 
Europe until his defection in 
December, said the isolated state 
is widely involved in drug traf­
ficking.

South Korean officials have 
said that North Korean authori­
ties are encouraging farmers in 
mountainous regions to grow  
opium. Previous defectors said 
many villagers have become 
addicted to the drug they har­
vest.

Bush touts lifting 
ban on Mideast

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) -  
(3eotge Bush says he hopes the 
United States will soon lift a 
ban on travel to Lebanon.

The ban was imposed in 1987 
by the Reagan aoministration, 
when Bush was vice-president, 
following a wave of hostage- 
taking and aircraft hijackings.

'1 look forward to the day 
when there is no US. ban against 
travel to Lebaixrn," the former 
president said Tuesday night at a 
bairquet hosted by Leranese 
President Elias Hrawi. "I hope 
this day will come very soon."

Bush left for the United 
States today after a nine-nation 
tour of the Middle East. The 
State Department advised 
Bush against visiting Lebanon, 
but eventually granted him a 
oire-time entry permit.

Bush spent tne night at the 
newly built guest wing of 
Hrawi's palace, thus inaugu­
rating the two-story annex tMt 
is considered a landmark in the 
country's reconstruction fol­
lowing the 1975-1990 civil war.

He left the presidential palace 
today in- a heavily guarded 
motoccade of armor-plaled lim­
ousines to ireighboring to 
board a private )et which he 
had left at Damascus airport.

The court ordered the sentences to be 
served consecutively.
