‘We Started With A Screwdriver’

Johnny Lloyds Establish Farm Equipment Firm In South Africa

Johnny and Willie Mae Lloyd started
a new business venture in a foreign
countryv "‘with just a screwdriver.’
Three years later the former Floyd
County residents are seeing the results
of their initiative and imagination.

Mrs. Louis (Janice) Lloyd, the cou-
ple’s sister-in-law, feels that Johnny
and Willie Mae have made a significant
contribution to agriculture in the Re-
public of South Africa. ‘‘They have
helped develop and make available farm
equipment, which was badly needed,”’
the Flovdada woman said last week
while her brother-in-law and sister-in-
law were visiting in the Floydada and
Lubbock homes of relatives: Jno. A.
Lloyd, Ray Lloyd, Fred Lloyd, G.U.
Smith, Louis Lloyd, and others.

The former Floyd residents manu-
facture and sell parts as well as finished
products.

The need for farm equipment and
parts — ‘‘spares’’ they are called in
South Africa — is pointed out in a story
told by Willie Mae. Soon after their
arrival in that country, Mrs. Lloyd and
son Mitch went into a store in search of
drafting paper. The woman salesclerk
wanted to know the need for the
drafting paper and when she learned
the Americans would produce farm
machinery and parts, she noted that the
need existed.

Ihe woman explained that she and
her husband were selling their farm

""because of a lack of spares (parts).”’

Johnny Lloyd says the demand for
parts *'is really coming on."”’

‘DECIDED TO TRY IT’

T'he Lloyds had decided to attempt a
different business venture from farm
ing. Their interest in South Africa was
stirred after **Mr. Martin had talked to
us several times.....we just decided to
try it."’

She referred to Fred Martin, a former
Floydada egipment dealer who went to

South Africa and founded a farm
equipment firm
Actually, the Lloyds manufacture

solely for GC Tillage Co., which is
owned by Martin. The equipment then
is distributed to approximately 350
agents.

All of the Lloyd products are sold
basically in the Republic of South
Africa.

Johnny and Wilie Mae '‘started from
scratch....we went over with just our
personal clothing’' and set up their
operation in Howick, South Africa. This
is in the state of Natal.

The couple and their son Mitchell
arrived Nov. 19, 1975. They '‘rented a
small building™’ the following March

and started their business: Texas
Tillage Mfg.

The firm’s growth has been little
short of phenomenal. Their initial
employees were two black men and

a target.

“When I was 11, I walked out on the
porch one day and shot a hawk *‘on the
wing''. He was diving in to get a
chicken, when I shot him. He had dared
to get a little close because he saw a
chance of getting a chicken.

"'l am sure that a hawk tried to strike
the head of a chicken. There were so
many feathers on the rest of the body
that it was protection. The head was the
most vulnerable spot.

Another early menace was the loboes.
They would attack small calves or
crippled stock. Then there were the
coyotes that didn't do as much damage
as the loboes. | have always believed
that the lobo was a dog-wolf animal.
Other sections of the Plains were
bothered with rattlesnakes ‘‘but has
been years since I saw one. Rattle-
snakes liked prairie dog towns and we
never did have more than two prairie
dog towns."’

“Group projects have always been
possible in Providence. There was one
project that I remember auite well. A
group of people got together and built
a telephone line in to Lockney in 1920
Each of the 10 people on the line heard
every ring of the other people on the
line. Our ring was 2 longs.

"'This party line worked through
organization. We had a president and a
secretary; and somebody was always
appointed to see about the condition of
the line. We met together to see if we
needed to put up new poles.

"‘Party lines were lots of fun. No one
objected to another one listening in. If
it happened to be long distance, vou just
had to say, ‘Will you please hang up so |
can hear better. No one ever got mad.

““Once Charlie Veigel called every-
body on the party line to ask if they
wanted to listen in because there was a
world series on. Charlie was the first
one to have a radio. Everyone on the
line listened.

“Then in the 30's, during the
Depression, people on the line thought
they couldn’t keep up the payment of
one dollar a month."’

In those days, Providence had a
2-room school house with a man-wife
teaching couple. The man also served as
janitor. The coal for heating was stowed
in the basement.

"“We enjoyed having the teacher ask
us to go to the basement to get coal. We
could take a long time filling the bucket

Somewhere during that time, one of
the teachers said that coffee was
harmful. This made an impression on
Ewald. He never drank coffee

"'One spring day, we were buring off
grass, so we could play on the play
ground. The teacher had gone to his
house for lunch. A boy lit a paper to
burn the grass around the building.

"“The wind blew it across the road to
