The proposal will be put to Presi­
dent Carter "In a week to 10 days," 
said Schneiders, and will take 
effect in October if he goes along

By Lightning, Brown Warns

AUSTIN-Four out of five 
human deaths or injuries 
from lightning take place in 
rural areas, Texas Agriculture 
Commissioner Reagan V. 
Brown warns farmers.

Ih is  is because isolated 
r u r a l  b u i l d i n g s  a n d  
e q u i p m e n t  are o f t e n  
interconnec.ted by a network 
of water pipes, electric wires

and metal fencing which are 
excellent grounding agents 
and attract lightning, says 
Brown. .Also, he states, a 
farmer perched high in the 
cab of a tractor or rancher 
straddling a metal fence 
make  i deal  targets for 
lightning bolts.

Brown notes that animals 
are also frequently victims ol

this awesome electrical force, 
and over MO per cent of 
accidental livestock losses are 
a result of lightning.

Like humans, animals are 
not nearly as often hit 
directly by lightning as they 
are electrocuted by ground 
currents radiating from a tree 
or other object. Brown 
notes. .And since animals 
tend to drift under trees or 
against fences to seek shelter 
from storms, their instinctive 
behavior easily makes them 
an even greater risk, he says.
