Mall Is a long park that extends west from the
Capitol to the Lincoln Memorial on the bank of
the Potomac,

The White House stands just
Mall. Its corner stone was lald In 1792 by Wash
ington. It was the first public bullding to be
erected. John Adams was the first President to
live In it, taking possession In 1800

A popular movement to erect a memorial
George Washington began before his death
he was requested to pick out the site
the best—a spot In the center of The Mall
opposite the White House grounds, about two-
thirds of the distance between the Capitol and
the site of the Lincoln Memorial. This Washing
ton Memorial was originally Intended to be an
