Don’t forget to “spring forward” Saturday night 
before you go to bed as Daylight Saving Time be-

gins Sunday, March 10 at 2 a.m.
A little history about Daylight Saving Time:
• It is officially spelled without an “s” at the end 

of “saving”, though most people spell it and say it 
as “savings”.

• Daylight Saving Time was originally 
p r o p o s e d 
to save fuel 
needed to 
produce elec-
tric power, 
but that was 
at a time be-
fore air con-
d i t i o n i n g . 
Now it just 
seems like 
air condi-
tioners need 
to run longer 
into the night due to increased daylight, 
so we do not really see any energy savings 
on electric bills.

• DST was not formally adopted in the U.S. until 
March, 19, 1918 when “An Act to preserve daylight 
and provide standard time for the United States” 
was enacted. This act not only established DST but 
also standard time zones for the U.S. This law was 
very unpopular at the time, mostly because people 

rose and went to bed ear-
lier, and was repealed in 
1919. DST became a local 
option at that time and 
continued in only a few 
states.

• During WWII, Presi-
dent Roosevelt imple-
mented year-round DST, 
called “War Time”, from 
Feb. 9, 1942 to Sept. 30, 
1945.
• DST was officially 

signed into law on April 12, 
1966, by President Lyndon B. Johnson, with

Bid error creates tough decision for county commissioners
Special meeting set Monday to vote on solution

Howard County Commissioners will hold a special 
meeting Monday morning to decide what to do about a 
mistake on a bid for road base material and work.

At their meeting Wednesday, commissioners heard 
from County Road Administrator Brian Klinksiek about 
the bid on "inverted prime" material and labor to pave 
about eight miles of county roads.

"I got a call back from our low bidder on the inverted 
prime project," Klinksiek told the commissioners. "I got 
this statement: 'Brian, I don't know what happened. We

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wrote down the wrong number. We 
wrote $1.90. We don't cover costs at 
$1.90; it should have been $2.90. I was 
asked at that time if we would con-
sider releasing him out of the bid be-
cause the bid does not cover his costs. 
That brings us to where we are...a 
fork in the road."

The original low bid of $1.90 per 
square yard would have totaled out at 
$294,680.50; while the second low bid 
came in at $449,775.50. Klinksiek de-
clined to name the company that sub-
mitted the erroneous bid.

Klinksiek presented the commis-
sioners with three potential options.

"He requested, and his term was 
that he was going to 'throw himself 
on the mercy of the court' and ask 
you to let him out. So Option A is, we 
don't let him out. He turned in a bid, 
he signed a bid, he gave us a bid. I 
want you to understand that we can. 
He's done this enough, and he knows 
that we can. The quality of the work 

we will get out of that, I know will suf-
fer, no matter how much I try to sit 
on top of them and watch things as it 
goes on, the crew here will be doing 
everything they can to cut costs. That 
brings us to the second option."

Klinksiek's second option is to re-
lease the low bidder from the contract 
and accept the second-lowest bidder. 

"There are some budgetary issues," 
he said. "(County Auditor) Jackie (Ol-
son) and I have looked at those and 
believe that they will dissipate and 
aren't quite what I think they are to-
day. I also would mention, on some 
level, I think it opens a door to take 
the second option. We basically let 
the guy who was the apparent low out 
for 'Oops, a mistake.' I don't know if 
the second place will want to do the 
work. They may want to do the work. 
And I haven't talked with Mr. (County 
Attorney Josh) Hamby to see if there 
are any legal issues that come out of 
this. I think it's a possibility."

The third option Klinksiek offered 
was to let the low bidder out of the 
contract, and then perform the road 
work with county crews. 

"In which case, I am going to need 
permission from you to immediately 
go to a materials bid to replace the 
material that were part of the con-
tract," Klinksiek said. "The downside 
to going this route is this one: We put 
a tremendous amount of stress on 
myself and my 22 people to go and get 
this done. I am going to take a group 
of men and equipment that, today, is 
not battle-tested, right into the heart 
of it. I don't think it's going to be easy, 
but I think we can do it."

