Income Level

Higher In Floyd

NEW YORK--To what extent have
Floyd County families moved ahead on
the income ladder in recent years by
virtue of their increased earning capa-
city?

Where do they stand, as a result, in
relation to families in other areas?

According to a nationwide survey of
income distribution, a greater propor-
tion of them are now to be found in the
middle and upper brackets and a
smaller proportion in the low brackets

*than ever before. There has been a

progressive shift upward, from group
to group.

The changes are detailed in a report
covering the entire country, issued by
the Standard Rate and Data Service. It
lists the percentages of households in
each income category.

The survey was designed to give a
better understanding of each commu-
nity's purchasing power than could be
determined from its average income
alone.

It shows whether that average
represents earnings that are well
distributed or whether it is unbalan-
ced by a few families with large
incomes compensating for many more
with small incomes.

In Floyd County, it appears, the
average is high and the distribution
relatively good.

Locally, during the past year, some
62.3 percent of all households had
$8,000 or more remaining to them in
disposable cash after taking care of
their personal taxes.

It was a greater proportion than was
reported for previous years. In 1974
the proportion was 59.2 percent.

Because the survey refers solely to
cash income, it does not do full justice
to farm families, as no adjustments are
made for their lower living costs and
the home-grown products available to
them.

As for the various income groupings
in Floyd County, the breakdown lists
17.3 percnet of the households with
$5,000 to $8,000 in net earnings, 10.4
percent at the $8,000 to $10,000 level,
19.4 percnet with $10,000 to $15,000
and 32.5 percent with incomes higher
than that. The remainder have $5,000
or less left after taxes.

Although incomes have been rising,
so has the cost of living. The net effect,
for the average American family, was a
loss of three percent in purchasing
power in the past year.

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Fall Application Of

Fertilizer Discussed

LUBBOCK A soil chemist
for the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service says far
mers applying fertiizers this
fall should know the proper
ties of both the fertilizer
materials and their soil if
they expect top yields next
year.

“Fall application of fertili-
zers is becoming more com
mon in the hardland areas
of the Texas High Plains,”
says James Valentine, who
heads the Extension Service
soil laboratory at Lubbock.
“Fertilizers applied this fall
can be expected to give
excellent yield responses in
1977. However, for farmers
to achieve efficient crop use
of this material and hold
their costs down, they must
understand the nature of
fertilizer materials and the
characteristics of their soil.”

First, Valentine says, pro-
ducers should keep in mind
the properties of nitrogen
fertilizers for which West
Texas crops have the hea
viest demand.

“There is ample research
showing comparable yields
from like amounts of proper
ly applied nitrogen, regard
less of which carrier is
used,” he says. "However,
these carriers have different
chemical and physical pro
perties which should be con
sidered with respect to me
thod and time of application.

“All nitrogen fertilizers
whether dry, liquid or gas
are sold with a guaranteed
total nitrogen content,” the
Extension specialist ex
plains,

“Anhydrous ammonia is
the initially manufactured’
material from which all ni
trogen fertilizers are made.
It is the most concentrated
fertilizer available and may
be applied ‘as is’, or in water
solutions. Positively charged
ammonium ions attached to
negatively charged soil clay
particles on application and
are not subject to leaching
until they have been oxidi
zed to the nitrate state by
micro-organisms. This nitri
fication process proceeds
fastest at about 85 degrees,
slows down at soil tempera
tures of 50 degrees and
ceases almost entirely when
temperatures approach the
freezing point. Soil tempera
tures are usually around 50
degrees by Nov. 1, which
means ammonia and ammo
nium fertilizers can be safely
applied by that date with
little concern for leaching
throughout the winter sea
son.”

Valentine points out that
application can best be made
when moisture conditions
are favorable for cultivation,
frequently the case in the
fall. It can also be applied in
dryer soils; however, deeper
placement is generally re
quired and greater attention
must be given to covering
There should be no ammonia
odor over the chisel furrow
he says.

Other commonly used ma
terials in descending order
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of their nitrogen concentra
tion are urea, ammonium
nitrate and ammonium sul
fate, says Valentine. These
may be applied as materials
or in combination with va
rious blends of other ma
terials.

“Urea is a readily soluble
substance that does not, as
such, enter the root system.
Through enzymatic activity
and chemical reaction, it is
changed first to ammonia.
Therefore, to insure best
utilization, urea should be
covered with soil or moved
into the soil by water soon
after application. Ammo-
nium nitrate is the more
stable of these materials
under prolonged exposure
on the soil's surface.”

