Probably Will Be In Operation
Within Thiee Weeks.

B. C. Workman, a representa
tive in the sales department of the
I'exas Public Utilities Company,
was in Silverton Monday. Mr
Workman reported that the com-
pany he represented was  very
greatly rushed with the construc-
tion end of their work, saving
they had several hundred miles of
high lines to be put in just as
soon as the men could get to it,
but that they would continue
here regardles of “railroad news"’
until the new plant in Silverton is
in operation. It is possible that |
the new plant will be completed
within three weeks, he said. He
said the company would have e-
nough electric power when the
new plant is in operation to sup-
ply a place twice the size of Sil-
verton and then some. The new
power engine is being moved
from Sudan here. Workmen are
now putting up 30 foot poles for
the carrying of the electric wires
in Silverton.

Mr. Workman said that the
company would make the same
rate for the use of electricity as
was being charged by the com-
pany at a score or more cities
and towns where they now oper-
ate on the Plains. In other words-
Silverton people will have electric |
lights and electric power just as |
cheap as do the citizens of plain- |
view or Kress. This surely will
be inducement enough to cause
every home owner in Silverotn to |
have electric lights,

Another thing the company
going to do is put in an Electrie
SupPpiy Store m Silverton Mr.
Workman did not know yet woh
would be nut in charge of the of-
fice and store here.

The line foreman who is here
now with seven men putting up
120 poles states that the power

and generator will arrive here this
week from Sudan and that there
will be another crew to install
this equirment, so the plant will
be rushed to completion.
