4 servings of leafy vege-
tables weekly, 1 or 2 daily servings
of starchy vegetables, that is, corn
or potatoés, tomatoes or citrus fruit
four weekly servings, one daily
serving of raw fruit, 3 servings of
other fruits including dried.

With the exception of seafood,

which furnishes iodine essential in
preventing the development of goit-
er, all of ‘hese can be produced onthe
farm. Two milch cows, 60, pullets, 3
hogs 1 beef, a % acre fruit plot of
20 peaches, 10 plums, 5 pears, 12
grape vines, 26 blackberries, and 25
dewberries, and a one-four’h acre
garden will be sufficient for a family
of six.
The garden should be planned to
provide a variety of vegetables for
use fresh and sufficient in amount to
can for the use through the mon-pro-
ductive months.
