Deaths From Cancer Steadily Rlsmg

WABHINGTON. (#)—Here R
§¢ again: An attempt to start a
huge drive against cancer.

Next to heart disease, cancer
s the greatest cause of death in
the United States. Every three
minutes someone does of cancer.

Rep. Dirksen, Illinois Repub-
Hean, has asked Congress to
vote $50,000,000 for a cancer
fight.

It would be done in the same
way this country developed the .
atomic bom: by pooling the best
medical and scientific brains and
efforts.

Cancer research In this coun-
try is being done by specialists,
private hospitals and laborator-
jes, and by the government's

own research center, the Na-
tional Cancer Research Institute
near Washington.

This is what Dirksen's pro-
posal would do. lf Congress ap-
proves it:

The money, $50,000.000, would
go to President Truman. He
could call in the best medical
and scientific men in the couh-
try.

They could work out a plan
for a general fight on cancer so
that, in place of the present
somewhat scattered efforts, a
real drive could start.

This will give an idea of the
terror of cancer:

In 1944 about 175.000 feople
died of cancer. In 1845 the num-

ber was 177.000. The 1046 fig-
ures are not in yet. They'll be
higher.

About 273,000 Americans died
fn action in World War IL. In,
the years 1942 through - 1043
about 675,000 people died of
cancer. )

When he made his proposal to
Congress, Dirksen sald:

“While the death rate for
many common diseases has been
steadily declining, the death rate
for cancer has been Increasing.

“Cancer is essentially a di-
sease of adults. It is because hu-
man beings are living longer
that cancer is now assuming an
importance which it formerly
did not have.

The ecungressman mnuded
that such a course would mean
war if the Soviet Union defied
Ameriea but he.said in event of
war Russia would “get licked.™
He added thet the people of the
USA “have the power to disarm
the world” and should start with
Russia.

Well, far be it from us to
deny that we are capable of do-
ing whatever seems mnecessary.
Still, havitig taken this stand, un-
doubtedly all will agree that it's
preferable if possible to handle
this communistic world-revolu-
tion without another global eon-
flict at arms

War between the two most
powerful nations—both with vir-
tually unlimitéed resources
would be a horrar which might
drag along for years. True, we
could creale havoe with our
atomic bombs, but the military
experts say thal ‘major wars
aren't going to be won with
stomic bombs alorie at this stage
of the game. All other branches
of the armed services would have
to be brought into play, includ-
ing infantry.

Agrecing with . Congressman
Crawford that America’ would
win, we should have to go into
the Russian bear's cave and drag

him out by main force. And that
would take some doing, for the
Soviel empire occupies one-sixth
of the world's land surface, and
is heavily guarded in Europe by
many satellite nations. Such a
war would make all past conflicts
look like school picnics.

That's why the United States
government is trying to hait the
Red drive by the indirect meth-
od of giving material aid to na-
tions which are_in the path of
communistic aggression.” Greece
and Turkey are the first to come
in line for help. In this con-
nection seeret testimony was pre-
sented before the Senate Foreign
Relations Committee last week,
designating Turkey as the key,
even more than Greece, to any
move to hdlt the spread of com-
munism in the Mediterranean
area.

This testimony was given be-
hind ‘closed doors hy Edwin C.
Wilson, US Ambassador to Tur-
key. One senator told a report-
er that Wilson’s presentation was
so significant that the legislator
concluded the President's pro-
gram is based even more on mili-
tary than on political considera-
tions. Wilson Is said to have tes-
tified in effect that Turkey re-
mains the last strong government
on the Mediterranean-standing
up against Russia He added
that the Turks aren't able alone
1o foot the bill for maintaining
a large army.

Since Turkey straddles the
Dardanelles and thus embraces
both European and Askatic soil,
she forms a land bridge between
Europe and Asia

So Turkey can be said to pro-

vide a highway between three
continents. ~ And if that broad
highway were thrown open to
communism. there's no telling
where the Red ism might go.

The $150.000,000 which Presi-
dent Truman would allot to Tur-
key would be used for military
purposes. The Turks are among
the world's finest fighters, and it
was a wholesome respect for the
Turkish army (Ankara claimed
that it totaled 1.000.000 bayonets)
which kept Hitler from attempt-
ing to charge across from the
Balkan pemnsula into the Middle
East.

Turkey is =aid to be able to
mobilize a total of some 2,000~
000. In event. she has sufficient
effectives to man her powerful
natural defenses along the Dar-
danelles, provided she has the
equipment. That's where Ameri-
can aid would come in. It's safe
to say that the Muscovites, like
the Germans. would look care-
fully before altempting to force
their way into Turkey from the
Balkan peninsuia.

The death of King George of
Greece yesterday injects an en-
tirely new element into a tense
situation. IU's too early to fore-
cast the effect. Much depends on
the character of the little-known
Prince Paul;-who succeeds to the
throne, However, this much can
be said now
