Ex-Big Springer robbed, 
‘wanted man’ captured

“ TUs is the first time I ’ve ever robbed anything,”  a 47- 

year-old Garland mad told former Big Springer James 
Underwood, manager of the Town and C ou n ^  Savings 
and Loan AasodaBon in McKinney, during a robbed 
Wednesday.

But the Garland man, William J. Hensley, may have 
had a little practice the day before, when he allegeiUy held 
up the Trinity Savings and Loan in Richardson.

Hensley, who was apprehended Wednesday, was also 
charged with the aggravated robberv of the First State 
Bank in Wylie, and with the attempted capital murder of a 
WyUe police officer.

Underwood, who is the son of M r. and Mrs. Alton Under­
wood of 601 E. 16th, called his parents Wednesday af­
ternoon to assure them that he was all right, and to 
recount what happened during the robbery.

Underwood aaid that a man entered the Savings and 
Loan Wednesday and asked to speak to the manager 
When Underwood came out to greet the man, Hensley said 
‘T m  robbing you. I want all your money.”

Underwood told his parents “ I was scared to death. But

the man was scared too.”
Hensley was arrested at 2:47 p.m. Wednesday, with 

Betty Johnson, 43, an hour after a robbery at the First 
State Bank in Wylie. During the Wylie hold-up, police 
officer Johnny Brldgefarmer, 21, was shot. He is 
hospitalized at Collin Memorial Hospital in McKinney, in 
stable condition.

Underwood said his establishment was robbed about 
12:03 p.m. Wednesday. A report on the arrests in the 
Dallas Morning News says that Underwood gave Hensley 
about 11,500 in cash contained in a bank bag. Hensley was 
wielding a gun during all of the robberies, report show.

Underwood underwent a similar experience about six to 
eight months ago, his mother said in a phone call to the 
Herald today. At that time, the Town and Country Savings 
and Loan Association fell victim to another armed robber.

Garland Municipal Judge Randall Grubbs set a $20,000 
bond on each of the three robbery charges, and a $75,000 
bond on the attempted capital murder charge, accorcling 
to the Dallas Morning News.

Officers recovered cash, and a gun from Mrs. Johnson’s 
car. Arrests were madeoutside Mrs. Johnson's house.

Dallas officials investigate 

death of ex-Big Spring man

Ofndals in Dallas are investigating 
the death of former Big Spring 
resident Dimas Anguiano Sr., whose 
body was found lying face-down in a 
vacant lot in Dallas June 11.

A spokesman for the Dallas County 
M e d i^  Ehuuniner's office said that 
Anguiano’s body apparently ted  been 
lying in the lot “ for a few days.”

Cause of death was underm ined, 
the spokesman said, and would not be 
determined until a malfunctioning 
piece of machinery used in routine 
toxicology examinations is fixed.

He added that there was a backlog 
of cases awaiting a final report froin 
his office and that it may be a month 
before the cause of death to Anguiano, 
who was 48, is determined.

The spokesman was able to say that 
there was “ no evidence of significant 
trauma”  on the body, which was de­
composing.

Identification was made by finger­
prints on file with the Big Spring 
Polloe Department.

According to Nallsy-Pickle Funeral 
Home, where the body now lies, 
Anguiano was bom in Coahoma,

home, and he hoped it would be ad- 
minisler«>d wisely and would be 
pi oductive

11( was one ol l.a House members

who refused to suspend the con­
stitutional rule on Wearly Introduc­
tion of Legislation, and although they 
were described as “ cockroaches,”  he 
said that even opponents conceded 
this may habe held back the usual 
flood of needless legislation.

Rep. Shaw, whose 63rd District was 
obliterated and wafted all the way to 
the northeast corner of Texas in a 
restructuring of the House district, 
said he was not surprised at finding 
himself paired with a veteran 
member.

"It is the history of redistricting 
that freshmen generally find them­

selves paired with a veteran, and had 
1 been confronted with the problem as 
was Speaker Clayton, 1 probably 
would have done as he did,”  he said.

Rep Shaw was placed that Howard 
County was not split, and he added 
that a threatened legal contest he 
raised on this point may have had 
some effect. He was displeased, 
however, that the new district was not 
kept more compact. Instead, he is 
pitted against Rep. Bill Heatley, 
Faclucah, in the new 150th District,

winners generally when there is a 
hotly contested race. I'm honored to 
be paired with Mr. Heatley, who is 
extremely capaUe and respected and 
who once was a power behind the 
throne.”  But with population weighted 
toward the southern end in the district 
that sprawls from Lamesa (40 miles 
from the New Mexico border) and Big 
Spring to Vernon (near the Red 
River), he did not think that cam 
peigning was an impossible task.

WASHINGTON (AP ) — 
Justice Potter Stewart, a 
polished writer of opinions 
and a “ swing vote”  between 
conservatives and liberals 
on the Supreme Court in 
recent years, will retire next 
month after nearly 23 years 
on the high court, it was 
announced today.

Neither the court nor 
Stewart, 66, in a letter to 
President Rieagan gave any 
reason for his retirement. 
Stewart, named to the 
Supreme Court by President 
Dwight D. Eisenhower in 
1958, will hold a news con­
ference Friday morning.

The annou ncem en t 
p rom p ted  im m e d ia te  
speculation over whom 
Reagan would select as 
Stewart’s successor.

