Deer Hunters 
Preparing 
For Saturday

Area hunters are busy preparing 
for Saturday, the opening day of 
deer hunting season.

Don Davis, Wildlife Biologist 
with the Texas Parks and( Wildlife 
Department reminds landowners and 
sportsmen that the 1993 general 
deer hunting season in Coleman 
County will begin on Saturday, 
Nov. , 5, 1994 and run through 
Sunday, Jan. 1, 1995. In addition, 
a 9-day muzzleloader season is 
scheduled for antlerless deer only 
beginning Saturday. Jan. 7, 1995 
and running through Sunday, Jan. 
15, 1995. A muzzleloader stamp is 
required to hunt during the 
muzzleloader season.

The overall bag limit for the 
county is four deer, no more than 
two bucks. No special permits are 
required for harvesting antlerless 
deer, however, both bucks and 
antlerless deer must be tagged with 
the appropriate tag from a hunting 
license.

Students in grades 7-12 of the 
Santa Anna Independent School 
District attended an assembly 
Wednesday, October 26 concerning 
drug and alcohol abuse. Sponsored 
by the PALS Program at SAHS, 
students were spellbound as they 
listened to Cornell Brunson, pro­
gram director for Correctional 
Medical Systems at the T. R. 
Havins Unit in Brownwood.

Brunson spoke to the students 
from the heart. He has gone from a 
convict to a counselor over a num- 
berof years.

James Balderas, president of the 
Student Council and a member of 
PALS called and invited Brunson to

speak to the student body after read­
ing an article in the Brownwood 
Bulletin.

Brunson turned his life around in 
1985 when he asked God for help. 
He had been through sexual assault 
from a male friend, gangs, drinking 
and the entire range of drugs. He 
had gone from big houses and 
Mercedes Benz autos to crack 
houses and soup kitchens and being 
homeless before the turn-around to 
prison counselor.

In his position as program direc­
tor, Brunson is responsible for over 
500 people of which 44 are coun­
seling staff at the Havins Unit. He 
has also traveled the United States

helping to set up drug and alochol 
abuse programs.

In a later interview he implored 
the Santa Anna citizens to 
recognize the fact that our youth do 
have the same problems as youth in 
large cities. The youth need the 
support and guidance from the 
community to become responsible 
adults.

Also present for the assembly 
was Kevin Estep, Chief of Security 
at the Havins Unit.

He told students there are cur­
rently approximately 80,000 people 
in the prison system today with an 
expectation of more than 164,000 
by next year. Of this 80,000, onc-

Felon
(But Not A Criminal)

A Felon is a deep abscess of the fingertip. A patient with a felon will 
have a swollen, red fingertip on the palm side of the finger; and the pain 
will be exquisite. The progression of the infection is very rapid and if 
treatment is delayed, can result in involvement of the bone of the finger 
and loss of a portion of the finger.

Prompt care is absolutely essential. Because of the highly specialized 
anatomy of the fingertip, correct incision of the abscess to gain complete 
access to the infection without damaging the distal nerve or flexor sheath 
is essential. Following surgical incision, drainage and copious irrigation 
of the abscess; the cavity must be packed and a splint applied. Antibiotic

Violet Sluder and Omer 

Cullins were both born and 
raised in Coleman County, 
near Gouldbusk to be exact. 
She was the daughter of O.R. 
and Annie Sluder. His parents 
were Ray and Beatrice Cullins. 
The two met when both were 
school, students and were 
married in 1945 while Omer 
was a member of the U.S. 
Army.

Although he didn't serve 
overseas, Omer was thrilled to 
be a part of assisting those 
who returned to the homeland 
while he was stationed at 

. Camp Stoneman, California 
which became a separation 
center.

After returning to Coleman 
County, the couple lived in 
Silver Valley and Coleman 
before becoming a part of the 
Santa Anna community.

They owned, and operated a 
Texaco service station in Santa 
Anna from 1968 to 1972. 
Omer remembers he never sold 
gas for over 400 a gallon. He 
got out of the business when 
gas prices began to go "sky 
high" and became engaged in 
fafm work for Dr. W,L. 
Jennings and also did some 
custom combining. The family 
lived on the Jennings farm in 
the Mt. View community in a 
9-room native stone house 
built by the renowned Texas 
Ranger, Noah Armstrong. 
They have very fond memories 
of that house where "the kids 
sort of grew up," and are 
disappointed that it has since 
been bricked, covering up the 
beautiful rock work.

Later moving into Santa 
Anna, . Mr. Cullins began 
working with J.R. Haynes in

the carpentry business and later 
engaged in house painting. He 
says he can pick out at least 58 
houses in Santa Anna he has 
painted. Mrs. Cullins got 
involved in the painting as she 
would go along to help keep 
things rounded up for her

husband. She soon started 
helping with the actual 
painting, thinking she might at 
well, since she was along most 
of the time anyway and says, 
"First thing I knew I was also 
a painter."
