On.a soggy and rain slick
field, the Farwell Steers put
the climax on a weekend of
Homecoming festivities by
downing Morton's visiting In-
dians, 42-0, at Steer Stadium
last Friday nighrt,

A shower of rain caused the
first half of the game to be
a contest of fumbles, but the
Steers found more handles on
the pigskin and rode to a 21-0
bulge Dy halfrtime,

The game opened with Far-
well’s Al Phillips booming a
deep kick to the Indian’s Alex
Soliz who returned to his own
36, The Morton attack could
not get going and Morton punt-
ed to the Steers where the ball
was fumbled but recovered by
the Steers., The first Blue and
White offensive play ended in
a fumble with the Indians gain-
ing possession, Again, the In-
dians fumbled for no gain,

On the next play, Mighty Mite
Mahaney (Robbie) sliced
through the Morton line and
threw the Indianquarterbackfor
a 12-yard loss and again Mor-
ton resorted to a punt, Dean
Stovall returned to the Steer 14,
Two more recovered Farwell
fumbles and a penalty forced
the Steers to kick to the Mor-
ton 28, After one Morton first
down, the Steer defense held and
Farwell set up shop on their
own 17,

The wet field proved too much
and the Steers punted back to
Morton, The Indians fumbled
on their second play and Far-
well recovered on the Morton
19, The Steer ground game took

with a 21-0 lead over Morton,

fority, the Steers took only twa

minutes of the third quarter to
score on another Hargrove
keeper, A Phillips PAT then

Garden Center Nursery
Clovis, N.M,

We had the pleasure of at-
tending the Redbud Garden Club
flower show this past week at
Farmers Electric hospitality
room, From the quantity and
quality of the exhibits, it could
easily be said that there are
some mighty fine gardeners in
this area, There were a lot of
plants dispalyed that gave us a
lot of ideas that we hadnt
thought of before, Of course,
the ones that exhibited the dif-
ferent entries didn’t justhappen
onto them, Like about every-
thing else we undertake, we
must expend some effort -- to
reap much,

One of the plants that was
shown to good advantage was a
grouping of blooms and a branch
of the clematis vine, Clematis
is a very nice perennial and
an ideal plant to use, Theydon’t
require a lot of special atten=
tion and will reward the cult-
urist liberally for the effort
spent, There are quite a va-
riety of colors in the blooms,
as well, Again, even without
special care, there are certain
practices that will pay off,

Most of our plants will grow
roots during the winter months
and make the top growth during
the summer, A plant that has
the correct amount of plant
food, soil conditioners and oth-
er items will use them as na-
ture intended and will be a much
healthier, sturdier, more di-
sease and problem free plant,

A study of the ‘““Wise Gar=-
den Encyclopedia® tells us that
“‘clematis (klem’-ah-tis) is a
genus of herbaceous perennials
or woody climbing plants of the

buttercup family, widely dis- -

tributed in the temperate re-
gions, They thrive in well dug
and enriched light loamy soil
and appreciate anannualdress-
ing of rotted manure,” Some of
the enemies are leaf spot, stem
rot, and the clematis borer, A
good application of ‘‘Sulfa-soil"
will furnish enough sulphur to
help considerably incontrolling
all of them, and at the same
time, furnish enoughironto give
the leaves and blooms a rich
color that we like, When nature
furnished us with the soilinthis
area, we were given enough
lime to last a long time,
