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down 100 marginal produc­
ing wells because the cost of 
production was more than 
the price-he gets for the oil. 
There are more than 1,000 of 
these wells in the 13th 
district, he added. These 
represent a loss of taxes 
paid, loss of employment to 
men working, and loss of 
investment to the producer, 
as leases expire when 
production ceases. “ I think it 
is a serious thing,” said the 
congressman.

On the other hand, he said 
he feels good about the 
possibility of lowering estate 
taxes by increasing the 
exclusions.

Hightower pledged contin­
uing vigorous efforts to help 
counter the prevailing atti­
tude in the Congress that has 
produced legislation that can 
adversely affect people in the 
13th Congressional District 
and to help enact legislation 
that will assist, rather than 
hinder, the principal indus­
tries of the district.

He also pledged to 
encourage a growing Con­
gressional awareness that 
federal regulatory agencies 
must be made more 
accountable, both to the 
Congress and to the public.

The Congressman said 
that he began his service to 
his constituents one year and 
three days ago with the 
realization that major issues 
confronting the congress 
were also the principal 
concerns of his constituents.

“After one year many of 
the problems of energy and 
inflation that confronted us 
last January remain our 
foremost concerns today,” 
he said.

The Congressman said 
that the 13th Congressional 
District was completely 
unique because so many of 
its people are producers of 
the products necessary to the
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day-to-day existence of other 
people throughout the nation 
and the world--food and fiber 
or petroleum. He said he 
knew that legislation affect­
ing them was inevitable.

‘‘Congress passed an 
emergency farm bill inten­
ded to give some assurance 
of stability in the market­
place for 1975’s crops,” he 
said, “but it was unable to 
muster the necessary two- 
thirds majority to override a 
Presidential veto.” 

“ Congress passed several 
energy bills,” he said, “but 
none of them will help 
provide the most critical 
need, an incentive to 
increase exploration, produc­
tion and development of our 
domestic resources.”

“ Congress will consider 
legislation this month that is 
likely to determine whether 
the nation will have a 
continuing natural gas sup­
ply,” he said, “ but it is 
going to be extremely 
difficult to get it enacted.”

The artist is the son of the 
late Nonie Russell Laune,

A note from his wife, Irene 
Laune, contained additional 
information relating to the 
Russell and Caperton fami­
lies.

“ Mrs. Drake, there’s a 
footnote to the close 
association of two early 
Wellington district families- 
the Russells and the 
Capertons who lived at 
Dozier. Nonie, of course, 
knew all the Capertons--

Evelyn was her close friend.
“ She mentions her in 

‘Sand In My Eyes,’ and also 
her younger sister, Georgie 
(married name Fischer). 
Well, my sister married 
Georgie’s son, whom she 
met by chance when he was a 
Rhodes Scholar at Oxford in 
the early 30’s. His name is 
John (Jack) Fischer, former­
ly of Amarillo, and ex-editor 
of H arper’s Magazine in 
New York.

“ Georgie and Nonie kept 
up their early association 
throughout their lives, and it

was at my sister’s house in 
White Plains, New York, that 
I met Paul, in the early 50’s.

“ I met Nonie on my first 
visit to the U.S. (from 
Scotland) in 1938, when she 
was living in Washington, 
D.C. And then I met her 
many times when I returned 
after the War (from England 
in 1949), when she was living 
in Rhinebeck, New York, 
(near Paul), until her death 
in 1956. I loved her dearly.’’

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Dirty Streets Are Not Good 
For Wellington's Appearance

For many years, Wellington has been recog­
nized as having more paved streets than any other 
town of its size in this part of the state. It is one 
of the things visitors notice first and comment on.

But there is something else about the streets 
they notice, and some of them comment on this, 
too. Often, and in many places, our streets are not 
clean. It is our dirt and our trash and apparent.^y 
we are overlooking it. It is, however, detracting 
from Wellington’s fine appearance, and it can also 
damage the asphalt surface.

To the City’s credit, let it be pointed out that 
it has problems every time it takes its street sweep­
er out, and each of these problems becomes an ex­
pense.

The city, however, has largely reduced its debt 
for remodeling the community building, and with 
good management its financial picture is improving. 
This may well be the time to consider some equip­
ment that will perform the street cleaning job 
efficiently and that street-cleaning become a rou- 
time part of the city’s work.

At the same time, business men off the square 
have complained of beer and pop cans and other 
rubbish thrown out of cars on their premises. It 
is observed that when those culprits can be 
caught and taken down to clean up thieir own mess, 
the dumping stops on that particular place.

It is going to take general civic concern to 
keep the streets clean as befits Wellington, but 
the bulk of the heavy work can be done with the 
right equipment operated at scheduled times.

Secretary of State Henry Kissinger has pointed 
this out, but says that “the United States should 
demonstrate restraint toward countries that oppose 
the American position.”

Is it impossible to cut out foreign aid to na­
tions that have shown they are more enemy than 
finiend?

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AUSTIN — The Texas 
Veterans Land Program, 
temporarily shut down De­
cember 31, may re-open 
soon.

A meeting of th^ Vete­
rans Land Boai’d has been 
scheduled February 11 to 
review the bond market for 
a possible bond sale.

Land Commissioner Bob 
Armstrong said financial 
advisors report in terest 
rates are beginning to 
come down slowly and that 
favorable rates may be ob­
tainable in March.

Armstrong also claimed 
the temporary halt in the 
program may have helped 
stem  inflation  of land 
prices.

"Our chief appraiser tells 
me that land prices are 
settling down in every area 
of the state except in the 
Houston v ic in ity ,” said  
Armstrong. "This means 
the delay may
actually benefit those vete­
rans who intend to make 
land purchases under the 
program in the future.”

A total of 1,771 applica­
tions for loans were re­
ceived in the la st two 
weeks of December. Land 
Office staff members are 
trying to process more than 
4,700 completed applica­
tions before the Veterans 
Land Program is re­
opened.

Land Com m issioner  
Arm strong said deposits

condition of pulmonary 
embolism, caused when a 
blood clot lodges in the lung.
