Financing New Industry

(EDITOR’S NOTE:

This is the third in a series
of five articles concerning in-
dustrial development written by
James Kelly, assistant exec-
utive director of the Texas In-
dustrial commission )

The final criteria for in-
dustry when seeking a new lo-
cation is profitability, A very
major factor in any industry’s
evaluation of the profitability of
a potential operation in your
town is how the site or build=-
ing ( or both ) in which they
are interested can be financed,

About eighty per cent of all
industries locating in Texas do
not own their facilities, Most of
them hold some combination of
leases on the land and build=-
ings, The terms of the lease
are of utmost importance to
any industry’s profit picture -
what the amount of rent is,
what immediate and future im-
provements will be made by
the owners, what the options to
renew the lease are, and per-
haps what about the option to
buy the building at a later date,

There are a lot of conditions
to take into consideration, And
you can count on it that the new
industry for which your com-
munity has waited so long will
be in a terrible hurry to get
things finalized, If a town down
the highway offers approx-
imately the same advantages
that you do, can also offer a
financing plan that provides for
occupancy 60 days earlier than
yours, and a lower rental price
. « ~well, chances are that you
can kiss that industrial pros-
pect goodbye,

That is why it is vital for
an  Industrial Development
Committee courting an indus-
try to be able to offer that
industry a ‘‘package deal’’ re=
garding the land, the building,
any necessary improvements,
and all other aspects of finan-
cing, Ideally this package deal
should be ready and waiting, so
that it can be applied to any
of your candidate industries
with only minor revisions,

When an industry says ‘‘we
like your town, and we find the
Smith Street building suitable;
what kind of financing can you
offer’’, your Industrial

Development Committee should
answer  without hesitation -
““Gentlemen, here’s our pack-
age”,

How do you get in this fav-
orable, strong  prepared
position?

The first thing is to know
and be familiar with the work-
ings of all the basic sources
of industrial development finan-
cing, such as Investor Builders,
Commercial Banks, Savings and
Loan Associations, Mortgage
Companies, Insurance Compan-
ies. Investmeut Bankers, and
Small Business Administration,

There are others, but these
are the most important, Also
the I, D, Committee must find
out and constantly keep abreast
of the current rates for money
from these various institutions,

In Texas, especially in the
larger communities, the most
common source of land and
buildings  for industrial de-
velopment has been investor
builders, These individuals are
often willing to buy the land,
build the building and extend
the necessary utilities; then own
the building and lease it to the
locating industry under a pack=-
age deal arrangement,

In other communities, an
industrial foundation is set up
to do much the same things as
the individual investor builder,
Such a foundation acts as an
industrial development ‘‘bank’’
for the community, It is an
organization of private citizens,
operating  with privately sub-
scribed funds, set up for the
purpose of improving the com=
munity’s  economy through
offering material assistance to
existing or prospective indus-
trial firms, The industrial foun=-
dation can be a profit-making
organization, but most inTexas
are non-profit corporations
whose ownership is widely
based among the community’s
citizens, There are presently
some 225 of these foundations
in Texas,

The Industrial Development
Foundation, once it is estab-
lished, has funds and sources
of credit, can function in the
same way as the investor buil-
der- finding the best financing,
building the building through a

contractor, and offering the
building for lease to industry
in a package deal designed to
satisfy the particularindustry’s
requirements,

The great advantages of the
Industrial  Foundation owning
and leasing the property are
() that is is a pool of capi=-
tal, and therefore commands
a favorable borrowing position,
(2) that in industrial develop-
ment, many heads are usually
better than one, and (3) that it
will work for the good of the

entire community, without the-

complications and conflicts of
personal interests,

The Industrial Foundation
may not be able to raise all
the money necessary to finance
a given project, or it may not
be prudent for it to do so, In
this case, the Industrial Foun=-
dation can borrow just like any
other corporation, in some
cases on very favorable terms,

It's sources are banks, savings
and loanassociations, mortgage
bankers, investment banks, in=-
Surance companies and the
Small Business Administration,
The Industrial Foundation may
need to put up at least 10 per
cent of the total financing (20
per cent in the case of Small
Business Administration
loans), and raise the remain-
der from one or more sources,

Stocking Is
Just Legend?

