gram.

Title XIX, being imnlemen-
ted in Texas starting Septem-
ber- 1st will replace the cur-
rent Kerr-Mills welfare pro-
grams which have been fun-
ctioning in Texas since 1962.
This new, joint federal-state
program, will initially provide
the following services to the
certain categorical groups of
the medically indigent welfare
recipients: physician services,
in-patient hospital services,
out patient hospital services,
skilled nursing home servic-
es, and other laboratory and
x-ray services. These services
will be available to the eligi-
ble blind, aged, and totally
and permanently disabled and
families of dependent chil-

. dren,

Medicaid Was the compan-
ion legislation to medicare
passed by Congress in 1965 as
a part of Public Law 89-97.
Since medicaid is a joint fed-
eral-state  program, while
medicare is strictly a federal
program, each state legisla-
ture had to pass legislation
enabling the state to partici-
pate in the program.

Senate Bill 2, passed by the
Texas Legislature and signed
by Governor John Connally
on May 11, 1967, was Texas’
enabling legislation.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article III of
the Constitution of Texas be
amended by adding a new sec-
tion thereto to be known as
Section 49-e, as follows:

“Section 49-e. The Parks and
Wildlife Department, or its
successor vested with the
powers, duties, and authority
which deals with the opera-
tion, maintenance, and im-
provement of State Parks, shall
have the authority to provide
for, issue and sell general ob-
ligation bonds of the State of
Texas in an amount not to ex-
ceed Seventy-Five Million Dol-
lars ($75,000,000). The bonds
authorized herein shall be
called “Texas Park Develop-
ment Bonds,” shall be executed
in such form, denominations,
and upon such terms as may
be prescribed by law, provided,
however, that the bonds shall
bear a rate or rates of interest
as may be fixed by the Parks
and Wildlife Department or its
successor, but the weighted av-
erage annual interest rate, as
that phrase is commonly and
ordinarily used and understood
in the municipal bond market,
of all the bonds issued and sold
in any installment of any bonds,
shall not exceed four and one-
half percent (4%%) interest
per annum; they may be issued
in such installments as said
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment, or its said successor,
finds feasible and practical in
accomplishing the purpose set
forth herein.

“All moneys received from
the sale of said bonds shall be
deposited in a fund hereby
created with the State Treas-
urer to be known as the Texas
Park Development Fund to be
administered (without further
appropriation) by the said
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment, or its said successor, in
qucn manner as prescribed by

partment, or its said successor,
under such provisions as the
Legislature may presecribe by
general law, for the purposes
of acquiring lands from the
United States, or any govern-
mental agency thereof, from
any governmental agency of
the State of Texas, or from
any person, firn., or corpora-
tion, for State Park Sites and
for developing said sites as
State Parks.

“While any of the bonds
authorized by this provision, or
any interest on any such
bonds, is outstandmg and un-
paid, there is hereby appro-
priated out of the first moneys
coming into the Treasury in
each fiscal year, not otherwise
appropriated by this Constitu-
tion, an amount which is suf-
ficient to pay the principal and
interest on such bonds that
mature or become due during
such 'fiscal year, less the
amount in the interest and
sinking fund at the close of the
prior fiscal year, which in-
cludes any receipts derived
during the prior fiscal year by
said Parks and Wildlife De-
partment, or its said successor,
from admission charges to
State Parks, as the Legislature
may prescribe by general law.

“The Legislature may pro-
vide for the investment of
moneys available in the Texas
Park Development Fund and
the interest and sinking fund
established for the payment of
bonds issued by said Parks and
Wildlife Department, or its
said successor.

Red Means
Wrong--

AUSTIN —
WRONG.

That is, red means wrong
on Texas freeways. The Tex-
as freeways. The Texas High-
way Department has installed
red reflectors on many Inter-
state and other controlled ac-
cess highways to warn drivers
that they are going the wrong
way.

A broken red line of re-
flectors indicates to the driv-
er that he is traveling the
wrong way on the freeway. A
red arrow pointing at the

Red means

driver from the pavement as
he begins to enter a freeway
ramp indicates that he is en-
tering the wrong way.

These reflectors, in exten-
sive use for about a year, are
made of acrylic plastic — red
on one side and white on the
other. A driver going in the
right direction sees the white
side. A wrong-way driver sees
the red. So red means “wrong
way.”

Thousands of these markers
have been installed on such
high-volume traffic highways
as Interstate Highway 10
through Houston and Inter-
state Highway 35 through
Austin, as well as on many

The reflective pavement
markers are an effort to cut
wrong-way accidents even
more.

