In
other words, many of our fourth-
time churches do not pay more, than
$10 per month. That would mean
that the church would pay 50 cents
to the annuity fund. In the days
ahead I am going to give a good
deal of time to this work. .If I can
assist either the church or pastor in
thinking through this program you
will only have to command me. Most

The
young pastor who fails to come into
this program now, will be made. to
realize in after years just what he
missed. Baptists have neglected the
men who have spent their lives in
the 'ministry. Through this plan,
with a little cost to any church, it
will make possible that when men be-
come 65 years of age, they can retire
on a living annuity. Do not fai
see that your church does this thipg.

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THE DISTRICT MISSIONARY

The distriet conventions now being held over the state bring
sharply into focus the work of the distriet missionary. The district
plan has not been in operation for very many yea‘\i"s and it was
launched amid many serious misgivings on the part of numerous
thoughtful people. There were some who looked upon it as a move-
ment toward the breaking up of the traditional plan of Baptist as-
sociations. Others thought they saw in it a step toward episcopal
oversight of the churches and called the district missionnry a Bap-
tist presiding elder.

During the years which have elapsed since the plan was inaugu-
rated, we have come slowly to an appreciation of the district men
and of the importance of their work. Some f)f this understanding
has been due to the correction of those mlsapprehensmns under which
the work started. The very name was one of the causes of mis-
understanding. Had we called thgfn associates to our state execu-
tive secretary, the nature of the work would have been better under-
stood.

As a matter of fact, the men who are called district missionaries
are the denominational pack horses. They are not bishops to find
pastoys for pastorless churches, ror to find churches for unemployed
preachers, but there are occasions when their wise counsel may be
of belp in such circumstances. ' They are not itinerant evangelists,
though every preacher should conduct a series of evangelistic ser-
vices from time to time. They are not to pastor the weak churches,

, though one of their best services i3 to help such churches to find

are not travelling teachers of study 'courses,

The distriet missionary is the contact man between the churches,
especially through their associations, and the organized, cooperative
work of the entire denomination. Instead of becoming bishops,
they are a powerful influence for democracy in ‘the denomination,
because they come in touch with large churches and small ones, with
all the pastors and most of the church leadership. They know what
the people are thinkihg and how they are likely to react toward any
movement. Our denominational leaders are coming to depend heavily
upon their aid.

! THERE OUGHT TO BE A LAW

A cruel and unusual atrocity which is oecasionally perpetrated
upon the unsuspeeting church goer is to take one of the great, old,
familiar hymns which has inspired and strengthened the saints of
several generations and hiteh it up to a modernized version of rhythm
which is about as spiritual as ——well maybe it had best not be said

in print.
The purpose of a song service preceding the preaching is con-
ceded to be the cultivation of a spiritual atmosphere which will pre-

pare the audience to receive the message of the sermon. The butch-
ering of a beloved hymu with modernized music is anything but con-
ducive to a spiritual atmosphere. It is too much like parading grand-
mother as a bathing beauty.

This js not an outbreak of old-fogyism. There are modern relig-
ious songs, hymns and anthems which are beautiful. They consist
of original poems fitly set to appropriate music. The words and the
music helong together and, in time, the best will become a part of
the great treasury of sacred song. But the lazy or untalented juggler
of notes who lays unhallowed hands upon the poems of other years,

whose musical meaning has become interwoven with the most sacred
sentiments and emotions, and hurls them at the congregation in an
unseemly, unharmonious attire, his impositions, not eompositions, de-

serve only the repose of the waste basket.

May we continue to have new songs. The talent of David’s call-
ing is not dead. But let'us have no more new tunes, for old hymns,
nor parodies of popular songs for religious services. And when we

can no longer produce new, we can still use the old, as they were
written. They were made to wear.

REPLACEMENTS

The heavy drain of youth for national service has created a
serious problem for most churches. Not only are they becoming de-
pleted of young men, but in smaller places, away from defense pro-
jects, they are losing grdat numbers of the young women. It is easy
for such a situation to Hecome depressing and to be hurtful to the
morale of the churches.

To Dr. . C. Gardner goes credit for promoting-a helpful reedy

for this situation. These young people cannot be replaced. Even
after the present emergency the greater portion of them will locate
elsewhere instead of returning to the old community. There are very
few unenlisted young people left to take their places. But there are
plenty of unenlisted-older people, and it is to these, in the main,
that Dr. Gardner directs his appeal.

