Footnote Is Added

To the Graf Spee
Battle In Atlantic

By United Fress

TACOMA, Wash.—An additien
to the story of the Battle of the
Plate, in which the German pock-
et battleship Graf Spee was s0
damaged by smaller British ships
that it later was scuttled, was re-
vealed here by Niel McDonald,
Scottish radio operator who was
a captive on the raider during the
10-hour running fight.

“Although a splendid example
of modern machinery
the Graf Spee was dis-
guised as square-rigged old
windjammer when she captured
our ship,” McDonald said.

The Graf Spee had been operat-
ing with deadly effectiveness
against Dritish shipping in the
South Atlantic for weeks before
the historic battle ended its ca-
reer. Its success was due to the
incredible disguises, which were
changed every night, allowing the
battleship to approach merchant

and engi-
neering,

a

vessels unsuspected, McDonald
explained.
The Scot was “Sparks” on the

freighter Streonshalh when cap-
tured. The Streonshalh was carry-
ing wheat from Argentina to Lon-
don.

McDonald and his shipmates
were taken aboard the Graf Spee
and imprisoned in a steel com-
partment 23 feet square in the
bow of the battleship. There were
61 prisoners aboard the shin.
Some 300 others captured by the
raider were on the Altmark—pris-
on ship captured by Britain in
Norwegian waters.

McDonald said the food was
“good. or at least we couldn’t
complain, because it was the same
as the Germang had. German fare
is not the best, in my personal
opinion, however.”

When at last the British South
Atlantic forces caught the Graf
Spee, the 62 imprisoned British
merchant sailors spent 10 hours
in their steel cubicle just umder
the forward guns of the ship.
Each rsalvo lifted them three inch-
es off the floor and the roaring
guns deafened them.
