Defense rises
as dollar falls

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Clinton administration mounted a
strong defense of the dollar today,
pledging to do whatever is needed
to protect the dollar’s premier
position as the world’s principal
reserve currency.

The comments by Treasury
Secretary Robert Rubin marked
the administration’s strongest de-
fense yet since the dollar started
plummeting to record lows
against other currencies a weék
ago.

*“This administration believes a
strong dollar is in America’s na-
tional interest,”’ Rubin said in re-
marks today to the National
Newspaper Association.

Rubin’s comments marked the
second consecutive day that a top
U.S. official has sought to rhetori-
cally support the dollar. On Wed-
nesday, Federal Reserve Chair-
man Alan Greenspan's comments
helped to halt a steep slide in the
currency’s’ value

Rubin indirectly referred to
Greenspan’s remarks, saying,
‘‘We share with the Fed the goal
of sustaining the recovery with
low inflation. We recognize that a
critical requisite to sustain the ex-
pansion is to avoid damaging in-
creases in inflation.”’

In his comments, Rubin also
defended the administration’s $20
billion package of loans and loan
guarantees for Mexico. Some
market participants have blamed
the handling of the economic
chaos in Mexico as one of the ma-
jor factors driving the dollar
down.

But Rubin said he believed the
administration’s plan and the eco-
nomic reforms being put together
by Mexican authorities would
work. However, the plan has
failed to halt a steep slide in the
Mexican peso, which hit new
lows against the dollar this week.

‘‘I believe that in time, investor
confidence in Mexico will be re-
stored. And while markets will
move around, the program is
sound and it should work,”’ Rubin
said.

The Treasury secretary imme-
diately hedged that forecast, say-
ing, ‘‘And if it doesn’t, I think we
made the right decision in regards
to the self-interest of the United
States at the point we had to make
the decision.”’

Is breast lump linked to estrogen?

By Peter H. Gott, M.D.

DEAR DR. GQTT: Due to bulimia
and excessive exercise, my 24-year-
old daughter stopped menstruating at
the age of 16. Almost a year ago, her
gynecologist began her on estrogen
therapy and she successfully resumed
menstruation. However, about six
months ago, she discovered a breast
lump. Her doctor feels it is a result of
the estrogen therapy. Do you agree or
should a biopsy be performed?

DEAR READER: Strenuous athiet-
ic endeavor often stops menstruation
because of an abnormal suppression
of pituitary hormones that stimulate
the ovaries. Most authorities agree
that women athletes who cease men-
struating should modify their training,
rather than take hormones.

Athletic females may also suffer
osteoporosis (from lack of estrogen)
and eating disorders (in an unhealth-
ful attempt to reduce body fat). These
“complications” also need to be
addressed by modifying the training
schedule and using counseling,
nutritional guidance and calcium sup-
plements.

Even in a non-athlete, estrogen
therapy may cause breast lumps.
These can be a source of concern and
worry to female athletes and their
families.

Sibley: end racial, other preferences .

AUSTIN (AP) — Sen. David
Sibley says its time to stop giving
preferential treatment on the basis
of race or gender in government
employment, contracts and
education. *

‘“If we're serious about ending
discrimination, then we truly
should be blind to a person’s race,
gender or other characteristics,’’
Sibley said Wednesday, introduc-
ing a proposed constitutional
amendment to prohibit such
preferences.

‘‘Government should not dis-
criminate against its citizens. But
a new form of discrimination is
being practiced today. Selected
minority groups that have been
treated unfairly in the past now are
given special advantages based

Your daughter’s doctoris probably
correct; the breast lesion is likely to be
benign. To test his theory, your daugh-
ter should forego hormone therapy for
a month. If the lump is due to estrogen,
it will disappear. If not, you'll have to
make a decision about biopsy.

Obviously, I'm talking about a statis-
tical risk here. The chances that the
lump reflects a dangerous condition
are very slight in a 24-year-old woman.
Nonetheless, the situation needs to be
closely monitored. Your daughter
should follow her gynecologist’s advice.

It seems to me that the most appro-
priate, mest healthful and least
expensive option is for your daughter
to obtain counseling for her eating
disorder, reduce her strenuous activi-
ty, and allow her own hormone bal-
ance tobe re-established. The appear-
ance of a regular menstrual pattern
will indicate that the situation has
returned to normal.