After some discussion, Commis-
sioner Craig Bailey offered a fourth 
possible option: Hold off on the road 
work for a few months, save the mon-
ey that has been slated for the project, 
and see whether the funds could be 
parlayed into a larger sum by apply-
ing for a state infrastructure match-
ing grant, which would then cover 
the increased cost of the roadwork. 

The downside to that possibility, 
raised by Bailey himself and echoed 
by other commissioners, is that it's 
unknown at this time what grant pro-
grams will be available and whether 
Howard County's project 

would be eligible for them.
Commissioners voted to table their 

decision until the special meeting at 
10 a.m. Monday to give Bailey time 
to try to contact state officials and try 
to get some feel for whether the grant 
option would be viable. 

In other business, the commission-
ers approved an extension of the cur-
rent countywide burn ban for anoth-
er three months. The current burn 
ban was set to expire March 12, so the 
extension will run through June 12.

States could 
be exempt from DST by passing 
a state law.

“ D r i n k i n g 
alcohol and 
driving can 
severely im-
pact a young 
person’s fu-
ture. Many 
p r o m i s i n g 
lives are cut 
short due to

alcohol and 
drive,” said TxDOT Executive Direc-
tor James Bass. “We urge young driv-
ers to make responsible choices dur-
ing the Spring Break holiday. Before 
heading out, please plan ahead for 
a sober ride to ensure you get to and 
from your destination safely.”

During last year’s Spring Break* in 
Texas, there were 444 crashes involv-
ing young drivers who were driving 
under the influence of alcohol. Those 
crashes killed 11 people and seriously 
injured another 37. 

The “Plan While You Can” cam-
paign includes a statewide tour fea-
turing the new “Plan to Win” virtual 
reality game where participants are 
a part of an immersive trivia game 
which poses questions related to 

drinking alcohol and driving, and 
also demonstrates the consequences 
of drunk driving. Players avoid “jail” 
by answering questions correctly, and 
winners progress to a waiting taxi to 
receive a safe and sober ride. The ex-
perience will visit 10 Texas cities dur-
ing March.

TxDOT urges young 
drivers to plan ahead

Plan for a sober ride ahead of Spring Break
COLLEGE STATION, March 4, 

2019 – High blood pressure, also 
called hypertension, affects pets 
as well as people. Pet owners are 
often unaware that their pets may 
be at risk for this condition, and 
that it can be very dangerous if not 
treated. 

Dr. John N. Stallone, a profes-
sor at the Texas A&M College of 
Veterinary Medicine & Biomedi-
cal Sciences, studies hypertension 
and other cardiovascular diseases 
in pets. He discusses the common 
causes and symptoms of hyperten-
sion, as well as the methods used to 
treat this disease and bring blood 
pressure down to normal levels.

In people, high blood pressure 
is usually diagnosed as essential 
hypertension, which is when the 
cause of the elevated blood pres-
sure is unknown. In contrast, high 
blood pressure in pets is most like-
ly a result of other diseases and 
health conditions.

Most people are unaware that 
their pet has hypertension until 
it is detected during a visit to the 
veterinarian.

“In general, high blood pres-
sure does not have any symptoms, 
which is why it is often called 
‘the silent killer’ by the American 
Heart Association,” Stallone said.

If symptoms do appear, they are 
usually during advanced stages of 
hypertension. 

He said that in these stages, vital 
organs such as the kidneys, eyes, 
brain, and heart may be dam-
aged. Symptoms of organ damage 
include renal failure, blindness, 
stroke, and shortness of breath. In 
extreme cases, paralysis and heart 
failure may occur.

Additionally, Stallone said that 
some of the most common causes 
of high blood pressure in pets are 
diseases of the kidney, adrenal 

gland, and thyroid gland. This 
could include renal failure, re-
nal infections or tumors, adrenal 
hormone abnormalities, and an 
overactive or underactive thyroid 
gland.

If you suspect that your pet has 
a disease that puts them at risk for 
high blood pressure, visit a vet-
erinarian for diagnosis and treat-
ment.

“Treatment of high blood pres-
sure in your pet will depend upon 
the cause of the hypertension, 
but most commonly, medications 
would be used to lower blood pres-
sure directly,” Stallone said.