He adds that nitrogen in
ammonium sulfate and in
ammonium phosphates may
on prolonged exposure be
lost to volatilization when
surface applied to calcareous
or high lime soils. Like urea,
they should be incorporated
soon after application.

Phosphorus, the second
most limiting plant nutrient
in High Plains soils, stays
near the point of of plave-
ment and is not subject to
leaching, Valentine, empha
Sizes.

“The reactions of phospha
tie fertilizer in soils are quite
complex. Phosphates must
be incorporated into the root
zone to be effectively utili
zed, and fall application
works well. Growers should
remember that many soils
still have sufficient native
phosphorus. Others, defi

cient in native state, are now
relatively high because of
recent phosphnl« applica
tion. Then there are many
that are severely deficient.

Turning to other nutri
ents, the soil chemist says
fall application of potassium
and other nutrient elements
can be expected to be com
parable with spring applica
Lions.

Zinc deficiency symptoms,
he adds, were observed for
the first time in a number of
1976 corn plantings.

“If zine is known to be
deficient from previously ob
served visual symptoms or
is shown to be deficient by a
reliable soil test, fall applica
tion of inogranic zine ma
terials is effective. Applica
tion is usually simplified by
blending zine with other
materials. It also needs to be
incorporated into the soil
before planting,” he empha
Si1zes.,

The Texas Agricultural
Extension Service labora
tory in Lubbock routinely
tests soils for pH, nitrate
nitrogen, phosphorus, po
tassium, calcium, magne
sium, soluble salt and so
dium. Valentine says that on
request, the micronutrients
zine, iron and manganese are
also determined. Fertilizer
rate suggestions are based
on the soil test values,
available research and the
yield goal specified

Dry heat
preserves flavor and insures
tenderness. Basting with
additional fat may be
necessary if the meat is lean.

Parboil only strong game to
reduce flavor if a strong game
flavor is objectionable
Parboiling well-conditioned
carcasses will remove some of
the soluable nutrients and
produce a mild game flavor

The strong, gamey flavor
some people find objection-
able is concentrated in the
animal fat. To reduce this

flavor, remove fat in more

mature, highly fattened
carcasses

Many people prefer to
marinate meat from more
mature animals to reduce
gamey flavor and make the
meat the more tender. A
marinade is made by
combining onefourth part
vinegar, three-fourths part
water, sugar and seasoning.
Place meat in the solution
and refrigerate for 72 hours or
longer.

Venison is a rather dry
megt and can be improved by
adding butter or margarine,
Suet or other fat when
broiling, pan-broiling or
roasting.

Citizens' involvement in law
enforcement was urged by
District Attorney Randy
Hollums of Floydada, who
spoke Tuesday, Nov. 16 at the
regular luncheon meeting of
Matador Lions Club, at the
United Methodist Church

“The first thing a citizen
can do to aid in law
enforcement, is to be willing
to serve on regular or grand
jury,” Hollums declared
“The most shameful thing
that can happen is for people

not to want to serve on a
jury.” He cited instances
where it had been almost

impossible to secure a jury
panel to try a case, in the
process of elimination
“People talk a lot about Law
and Order, but are not willing
to fill their obligations as
citizens,”’ he asserted

Other ways in which the
public can become involved
in law enforcement, Hollums
pointed out, include observ-
ing and reporting a law
violation. He suggested that
neighbors could aid each
other by property watching
during the owner's absence,
and reporting any question-
able activity about the
premises

He suggested that all
versonal items should be
identified with a T Riing
pen, so that if stolen, they can

be retrieved. Only 20 out of
300 CB

radios recovered
recently in Lubbock, were
marked for identification,
Hollums said
‘Report all losses.,” he
continued. “Even if there
are only three items missing,
report the theft; install
certain types of alarm
devices; set the right

examples before your childresy

don’t be guilty of speeding
and then try to preach to
them about breaking the
law; be willing to stand up
and testify don’t hold
back information. There is no
way we can make a case if
the facts are withheld. or are
not specific.”

Another area in which the
public is guilty, Hollums
stated, is the "gray area "
meaning the person who will
pay $200. for an item that
sells for $400, with or without
knowledge that it was
acquired illegally by the
seller
“If crime isn't profitable, it
doesn't exist.,”' he pointed
out. “The reason we have
thefts is because someone is
willing to pay, and pay a
price, for the item . . . don't
let your greed get ahead of
your good sense.”

He urged his listeners to be