The president has 
promised that one of his first 
Supreme Court nominees 
will be a woman. In a 
statement in Los Angeles 
last Oct. 14, during the 
presidential campaign, 
Reagan said, “ One (A the 
first Supreme Court 
vacancies in my ad­
ministration will be filled by 
the most qualified woman I 
can possibly find.”

In the court’s 193-year 
history, it has been served by 
101 men and no woman.

The court released a letter 
Stewart sent to Reagan, 
dated May 18, in which he 
said he would retire “ at the 
end of the day on July 3, 
1981.”

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Forced busing ‘disruptive ’

Federal judge rules Houston 
schools properly integrated

W  e a th e r -----------------

HOUSTON (A P ) — In a ttinging 
indictment ct forced busing, a feder^ 
>idge says HoiBtoo’a public acboote 
ha ve done the best they can to achieve 
racial balance and should be required 
to do nothing more.

“ Court-imposed busing is ex­
tremely disruptive to public 
education,’ ’ U.S. District Juti^e 
Robert O’Conor wrote in a 
memorandum and order issued 
Wednesday.

“ It tenu to divert attention from 
the foremost goal of the scboda to 
provide the highest quality education 
for all students and to exacerbate 
racial conflicts and biases,’ ’ the ruling 
said.

The decision .by O’Conor was the 
latest chapter in a desegration suit 
filed against the Houston Independent 
School District nearly a quarter of a 
century ago.

H ie original suit was filed in Sep­
tember 1966 on behalf of a 9-year-old 
black girl who was denied admittance 
at an all-white dementary school two 
blocks from her home. The Justice 
Department intervened on her behalf 
in the 1960s, and Hispanics entered the 
case in the 1970s.

Since then, O’Conor said, “ The 
HISD has taken legally required af­
firmative action to achieve the 
greatest possible degree of school 
desegregation, having taken into 
account the practicalities of the 
situation.’ ’

O’Conor’s ruling declaring the 
Houston district “ unitary’ ’ requires 
school officials to report student 
enrollments by race every six months 
for the next three years.

Former school board president 
Tarrant Fen<fley said the ruling was a 
salute to the Houston school ostrict. 
“ H ie fact the Judge has declared the 
system unitary is a congratulatory 
comment to all the people over many 
years who have worked so very

Hw Big Spring sapcrinlendent of 
schools says be agrees philooophically 
with the necistea handed down by a 
federal Judge against forced busing in 
Houston.

“ Philooophically, from an 
edncatlonai standpoint, I never have 
thou^t that husing children out of 
their neighborhood was edncatlonally 
sound,’ ’  Lynn Hisc said this morning.

He said he has not had an op- 
portnnHy to study the specifics of the 
case snd therefore could not comment 
in detalL The ruling would have no 
effect on Big Spring’s operations, he 
said.

He commented that schools 
everywhere have had problems in 
attempting to institute satisfactory 
desegregathm procedures. “ Dallas 
had tried five generally accepted 
ways of Integrating Dallas schools, 
and none of them had been suc­
cessful,’ ’ he said.

The plaintiffs, including Delores 
Ross PMegm who is now 34 years old, 
could not be reached for comment 
immediately.

In his order, O’Conor expressed a 
distate for busing, noting Houston's

streets were congcstad with traffic 
and the school district sphns about SIS 
miles.

“ Widespread compulsory busing of 
HISD students would exceed the 
remedy necessary,”  be said.

O’Conor noted that 97 of the 
district’s S38 schools were one-race 
schools, with at leakt 90 percent of the 
student body in one racial group. But 
he said that simply could not be 
help^.

“The diminishing white population 
makes Jt impossible to integrate the 
one-race minority school in the inner 
dty of Houston,”  O’Conor said. 
“ TTiere are simply not enough white 
students in the i n ^ . ”

The judge said the proportion of 
white students in Houston’s school has 
decreased from about half in 1970 to 
27.3 percent today.

O’Conor, the fourth federal Judge to 
preside over the long and complicated 
case, also said the school district has 
successfully integrated its faculty and 
staff.

“ This Court approves of the HISD’s 
demonstrated efforts and success in 
completely desegregating its 
teachers, administrators and other 
personnel,”  the Judge declared. He 
denied a motion by the plaintifis to 
order a change in the racial ratio of 
the faculty.

The ruling ends the 24-year-old 
litigation at the district court level, 
alttough it could be appealed.

Ruling worries minority leaders
HOUSTON (A P ) -  A federal 

Judge’s refusal to order further 
desegregation efforts in city schools is 
“ a tremendous v ic t «7 ,”  Superin­
tendent Billy Reagan says — but 
government attorneys say they may 
appeal the decision.

Reagan said he hopes Wednesday — 
the day the rulins was handed down

by U.S. District Judge Robert O’Conor 
— “ goes down as the day of ac­
complishment, of having closed a 
chapter in the history of Houston, 
Texas and the nation that no one can 
look back on with pride.”

Court to decide where 
deaf girl is schooled

ST. PAUL, Minn. (A P ) — A federal appeals Judge says 
the 8th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals has a heavy burden 
in a dispute over the education of a deaf ll-year-old 
Arkansas girl.

The court took under advisement Wednesday the 
Springdale School District’s appeal of a lower court order 
that Sherry Grace should be educated in the district.

The district wants her sent to the Arkansas School for 
the Deaf in Little Rock.