Did a spinster hang up the
first Christmas stocking? Leg-
end says yes, but history says
no — or at most, “Maybe.”

St. Nicholas, a fourth cen-
tury bishop, secretly gave gifts
of gold for the dowries of poor
spinsters. His method was to

toss the gold down a chimney |

by night, at Christmas.

On one occasion, so legend
says, the gift landed in a
stocking, hung by the fireplace
to dry.

History casts a dubious eye
on this “origin” of the Christ-
mas stocking custom. The
spinster probably didn’t have
a stocking — not in the fourth
century.

Knitted form-fitting hosiery
was ‘unknown until the thir-
teenth century. Earlier, people
wrapped cloth or rags around
their feet as substitute for
modern stockings.

Even after William Lee in-
vented the stocking frame, a
more efficient method of pro-
duction, in the late 1500’s, it
was some time before the poor
could afford to buy stockings.

History makes one conces-
sion to the legend tellers.
Paintings from Pompeii show
that early Romans did wear
some form of stockings, even

. before the birth of Christ.

This statement comes from
a real authority, who is a for-
mer Marine, a world traveler
and international airline ex-
ecutive —and who is also a
man who has more dolls than
almost anybody except Santa
Claus!

The Doll Library, so named
because every doll has a story
to tell, is attractively housed
in a 1792 barn, remodeled to
provide appropriate settings
for the dolls. Visits to the Doll
Library are by appointment
only. .

Here, there are antique dolls,
historic dolls, craft dolls, reli-
gious dolls, dolls of every land

~and every era. The dolls in-
deed have much to tell to the
serious student of world his-
tory and world civilization.

But to Mr. Pryor, the impor-
tant thing about the dolls is
that they are objects of affec-
tion — cherished by little girls
wating for Santa, and by ev-
eryone who loves dolls, to play
with and admire.

Along with their legacy of
love, the dolls bring a record
of mankind’s ingenuity.

Among the antique dolls in
Mr. Pryor’s collection is a 19th-
century beauty who turns her
head, flutters her eyelids,
heaves her bosom and plays a
lyre, to the tune of a hidden
music box.

Many other dolls in the
Pryor collection make it plain
that mechanical accomplish-
ments are by no means limited
to the dolls of today. For in-
stance, a group of early Ameri-
can dolls includes the “Auto-
peripatetikos”—a walking doll
patented in 1862.

Another kind of ingenuity is
manifest in the craft dolls,
lovingly fashioned by thought-
ful hands from virtually any
and every convenient material
— pen wipers, shells, newspa-
pers, wishbones, sponges, corn
cobs, pine cones, pipecleaners,
clay pipes, even an old potato
masher.

Among them are “Mr. and
Mrs. Crab,” dolls with- faces
made from crab claws. These
do-it-yourself dolls were fea-
tured in “Godey’s Lady’s Book”
for May 1867, with illustrations
of Mr. and Mrs. Crab and “how
to” instructions.

Among the Library’s little in-
habitants, dolls of other lands
form a miniature United Na-
tions. A turbaned Brazilian
dancer, a Spanish matador
with cape and sword, a Japa-
nese geisha, a Belgian lady,
a German tourist, an Arabian
desert prince, an Argentinian
gaucho — the list is seemingly
endless.

Differences may divide na-
tions — but not in the Doll
Library. Mr. Pryor’s dolls get
an opportunity to enact the
holiday spirit of peace and
good will, all year. As a pas-
time, he likes to bring dolls
of many nations together in
friendly groups.

Even in Northern lands, De-
cember 25th does not always
provide the pleasures of a
“white Christmas.”