The lane lines in most cases
are limifed to metropolitan
areas where there are high
volumes of traffic. The re-
flective markers are placed at
40-foot intervals with 15-foot
lines of white non-reflective
button markers centered in
between.

The arrows are placed on
exit ramps to two-way front-
age roads, exit ramps that
have any history of wrong-
way entry, and exit ramps
where the design of the con-
nection with the cross street
or highway is such that traffic
may havegan easy access to
the exit ramp, for wrong-
way movement.

A big advantage of these
markers_over paint or other
devices, says a Highway De-
partment spokesman, is that
they are just as good when
wet as when dry. This means
that the reflectors ~ can be
seen during rainstorms.

“The Texas Highway De-
‘partment is concerned about
wrong-way accidents on our
freeways,” explained State
Highway Engineer D. C.
.Greer. “We hope these new
markers will help by warn-
ing motorists that ‘Red means
WRONG.”

Rotan, Texas
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As It Looks

From Here

WASHINGTON, D. C. —
Five years ago only 25 col-
leges and universities offered
courses in some or all phases
of Oceanography. Today
there are about 100 private
universities and Government
laboratories concerned with
the mysteries of the Ocean.

Young men and women
looking for a future can find
in the Sea a kind of frontier
that has largely disappeared
from the land.

Some phases of research
now going on have the ap-
pearance of really being silly,
but we already know enough
about the Oceans and Seas,
which cover approximately
three fourths of the Earth’s
face, to be aware of tremen-
dous potentials.

The President’s commission
on food supplies for the fu-
ture points to disastrous cir-
cumstances for feeding the
future billions of people who
are shortly to inhabit the
Earth. Population is expand-
ing many times faster than
our ability to produce food,
even if the problem of distri-
bution were overcome.

Mapping the bottom of the
oceans, the seasonal current
patterns at various levels,
overcoming the main obsta-
cles of a hostile element, will
not be substantially complet-
ed during the lifetime of any-
one now living, but what is
learned by the scientists now
busy in their explorations,
may provide all the things
that the land may not have
in the years to come.

The scientists suggest that
land now covered by the deep
waters will furnish minerals,
same possibility on Mars,
great advances have already
been made to live and exist
under the Seas.

Japan has already establish-
ed “Farms” and “ranches” in
waters off its shores. They
have built fences in which
they raise and breed sea life
for food.

For centuries, ocean fishing
has been almost blind — little
more than groping. Compared
to future fish harvesting, pre-
sent methods would be like
depending on rabbit hunting
in the woods to raising beef
cattle as a source of meat.

Science already knows a
great deal about the habits
of food fish and about the
minerals and oxygen content
and temperatures of the wat-
er where fish are to be found.
From this knowledge will
spring new ways to farm sea
life and even fatten it on man-
aged “acreage” and to pre-
dict the numbers and move-
ments of great sea schools.

It is known that fish can
be ‘“herded” with electrical
fields, sounds and lights.
From these things come 2
vision of the scientific har-
vesting of salt water food
hundreds of times greater
than at present. :

On the spot where fish are
harvested, processing plants
will be erected to produce the
finished products. Packaged
foods will be available to the
floating towns and cities
which may be built around the
factory, and for market on
land. Imagine apartment ships
with shopping centers, having
protected sea gardens ' be-
tween them with airport ships
and the things we now have
on the land.

In the future we will de-
pend on the ocean for min-
erals, chemicals and oil. The
land is being depleted of na-
tural resources while ‘we per-
mit the rivers to pour our
wealth into the Oceans every
day.

The possibilities of harnes-
sing today waves and currents
tn produce electric energy is
a reality insofar as the scien-
tists are concerned. It is a
matter of finding ways to re-
duce the cost of production.

The race for underwater
minerals is under way on the
Continental Shelves all over
the world. Giant corporations
are making huge investments.

From the militarv stand-
point, we must know the sur-
face of the bottor: of the Seas
and take from nature what we
know to be beneficial to man-
kind. A great source of pro-
tein needed by hungry mil-
lions can be harvested and
converted to fish meal, with

any added flavor desired.

With these developments
will come the need for inter-
national law for the Oceans’
bottom, more complicated
than the laws of the Sea ap-
plying to the surface.

Section 1, That Section 9,
Article VIII, Constitution of
the State of Texas, be amend-
ed to read as follows:

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