Many of these probably were once interested in church lee but
now have dropped out. The suggestion is made that we appeal to
them to attend the services of the church in the place of some par-
ticular individual who can no longer be present because he is in the
service of our country. His going has left a vacant seat at the church
and is causing a hardship to the church he loved. The older person,
for various reasons, will not be able to take that important post in
national defense which is held by the youth, but he can take hisg
place in'the church. He can give himself to the service of the coun-
try through serving in the church, for the soldier’s sake, and for
Christ’s..

This suggestion has in it the seed of a real revival in our coun-
try. Do you know someone who does not now attend church regu-
larly but who might be interested in coming to represent and to
pray for tht heroie youth for whom he has the greatest admiration
and affection?

'man. The cure of the troubled soul
reveals Jesus as monarch in the realm
of spirits which dare not disobey his
Word or defy his power. *

1. Stilling the Tempest

JESUS STILLED A STORMY
SEA. The sun had just gone down
on one of the busiest days in the life
of Jesus. Wearied to the.point of
complete physical exhaustion, Jesus
led his disciples down to the beach at
Capernaum and suggested that they
cross over unto the other side of the
sea. The multitude was therefore
sent away and without delay for any
preparation for the journey, the dis-
ciples took Jesus with them in the
boat, other boats also pushing off-
shore at least part of the way with
them. ‘As they proceeded a sudden
storm arose, fell in great fury upon
the little sea, tossed the foaming
waves into the boat, and threatened
the speedy wreck of the vessel. It
was one of those wild tempests which
sometimes -swoop down upon the
Galilean Lake.

To the wearied Jesus who had fall-
en asleep on a cushion in the hinder
part of the ship, the disciples cry out
in tense eagerness, “Save, Lord; we
perish.” To whom else could theyl go
in their terror? And had they ever
appealed to him in vain? Arofised
from sleep he rose and cast a rebuke
into the teeth of the gale which im-
mediately ceased, And to the furious
waves, he said, “Be still”; and they
crouched back ' to their level. The
wind ceased, “and there was a great
calm.” The tempest outside the boat

stliled within the boat. “Why are ye
fearful, O ye of little faith?” said
Jesus to the disciples. Safe they
were and safe they felt with Jesus
aboard; but in the presence of the
Power which could cope with the wild
elements of nature, “the men ‘mar-
velled, saying, What manner of man
is this, that even the winds and the
sea obey him!”

2. Saving the Demoniacs
JESUS SAVED A DEMONIZED
MAN. Unhindered now by wind or
wave the boat proceeded to the far-
ther side of the sea. On landing they
found themselves in the country of
the Gadarenes. It may have been the
next morning when they came ashore.
At any rate, they had just landed
when they were met by two demon-
iacs, one of them overshadowing the
other and most pitiable. The poor
victim dwelt in the graveyards. He
picked apart the chains which were
bound about his wrists and ankles.
somehow the binding fetters he

had been stilled; now it must be

managed to break in ?lee-. No man
by kindness or coercion could tame
him. Ever by night and by{day, in
the tombs and in the mountains, he
rent the air with his startling and
piteous and hideous cries. He gashed
himself with and among the rocks, A’
weird and wild figure was that which
stood before Jesus and his followers.
Strange to say, the demoniac when he
saw Jesus from afar ran toward him,
fell down before him, recognized him
as Jesus, the Son of the Most High
God, and adjured him that he would
not torment the indwelling demons.

For Jesus, as soon as he had seen
the need, prescribed the remedy and
bade the unclean spirit to come forth
out of the man. To the inquiry,
“What is thy name?” the answer
came: “My name is Legion; for we
are many.” And the plea was added
that Jesus would not send them away
into the abyss but into the great herd
of swine feeding at the moment upon
the mountainside. Placing a higher
estimate upon a man than a hog, Je-
sus gave them leave, At once they
left the man and entered the swine
which thereupon to: the number of
2,000 rushed down the steep and
weré drowned in the sea.

The swineherds were astounded.
They fled the scene, spreading the
news in the city and country, so that
the people of the district flocked to-
gether,
forth the demons and ‘seeing the cured
demoniac now clothed and in his right
mind, they were afraid.. But instead
of rejoicing over the cure of their
countryman and over the presence of
such a Person among them, they be-
gan to beseech him to depart from
their border. Sad, indeed, that men
should prefer their swine to their Sa-
vior!