DEAR DR. GOTT: Huntington’s
chorea runs in my family. What is the
proper medication for control of this
affliction?

DEAR READER: Huntington’s dis-
ease (or chorea, which means shak-
ing) is a progressive, inherited neuro-
logical affliction that causes psychi-
atric disturbances (personality
changes, apathy and inappropriate
behavior), coupled with muscular dis-

Abortion bill would endanger
teen-agers, opponents believe

AUSTIN (AP) — rroposals to
require parental notification or
consent before minors could ob-
tain an abortion would endanger
pregnant teens by driving them to
unlicensed facilities, opponents
say.

“It’s a killer,’’ said Karen Bell,
of Indianapolis, whose 17-year-
old daughter, Becky, died in 1988
following a botched abortion.

Mrs. Bell and other abortion
rights activists converged at the
Capitol Wednesday to lobby
against abortion bills pending in
the Legislatre, including propos-
als requiring parental notification
and consent for minors.

Mrs. Bell blames her daughter’s
death on an Indiana law requiring
parental consent before a minor
can undergo an abortion..

Instead of coming to her parents
for their approval, Becky obtained
an illegal abortion, Mrs. Bell said.
She died from complications one
week later.

Issue causes

embarrassment

WASHINGTON (AP) — In the
Senate, never lacking for profiles,
a New Guard &f zealous Republi-
cans wants to redefine courage.
They tried to punish a'vote against
the party position on a major issue,
with exile from power as the
penalty.

While they failed, the loyalty
dispute, in itself, was a rebuke and
an embarrassment, prompting
what are supposed to be strength-
ened tools for the GOP leadership
to enforce party discipline in the

future.

There was talk, but no vote, on
the idea of punishing Sen. Mark
Hatfield for casting the sole Repu-
blican vote against the balanced
budget amendment. Sen. Bob
Dole, the majority leader, stopped
it short of that point, much as he la-
mented the loss of ‘‘the big one’’
in the GOP program.

The amendment fell one vote
short of the two-thirds needed for
approval, and while wavering
Democrats were key to the rejec-
tion, a bloc of relatively junior
conservatives blamed Hatfield.
They said he ought to be ousted as |
chairman of the Senate Appropria-
tions Committee.

Senior heads prevailed. Had the
Republicans voted to act against
Hatfield, it would have taken a full
Senate vote to change chairmen,
and the Democrats would have
had a political field day. President
Clinton’s spokesman already had
talked of a Republican Party so ex-
treme that there’s no room for
moderates.

The attempt at a loyalty test is
the reverse of the ‘‘Profiles in
Courage’’ John F. Kennedy wrote
of 40 years ago. The heroes in his
book were members of Congress
who stood against the popular or
party line, to vote as they thought
right, sometimes at the cost of
their jobs.

" Hatfield said he had voted as his
conscience guided, and intends to
say no when the amendment is put
to another vote. Dole said he’ll
force one, perhaps at the height of
the 1996 election campaign.

Hatfield’s opposition took no
one by surprise; he had declared
himself well in advance, saying
that the way to balance the budget
is simply to do it, not to write it
into the Constitution. Advocates
of the amendment say that hasn’t
sufficed, and only constitutional
discipline will.

Hatfield voted against two ear-
lier versions, and said he regretted
his one vote in favor of a balanced
budget amendment in 1982. Ro-
nald Reagan was pushing it then;
when it lost in the House he said he
felt a deep, burning anger. But he
couldn’t do anything about it.

This time, Sens. Connie Mack
of Florida and Rick Santorum of
Pennsylvania tried to do some-
thing; they wanted Hatfield pun-
ished for his vote. Senators and
House members have lost chair-
manships or seniority for defect-
ing to the opposition party in pres-
idential campaigns, but there’s no
20th century precedent for ousting
a chairman for his vote on a bill.

That went too far for veteran
conservative senators, many with
committees of their own and pos-
sible conflicts of their own, so the
dump-Hatfield move failed. But
the newer conservative activists
are gaining in clout, many of them
graduates of the House school of
aggressive Republicanism, led by
Newt Gingrich before the ta-
keover that made him speaker.

Dissenting votes in the House
liave not been penalized yet any-
how. The new chairman of the Ju-
diciary Committee, for example,
Rep. Henry Hyde of Mlinois, op-
poses congressional term limits,
one of the top 10 campaign issues
of House Republican leaders. He
has voted to send it to the floor for
action, saying he will vote against
it there.