Besides direct treatment with an-
ti-hypertensive drugs, veterinar-
ians may also suggest treating the 
underlying cause of the high blood 
pressure. For example, drugs may 
be given to block an overactive 
thyroid gland, if that was found to 
be the cause of the hypertension.

“If these underlying problems 
are treated successfully, then 
blood pressure can return to nor-
mal and anti-hypertensive drugs 
can be discontinued,” he said.

Pets with hypertension will 
need frequent visits to the veteri-
narian for blood pressure checks 
and treatment of the underlying 
disease, but after treatment they 
should be able to return to a nor-
mal routine.

Like with any other medical con-
dition, the first step is visiting a 
veterinarian to identify the prob-
lem and create a treatment plan 
best suited for your pet’s needs.

ALEXANDRIA, Va. (AP) — When former Trump 
campaign chairman Paul Manafort is sentenced 
for tax and bank fraud , U.S. District Judge T.S. El-
lis III will likely issue the same lecture he gives to 
drug dealers and bank robbers.

"You write the pages to your own life story," Ellis 
routinely tells defendants before pronouncing sen-
tence. He also tells those who appear before him 
that "life is a series of choices and living with the 

consequences of 
those choices."

Manafort's choic-
es leave the 69-year-
old with the very 
real possibility he 
will spend the rest 
of his life in prison.

Under federal 
sentencing guide-
lines, Manafort 
could receive a 
20-year sentence 
Thursday, though 
most observers ex-
pect he will receive 
less than that.

Last year, a jury 
in U.S. District 
Court in Alexan-
dria, Virginia, con-
victed Manafort 
on eight felonies 
related to tax and 
bank fraud charges 
for hiding foreign 
income from his 
work in Ukraine 
from the IRS and 
later inflating his 
income on bank 
loan applications. 
Prosecutors have 
said the work in 
Ukraine was on be-
half of politicians 
who were closely 

aligned with Russia, though Manafort has insisted 
his work helped those politicians distance them-
selves from Russia and align with the West.

After his conviction, Manafort pleaded guilty to 
separate charges in the District of Columbia re-
lated to illegal lobbying. He faces up to five years 
in prison on each of two counts to which he plead-
ed guilty. In the District case, prosecutors say 
Manafort has failed to live up to the terms of his 
plea bargain by providing false information to in-
vestigators in interviews.

In the Virginia case, neither prosecutors nor 
defense attorneys have recommended a specific 
term to the judge in their sentencing memoranda. 
Manafort's lawyers have sought a sentence signifi-
cantly below the guidelines, based on a number of 
factors.

First, they say Manafort has suffered serious 
health problems since he has been incarcerated, 
mostly in solitary confinement, at the Alexandria 
jail where he awaits sentence. They say he has de-
veloped gout and suffers debilitating foot pain as a 
result, and that he is experiencing feelings of claus-
trophobia and isolation.

Prosecutors say the claims of health issues have 
not withstood scrutiny and even if they did, poor 
health is not a reason to escape consequences of 
criminal conduct.

Defense attorneys have also complained that 
Manafort was unfairly snared by special counsel 
Robert Mueller's investigation into whether Rus-
sia meddled on Donald Trump's behalf during the 
2016 presidential campaign. They argue that Muel-
ler went beyond the scope of his mandate to investi-
gate Manafort. Even Ellis, at the outset of the case, 
speculated that prosecutors' true motive in pros-
ecuting Manafort was to pressure him to provide 
evidence against Trump.

Prosecutors have disputed that, and in court fil-
ings have said Manafort's business dealings were 
under investigation even before Mueller was ap-
pointed as special counsel.

Defense lawyers have also cited the fact that 
Manafort has forfeited millions of dollars in cash 
and property as a result of his convictions, and has 
also suffered public shame as a result of his high-
profile prosecution.

Government lawyers countered that Manafort's 
millions were built on a criminal enterprise in 
which he hid tens of millions of dollars in foreign 
income and failed to pay more than $6 million in 
taxes.

"Manafort has failed to accept that he is respon-
sible for the criminal choices that bring him to this 
Court for sentencing," prosecutors Uzo Asonye, An-
drew Weissmann, Greg Andres and Brandon Van 
Grack wrote in a sentencing memo Tuesday.