She attended school in Springdale, in north Arkansas, 
last year under the federal court order of Jud^ Paul X 
Williams of Booneville, Ark. She had a certified teacher 
for the deaf in a one-on-one situation and her parents want 
her kept there.

The state Department of Education also says the 
Springdale school is an appropriate setting for the girl.

Judge Gerald Heaney of Duluth, Minn., called it a heavy 
burden for the court to consider taking the girl out of her 
home and ordering her to attend school in Little Rock.

James M. Roy Jr., attorney for the Springdale district, 
said she does not get enough social interaction with 
students. He likened it to watching a television program 
with the sound turned off.

Roy said the girl needs similarly handicapped students 
with whom to practice her language skills. Even a good 
teacher is not enough because the girl cannot interact with 
other students who do not have hearing problems, Roy 
said.

Revenues are running over budget estimates and ex- 
pemes under through May for the Colorado River 
Municipal Water District. However, with the summer 
peaking season approaching, expenses may rise slightly 
more rapidly than revenues because of the much higher 
power costs.

Revenues of 9756,779 in April were up slightly, and 
through the first five months of the year revenues of 
93,451,767 were up 9507,000, or nearly 9.1 percent. 
Expenditures through May wore 91,872,581, which was 
9176,318 under budget estimates, or 8.61 percent, for the 
periwl.

This was due largely to expenditures of 91,156,452 for 
electric energy, same being 9154,000 or 11.97 percent less 
than b u t t e d  for the five-months period. However, 
power cosU were up 9581,000, or 53.54 percent, over the 
same time a year ago. One reason was a 40 percent in­
crease in hiel adjustments fo r power during the past two 
months.

Total sale of water amounted to 1,502,960,000 gallons in 
May and 6,066,792,000 gallons through May. This was 
135,000,000 gallons more than throu^ May 1900. Cities 
used 5,006,915,000 gallons, or 75,009,000 gallons less, but oil 
companies more than wiped out this loss by taking
978.877.000 gallons, or 210,708,000 gallons more than 
thnxigh May of last year.

For May this year 1,176,624,000 gallons of the total 
supply, or 75.96 percent, came from Lakes J.B. Thomas 
and E.V. Spence.

"At the headquarters, we ex­
changed our Renault for a four-wheel- 
drive truck, and were joined by three 
khaki-clad soldiers, all carrying U.S.- 
made MO M-16 rifles,”  Grant wrote. 
Off they went toward the front lines 
Soon the shelling started 

"As we began passing Falangist 
gun emplacements and camouflaged 
tanks, we could hear the Syrian guns 
on the other side of the ridge, and see 
the shells landing about half a mile 
away near a shack at the top of a ski 
lift Still far away ”

They were hoping to reach a van­
tage point from which to look down on 
the Bekaa Valley, but before they 
reached the top of the ridge, soldiers 
at a Falangist bunker shouted at them 
to stop A Syrian lank was around the 
next bend, they said 

From an observation post a few 
yards up the ridge. Grant and his 
escort peered over the sandbags. But 
the camouflaged tank was not visible 

"Climbing back down to the bunker, 
the war still seemed remote to me,”  
Grant wrote "It didn’t seem possible 
the invisible Syrians could pose any 
danger

"But suddenly I heard the un­
mistakable whine of an incoming shell 

close I heard somebody yell, but it 
was too late. The shell burst about 15 
yards away on the path we had just 
come down The concussion almost 
knocked me over, but I was able to

"THEN I LOOKED back and saw 
one of the soldiers, a 17-^ar-old 
named Jacques waving his M-16 
wdidly. His M t arm dangled uselessly, 
nearly severed by a shrapnel wound 
near the elbow His right arm was also 
bleeding. In a gesture of rage or 
defiance, he emptied his M-16 in the 
air.”

The wounded soldier was lifted onto 
the truck. Grant and his escort 
clambered aboard. Thus began an 
intimate, harrowing struggle to keep 
the young soldier from bleeding to 
death on a wild ride down the 
mountain.

" I  gave Claude my handkerchief, 
which he used as a tourniquet, while I 
tried to keep some pressure on the 
largest wound,”  Grant wrote 
“ Finally, the ambulance that had 
been radioed for met us and sped off to 
the hospital in Beirut ”

Claude had been wounded four 
times and wore an artificial arm 
When Grant expressed dismay over 
young Jacques. Claude shrugged and 
said. “ This is not a picnic, it is war If 
it was a picnic, I would have brought 
along my girlfriend”

They stopped by a waterfall on the 
mountain to wash the wounded 
soldier's blood from their hands and 
clothes "Human beings are very ugly 
on the inside,”  Claude observed

use of his right arm. The doctors were 
still hoping they wouldn't have to 
amputate the left arm.

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Dear Dr. Donohue: Will you please 
tell me how reliable the HAST test is 
for food allergies? — Mrs. M.M.D.

RAST stands for (sit down for this 
one) radioallergosorbent test, truly a 
mouthful. RAST is one acronym I 
appreciate. It is a blood test used to 
detect antibodies that lead to allergic 
reactions. No test, including RAST, is 
100 percent reliable. It can useful in 
establishing food allergies, especially 
those to shellfish, nuts, whMt, eggs or 
milk. It is only one way to determine 
this.