In spite of the varying climes
where Christmas is observed,
and in spite of the frequent
shortage of ice and snow at the
appropriate time, the tradi-
tional image of Christmas is,
and probably always will be,
a wintry, snowy landscape —
celebrated in song and story,
pictured in countless paint-
ings.

The countryside under a
blanket of snow, the hillside
drifted deep in white, the trees
bent down with snow or crys-
tal-bright with ice, the lakes,
rivers and streams gleaming
in ice-covered magnificence —
these are favorite themes in
holiday lore, and favorite
dreams for all those who spend
Christmas cozily among the
conveniences of modern cen-
trally-heated buildings and
modern transportation.

The “winter wonderland” of
ice and snow has been a fre-
quent source of inspiration for
artists. There’s a wealth of
winter landscape paintings
that, although not directly as-
sociated with Christmas, seem
to set the mood and reflect the
spirit of the season.

In 16th and 17th century
Holland, for instance, a whole
tradition of landscape paint-
ing was devoted solely to de-
picting winter scenes — some-
what unusual since the winter
weather of Holland is not es-
pecially cold.

FEATURES 'ROBIN

One of the first Christmas
cards ever published, a small
(two by three-and-a-half
inches) greeting printed in
London in 1862 by Goodall and
Son, features a robin presiding
over a pastoral winter scene,
framed by paper lace.

BECAUSE CHRISTMAS IS TRADITIONALLY A WINTER WONDERLAND, paintings such as “Winter Scene” by the Flemish artist
Hendrik Avercamp seem to capture the mood and reflect the spirit of the holiday season. Avercamp devoted his talents to depicting
the winter landscapes of Holland. This painting, which is in the Rijks Museum, Amsterdam, appears in the Grolier Book of Art,

a 10-volume encyclopedia.

For admirers of art and
white Christmases alike, one
of the definitive painters of
winter scenes is Hendrik Av-
ercamp.

Perhaps because he devoted
his artistic talents exclusively
to the winter landscape, Aver-
camp’s paintings capture to
perfection both the beauties
and pleasures of winter. Bare
branches of trees etch their
patterns against expanses of
ice, in contrast with the cozy
cottages and, on the ice, the

merry skaters, for an ideal
blending of the cold weather
and warm spirit of a winter
holiday.

Of Avercamp’s personal his-
tory, little is known. Records
show that he was baptized in
Amsterdam in January 1585,
and buried at Kampen in 1634.
His painting was influenced
by the Flemish landscape tra-
dition and particularly by Pie-
ter Bruegel the Elder — a
painter whose fascination with
the winter scene did much to

shape his landscape style.

The snow-covered hillsides
seen in the work of the
elder Pieter Bruegel contrast
strangely with the flat, icy ter-
rain of his native Holland. The
explanation is to be found in
travels which took him to
mountainous lands.

Bruegel became a master in
the Antwerp painters’ guild in
1551, and shortly afterward
journeyed to France and Italy,
says the Grolier Book of Art.

Christians Celebrate Holiday

With Joy and Prayer

In church services this Christmas season, Christians everywhere gather to commem-
orate the miracle of a holy night nearly 2,000 years ago. The message of Christmas lives

anew — in candlelight and carols, in pageants and prayers.

“And it came to pass, as the angels were gone away from
them into heaven, the shepherds said one to another, Let us
now go even unto Bethlehem, and see this thing which is come
to pass, which the Lord hath made known unto us.

“And they came with haste, and found Mary and Joseph,
and the Babe lying in a manger.” — Luke 2:15-16

Alongwith the joyous exultation, there is a spirit of thank-
ful humility in celebration of this holy Day. In both church
and private devotionals, Christians ponder anew the word of
the Christmas story, as it was told by two of His disciples,
Matthew and Luke. It is read and re-read, remembered and
reflected upon. And it is beheld, symbolically, in Nativity scenes
‘that, by treasured tradition, recreate the manger of His birth.
Prayerfully, each congregation and each individual cele-
ibrates Christmas, keeping always in memory that the glory
of His coming was first revealed to humble shepherds, and
that the Holy Child was born in a simple manger. Worshippers
give thanks to God, for the Miracle and its meaning.