Jesus departs. Before he leaves,
however, the healed demoniac desires
that he may accompany his benefac-
tor henceforth. But Jesus had other
work for him to do: “Go home to thy
friends, and tell them how great
things the Lord hath done for thee.”
This he did throughout the ten citied
district east of the Sea of Galilee.
Everybody marveled at his cure and
his calling.

TWO PARABLES ON PRAYER
Luke 18:1-14

In rapid succession Jesus gave the
parable of the Importunate Widow
and the parable of the Pharisee and
the Publican, These two parables
illustrate a point each about prayer.
In the first one, the point is that
we must persevere in our praying
and “faint not.” In the second one
the lesson is pointed that man must
meet God’s conditions in his praying
if he expects God to answer the
prayer.

The widow who sought justice from
the judge got it not b the judge

Several new young people have
been attending our church, Of course
they seem ito bring life and youth
itself into the church. In other places
places young people take the lead.
Not so in our church! Our old women
are carrying a great part of the spir-
itual load.

We have been called “the widows’
church” because the congregation has
been made up largely of older women,
several younger wamen ‘and a few
children, Thank God for these saint-
ly women.

I am thinking particularly of four
of these members. What a joy it is
to see them sit on the same bench
Sunday morning, One is blind, an-
other has rheumatism so badly that
she cannot stand up and is hardly
able to walk, another is nearly deaf,
and the fourth cannot read or write.
What wonderful meetings we have,
for we know that we are worshipping
in spirit and in truth. The one who
cannot see will tell the member who
cannot hear the number of the hymn
that is to be sung or the text for
the sermon.. The deaf woman will
sing distinctly enough that the blind
one can join in.

The able-bodied member ‘who car
neither read nor write will | help the
invalid one around while she reads
the Scripture or the words of a hymn.
And so they help one another, The
blind helps the deaf, the deaf reads
for the women, the lady with rheu-
matism, must lead the singing for
only she can read and hear well
enough to carry the melody. The un-
learned must help the person with
rheimatism so that she can do her
part.

But, oh, how they all can sing and
pray and listen to God’s Word, whe-
ther blind, deaf, invalid, unlearned or
what have you. They know God is
there.

This experience has been a great
illustration to me on how there is a
place for every one in God’s realm,
whether. one is wel or ill, whether
young or old. (It also carries a great
lesson on co-operation. Not one of
these ‘women can fully appreciate the
service without the help of the

Rangoon means “end of war,” but for
more than a century it. has been
known as “the city of hate.” It is
reported that the Burmese killed
about as many Britons as they did
Japanese dyring the attack.

“Very little butter for a great deal
of bread,” the significant reference
of the President to our defensive
forces in the Atlantic seaboard, indi-
cates the burden upon Rear Admiral
Adolphus Andrews, commander of the
Eastern Sea frontier. The Carribean
waters are infested with submarines
which not only endanger all shipping,
but the Canal.

“If the victories of the Axis pow-
ers have taught us anything, it is
that those who win strike first,” said
Mr. Wendell Willkie a few days ago
in a speech urging the U. S. to take
the offensive. With which we would
all agree, provided we have adequate
resources with which to strike. Our
fighting forces are giving a fine re-
port of themselves wherever they
have equipment.

Listening to tne impassioned ap-
peals from every section of the na-
tion for quick and decisive attack
upon the enemy, General George C.
Marshall, chief of staff, finally said
last week: “The time has now come
when we must proceed with the busi-
ness of carrying the war to the
enemy.”

Remark of the week: “Common ef-
forts which do not include common
fighting may not be sufficient,” Am-
bassador Litvinoff.

In listening to the radio today this
announcement struck me very force-
fully. The call was made for every-
one to put 20c out of each dollar of
his wages into defense bonds and
stamps, and we believe that this in-
deed is a noble thing to do. Our
nation is in the greatest battle for
freedom ever known in the history of
our country, yea, our very existence
is at stake. Not only will the money
that is put into defense bonds draw
interest and so increase our invest-
ment but will help to preserve that
freedom that we hold dear.

But as I heard this announcement
this was not the only call that I
thought about. In Leviticus 27:30,
God said, “And all the tithe of the
land, whether of the seed of the land,
or of the fruits of the tree, is the
Lord’s: it is holy unto the Lord.”—
not 20 per cent, but one-tenth, of all
that we have or receive, belongs, God
said, to Him. Even before this, Abra-
ham recognized this fact and gave to
God all of the tithes (Gen:; 14:20;
Heb. 7:6).