But unlike the balanced budget
amendment, term limits is not

Gilbert, 48, was a partner in a
Washington law firm.

Williams also was convicted of
armed robbery, theft and several
other charges. He was acquitted of
only oné count, daytime breaking
and entering.

Williams showed no emotion as
the verdicts were read.

Judge Eugene Lerner could im-
pose a life term or the death pen-

alty; he set sentencing for
Monday.

Williams was arrested aftgg sec-
urity camera videotape showed
him using the couple’s bank cards
at automdtic teller machines.

Evidence linking him to the
couple's house included hair
found in a bathroom, DNA tests
showing that saliva from a drink-
ing glass matched Williams’
DNA, and fibers matching gloves
owned by Williams.

Bill would decrease taxes
for families with children

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
House’s top tax-writer has pre-
pared legislation that would lower
levies for families with children,
savers and many businesses, but
makes some changes in tax reduc-
tions promised by Republicans’
‘‘Contract With America,”’ docu-
ments show.

As promised by the contract,
the GOP’s campaign pledge to
America, the bill’s centerpiece is a
$500 tax credit for children less
than age 18 in families earning
less than $200,000. A tax credit is
subtracted from the amount a tax-
payer owes.

Under the legislation to be un-
veiled later today by House Ways
and Means Committee Chairman
Bill Archer, R-Texas, the credit
would be nonrefundable, accord-
ing to paper obtained by The As-
sociated Press.

That means taxpayers who owe
less than $500 could only use as
much of the credit as it would take
to make their tax liability zero, and
would not be entitled to a refund
for the difference from the Internal
Revenue Service. The contract
promised a refundable tax credit,
which meant that people who owe
no or very little taxes would be en-
titled to a refund from the IRS.

The change would mostly affect
lower-income people with child-
ren who owe so little in taxes that
they would have been entitled to a
refund check under the initial
GOP plan.

*As the contract promised, the
Ways and Means measure would
also reduce the capital gains tax
rate paid by people who sell land
and other property, and create
more generous individual retire-
ment accounts.

Archer has said the megsure
will cost about $200 billion over
five years, and the documents ob-
tained did not provide precise fig-
ures. Republicans say they plan to
pay for it with savings from re-
vamping welfare, renewing some
restrictions on Medicare and cut-
ting other programs.

Along with their pledge to eli-
minate federal deficits by 2002,
the Republicans’ promise to re-
duce taxes for millions of Ameri-
cans was the main thrust of the
contract, their guiding doctrine
during last fall’s election cam-
paign. Archer said Wednesday
that his bill followed the contract
closely.

““If you had to track it, the con-
tract will be 90 percent there,”” he
said. ‘“We ran on it, we all signed
it, and we’ll do what we said we
were going to do.”’

Democrats complained that the
tax cuts would be a boon to the
rich, paid for with,cuts in welfare
and other programs that largely
serve lower-income Americans.

““They are shifting it from the
children, who they’re so brutal
and cruel to, to the wealthy and
rich who voted for Republicans
last November,’’ said Rep. Harold

Ford, D-Tenn., a member of the
Wavs and Means panel.

Democrats and some Republi-
cans have already complained that
the $200,000 income ceiling for
the childrens’ tax credit would al-
low tax breaks for well-to-do fam-
ilies. But Archer decided not to
change that figure for fear of vio-
lating a key promise of the
contract.

Polls show that some voters
would prefer greater deficit reduc-
tion to lower taxes, but many law-
makers find fax-cutting legislation
hard to oppose. President Clinton
and House Minority Leader Dick
Gephardt, D-Mo., have each prop-
osed their own, less expensive tax
cuts, both aimed at lower-income
people than Archer’s legislation.

The tax cut legislation is likely
to be approved by the Ways and
Means panel next week, and by the
full House afterward. Its toughest
congressional hurdle is likely to be
the Senate, where many Republi-
cans, including Senate Finance
Committee Chairman Bob Pack-
wood, R-Ore., say deficit reduc-
tion should be the year’s top focus,
not lowering taxes.

The documents show that Ar-
cher’s bill would also:

—Lower taxes for many com-
panies that must pay the alterna-
tive minimum, tax, which is aimed
at businesses with so many deduc-
tions or credits that thcy could
otherwise escape paying income
taxes.