WASHINGTON (AP) — U.S. productivity grew at 
a rate of 1.9 percent in the fourth quarter, a slight 
improvement over the third quarter. Labor costs 
rose 2 percent, the strongest gain since the begin-
ning of 2018.

The Labor Department reported Thursday that 
the result from the October-December period was 
slightly better than a 1.8 percent rise in the third 
quarter. For the full year, productivity rose 1.3 per-
cent, a small improvement from a 1.1 percent gain 
in 2017. It was the best showing since a 3.4 percent 

productivity surge in 
2010.

Productivity is the 
amount of output per 
hour of work. The 
strong showing in 2010 
had followed a 3.5 per-
cent surge in 2009. 
Those two strong years 
were the exceptions 
in the current nearly 
10-year long recovery. 
Productivity overall 
has been extremely 
weak, and economists 
consider boosting pro-
ductivity growth as the 
key challenge facing the 
U.S. economy.

Since 2007, produc-
tivity growth has aver-
aged just 1.3 percent a 
year, less than half the 
2.7 percent gain during 
the period from 2000 to 
2007 and also below the 
average since 1947 of 2.1 

percent annual gains.
Economists attribute the solid gains before the 

deep 2007-2009 recession to the increasing use of 
technology in the workplace. But they have been 
stumped in trying to 
explain why productiv-
ity has slowed so much 
since the recession.

Without a significant 
improvement in produc-
tivity, analysts say that 
the Trump administra-

tion will not be able to achieve its goal of pushing 
overall economic growth to sustained annual gains 
of 3 percent in the gross domestic product. GDP 
growth is determined by two major factors: growth 
in the labor force and growth in productivity.

The 2 percent rate of increase in labor costs in the 
fourth quarter followed a 1.6 percent third quarter 
gain. Labor costs rose 1.4 percent for the year, low-
er than the 2.2 percent increase in 2017.

The government reported last week that GDP 
grew at a 2.6 percent rate in the fourth quarter, a 
slowdown from the previous two quarters. For the 
year, GDP grew 2.9 percent, the best showing since 
2015. However, analysts are forecasting growth to 
decelerate to just above 2 percent as the boost from 
the 2017 tax cuts and increased government spend-
ing begin to wane.

In a separate report, the Labor Department said 
Thursday that the number of Americans filing for 
unemployment benefits fell to 223,000 last week, a 
drop of 3,000 from the previous week. Benefit ap-
plications, a proxy for layoffs, have been at ultra-
low levels for an extended period, underlining the 
strength of the U.S. labor market. The government 
on Friday will release the February unemployment 
report. Many economists 
believe it will show un-
employment edged back 
down to 3.9 percent, from 
4 percent in January.

GREENSBORO, N.C. (AP) — Taylor Emery 
scored 26 points on 8-of-14 shooting and Regan 
Magarity had her 21st double-double of the season 
to help No. 10 seed Virginia Tech beat Wake Forest 
85-63 on Wednesday in the first round of the ACC 
tournament.

Magarity finished with 22 points and 14 rebounds 
and Trinity Baptiste scored 12 with 15 boards for 
Virginia Tech, which also beat the Demon Dea-
cons 69-57 in Sunday's regular-season finale. The 
Hokies (20-10) will play seventh-seeded Clemson in 
the second round Thursday.

Magarity scored nine points, including the first 
seven, in a 20-2 run over the final five-plus minutes 

of the first quarter to give Virginia Tech a 17-point 
lead and her layup with 7:21 left in the second made 
it 36-16. Wake Forest trailed by at least 22 points 
the rest of the way.

Alex Sharp had 18 points and 12 rebounds for No. 
15 seed Wake Forest (10-20). The Demon Deacons 
finish the season on a 10-game losing streak.

The Hokies hit 11 of 27 (41 percent) from 3-point 
range and 18 of 21 (86 percent) from the free-throw 
line. Wake Forest made just 2 of 9 from behind the 
arc and 11 of 22 from the stripe.

Turf Paradise to soon give pre-
race vet exams to all horses

PHOENIX (AP) — Turf Paradise plans to start 
giving pre-race veterinary examinations to all 

horses on a given day in an attempt to curb a re-
cent rise in fatalities.