Compelling evidence of food allergy 
is the fact that a person gets symp­
toms when he eats the suspect fo ^  
and is symptom-free when he does 
not. A RAST test will show if you 
make antibodies in the presence of the

particular food, and is further 
evidence. I can’t give you an exact 
reliab ility factor for it. Many 
allergists feel it is a very useful test.

Deer Dr. Donohue; I have signs of 
dreaded hemorrhoids and w on to  if 
you might tell me some exercises to 
do to avoid the little devils getting 
serious. Right now. they bum arid itch 
a little after elimination. Huinks for 
your advance preventive metficine. — 
C.K.

Hemorrhoids are not pleasant, 
but the prospect of thmn shoiud not fill 
you with dread. They are varicose 
veins of the rectal areas. I V r e  are 
two kinds, internal and external. You 
need not be bothered with more 
details about the differences between
them except to understand .the

following:
The principal sigas of internal 

hemorrhoid.s are bleeding and a 
feeling of a bulge where they 
protrude. Yes, they can Rch. The chief 
sign of external hemormoids is pain, 
especially during elimination.

For most, straining is the con­
tributing factor to avoid. So it’s back 
again to the advice about increasing 
the amount of fiber in your diet — 
bran, fresh fruits, vegetables, or any 
of the whole-grain cereals. Soaking in 
a tub of warm water cases any in­
flammation and gives pain relief.

The sacohd point I want to make is 
that itching is not always due to 
hemorrhoMs. Infections, especially 
fungal lohctlons, fissures and pin- 
worms, too, can cause such itching.

You should be examined to confirm 
your self-diagnosis. You may want b  
look through the booklet "TTje Real 
Cure for Hemorrhoids,’ ’ which has 
some control tips.

Bentsen: illegal drugs 

up 63 percent in Texas
WASHlNG’rON (A P ) — The illegal manufacture and 

use of drugs in Texas increased by 63 percent last year. 
Sen. Llcqrd Bentsen, D-Texas, said today.

“ We’re losing the fight against drugs. There’s no 
question that organized crime is involved in drug traffic in 
Texas, and we’ve got to stop it,”  Bentsen said at a news 
conference.

Use of such drugs as herenn and angel dust dropped off 
last year, but abus of cocaine and amphetamines in­
creased sharply, Bentsen said.

He said the Drug Enforcement Administration has 
estimated that the retail value ot drugs illegally 
manufactured and used in Texas increased from $640 
million in 1979 to more than a billion dollars in I960.

That’s only drugs manufactured within Texas and does 
not include those smuggled into the state from other 
countries, Bentsen said.

Sunbelt will 
battle for 
federal funds

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  
The Sunbelt Council, a 
bipartisan coalition of more 
than 100 congressmen, today 
pledged to battle for a fair 
share of federal spending in 
the south and southwest.

“ We came into being as a 
defensive mechanism,”  Rep.

R(X)HE1STER, N.Y. (A P ) — A 37-year-old man who 
seized seven hostages in a bank and said he “ wanted to be 
executed”  was shot dead by police after killing three 
people, including his mother, officials said. Seven were 
wounded.

Police said the three-hour siege of terror ended Wed­
nesday when William Bernard Griffin stepped into the 
view of a police sharpshooter after fatally wounding one of 
the hostages in the doorway of the Security Trust Co

The shooting began shortly before noon when Griffin, 
following an apparent family dispute, took a shotgun to his 
mother’s house in a normally quiet neighborhood on the 
city’s west side. He killed her and a wallpaper-hanger 
working at the house and seriously wounded his step­
father, police said.

Griffin left the house and headed toward the bank two 
blocks away, “ walking fast with a rifle over his shoulder,”  
said Scott Daitz, 27, of Greece, N.Y., who was delivering 
potatochips to a bar across the street from the bank.

The gunman entered the bank, and then “ a whole bunch

of people came running out of the bank in all directions — 
just scattering,”  Daitz said.

Daitz’s partner, Billy Winkler, ran across the street “ to 
help get them out of there, ” Daitz said, but then a 
motorcycle policeman arrived, and ” a shower of shots 
began.”

Police said Griffin fired about 80 shots while holding 
seven people hostage. Four civilians and two police of­
ficers outside the bank were injured.

Attempts to negotiate with the man failed, and a 
special-weapons team was called. Police Chief Delmar 
Leach said the gunman had the bank manager read a 
message over the telephone to law officers.

"The message said he wanted to be executed,”  Leach 
said. “ He would give police a half-hour before he would 
start shooting the hostages.’ ’

After the hostages had been inside the bank about two 
hours, two employees escaped out a door, followed by a 
third — Margaret O Moore, 30, of Rochester — who was 
shot and fatally wounded by the gunman, police said
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The coundl’s Initial foe in 
the economic battle, Wilson 
said, is the Northeast- 
Midwest Coalition, formed 
seven years ago by 
Republican and Democratic 
congressmen from states in 
those regions.

Some factors that really do 
affect memory are job satis­
faction, disappointments of 
all types, family stresses and 
security.

Forgetting actually is a 
symptom of something else, 
Ms. Warren says. Many 
people over age 5() begin 
experiencing losses in their 
world — some real, some 
imagined.

Failing memory often is a 
symptom of the person’s 
feelings about these other 
losses, she says. Once som^ 
thing, even a name, slips his 
mind, then his anxiety about 
“ all the losses lately”  starts 
to grow, and this (k ^  affect 
mental alertness. At that 
point, the person assumes 
his mind as “ beginning to 
go,”  too.