“And when they were come into the house, thay saw the
young Child with Mary His mother, and fell down, and wor-
shipped Him: and when they had opened their treasures, they
presented unto him gifts, gold, and frankincense, and myrrh.”

— Matthew 2:11

The Wise Men, says St. Matthew, followed a Star to seek
and find the Babe of Bethlehem. Their joy at beholding Him,
and their precious gifts in homage, express much of the won-
der and majesty of the Christmas story, as it is envisioned
today. Yet in those gifts was a prophecy, a poignant reminder
of the sacred solemnity, the highest meaning of Christmas.

Gold was a precious treasure, fitting gift for the newborn
King. Frankincense, an ingredient of incense, expressed the
legendary belief that “incense owns a deity nigh.”

The third gift was in sad token of great sorrow to come.
Myrrh, used by the ancients in funeral rites, symbolized
Christ’s own supreme gift of life and foretold His death upon
the Cross.

At the manger, there was the shadow of Calvary.

Thus Christmas is celebrated, joyfully, prayerfully, solemnly,
with dedication to its sacred meaning: The Child born in a
manger was the Son of God, destined to take up the burdens
of mankind and bear them to the Cross, where He died that
the spirit of man might live forever.

Joyfully, the happiness of Christmas finds expression in music and song. Choirs sing the
praises of the Babe of Bethlehem, and sacred hymns and carols reflect the spirit of rejoicing.
Even as the herald angels sang to shepherds long ago, so now exultant voices join in pro-
claiming the Birth of Christ, with “on earth peace, good will toward men.”

In 1554 he returned from
Rome to the Netherlands, re-
crossing the Alps on his way.
The mountains and scenery of
Italy made an immense im-
pression on him, as reflected
in the drawings he made at the
time.

More than the “contempor-
ary” Italian art, those moun-
tainous vistas influenced his
landscape style — and ulti-
mately inspired Avercamp and
other Flemish painters of the
ever-wonderful winter scene.

Citizens of Newfoundland
show their Christian ethics
with the Christmas custom
known as “Fishing for the
Church.” On this day huge
quantities of fish are caught
and brought by the parish-
ioners of a village to the
church, where they are sold.
Proceeds of the sale go toward

buying firewood for the curate.

Mistletoe Magic

Ancient followers of the
Druid religion were the first to
regard mistletoe as a sacred
plant, say the editors of The
New Book of Knowledge. They
supposed it to have panacean
virtues in warding off every-
thing from witches to disease.

Each year, about the time
Christmas is celebrated today,
there was a ceremonial rite in
which Druid priests, using a
golden sickle, cut the mistletoe
leaves from the ‘“sacred oak”
and distributed them amongst
the people.

The Saxons also valued this
plant; they were the first to
call it mistletoe. To them, mis-
tletoe symbolized everlasting

Holly in Legend

In the legend and lore of
Christmas, holly has both a
merry and melancholy signi-
ficance.

Fairies, so it is said, loved
the holly. They found its leaves
such a comforting shelter that
even after holly was cut from
the trees, they lingered about,
allowing themselves to be car-
ried indoors, where they pro-
tected the home from evil
spirits.

Imprisonment or exile
was the penalty for dis-
obedience.

A few days before Christ-
‘mas, town criers went
through the streets warn-
ing against holiday -cele-
brations.

In England, the ban last-
ed eight years — and even
longer in the United States. °
The belief that Christmas
merry-making was sinful
came to the New World with
the Pilgrims.

New England states out-
lawed Christmas observ-
ances until the middle of
the nineteenth century. In