Do we receive interest for the
tithe that we give to the Lord? We
should not expect it.any more than
we expect interest on rent money
that we pay to our landlord; but in
Malachi 3:10 the Lord has said:
“Bring ye all the tithes into the store-

mine house, and prove me now here-
with, saith the Lord 'of host, if I will
not open the windows of heaven, and
pour .you out a blessing, that there
shall not be room enough to receive
iv.”

And men for generations who have
proven the Lord will testify that we
can not beat God in giving.

But just as the interest that we re-
ceive from our  buying of defense
bonds is not the motive behind our
purchase of them, but the good they
will do in the present conflict, so,
what we gain ourselves from the pay-
ing of the tithe to the Lord should
nbt be the motive in doing so, but
what our tithes will do in the ever
battle against wicKedness and the
forces of evil in the world.

This battle is ever going on but I
am persuaded that in the days that
are ahead not only in the dark hours
of our fight for freedom but after
that freedom is won, and God grant
that it may be won soan, much is go-
ing to depend on the people of God.
Never has there been a greater need
for the Gospel to be preached than
now and as our missionary said not
long ago, he believed that after this

The special appeal for a World
Emergency Relief offering of $300,-
000 to be raised in April comes from
the World Emergency Committee of
the Southern Baptist Convention,
headed by George W. Truett of Dal-
las, with Louie D. Newton of Atlanta
as secretary.

On a motion by Charles W. Daniel
of El Dorada, Ark., chairman of the
executive committee, it was decided

to have the special effort in April, |}

proferably the first Sunday, so as
not to interfere with other denomina-
tional activities and to give Southern
Baptists a chance to make a “worthy
offering.”

Since the Foreign Mission Board
now has a strong force in this coun-
try and since it knows most directly
the needs on foreign fields, the com-
mittee decide dthat this Board should
take the lead in raising and adminis-
tering the relief funds raised.

Most of the money will go to save
starving, freezing people in war-torn
areas of the world. It is expected
that about half the proceeds. will go
to suffering China, where one dollar
still can feed a person one month.
Part of the rest will go to Europe.

Help will be given to the Amer-
ican Bible Society in its splendid
work of providing Scriptures for Rus-
sion prisoners in Germany and Bal-
kan countries. Emergency aid also
is required by the Southern Baptist
publishing houses in Mexico, Brazil,
Argentina and Chile, where soaring
costs of printing are making the pub-
lication of religious literature in-
creasingly expensive.

The committee asked that some of
the relief money be marked for ‘“un-
foreseen emergencies.” The wisdom
of this decision already has been
proved by the unexpected emergency
calls that have recently come to the
board offices—a cabled plea from
John Galloway of Macao to help save
starving Chinese and Portuguese; a
call for relief from Katie Murray of
Chengchow, stating that the X-ray
and other hospital equipnnfft might
have to be sold if financial help does
(Some money was ad-
vanced and sent her).

“Cast your bread upon the waters,
for thou shalt find it after many
days” (Eccle. 11:1). Though Chris-
tians do not seek material rewards
for charitable acts, it may be that
in giving to World Emergency Re-
lief they will not only have the satis-
faction of sharing their bounty with
a hungry world (the United States
has over one-third of the world’s
wealth) but will see part of the fund
used right here at home if the dis-
aster of war should strike American
shores.

The receipts for the 100,000 Club
for January and February of this
year show over 90 per cent gain as
compared with the same months in
last year. The total receipts for
1941 were more than 65 per cent over
1940.

—A!l the states in the Southern Bap-
tist Convention, with one exception,
showed a marked increase for the
Gifts
in Texas increased from $4,246.70 in
these months in 1941 to $6,942.70 so
far this year. This is the second
highest, being exceeded only by Geor-
gia which in/ the same time gave over
nine thousand dollars, increasing
$3,681. Missouri made the largest
gain, coming up from less than one
thousand to $5,002.86.

All“promotion expense connected
with the 100,000 Club is met by the
Sunday School Board out of publica-
tion profits, so that every dollar sent
through this medium is applied di-
rectly on the principal of the debts.
The institutions and agencies of the
convention are also finding other
means of meeting payments on their
obligations and the hope is now ex-
pressed in high circles that all the
Southwide work will be out of the red
by 1943 instead of 1945, the goal
which has been previously been used.