CIA says Serbs committed
most war crimes in Bosnia

NEW YORK (AP) — A highly
classified CIA report blames the
Serbs for 90 percent of the “‘ethnic
cleansing’’ in Bosnia and says
leading Serbian politicians almost
certainly played a role, The New
York Times reported today.

The report, based on aerial
photography and technical
analysis, said Muslims and Croats
also committed atrocities, includ-
ing some of great ferocity. But it
concludes that these actions *‘lack
the intensity, sustained orchestra-
tion and scale of what the Bosnian
Serbs did.”’

CIA spokesman David Christ-
ian told The Associated Press that
the agency had no comment.

The Times said the report was
completed this year and was con-
sidered so sensitive it was classi-
fied at an unusually high level of
secrecy. The contents were made
available to the Times by one
American official in Europe and

two in this country.

The report comes as the United
States and some European allies
have sought the help of Serbian
President Slobodan Milosevic in
efforts to end the fighting in Bos-
nia. Releasing the report could
cause Milosevic to stop
cooperating.

Ethnic cleansing refers to the
practice of creating ethnically ho-
mogeneous areas through murder,
terror and expulsions.

International estimates put the
number of refugees left homeless
by-fighting and ethnic cleansing at
over 2 million throughout the for-
mer Yugoslavia.

Although there was no conclu-
sive evidence of direct involve-
ment by Serbian leaders, the re-
port says that ‘‘the systematic na-
ture of the Serbian actions
strongly suggests that Pale and
perhaps Belgrade exercised a
carefully veiled role in the pur-

Storm sweeps into
Northern California

A wet and wild Pacific storm
swept across Northern California
today, bringing nearly 8 inches of
rain in one area and fear of more
flooding to areas that got pounded
two months ago.

Pacific Gas & Electric said the
storm knocked out electrical
power to more than 100,000 cus-
tomers in the San Francisco Bay
Area from Santa Rosa to San Jose.

In San Francisco, wind gusting
up to 70 mph fanned a house fire
that killed a firefighter and injured
three others, two critically. A high
wind warning was issued for the
Golden Gate Bridge.

Rain totals varied widely. The
National Weather Service re-
ported 7.92 inches in the Sonoma
County mountains west of Healds-
burg in the 24 hours ending at 4
a.m.. Totals in other areas: 5.24 in-
ches in St. Helena, 3.27 inches just

south of San Jose, 2.44 inches in
the Santa Cruz County town of
Ben Lomand and just 0.75 of an
inch in Berkeley.

Creeks already swollen from
January’s pelting rains began to
rise, prompting urban and small
stream flood advisories, and the
saturated ground brought warn-
ings of possible mudslides.

The rain, which was expected to
move into Southern California la-
ter today, was the firstin a series of
three or four Pacific storms that
were expected to bring successive
waves of rain, high wind and occa-
sional thunderstorms to California
through the weekend, the weather
service said.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Fac-
ing likely defeat on a key provi-
sion of their ‘‘Contract With
America,”” House Republicans

are delaying a vote on a constitu- .

tional amendment for term limits
on lawmakers to rally support.

“In the next few weeks the
leadership will be working hard to
cultivate the votes necessary to
pass term limits,”” Majority
Leader Dick Armey, R-Texas,
wrote other lawmakeérs Wednes-
day in announcing the bill would
not come to the floor as scheduled
next week. A vote inlate March is
likely.

But even as Armey vowed to
fight for the measure, two other
members of the House GOP lead-
ership voiced continued opposi-
tion, underscoring the difficulty of
rounding up the two-thirds major-
ity necessary for passage.

‘“Most people have not thought

through the unintended consequ-
ences,’”’ said six-term Rep. Tom
DelLay of Texas, the party’s whip.
He said a limit on congressional
terms would simply transfer
power to unelected bureaucrats.
DeLay said he had made that case
to first-term lawmakers last winter
during his leadership race, and
noted he was elected despite his
opposition to the measure.

Rep. John Boehner, R-Ohio,
chairman of the GOP caucus,
serving his third term, also said he
was standing firm in opposition.

Mexican
druglord
on Top 10

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
reputed leader of a Mexican drug
organization that brings tons of
cocaine to the United States was
put on the FBI's ‘“Ten Most
Wanted Fugitives’’ list today —
the first international drug traf-
ficker ever listed.