According to a recent study by the Arizona De-
partment of Gaming, 50 horses were euthanized 
during the 2017-18 season at the Phoenix track, 
mostly after they suffered leg or ankle injuries dur-
ing a race.

That number is twice the national equine death 
rate at tracks.

Turf Paradise officials announced Wednesday 
that starting March 18, about 65 horses will be ex-
amined on race days.

Previously, about 15 horses received pre-race ex-
ams per day based on selections by the stewards.

Turf Paradise has 131 live racing days per year 
from mid-October to early May.

   If you know that your 
spouse, son, daughter, 
grandparent, etc., is driv-
ing while drunk, you have 
a moral obligation to call 
the police. Yes, your fam-
ily life will be disrupted. 
But if your family member 
were to kill someone, your 
life would also be dis-
rupted. You would share 
in the guilt because you 
chose to believe you were 
powerless.
   Every time a drunk per-
son walks out to the park-
ing lot and drives away, 
all the people around the 
person chose to sacrifice 
someone else’s family 
for their own comfort or 
because of a false sense 
that they couldn’t have 
done anything. Each per-
son has a responsibility 
to help protect innocent 
lives! Just because you 
have no control over the 
drinking does not mean 
you are helpless.
   Most alcoholics do not 
want to kill someone but 
have impaired judgment. 
The sober family mem-
bers, friends and co-work-
ers have a responsibility 
to protect society. Please 
use your platform to 
explain how to logically 
separate the two issues, 
power over the drinking 
and power over drinking 
and driving. This confu-
sion costs all of us! Thank

Thank you so much for 
this important letter.

Today is Thursday, March 7, 
the 66th day of 2019. There 
are 299 days left in the year.
Today’s Highlight in History:
On March 7, 1936, Adolf 
Hitler ordered his troops to 
march into the Rhineland, 
thereby breaking the Treaty 
of Versailles (vehr-SY’) and 
the Locarno Pact.
On this date:
In 1793, during the French 
Revolutionary Wars, France 
declared war on Spain.
In 1850, in a three-hour 
speech to the U.S. Senate, 
Daniel Webster of Massa-
chusetts endorsed the Com-
promise of 1850 as a means 
of preserving the Union.
In 1911, President William 
Howard Taft ordered 20,000 
troops to patrol the U.S.-
Mexico border in response 
to the Mexican Revolution.
In 1912, Norwegian explorer 
Roald Amundsen arrived 
in Hobart, Australia, where 
he dispatched telegrams an-
nouncing his success in lead-
ing the first expedition to the 
South Pole the previous De-
cember.
In 1926, the first successful 
trans-Atlantic radio-tele-
phone conversations took 
place between New York and 
London.
In 1945, during World War 
II, U.S. forces crossed the 
Rhine at Remagen, Germany, 
using the damaged but still 
usable Ludendorff Bridge.
In 1955, the first TV produc-
tion of the musical “Peter 
Pan” starring Mary Martin 
aired on NBC.
In 1965, a march by civil 
rights demonstrators was 
violently broken up at the 
Edmund Pettus Bridge in 
Selma, Alabama, by state 
troopers and a sheriff ’s posse 
in what came to be known as 
“Bloody Sunday.”
In 1975, the U.S. Senate re-
vised its filibuster rule, al-
lowing 60 senators to limit 
debate in most cases, instead 
of the previously required 
two-thirds of senators pres-
ent.
In 1981, anti-government 
guerrillas in Colombia ex-
ecuted kidnapped American 
Bible translator Chester Bit-
terman, whom they accused 
of being a CIA agent.
In 1994, the U.S. Navy issued 
its first permanent orders 
assigning women to regular 
duty on a combat ship — in 
this case, the USS Eisenhow-
er.
In 1999, movie director Stan-

ley Kubrick, whose films in-
cluded “Dr. Strangelove,” 
‘’A Clockwork Orange” and 
“2001: A Space Odyssey,” 
died in Hertfordshire, Eng-
land, at age 70, having just 
finished editing “Eyes Wide 
Shut.”
Ten years ago: Secretary of

Finally the best advice 
is to never hold back. To 
quote Joshua “It’s not a 
matter of if you can do it; 
it’s about when you will 
do it” You can do any-
thing as long as you don’t 
hold back your skills 
and talents because that 

is what gets you the part you want 
or the job you have wanted. Listen-
ing to his story was aspiring which 
helped the students learn some valu-
able lessons and about dedication to 
what they  love.