“ I’m getting senile”  may 
be said jokingly, but this 
label is very disturbing to 
any older adult, the 
specialist emphasizes.

Ms. Warren is on the home 
economics staff of the Texas 
A gricu ltu ra l Extension 
Service, The Texas A4M 
University System.

Actually, senility has 
nothing to do with normal 
aging It is simply a word —
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perhaps the most dreaded 
for the aging person, and it la 
a word used for many, many 
conditions with an equally 
large number of causes, Ms. 
Warren stresses.

Many of these conditione 
respond to treatment, she 
points out. Furthermore, the 
vast majority people who 
experience a failing memory 
have a correctable problem.

Basically, everyone has 
the “ same old”  brain they 
had all of their adult life, Ma. 
Warren says. Even though 
scientists do think the brain 
starts to lose cells after a 
person reaches their 20’s, 
recent research suggests the 
brain doesn’t really change 
very much with age, if there 
is a stimulating environ­
ment.

There is a seemingly slight 
"slowdown”  in the brain’s 
working capacity, however, 
the specialist explains.

Harrelson associate 
called before  jury

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (A P ) — A man described as a 
lifelong friend of convicted hired killer Charles V 
Harrelson hsa been called to testify before a grand 1u^ 
investigating the assassination of a federal judge.

George Edward “ Pete”  Kay, a HuntsvUle nightclub 
operator, was subpoenaed Wednesday but waited all day 
without being called He is expected to take the sUnd 
today in the panel’s investigation of the 1979 shooting 
death of U.S. District Judge John H. Wood Jr.

Kay was asked to testify as the grand jury looked for 
evidence of any link between Harrelson and convicted 
narcotics trafficker Jimmy Chagra.

Government attorneys have listed Harrelson and 
Chagra as “ Urgets ” of the two-year-old InvestigaUon.

Kay’s attorney, Jim Moore of Houston, said he expected 
Kay to be offered immunity and compelled to testify. 'Two 
others who have refused to answer questions under 
similar circumstances have been jailed for civil contempt 
of court.

The bearded Kay would not comment on whether he 
would testify under immunity and Moore said, “ we’d 
better wait and see what the government te going to do. ”

The grand iury interrogated eight witnesses on Wed­
nesday, including a casino dice dealer who once received 
a $6,600 tip h'om Chagra and two Florida pilots who flew 
Chagra to las  V ^as.

The panel, meeting for the first time in a month, also 
pursued an alleged “ payoff”  for Wood’s assassination in
1979.

Robert Mike Springer, who said he was a dice dealer at 
Binion’s Horsehoe Casino in Las Vegas, said he was 
questioned about whether he remembered Chagra and 
Harrelson pm bling together in 1979.

“ They (jurors) thou^t I could connect Chagra and that 
other ^ y  (Harrelson), and I couldn’t,”  Springer told 
reporters after his appearance.

Springer said, however, he remembered Chagra 
because the high-stakes gambler “ toked”  (tipped) him 
$6,600 one time, but that by house rules the tip had to be 
divided with all other casino employees on that shift.

He said he did not know Harrelson or Harrelson's wife, 
Joan Starr Harrelson, who reportedly gambled at the 
same casino.

Port Lauderdale charter pilots Dan Pavelka and Bill 
Dimauro said they were questioned about the all-night 
flight of Chagra and two Mexican maids from Florida to 
Las Vegas.

Pavdka said Chagra used the alias “ Jimmy Alexan­
der”  on the Lear Jet flight and he remembered nothing 
special about i t

Pavelka said he was shown ” a bunch of pictures”  and 
he recognized Chagra and Earl McLennan, a Coral 
Springs, Fla., man held in contempt on May 8 for refusing 
to testify in the Wood investigation.

G o v e r n m e n t  p re p a re d  to act 

if a ir  c o n tro lle rs  strike
WASHINGTON (A P ) — The Reagan administration is 

prepared to prosecute air traffic controllers if they carry 
out their threat to strike next week and ground more than 
half the nation's commercial air traffic, says Tran­
sportation Secretary Drew Lewis.

Negotiations between the government and the con­
trollers broke off Wednesday when union negotiators 
walked out of informal talks after rejecting the Federal 
Aviation Administration's wage offer.

Robert Poli, president of the Professional Air Traffic 
Controllers Organization (PATCO) said he stands firm on 
a 7 a m. Monday strike deadline if an agreement is not 
reached by midnight Sunday.

Lewis said that while he wants to avoid a strike, the 
administration is prepared to move quickly in the courts 
to bring the controllers back to work if necessary. He said 
he would not rule out criminal prosecution of those who 
strike, even recommending that some ^onlroirers be 
jailed

“ We are not going to tolerate an illegal strike,”  Lewis 
told a news conference. By law. controllers are forbidden 
from striking and a federal court injunction against a 
walkout is in effect

A strike would be felt across the economy as travelers

and shippers of air freight would find long delays and no 
aircraft at all along many routes.

“ If a strike occurs it will come at a high cost to the 
union, seriously inconvenience thousands of air travelers, 
and it will cause millions of dollars in economic loss to the 
airlines and to air commerce," Lewis said.