In an effort to highlight the
move, Attorney General Janet
Reno personally announced the
addition of Juan Garcia-Abrego,
50, to the list at her weekly news
conference. Most additions are an-
nounced in press releases by the
FBI.

Garcia-Abrego was indicted in
Houston in 1993 on drug traffick-
ing and money laundering charges
and the Justice Department char-
acterizes his organization as a ma-
jor conduit for cocaihe from Col-
ombia’s Cali cartel into this
country.

‘‘Placement of Garcia-
Abrego’s name on the 10 Most
Wanted List demonstrates the im-
portance we place on wiping out
these self-proclaimed drug lords
who deal in human death and mis-
ery,”” Reno said.

She also went out of her way to
praise the cooperation from the
current Mexican government on
drug enforcement.

Seated next to an oversize ver-
sion of the Garcia-Abrego wanted
poster, Reno said, ‘“This poster is
going to be circulated both in the
United States and Mexico .... The
government of Mexico has com-
mitted itself to joining with the
United States to bring about the
destruction and dismantling of the
Garcia-Abrego organization.”’

Reno said the decision to list
Garcia-Abrego had no relation at
all to the arrest last week in New-
ark, N.J., of Mario Ruiz Massieu,
who had been a deputy attorney
general in the previous Mexican
government.

Texas Senate votes to get
children out of pickup beds

AUSTIN (AP) — The Texas
Senate has approved legislation to
prohibit children under age 18
from riding in the open beds of
pickup trucks.

‘‘We need this ... for the child-
ren,”’ said Sen. Gregory Luna, D-
San Antonio, whose bill was sent
to the House on a 20-9_ vote
Wednesday.

Despite a law aimed at keeping
children out of pickup beds,
deaths and injuries are mounting
from accidents, Luna said.

In 1989, Texas became one of
about 20 states to limit carrying

.passengers in pickup beds. The

law restricts children under 12
from riding in the beds of pickups
traveling more than 35 mph.

Luna’s bill would raise the age
limit to 18 and make the ban apply
at any speed. Exceptions would be
allowed for parades, emergencies
or on private property.
. **The data clearly indicates that
many, if not most, of the people
who are killed or injured are up to
18,”” Luna said.

Statistics compiled by the
Texas Department of Public
Safety indicate that an average of

452 injuries and 14 deaths

occurred annually between 1988
and 1993 involving pickup bed
passengers.

Luna said there were 450 inju-
ries and 30 deaths in 1993, and 433

injuries and 31 deaths last year.

Although he voted for the mea-
sure, Sen. Gonzalo Barrientos, D-
Austin, said he had ‘‘mixed feel-
ings’’ about the legislation.

**For folks outin the country, be
it ranching or farming or what
have you, there are a lot of young
people out there who find it almost
a necessity to ride in the back of
trucks,’”’ Barrientos said.

But Luna said there was an in-
expensive answer to that problem
shells that cover the bed.

‘““You can buy a cover for as
cheaply as $250. If there is a
necessity, the investment of $250
would save many, many lives,’” he
said."

Also Wednesday, the Senate
approved and sent to the House le-
gislation that would:

— Allow motorcycle riders to
complete a training course for dis-
missal of some misdemeanor
traffic offenses. Auto drivers may
do so now, but the law doesn’t pro-
vide a means for motorcyclists t0
remove similar violations from
their record, Luna said.

— Not require that seat belts be
worn by motorists engaged in the
delivery of newspapers from their
vehicles. Sen. Jeff Wentworth, R-
San Antonio, said the seat belt ex-
emption would be similar to that
given postal carriers.

AUSTIN (AP) — Welfare re-
form should encourage self-
sufficiency and strive for
flexibility, and a new House bill .
encompassing those ideas could
establish a model system, a group
of lawmakers and state leaders
say.

Five House members unveiled
the reform proposal Wednesday.

Rep. Harvey Hilderbran, R-
Kerrville, said the proposal *‘will
be the most comprehensive wel-
fare reform bill in the country.”’

*“This is a truly balanced pack-
age of reforms,”’ Rep. Mark
Stiles, D-Beaumont, said.

The proposal would cap cash
benefits paid under the Aid to
Families with Dependent Children
program.

For example, a family with four
children currently receives $251 a
month. Under the bill, the family

award

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Strom Thurmond who once said
blacks and whites should be kept
apart ‘‘for the integrity of the

races’’ is now a Strom Thurmond

who says he believes ‘‘equality is
what we’ ve all got to live up t0.”’