BSHS Theater director Mrs. Moss 
said, “it’s important that our current 
students have former students dis-
cuss their experiences here at BSHS 
with them and show them how suc-
cessful they too can be and also dis-
cuss the hard work and determina-
tion that it took for them to achieve 
and continue working towards their 
goals.

PARIS (AP) — Marcus Rashford's injury-time 
penalty sent Manchester United through to the 
Champions League quarterfinals on Wednesday, 
securing a 3-1 win at Paris Saint-Germain to over-
turn a two-goal deficit from the first leg.

Referee Damir Skomina awarded the penalty af-
ter a lengthy video review that showed defender 
Presnel Kimpembe jumping up to block Diogo 
Dalot's shot with his elbow. Rashford kept his 
nerve, blasting the ball past Gianluigi Buffon to 
send the United fans to his left into raptures.

As United's players sprinted to celebrate with 
their fans at the final whistle, Kimpembe lay flat on 
the ground for several moments as a stunned Parc 
des Princes crowd looked on in disbelief.

United had only a slim chance after losing 2-0 at 
home in the first leg of the last-16 match, with coach 
Ole Gunnar Solskjaer's task made even harder by 
the fact that 10 of his players were either injured or 
suspended. That included midfielder Paul Pogba, 
who was sent off at Old Trafford.

"Everything seemed to be against us, but we're 
used to that," Rashford said. "We showed what 
we're about today and got the result we needed."

But Solskjaer, who scored an injury-time winner 
when United won the tournament in 1999, over-
saw more late drama 20 years later. It was the first 
time in Champions League history that a team lost 
the first leg at home by a two-goal margin and still 
went through.

United was handed an immediate lifeline when 
PSG gifted United striker Romelu Lukaku a second-
minute opening goal, before equalizing through 
left back Juan Bernat in the 12th. He turned in a 
cross at the back post after Kylian Mbappe got be-
hind United's static defense.

United scored from its first attack when Lukaku 
intercepted a back pass from Thilo Kehrer, round-
ed Buffon and slid the ball in from a tight angle.

Then, the hugely experienced Buffon spilled a 
low shot from Rashford and Lukaku turned in the 
rebound.

"We agreed that when Marcus steps out on the 
press that I would follow," Lukaku said. "I told him 
every time he shoots I'll follow the ball, and that's 
what happened."

Sensing Buffon's uncertainty, Rashford fired an-
other shot just wide as United finished the first half 

strongly.
PSG's defense was having another one of its bad 

nights, a recurring theme during the knockout 
stages of a competition it has never won. Three 
years ago, PSG also made history by going out after 
winning 4-0 at home, then 6-1 away to Barcelona.

PSG played tentatively during the second half, 
knowing United needed only one goal to qualify on 
the away goals rule. PSG winger Angel Di Maria 
scored with a delightful clip over the advancing De 
Gea after being put though by Mbappe's clever flick 
in the 56th. But he was adjudged to have been off-

side when receiving the ball.
Mbappe remained PSG's biggest threat, and his 

pace took him clear through on goal with six min-
utes left only for the France star to stumble and for 
Bernat to smack the loose ball against the post.

United sat deep, waiting to hit PSG on the 
break. Lukaku had a chance to put Rashford clean 
through, but got the ball tangled in his feet. At the 
other end, Mbappe remained PSG's most danger-
ous player with his ability to get behind United's 
defense.

SCOTTSDALE, Ariz. (AP) — Joey 
Bart already looks like a big league 
hitter in his first major league camp, 
especially when the San Francisco Gi-
ants catcher sends a misguided pitch 
soaring over the centerfield fence.

The same with White Sox shortstop 
Nick Madrigal every time he makes 
a spinning stab deep in the hole, or 
Tigers pitcher Casey Mize when he 
leaves an unsuspecting batter befud-
dled, or the four young arms the Roy-
als selected among the first 40 picks of 
last year's amateur draft.