Fate of health, safety 
regulations uncertain

WASHINGTON (A P ) — The fate of 
Reagan administration efforts to ease 
health and safety regulations in the in­
dustrial workplace is uncertain in light of 
Supreme Court approval of strict limits on 
cotton dust

By a 5-3 vote Wednesday, the justices 
rejected a challenge to the cotton dust 
standards and ruled that federal regulators 
do not have to satisfy a cost-benefit test 
before imposing limits on worker exposure 
to toxic materials

But the court has not yet decided whether 
to hear a similar appeal attacking federally 
imposed limits on the amount of lead 
workers can be exposed to in the workplace.

Both sets of standards were adopted in 
1978 under the same congressional act. And, 
both were appealed to the Supreme Court on 
grounds they did not take into account the 
costs involved in relation to their benefits

took office months ago. it ordered all 
federal agencies to put a freeze on any new 
emulation until after it is justified with a 
cost-benefit study.

around 120 this year.

the endangered whopping 
crane — the tallest bird in 
North America.

Whooping cranes nave 
been around since the early 
Pleistocene, Derrickson 
noted. Prehistoric man 
heard their trumpeting call. 
Crane-like fossils go back 50 
million years, but today only 
15 species remain, including 
the sandhill crane and the 
whooper of North America.

Whoopers ranged across 
North America’s marsh­
lands from the Arctic to 
Mexico and from New 
Jersey to the Rocky 
Mountains, until agricultural 
development of the Great 
Plains and the buildup of

cities destroyed much of 
their habitat.

By 1941, the w orld ’s 
whoDping crane population 
was down to 15 birds in the

wild migratory flock that 
makes the 2,500-mile trip 
from Wood Buffalo National 
Park in Canada to the 
Aransas National Wildlife 
Refuge in Texas each year. 
Six oUier whoopers lived in a 
non-migratory flock in 
Louisiana, but had vanished 
by 1948.

Bringing the bird back 
from the brink of extinction 
is one of the real success 
stories in w ild life 
management.

Scientists found their 
summer nesting grounds in 
Wood Buffalo — Canada’s 11- 
million-acre wilderness 
park. They learned that the 
female crane generally lays 
two eggs, but only one chick 
survives. They collected the 
‘extra”  eggs to incubate in 

captivity at Patuxent, and 
the research center had a 
flock of 20 whoojwrs until the 
“ mail-order”  bride was sent 
to Idaho.

Since 1975, the U.S. and 
Canadian wildlife services 
have worked cooperatively 
to place whooper eggs in 
sandhill crane nests at Grays 
Lake. The sandhills hatch 
and rear the foster chicks, 
and the whooper population 
at Grays Lake is now 17 to 20.

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Thoreau would cringe 
at Walden PoncI today

CX)NC»IID, Mass. (A P ) — It was a 
typical June day at the beach: ra^os 
blaring, Prisbees flying, a vendor 
hawking ice cream and a line of 
sweltering motorists waiting to get 
into jammed parking lots.

But this setting was no average 
Oceanside beach. It was Walden Pood, 
an international symbol of serenity 
since Henry David Thoreau built a 
one-room wilderness hut in 1845, lived 
alone for two years and later 
recounted his experiences in the 
classic book "Walden.”

Thoreau would wince if he saw it 
now.

“ He certainly wouldn’t come here 
today,”  Roland Wells Robbins, a 
member of the Walden Pond Advisory 
Committee and a past president of the 
national Thoreau Society, said with a 
sigh. “ Look around you. Beer 
drinking, pot smoking, dog and pet 
violations. M otorcycles roaring 
through the woods. Nude bathing....”

For decades, debate has raged over ' 
proper use of Walden, a 417-acre site 
in a forested suburban area northwest 
of Boston. The area became a state 
park six years ago after serving as a 
county park for SO years.

Time and the crush of an expanding 
population have taken their toll on the 
tranquility that attracted Thoreau. 
Robbins says the area has steadily 

'waned since World War II and a “ mob

scene”  has existed for at least 10 
years.

State environmental offic ia ls 
concede that they have problems ' 
managing die popular park. But they 
say a major quntion ie how to balance 
the demands of “Thoreauviane”  for 
an unspoiled natural area against the 

. recreational needs of the 632,000 
people who visited the area last year.

“ It is a state park and there aren’t 
that many m ajw  swimming areas in 
that area,”  said GUbert ^ s s ,  stote 
director of forests and “ The beach is 
only at one end of the 142-acre pond,

Bliss confirmed most o f the 
violations cited by Robbins and 
blamed them on lack of police 
supervision. But he said conditionB 
have improved since two years ago, 
when area teen-agers used the park as 
a hangout and a rape was r e p n ^  in 
the parking lot.

Some visitors say thm ’re surprised 
to find no replica of the cabin that 
Thoreau built 136 years ago on land 
borrowed from friend fellow 
author, Ralph Waldo Emerson. A pile 
of rocks phi^ a simple stone marker, 
surrounded by posts and a heavy 
chain, now mark the location.

“ Are you kidding? ’The vandalism 
and souvenir s evers  would not 
permit a house to stand overnight,”

said Robbins, a historian who 
discovered the exact spot where 
Ihoreau constructed his simple 
wooden dwdling.

“ People have said we could build a 
very secure* replica and have bright 
lights and a ’TV camera monitoring 
it,”  said Robbins. “ But this is a nature 
sanctuary and that would obviously 
defeat the purpoae.”