The Republican senator from
South Carolina sat in a room full
of civil rights advocates Wednes-
day night to accept an award for
maintaining a friendship across
the color line, and declare himself
a changed man.

‘“There’s been a metamorpho-
sis, of course, over the years,”’
Thurmond, 92, said after taking
part in a tribute to 17 pairs of
friends, black and white, who have
shown that relationships can tran-
scend race.

*“I'try to help everybody I can. I
don’t ask a person whether they’re
black or white or what. I try to help
the high, the low, the rich and the
poor. Equality is what we’ve all
got to live tip to,”” he said.

The Greater Washington Urban
League included Thurmond
among the honorees because for
20 years he has been friend and
mentor to talk radio host Arms-
trong Williams, a black conserva-
tive Republican.

“‘I know his past. I can only.
judge this man on how he treats
me,’’ said Williams, 36. ‘*Are you
saying people cannot change?
When you’ve had someone who’s
been a devout segregationist, once
they’ ve seen the light, you will not
have a better ally and friend.”’

Thurmond spent years defend-

ing segregation and blocking civil .

rights laws. Looking back, he said

he was simply a product of the
times. .
‘“When I grew up, it was practi*
cally a different world from
now,”’ he said. ‘‘Isn’t it nice if
people can change and times can
change, people can get together
and respect each other?”’

Thurmond received polite ap-
plause from the overwhelmingly
black crowd of more than 1,000
people, even though rumors had
swirled before the awards presen-
tation that some guests would turn
their backs on the senator in
protest.

The Urban League said that in
honoring Thurmond it is not en-
dorsing his views or absolving
him from his past.

The bill’s authors said capping
cash benefits would help large
families who would be eligible for
more food stamps.

The bill also would require reci-
pients to work or participate in an
activity, such as job training or
community service, leading to
self-sufficiency. Recipients with
children under 6 would be exempt.

Cash payments and other bene-
fits would be placed on a sliding
scale based on the recipient’s edu-
cation and work experience. The
more educated and experienced
people would receive less aid be-
cause they would be considered
more able to find work.

In addition, the bill would:

— Allow the attorney general’s
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office to suspend or revoke
licenses of people who are delin-
quent in child support payments.

— Provide job training, Medi-
caid and child care while the pa-
rent gets established in a job.

— Set up several pilot programs
to aid AFDC families save money,
achieve self-sufficiency, find jobs
and gain education.

While he praised the themes of
the bill, Patrick Bresette, associate
director Qf the Center for Public
Policy Priorities, said inclusion of
any kind of cap on welfare bene-
fits would be detrimental to help-
ing families.

‘““There is no possible public
policy goal that is furthered by
that,”’ Bresette said. ‘*All you do
is make them poorer by taking
away their grant.”’

He also warmed lawmakers to
keep an eye on state budget wri-

ters, who are considering propos-
als that call for cuts in funding for
job training and child care
programs.

If such cuts come, ‘‘then this
bill is a hollow promise,’’ Bresette
said.

Comptroller John Sharp said
past welfare reform efforts have
been hindered by uncertainty ab-
out how to finance the changes.
This proposal, he said, finds sav-
ings in several state departments
10 cover costs.

‘“We have run the whole gamut
of state government, found sav-
ings all through state govern-
ment,”’ he said.

Sharp’s endorsement came a
day after he warned state leaders
that Texas could lose more than
$118 million in federal welfare
funding under congressional
block grant proposals.

Senate OKs
record bills

AUSTIN (AP) — The Texas
Senate has unanimously approved
legislation its sponsor says is de-
signed to prevent government har-
assment of people legitimately
seeking information under the
state open records law.

Sen. Don Henderson, R-
Houston, said his bill ‘‘would
make sure when someone makes
an open records request, that they
are not intimidated or harassed by
governmental units.”’

Henderson said the bill, which
now goes to the House, was a re-
sponse to the treatment of a Harris
County parent who sought school
information about his child. The
parent wound up being sued by the
school district even though the
state attorney general sided with
the parent’s request for some of
the information. “

Getting sued, Henderson said,
‘‘was a terrible thing for the indi-
vidual who was trying to find out
some information about his
child.”’ /

Under the open records law, a
governmental unit that disagrees
with an attorney general’s opinion
that information should be made
public may appeal that decision in
a Travis County district court.