All have a couple things in common: 
They played college baseball rather 
than turning pro out of high school, 
and they are all expected to help their 
clubs sooner than later.

Whether it's the beginning of a 
trend toward selecting less risky, 
more advanced college prospects over 
raw, high-ceiling high school stars re-
mains to be seen. But there are unde-
niable benefits to stocking a farm sys-
tem with college players as opposed 
to an 18-year-old fresh off the prom, 
including the chance to provide more 
immediate help — not unlike what is 
expected of NBA and NFL picks.

"Yeah, that's all high school play-
ers versus college players. The risk 
is lower," explained J.J. Piccolo, the 
Royals' assistant general manager in 
charge of scouting and player devel-
opment.

"Some would make the case the re-
ward is greater with a toolsy high 
school player," Picollo said, "but that's 
a case-by-case basis. You have a track 

record, three years playing against 
college competition. They're play-
ing against more advanced players, 
and the predictiveness of what they 
may do falls in line a little better. You 
know what to expect."

None of which is necessarily new. 
Baseball scouts have been mining 
the college and prep ranks with equal 
fervor for years, and the maturity gap 
— physically and mentally — has al-
ways existed.

Some things have changed, though.
Some baseball officials believe kids 

chosen right out of high school are 
more inclined to pass up a modest 
signing bonus in favor of a few years 
in college these days, gaining not only 
an education and experience but also 
the opportunity to be drafted higher 
down the road.

Others believe patience has grown 
short in this modern, fast-paced 
world. Investing five years developing 
a first-round pick out of high school is 
no longer as palatable for ownership 
and fans alike. They'd rather see their 
first-round picks slipping on a big 
league jersey and playing in front of 
thousands of fans than toiling away 
in some baseball backwater.

"Everybody develops at their own 
pace. It's hard to put a date on when 
that's going to be," Royals manager 
Ned Yost said. "We didn't know when 
(Alcides) Escobar or Salvador Perez 
were going to develop and become 
All-Stars. We just knew they would. 
I wanted to take Salvy out of A-ball, 

because I knew he was going to be a 
great player. I wanted to get him go-
ing in the big leagues."

Perhaps as a result, the first five 
picks of last year's first-year player 
draft came from out of the college 
ranks. There were only 10 college 
kids picked in the first round in 2016, 
but there were 15 the following year 
and 13 first-round selections last sum-
mer.

One of them is Madrigal, the pint-
sized second baseman picked fourth 
overall by the White Sox out of Ore-
gon State. He rocketed through three 
minor league levels last summer and 
wowed scouts in big league camp 
before getting assigned to the minor 
league camp this week.

Even though that's where he will be-
gin the season, Madrigal may not be 
there long.

"They drafted me for a reason," he 
said. "I'm going to show up every day 
and give everything I can to this or-
ganization. When you're wearing this 
uniform, you can't take that lightly."

So far, two selections 
from the 2014 draft have 
developed into All-Stars: 
Phillies pitcher Aaron 
Nola and Mets outfielder 
Michael Conforto, both 
chosen out of college.

The only All-Star from 
the 2015 draft is Astros 
shortstop Alex Bregman, 
a product of LSU.

Bart, the No. 2 overall 

pick out of Georgia Tech last year, 
joined the Giants in big league camp 
th and has been pounding Cactus 
League pitching. Mize, the Auburn 
hurler picked first overall by Detroit, 
left manager Ron Gardenhire gush-
ing when he was reassigned to minor 
league camp.

"The ball, he can make it do a lot of 
things," Gardenhire said. "Some guys 
you would say when you go down 
there, 'Don't big league it,' you know, 
the whole package. You don't have 
to say that to that guy. He's going 
to work. He'll get after it. He'll get it 
done."

In other words, Mize is mature 
enough to handle pro ball after his 
time in the SEC.

The same with the quartet of pitch-
ers the Royals selected among the first 
40 picks in last year's draft. Brady 
Singer and Jackson Kowar pitched in 
the College World Series for Florida, 
Daniel Lynch was the star of Virgin-
ia's rotation, and Kris Bubic dazzled 
during his Stanford career.