After ’IlKxeau ended his experiment 
in rugged individualism in 1847, the 
pond and shordine renudned in thdr 
natural state for the nekt 75 years. In 
1623, the descendants of Emerson, 
who owned much of the land around 
the lake, decided to give control to 
Middlesex County for use as a 
reservation. Their deed specified that 
bathing and boating be allowed, but 
forbade ballgames, bicycling, open 
fires and devdopment.

Use of Wal<m Pond became an 
international issue in 1957 when the 
county, with little notice, uprooted 100 
trees started to clear a slope of 
the pond to build a ramp and bath 
house. The ramp would have allowed 
buses to drop passengers off just 70 
feet from the s i «  of the lake.

“ All holy hell rang out,”  Robbins 
recalled. “ People called it 
desecration and an illegal attempt to 
change the deed.”

’The .’Thoreau Society formed a 
committee that sued the county and 
prevented changes in the pond area.

H ogan  u n d ou b ted ly  
remembers every blade of 
grass, every difficult lie and 
every stab of pain of that

memorable experience, but 
he doesn’t like to talk about
it.

“ You’ll have to write it 
from what you saw,”  he said 
when reached by tdephone 
in his of flee at the Ben Hogan 
Golf Company in Fort Worth, 
Texas. “ After all, you were 
there.”

Hogan, an army lieutmant 
in World War II, won his first 
Open at Riviera in Los

Angeles in 1948 with 276, the 
first time a winner had 
broken 280. On Feb. 2, 1949, 
he and his wife, Valerie, 
were driving home along a 
lonely Texas highway from 
Phoenix, Ariz., when a huge 
transcontinental bus lunged 
out of the haze and skidded 
into the path of the Hogan 
car.

Instinctively, Hogan threw 
his body in front of Valo'ie to

shield her from injury, a 
heroic gesture that probably 
saved toth of their hves. The 
steering wheel of the car was 
driven through the driver’s 
seatlikeaspev.

NEW YORK (A P ) — Abbie Hoffman — ex-Yippie, 

counler-<'ulture hero and all-around activist — says 
he's planning to use his “ celebrity status”  to f i ^ t  
heroin addiction.

Hoffman, serving a jail sentence on a drug charge, 
said at a news conference Wednesday that addiction is 
a serious social problem — second only to "society’s 
greed for money .”

Hoffman, 44, called on others who have a “ cultural 
impact" to join him in an anti-heroin advertising 
campaign.

Hoffman is serving a three-year sentence for selling 
$36,000 worth of cocaine to undercover police officers in 
1973 He turned himself in earlier this year after 
spending seven years as a fugitive. On June 10, he 
began working at the Veritas Therapeutic Community 
drug clinic under a prison work-release program.

Astronaut Bean resigns
to paint moonscapes

HOl^STON (A P ) — Alan L Bean says he's through 
walking on the moon and plans to devote himself instead 
topaintingit

The 49-year-old Texan, the fourth man to walk on the 
lunar surface, announced Wednesday that after 18 years, 
he IS relinng from the astronaut corps ef fecbve June 26

" I am going to sit in front of my easel and become as 
fine a painter of moonscapes as 1 can," Bean said.

The idea of becoming a career artist ‘did not just p»p 
into my head," Bean said. ’T v e  been doing more on 
weekends, going to museums and art shows. 1 decided if I 
was going to try and make a contribution, I had to start 
now "

Bean began studying art while in the Navy in the late 
I950's He said no other artist has had a first-hand view of
space

I could paint in general before I went to the moon, and 
took some lessons from a couple of artists, but there is no 
one anxmd who can teach you to paint moonscapes,”  
Bean said. “ The atmospherics and the colors — mostly 
gray — are so different from what other artists have 
exptTienced.”

Bean was the lunar module pilot on Apollo 12, man’s 
second lunar landing mission of Nov. 14-24, 1969. He also 
commanded the July 28-Sept. 25,1973 Skylab 3 mission.

His 1,671 hours, 45 minutes on the two flights mean he 
has spent more time in space than any active astronaut.

Bean's resignation leaves John Young, commander of 
the first space shuttle flight in April, as the only active 
astronaut who has walked on the moon.

The enate, meanwhile, 
was voting today on a 
bipartisan resolution that 
expressed “ concern”  about 
the administration’s position 
on the infant formula issue. 
The House on Tuesday said it 
was “ dismayed”  that the 
administration opposed the 
code.

Public Advocates Inc., a 
San Francisco law firm 
representing the minority 
r i^ ts  coalition, told a House 
Commerce subcommitee 
Wednesday that the Food 
and Drug Administration 
should force formula makers 
to state on package labels 
that “ Breast is Best.”

The labels should be 
written in Spanish as well as 
English, the coalition said.

A spokesman for the baby 
formula industry said the 
rights groups were trying to 
force their ideas on the 
nation’s nnothers, regardless 
of their preference.

The Infant Formula 
Council of Atlanta, 
representing the formula 
makers, also said the rights 
groups were using outdated 
and misleading figures in 
seeking to scare people 
about the use of infant for­
mula. There has been a 
sharp decline in infant 
deaths in the last 10 years,

including those born to 
poorer families, the council 
said.

Robert C. Gelardi, head of 
the council, said opponents 
of formula “ appear^ to be 
proposing a campaign of 
enforced universal breast 
feeding regardless of the 
mother’s or the physician’s 
choice.”

The United States stood 
alone last month as 118 other 
nations in the World Health 
Organization adopted a 
voluntary code aimed at 
controlling the advertising 
and marketing of infant 
formula in developing Third 
World countries.

P. W. Malone Science Building dedicated
Tuesday’s Howard County Junior 

College District trustee meeting 
occumd in two segments — the first 
session ended abw t 1:25 p.m., to 
permit those present to attend dedi­
cation ceremonies for the P.W. 
Malone Science Building.

Fellow trustees had voted to honor 
the veteran member of the college 
board a couple of months ago by 
naming the structure for him.

Both Dr. Malone and his wife were 
present for the ritual, which took 
place outside the south entrance to the 
building. The ceremony included the 
unveiling of a colored portrait of the 
co-founder of the Malone-Hogan 
Hospital and Clinic. It will shortly be 
located in a wall recess inside the 
building, protected by glass. Dr. 
Malone has been a member of the 
board for 35 years.

College district trustees voted 
unaninmusly to support HC President 
Dr. Charles Hays in his quest for a 
baseball coach, a decision which bids 
fair to restore baseball to the school’s 
curriculum no later than next spring.

Board member Harold Davis ap­
plauded the decision but said he 
thought such a person should have 
dual duties. Davis also reminded the 
others present that trying to mold a

baseball program without offering 
scholarships would not be easy.

Dr. Hays said It was possible that 
the b a s a lt  team would play a split 
schedule, operating in die late spring 
and again in the fall.

Wiluam Harvey Rothdl, formerly 
with the Big Spring Independent 
School District, was hired as a school 
counselor. ’The college’s new assistant 
librarian is Norris Maxwell, who 
succeedd Roy C. Kaufman, who 
resigned without revealing future 
plans.

'The school’s new Journalism teach­
er will be Mrs. Jack Woodley, wife of 
the high school principal at Forsan. 
She succeeds Steve Lacey, who 
resigned several months ago, ef­
fective at the end of the 198041 sdiool 
year, for the expressed purpose of 
returning to college to work on addi­
tional credits.

Beth Marie Patterson was hired as 
an interpreter for Southwest Colle­
giate Institute fer the Deaf. ’The board 
also voted to accept the resignation of 
James Fisher, an instructor at 
SWCID.

The Big Spring firm of Lee and 
Beynolds was retained as the auditor 
for the school district.

'The trustees voted to issue a con­

tract on a bid of $53,973 for the ad­
dition of a Westinghouse rievator to 
the Garrett Coliseum. It was one 
two bids received. ’Die elevator can be 
installed in about 60 days.

RAA Electric and Lighting Supply 
submitted the low bid of $5,600 for a 
500 KVA transformer at Howard 
College. Two other firms also entered 
bids for installation of the transform­
er.

On the advice of Dr. Hays, the 
trustees decided to take no action on 
the removal of four buildings in the 
Big Spring Industrial Park to district 
property. Hays said that the lowest 
bid, which was in excess of $25,000, 
actually was for each building and did 
not include such items as site 
preparation, the removal of power 
lines and restoration of the buildings 
once they had been moved.

The board also delayed action on a 
proposal to provide SWCID with a 
mascot and school colors. Dr. 
Douglass Burke, chief executive of­
ficer at the college, said more at­
tention would be given to the 
challenge of providing a name and 
colors M o re  the next l ^ r d  meeting.

A special meeting of the board was 
set for June 20 by brard president Don 
McKinney.

\ House members pay price for voting against Clayton

AUSTIN — Amred with a crate full of legislative 
proposals, Rep. Bill Keese of Somerville report^  to the 
State Capitol last January to start his third-term as a 

'  Texas lawmaker.
It started out just like the 1977 and 1979 sessions. The 

! first vote he cast would help determine who would claim 
'  the most powerful post in that legislative body, speaker of 

the House.
Twice before Keese had supported Springlake 

Democrat Bill Clayton. This time, however, opposed to 
anyone holding that position for an unprecedented four 

. terms, Keese voted instead for Clayton’s only challenger. 
Rep. John Bryant of Dallas.

'  Keese’s vote also was spawned by concern. How ef- 
" fective, he wondered, could Clayton be after suffering 
J through the Brilab scandal?

Bryant lost in a landslide show of support for Clayton. 
Keese was one of 21 House members disloyal to Clayton, 
an irritant faction that not long after plagued the West 
Texan in a fight over the House rules.

“ We’re effective,’ ’ Keese said of the coalition, expected 
1 to remain intant for the planned special session. “ Our 

victories are few and far between and they’re small 
victories, but they’re victories”

Looking back on it, Keese said he’s paid a heavy price 
for voting against the state’s first four-term speaker.

“ When I realized my candidate, John Bryant, was out of 
the picture, I realized then my legislative program was 
p. c hably drad,”  Keese said.

Keese Wasn’t far off the mark. His legislative briefcase 
earned 29 bills, moat seeking to enhance solar energy 
None oassed. Only one of his two resolutions — one 

. ,ig the Snook High School basketball team — 
pass* .

“ If I could t\m back the clock,”  Keese said, “ I still 
wouldn’t vote for him. I don’t think it’s healthy for the 
state or the voters to have a person in such a powerful 
position for such a long time.”

Keese, when compared to Clayton, is a liberal. Virtually 
all members of the Clayton team harbor conservative 
philosophies

The stunning blow to Keese came at the end of the 
session as the House struggled to reapportion the state’s
